rial of the Dead. The funeral of the persons
hi I ltd liy lilt! explosion ol Mr. James Ileutly's

I'owtlcr Mills, on the Susquehanna Railroad,
to k place yesterday afternoon, between 1 ami
2 o'clock. An immense concourse of neigh-
bors ami strangers were assembled together on

the mournful occasion. The Rev. L)r. Johns
read the buna! service, and the Rev. Thomas
So well, jr., delivered a moat solemn discourse.
The remains of the four vvluto men were buri-
ed in separate coffins, in one grave, on the pro-
mises; the body of the colored man was inter-

red at the residence of Ilia father on the Ruin-
terstown Road. A deep and settled gloom
appears to pervade every person living in the
neighboihood, and several families who leside
contiguous to the powder mills arc removing
away from the scene of destruction. I here
were about 600 kegs ofpowder in the mill and
adjoining buildings which exploded The rool
ola magazine containing 150 kegs ofpowder,
about 40 yards o(T, was partly carried away,
but luckily the powder did not ignite. A large
barn in winch a great quantity ol powder was

stored, about 400 yards distant, bad tile door
buisl open, bill m lire was blown in that di-
rection, otherwise inore destruction would have
ensued. We loirnthat the leg and an arm of
one of tliu uiiforinnato men were found whilst
the funeral was in 'progress, several bundled
yards oil", where they had been blown Seve-
ral large copper b ills used in the graining mill

have entirely disappeared. The inquests were

held by Coroner John L>. Bowman, and not

by i 'ui oner IIooper as lias been stated.
Narrow Escape. During the gale from the

off, and m its descent to the pavement, fell di-
rectly on the head of a woman who was pas-
ting, knocking her down senseless.

There was a unifor-
mity in the writing that could not be mista-
ken.
