LETTER FROM MONTEREY.

Messrs. Editors: Ifyou think the following
extracts from the letter of a volunteer in the
"Maryland Battalion," to his sister in Gcorge-

trwn, worthy of publication, you are at liberty

MONTEREY, Mex., Oct 14, 1846.
Doar Sis: The army is stationed at Monte-

rey, or rather three miles from the city. At
present 'tis rather dull, as fighting is over for
awhile at least. You enquite "how 1 spend my
time?" In the first place, at daylight we all
have to appear at roll call to answer to our
names;?tlio guard is then detached and the
duties of the day laid off; we then take break-
fast, seldom having for the same fried chickens
and biscuit; at 9 A. M. we parade, going thro'
the regular exercise for an hour or so; at half
past 12 we are piped *.o dinner, to the tune of
roast beef, though wc always have it boiled;
at 5 P. M. wo parade again till sun-down,
when we breakfast again, though they call it
supper for variety; about 9 o'clock we answer

roil call and go to bed, that is, to say an ac-
commodation of one blanket on the ground in
the tent, with four or five bed-fellows whom
you might as well be without. There are also
extra duties, such as mounting guard, posting
sentries, soeial lighting, and so on. 1 nin well
satisfied, contented, and enjoying as good health
as usual, with the exception of a bouncing chill
and fever, which I hope will not return to-mor-
row. The Doctor gave me ten grains of Cal-
omel to "take immediately" which notwith-
standing lie was an old acquaintance (being
Dr. C? L? of old Georgetown,) 1 immedi-
ately stuck in my old coat pocket, where itmay
operate "ad libitum," as I think the old coat
more in need of medicine than the owner.

They say "variety is the spice of life," you \
may therefore calculate uu my beingspiey after
aw hile. We have had tome severe times of it
since we left Matairiorus?marching with our j
accoutrements (which are a very considerable \u25a0
load) on our backs sometimes 350 miles on a
stretch, and that in the warmest days of Au-
gust, exposed to the rays of a tropical sun, go-
ing without water for 18 miles, the only en-
couragement to keep us on being the hope of
finding some. One day in particular, we suf-
fered very much, many of the stoutest men fall-
ing sick and fainting on the road?l had trav-
elled about 25 miles that day?being sun-rise
when we started?at 8 o'clock in the evening
Icame to a few trees near the road side, arid
told the other boys I was going to spend the
night there, let the consequence he what it
might. I cast tny accoutrements on the ground,
and with cartndgo box lor a pillow and my
musket for a friend, I went to sleep quite easy.
After laying an hour or two, I arose quite cold,
having went to sleep in a profuse perspiration.
1 thought it belter to travel on, but it was witli

difficulty that 1 could use my feet, tliey were
stiff and cold. In the warmest weather hero
you can sleep at night quite comfortabiu under
a blanket, the dew tailing often as thick as rain
and quite cold. I shook myself thought it was
a dull old shake, and marched on alone, seven
miles farther, when just on the left-hand side
of the road, you can imagine a fine mud pud-
dle, such as you have often seen the hogs wal-
lowing in about town?in fact hogs had been
driven out of it a couple of hours before, by
about a dozen soldiers, who were laying by it
?Ilullo! says I, water! arid 1 did not stop till
1 had diank about a quart. I then filled my

canteen, laid on the ground, placed it at my
head,and slept quite comfortable till daylight.

1 then started for the camp, which was only
one rnile off. This is but a sample. I men-
tion it for information and will give you more
ifwe should chance to meet again.

The scenery here at Monterey is truly beau-
tiful beyond conception. The broad and ex-
tended plains stretching out for miles as far as
<4ye can reach, prosont a surface as smooth as

the unrippled sea,while the bold and lofty peults
of the rugged mountains which back tlieni,
glittering in the sun-light, render the whole
most nobly grand and majestic. The soil,
though little tilled, is capable ofproducing most
any thing adapted to a tropical climate. The
Mexicans depend mostly upon the spontaneous
productions of nature for a subsistanee. The
ground here, ifproperly tended, will produpi
from two to three good ciops in one season. I

have seen some corn-fields to the extent of two
square miles?the corn is just thrown in the
ground and left to work its own way up; it is
of a very good quality.

