A TALK OF HORROR.

MASSACRE OP THE NESTORIAN CHRISTIANS. !

We learn, says the New York Courier, j
through the correspondence of tho London I
Morning Chronicle (loin Constantinople, that j
another terrible massacre has occurred among
the Nestorians. In his letter bearing dale i
Nv. 7, he says that tlie fuel of such an event
having occurred, was known at Constantino-;
pie, but great pains wore taken to conceal the !
particulars. In hit letter of tiie 9.h, he gives j
further details About a month before, lJeder '
Khan Boy, knowing that tho efforts of tho
Turkish Government to thwart his designs
must prove futile, collected various detach- j
mints of troops under the command of tho
Beys of Haikirui and Bevari, and himself tak-
ing command of a large body of Kurds, march- :
od .ihto the countiy of the 'estorians. Know- 1
ing that he would meet with no resistance, he
divided his force into small hands, and sent
them in various directions to fix 11 on tho de-
fenceless Nesloriae villages. Of the result of
this expedition, the correspondent gives the
following details:

Thirty-six of these villages at the least, have
been thus made the scenes ef tho most harrow-
ing wholesale murders. To speak of .tliuir
having been sacked, plundered and burnt to
Iliagrouud, wo lit! bo to draw attention to an
incident of small importance in the lace of the
greater horrors which these bloody barbarians
committed, Men, women and children crying
for mercy; the women and children, in tho
agonies of terror, were put to death by every
species of torture winch cruelty could invent.
Happy were those who were shot, or who foil
by the sword, who had not their bowels ripped
outoflhem while living,or who were not im-

paled amidst the shouts and laughter of the
murderers. Two of the bishops of the Nes-
torians, if not more, were impaled and sevoral
of tho priests. What impaling is, 1 suppose
your readers to understand. But that was not
the worst torture that was inflicted. Children
were torn from their mothers, who were oblig-
ed, screeching, to look on, put in the most
shocking manner to death. Tho mothers af-
terwards were sacrificed. Tho youth of both
sexes underwent sacrifices which cannot he
mentioned, before their throats, in disgust and
satiety, were cut.

The pen refuses to record more oi lliese
atrocities, though i might go on, and allude to
übuminations of cruelly, and worse than cruel-
ty, which call for a retribution as nearly equal
to their bestial rnthlessness in severity as can
be inflicted. Three thousand of the Nestorians
hate perished in this massacre, on the lowest cal-
culation. This most extensive slaughter took
place at a large village, or township, called
Bias, where Beder Khan Bey was himself pre-
sent. Here tho two bishops were impaled,
and from this place wero sent the three hun-
dred beads ( pickled ) to the Pacha of Moussou),
with the insulting message, that if tho Porte
presumed to molest the sender, he would send
to Constantinople, instead ofNestorian, Turk-
ish heads enough to make a pyramid.

Whilst these things wero happening, a coun-
cil, over which the Nestorian Patriarch, who
had escaped from Moussoul, presidod, was held
at a town called, if I rocollect aright, Artchy,
one of the principal Nestorian settlements.?
Here it was determined that, as resistance was
vain, the wholo people of the Nestorians should
e nigrate, without an hour's delay, into Persia,
where a numerous body of thoir countrymen
are settled on the banks of the Lake of Oroo-
miah.

The execution of this design was, 'however,
difficult,perilous and disastrous. The fugitives
were obliged to leave behind them all their
property; most of them crossed tho mountains
in Btraggling, frightened, wretched bands. But
one corps of emigrants, stronger than the oth-
ers, commanded I am told, by tho patriarch,
was attacked ryr their passage by the soldiers
of Beder Ktfltßey. After an obstinate con-
flict, in whiiKWitiy fell on both sides, the Nes-
torians gainenVie victory.

