SECRET HISTORY OF THE RERELLION.

Another Version of the Yancey-Hill En-
counter.

We have published the statement made by
the Nashville Banner concerning the cause of
the death of William L. Yancey.  The other
side of the case is given by the Richmond

v, nor of the circumstances that
immediately preceded his death, our informa-
tion in relation to the affair in the Senate
chamber, to which he alludes, is suflicient to
authorize us in declaring his version of the
oecurrence to be incorrect in every parti

With the conviction npon us that we
make a story of less thrilling tragic inte

we shall lay before our readers the main facts
of the affair, for the authority of which we
are, {rom personal knowledge, willing to
vouch.

““During the session of 1863, the Conseript
bill, which was to put into the army all white
residents between the ages of eivhteen and
forty-five years, chiefly engaged the attention
of the Confederate Congres Mr. Yancey
had opposed the conscript of 1862, upon the
ground of its unconstitutionality, contending
that the constitutional mode of raising roops
was by requisition of the President upon the
governors of the severn! States: but when the
subject came up in the Senate in 1863, he de-
laved that, after patient and thorough inves-
zation of the subjeet, he had discovered his
errory, and became convineed that Congress
bad authority to raise troops by conscription.
Mr. Hill followed Mr. Yancey in the discus-

sion.  There was bad feeling between them,
engendered during the debate of the samo

s,

question in 1862, and it now blazed out afresh.
In the course of his rer Mr. Hill taunte
Mr. Yancey with his inconsistency and ter-
giversation. Mr. Yancey, throwing into his
manner and_tone an expression of the most
concentrated rage, disgust and coutewmpt, ut-
tered the monosyllable *“Pisht "
The Senate occupied the north room on the
second floor of the Capitol, in which the mili-
tary commission now sits. Mr. Yancey was
in his seat near the western window; Mr. Hill
was standing near his seat in front of the
President’s chair. As the offensive sentence
was uttered the latter stopped in the middle of
a sentence, his face erimsoned, and he shot
an angry glance at his adversary, who met it
with a steady look of defiance: but instantly
recoveringzhimself, he reswmed his remarks as
if nmhin;ﬂmd occurred.  When he concluded
the Senate resolved into secret session, and
the lobby and reporters’ seats were clear
After a brief seeret s m the Senate ad-
journed. As Mr. Yancey passed Mr. Hill's
seat on the way to the door an angry word or
two were exchanged, and Mr. Yancey reccived
& severe blow on his left cheek, which, how-
ever, did not knock him down. Senators in-
terposed and separated the combatants. The
matter was kept quiet, and few persons in
the city, except the members and officers of
the Senate, ever heard of the oceurrence.—
Immediately after the adjournment of the
Senate the journal clerk called on the re-
porters of the city newspapers, and prevailed
upon them to suppress the debate. Three
days afterward Mr. Yancey appeared in his

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Three Children Poisoned by their Mother.

Mrs. Lewis, wife of Willis Lewis, residing
at Indian Run, four miles south of the horough
of Mercer, was arrested Sabbath week last,
charged with poisoning her three children.—