We have art abundance of delicious oranges
from some splendid groves in Monterey. Ol
flowers, there is the greatest variety, of every
hue and texture, dispersed throughout the
woods, in their unalloyed state, bedecking the
earth with more vivid and striking colors than
ever shone from a Persian carpet. 1 have pick-
ed in the woods some of the finest flavored ge-
raniums?glowing in their wild state?that 1
have ever seen. There arc any quantity of

peppers, such as we call the East India pep-
peps.

Monterey is completely baeked by a lofty
chain of the Rocky Mountains, called by the
Mexicans "llto Cordilleras," which exlend for
miles to the right and left. 1 was in the Vir-
gin City (as they call it) a day or two before
the "Stars and Stripes" waved over its em- j
battlements; ?curiosity having led mo too far, |
1 catne near bcinir taken prisoner by some'
Mexican soldiers. I had strayed carelessly into
that part of the city not taken from them, and j
had no arms with me except a long Mexican;
knife, with which 1 was eating a pomegranate
at the time,(there is an abundance of them here)
when a Mexican officer, having eight or ten ,
soldiers with him, stepped up and asked me j
what I was doing there. I did not understand
a word he said, nor he ine; but I knew what
he meant. 1 made a show of carelessness, as 1 ,
thought it, necessary at the time. The soldiers
wore for marching ine off to their camp. The |
officer asked me "what 1 wanted?" 1 kept I
cutting off the pomegranate and eating, asking j
him at the same time, carelessly, "if Ire :
wouldn't have a piece?" but their arrange-'
inents growing rather ominous, I thought it
bi>t to understand hun?l signified to him that

1 was looking for something to drink, lie in-
vited ine to drink with him. I accepted. Ho t
then told mo to get back to my camp, the soon-,
or the better. I profitted by his advice, and
although 1 walked slowly and carelessly uway, j
1 was not sorry when 1 got beyond their reacli ;
?the soldiers did not like his amicable terms, j
and seemed disposed to follow me. One stout'
fellow in particular, who, getting too near, I
turned short round and "showed my teeth,",
when ho walked offrather fust. I'll finish Ibis j
in the morning, as supper is now ready.

Iblh, at Morn. This is a beautiful morning;:
the companies are all on parade, and if you I
could travel like a fairy to take a view of the '
scene, you would express your wonder and ad- ;
miration at the grandeur of the noble works!
which naturo has lavished on this country.? !
You spoke of "going to church;" that is not'
included in the articles of war; ?nevertheless, 1
1 have visited some of the churches, (all Ca-
tholic,) which do not vie in beauty with those 1
of the States. The priests govern the peoplo
here, who are mostly very ignorant, indolent,
and great rogues. The women are generally
kind and affectionato, some are handsome; but
take them as a body, they do not compare with
our ladies. They are careless in their dress,
and think nothing of exposing their breasts.?
While at Camargo, I strolled from the camp
one day for adventure,in company with a young
man. Passing a house, 1 observed several
young ladies busy weaving?at whice they are
very expert, if one is to judge from the beauti-
ful specimens of shawls, blankets and scarfs
which I saw, and may be able to show you
some day. 1 told the young man with me 1
was going to get acquainted with those girls.
I stepped up to the door and asked for some

! water. There happened to be a tailor in the
1 room, who had laid down a vest upon which
|ho had been work, when 1 entered. I picked
!it up and commenced sewing. They appeared
' to be surprised?the tailor took it lor a joke,
and to carry it on, handed me a pair of' pants lo
make. I went to work in good earnest, and
spent a very agreeable day with them. One
of the gills sat close to mo, but 1 had not much
pleasure in conver-ation? l took dinner with
them. They had supper early, and insisted on
my staying tili morning, but 1 excused myself,

! saying I would call aga n. The tailor wanted
| ine to take pay lor tbo pants, whether or no,
; but I told him 1 had as much money as 1 then

I wanted. The girls then filled my pockels witfi
j oranges, and 1 bid theni good evening, without

j having a chance for a sly kiss. With this 1
j must close.