But the wholo mountain district of Kurdis-
tan, on the Turkish side, is at this moment fill-
ed with houseless, furnished wanderers, hiding
themselves in dens and caverns, under all the
worst circumstances and guises of misery, from
their pursuers. Beder Khun Bey swore, before
he B'.artcd on Iris expedition, with all tlie so-
lemnities of his creed, before two linaoms, that
lie would exterminate the whole Nestorian
people; and all of them who have not strength
to reach Persia will certainly experience the
full realisation of this oath.

Tho Constantinople correspondent of the
London Herald gives further paiticulaisofthis
calamity, the leading facts of which (bete is no
room to doubt. The Herald's account is as
follows:

It opened with ari expostulation of the injustice
of the war on the part of the Americans?al-
leged that it was prosecuted for the purposes
ol conquest, rapine, and plunder?protested a-
gainst tlio lurtlioi advance of the General's for-
ces?threatened him with tho retribution that
must follow, and but the General slopped
the trai slator in the middle ofa sentence, with

ply, "I have not read half ofit, yet."

"O, I'll hear no more of it," said the Gene-
ral; "March!" He ordered the buglor to
sound the advance, arid again the column was
in motion.

movement.

A report, circulated along tho Rio Grande,
was, that Santa Anna had challenged General
Taylor to meet him with 30,000 men, in pitch-
ed battle, between San Luis Potosi and Saltil-
lo. "Itvugh and Roady" replied, tiiat so
soon as lie would have 10,000 efficient men
under his command, lie would meet him any-
where, whatever might be the strength of hi*
forces.

A few days before Dr. Wilson left Monterey,
an express arrived there front Gen. Wool, at
Monclova. It is not his present purpose to join
Gen. Taylor. In thisdecision, he is guided by
the instruations or advice of the latter. Col.
Harney and his dragoons are at Chihuahua, in-
to which they marched without firing a gun.?
Indeed, they wore cordially welcomed, and got
from the authorities a decent "blow out" iuto
the bargain.

The regular army at Monterey conduct them-
selves with great order and regularity: not sa,
always with the volunteers. They and the
Mexicans too often get into difficulties, and
homicides follow. On the day before Doctor
W. left the camp, the body ofa member of the
Louisville Legion was found in a position
which showed that lie had been violently mur-
dered. His comrades buried him, and the next
day, the Doctor hoard, when lie reached Ca-
margo, they sallied out and killed several
Mexicans. Ho further heard, that for this,
Gen. Taylor had ordered tliem back from tho
camp, with a strong reprimand, either to La-
narcs or Carnargo. The 4tli regiment of Illi-
nois volunteers, which had marched from Ca-
rnargo to Matamoras, on their way to Tainpico,
were ordeied back, probably, to take the place
of the Kentucky Legion, or possibly to repel
some threatened attack on Camargo. What-
ever the motive, they were, at least ordered to

countermarch from Matamoras. Tlie report
at Matamoras, was, that Gen. Ampudia had
been tried by a military court, at San Luis Po-
toti, for his conduct at Monterey, and ordered
to be shot!

, bridge & Co., is missing, and it is generally
feared that he lias perished in the flames.

MORTALITT ON SHIPBOARD. The ship Li-

Tuesday, after a passage of 113 days. She
started with 312 passengers, ef whom 34 died
on the passage. The Ponliac also arrived, 63
days from Liverpool; during the passage there
were 19 deaths on board, and the captain WAB

obliged to navigate the vessel nearly tho whoie
passage with ouly six men.

TREATT WITH IN" ZOLLYKREIN. The Cour-
ier des Etats Uuis, states that tho Prussian
Minister to the United S'atos, the Baron Ger-
vet, returned in tho Cambria. This gentleman
is said to be charged wilh a mission whose ob-
ject is a renewal of the treaty between the U.
States and the Zollvercin. This proposition
acquires double importance at this juncture, in
consequence ofthe expected rupture of the trea-

ty between England and the German Commer-
cial Union.

By virtuo of the existing monopoly England
has the exclusive right to import into the Zoll-
verein sugar and rice, and tho consequence of
the rupture would bo tho formation of advan-
tageous treaties with tlio free cities, Holland
and America.