VAN AMBURGH'S COLLECTION OF

WILD ANIMALS.
It is impossible to conceive a greater de-

gree of excitement and interest than that which
had attended Mr. Van Amburgh's exhibition
up to the elose of the year 1838, unless it bo
that which followed it through the early part
of 1889, while he remained with me. A na-
tural curiosity to witness sue/1 a natural curio-
sity pervaded all ranks of society; and it is an
indisputable fact, that while a few discontented
and conceited scribblers were arraying them-
selves against this performance, with the la-
tent view of upholding, by contrast, Shaks-
peare and Shakspcare's representative, (Mr.
Macready, at Covunt Garden,) the most illus-!
trious families in the kingdom were nightly
and daily to be found in Drury Lane Theatre, 1
to see such an extraordinary representation,
and every thing in connection with it. The
deep interest taken by Queen Victoria, and all
the circumslances thereto relating, has been a;
matter of public notoriety. The high honor!
conferred by the illustrious Sovereign ofEng-j
land on Drury Lane Theatre during the time!

Mr. Van Ainburgh pe-formcd with his animals!
thero, will form a memorable epoch in the an-

nals of that establishment. Having been ap-
prised at Christmas that it was her Majesty's!
pleasure to witness the extraordinary perlorin-
ance of Mr. Van Amburgh, I did not hesitate!
one moment in concluding a re-engagement I
with the proprietors of the animals Imme-
diately on the Queen's return from Brighton,
her Majesty honored tire peiformances of Mr.
Van Amburgh with her presence?this was on
January 10. On the following Thursday, Ja-
nuary 11, a similar mark of honor was confer-
red on this performer at Diory Lane, and on
ensuing Thursday, January 24, the same flit-
tering distinction was shown. On this latter
evening pursuant to arrangements which had
been made 'or the purpose, the Queen conde-
scended to cross the stage of the theatre lor tlto
purpose of seeing the animals in their more ex-
cited and savage state, during the operation of
feeding them. This gratilying scene took
place after the departure of the audience, and

1 evory precaution takes for the comparative
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comfort arid seclusion of the Iloyal visitor,
which the resources of tho theatre permitted.
The animals had been kept purposely without
foou for six-and-thirty hours, strong symptoms
of which had became manifest during Mr.
Van Amburgh'a performance, by the lion and

the panther having simultaneously attacked the
lamb on its being placed in their den; nnd they
would have evidently made but a mouthful
apiece of it, had not their almost super-human
master literally lashed them into tho most ab-

ject and crouching submission. The first por-
tion of food thrown amongst them, seized by
the lion as a matter of priority, was enough to
convince any skeptic of the fearful savageness
of their nature, when out of control ol the one

hand whoso authority they acknowledge. The
rolling of the tiger's eye, while he was devour-
ing the massive lump of meat and bone, clutch-
ed between his fere-paws, seemed to possess
tho brilliancy as well as the rapidity of light-
ning; and was only diverted by a tremendous
and sudden spring of tho lion, who, having de-
molished his own portion, seized upon what
was left of his ferocious neighbor's lare. The
dash against the sides of the den sounded liko
the felling of liugo tiees, and was enough by
its force and fury to shake the strongest nerves;
but it was a positive fact, that while the bold-
est of the hearts of the royal suite speedily re-

trcateu at this unexpected plunge of tho forcst-
rnonarch, the youthful Queen never moved
either face or foot, but with look undiverted,
and still more deeply riveted, conliirued to
gaze on the novel and moving spectacle.

Her Majesty's enquiries were not those of a
youthful inirid, merely intent upon ordinary and
unmeaning questions, but bespoke a scrutiny
of mind little to be expected from one of such
tender years. It was not to be expected that
a circumstance, so altogether without prece-
dent, as thu ruler of a vast realm condescend-
ing to pay a personal visit to these animals,
could escape the observations ofmalicious par-
tizans. This visit of their Sovereign, this un-
bending from the cares of state, and indulging
in tho recreations most suitable to the earlier
years ol" 1 ife, when the mind is thirsting for eve-
ry kind of information, and naturally preferring
to mingle the utile el dulec, this hat inless en-
tertainment was to be questioned because the
Queen was in the case, while every one of her
subjects was at full liberty toenjoy it. Tu my
way of thinKing and fueling, a more beautiful
or truly interesting sight could not bo devised,
than to heboid this young and lovely creature
emerging f.om the trammels of slate, which
must, of necessity, confine her so much, and
seeking relief in those diversions which instruct
and amuse at the same time; and nunc but a
fool, will withhold the award of both these qua-
lifications from Mr. Van Ainburgh's surpassing
exhibition.

THE WEBSTER DINNER AT PHILADELPHIA.
! The friends of the Hon. Daniel Webster in
Philadelphia, gave him a magnificent enter-
tainment, at the Chinese Saloon, on Wednes-
day evening, at which a large number of in-
vited guests attended, among them the Hon.
John P. Kennedy, of this city. No less than
1500 ladies occupied the galleries, and when

the distinguished guest entered the hall, the
whole assembly arose and made the welkin
ring with long and loud applause, After the
removal of the cloth, a number of toasts were

drank, and in reply to one complimentary to

himself, Mr. Webster arose and delivered a

speech'which occupied more than four hours,
every sentence of which appears to have been
received with great enthusiasm. He passed in

review all the leading measures of the present

administration, with his usual ability and elo-
quence, very few of which, of course, he ap-
proved. The following is a sketch of his re-

marks on the Mexican war, as given in one of
the papers of that city:

Ho was opposed to the annexation of Texas,
because, among other things, it was adding a
country which did not acknowledge slavery on-
ly by force of such annexation. He did not
have a good opinion of tho Mexican govern-
ment, hut ho proceeded to contend that the
President hud precipitated tho war bv taking
armed possession of the left bank of tho Rio
Grande?of a territory disputed between the
two governments, and by other hostile mea-
sures with the fleet, so far in advance of actual
hostilities on the part of the Mexicans, as the
January piccediug the actions of the 7th, Bth
and 9ih of May.

Ttieso measures, taken without the sanction
of congress, how are they explained? How
they will be explained hereafter, remains to be
seen. This remark was received with applause,
and was understood us looking to an impeach-
ment of the President. Mr. Webster read let-
ters and instructions, showing that the Presi-
dent was, as early as January, 184G, making a
military movement, waging a war against a
country with which we were at peace, without
the sanction of congress. He said it was a
grave matter, looking to executive usurpation.
The war power was with congress, as was all
power looking to or leading to a war. It was
something more than a gross mistake?a blun-
der, thus to push an army forward into a dis-
puted teiritory, so as to produce a war: and that
100, when both houses of congress were in full
session.

"Her Majesty's patronage of this particular
class of entertainment did not end with the be-
stowal of such a high mark of favor, for on the
Tuesday following, January 29, her Majesty
honored the theatre with a state command, and
Mr. Van Amburgh'a exercises were especially
included in the entertainments ordered for the
occasion. Her Majesty, moreover, honored
Mr. Van Amburgh witli a conversation of some
minutes on retiring from tho royal box; and
her enquiries during their conference, while
they bespoke a mind already richly stored with
the knowledge of natural history, betrayed the
utmost desire for increasing that store. The
receipts of the theatre at the second perform-
ance of Mr. Van Amburgh before tho Queen,
were <£7l2 7.6, being the largest amount ever

leceivetl in tout establishment on any one oc-

casion. Twice in the fortnight following this
command night did her Majesty honor the per-
formance ef Mr. Van Amburgh with her pre-
sence; being the sixth visit, in the short space
of as many weeks, which she had condescend-
ed to pay that interesting exhibition.

Mr. Webster hinted at the actions of the Blh j
arid 9lh of May, and the acts of congress in le- ,
lulion thereto, and he contonded it wag never
intended to give the President any more (row-
er than for defence. He did not believe he
had power to make conquest, but merely to de-
fend the possession of that territory which was
claimed by this country. His remarks were
not made to defend the conduct of Mexico, in
refusing to negotiate with us, nor, God knows,
with a desire to place our country in the wrong,
but to defend the constitution of the land,
which ho deemed to have been violated.

He then passed in review the conduct of our
soldiers in the war, passed a merited compli-
ment upon Gen. Taylor, which was loudly ap-
plauded, and concluded this branch of his
speech with a highly wrought and eloquent ou-
logium upon the intrepid conduct of the volun-
teers ofour country, both in the present war,
and at Bunker's Hill, in the war of the revolu-
tion.
