The great obstacle at present to the intro-
duction of white labor into Maryland, is the
difficulty of procuring smnll farms, there ap-
pearing to be an almost invincible repugnance
on the part of the large landed proprietors to
share with others their unwieldy, and, as
matters stand?unprofitable estates. Every
day almost,?as we learn from the State Agent
here, ?persons from other sections make ap-
plication for small farms, places of fifty to one

hundred acres; yet so few are in the market o[

this class, that numbers of men with small
amounts to invest, retire from the State disap-
pointed, who would be glad upon the right
conditions to take tip their abode here, and by
active industry aid in pushing fin State forward
on a new career of prosperity.

Not. until tin- disability is somehow cor-
rected, riie State i- not likely to make that
progress which i eminently her due. The old
idea that lias been -o long dominant, here, that
social standing was lo lie measured amongst
our rural communities by the number of acres
in possession, is hard lo eradicate. Ihe great

landholder must s t.|| all. or s,.|| none, lie
cannot consent readily to come down: to be
one of a number of small farmer v albeit his
place might be of far greater profit to himself,
of advantage in the general prog res of the
community and State. Left at a disadvantage
by the unexpected abaiidoiimenl of hi- farm
by tlio.-e aiway- at command, he lias been
waiting lor something to happen in the pro-
gress ot events, which inuild relieve him of
the difficulties under which ho labors. In
possession of fertile and valuable land, which
he cannot cultivate on the old conditions, and
unite distrustful of his ability to manage to
advantage a kind ot labor he has all his pre-
vious lit had but little to do with, the fii k
idea thai suggest ? itself is the giving up 0 fhis
calling in business a> an agriculturalist, to
enter upon oiue other occupation, possible as
a trafficker of -nine kind in the great city.
Probably bis idea- i? this direction are sharp-
ened by the influence of (he female portion of
hi- family, t'nder the ancient condition of
things, life in the country to them, was not
ouli tolerable, bat attractive; because the
household labor, the ?\u25a0drudgery" was all pro.
i ided lor. But the great change that has taken
place has made life on a farm ipiite intolerable.
In the city, there is nothing hardly that can-
not be provided tor. managed hi some way.-
And so with the alternative hclore them, the
place urn-i be sold; -old as a whole, not dis-
posed oi year alter year in fragments, and
with the interest in its de-tim maintained: but
the owner throws it on the market at what he
can get tor ii in cash, ami impatiently awaits
the result.

\ud what therefore is the aspect of the land
ipiestion in this Slate, on the strength of this
condition of affairs ? Why, out of a list ofhundreds of farms now on the market, probahlv
liot ten per cent, of (In ni are in extent under
two or three hundred acres: whilst large num-
bers contain five hundred to a thousand acres
And past these large tracts, the explorers
from other Slates come and go. Tliev have
not the means to pay for them and stock them,
and disliking to incur heavy liabilities j,i

outset, and with no more desire than their
present owners to burden themselves with un-
manageable farms, they return to their own
homes, disappointed, whilst others pur-no the
same rounds in turn, with like want of success.

We have pictured here the even dav occur-
rences, the condition of things which makes
so imieh against the State at present: and it is
a condition which calls earnestly for some re-
lief. some way ofgetting over a difficulty so
prejudicial to the interests of all concerned.
Ihe State needs these same ** mall fanners"
to properly develop jts resource-, and when
they make their appearance amongst us with
their capital of a few hundred dollars, along
with skill and their strong arms, they should
not be suffered to go away dissatisfied, to hunt
some iiiore favored locality.

Ami now in view of all this, is it not time
1hat the landholders themselves should recon-
sider the situation; should come to the con-
clusion, thai with the prosperity of the State
\u25a0-treatly increased, and the value of their acres
vastly enhanced, it might lie a matter of as
much pride, socially, to own half, or even one
'hiid the quantity ol land that was needful in
the olden time to assure to one social 'qiosi*
lion." In -hort. if "small farms" once be-
come fashionable, as after awhile they are
sure to do. will the standing of their owners
he in the end unpleasantly compromised, wilj
not life, ni last, in the country, he fully as
desirable in the future, as it has Been in the
past ?

Finally, one thing is certain- and that is
that this present condition ol'tiling- cannot last.
The landholders must give wav. Alreadr the
landed interest of the State has -ull'ered large-
ly by this had policy of driving from us the
industry and the capital which has made its
appearance here from other State-. We know
of localities where the prices of farms held at
a high figure a brief period ago, have been
marked down, in consequence of the dis-
couragements we have taken occasion to note.
Many of the large farmers !m. ; u embarrassed
circumstances ?the war having found them
thus,?and the exodus of their labor has not
improved their prospects. Meanwhile, other
States arc bidding against us, South Carolina
even, being in the market for free labor, and
so the matters we have called public attention
to are worthy of grave consideration.

THE ECLIPSE.

In accordance with the precision which
characterizes modern astronomical calculation
in regard to solar eclipses and occultations,
the Eclipse of the Sun, announced to take
place on the 19th instant, occurred exactly at
the indicated period. The clouded condition
of the atmosphere, however, precluded our

citizens from the enjoyment of witnessing fa-
vorably a phenomenon, which, although of not

itnfrequent occurrence, is nevertheless always
an object of profound popular interest. Being
near the centre of the Penumbra, and the
Moon at so great a distance from us, the well
defined rim of the Sun surrounding that planet
would have, in a clear day, been distinctly visi- i
hie. presenting a remarkably line example of
the annular Eclipse. In a large part of the
world, comprising the largest portion of this
Continent, the Atlantic Ocean. Western
Europe and Africa, the partial obscuration of
the Sun s disc was apparent. The computa-
tion being based upon Washington time the
central Eclipse commenced on the Pacific
Coast at 9h. 32m. A. M., and the line crossing '
the Continent to Charleston, thence extending
over the Atlantic, terminated near the West-
ern Coast, in Africa, at precisely 12h. 03m.
This line passing through and near a large
number of cities and towns, afforded the op-
portunity to many communities of witnessing
this interesting astronomical exhibition.

The Boston Advertiser, in alluding more
fully to these facts, adds the following appro-
priate reflections:

"The position of th central line in thli eollpie,

"passing near to so many accessible places, makes it
"a peculiarly favorable one for the observation of the
"phenomena attending the annuloi phases: and ex-

"petitions have accordingly been sent to several
"positions on the linefrom the National Observatory,
"and from the offices of the Coast Survey and the
"Nautical Almanac.

"It may be counted among the many blessings ot
"peace that our national authorities are thus enabled
"to take undisturbed advantage of this fortunate o<-
'Vurrence. and that the campaigns of our generals
"can be followed so soon by those of our savuns.

"It has been the custom of the Nautical Almanac
"Office, since its establishment, to issue large charts
"of such eclipses of the sun as puss centrally over the
"territory of the United States. A few years ago the
"war seemed likely to interrupt this custom, at least
"in the ease of the coming eclipse; but fortunately
"the occasion for such an interruption did not come,
"and the Almanac Office lias recently issued, in the
"form of a circular, the most important data for the
"construction of the charts needed by the scientific
"expeditions.

"In Boston the eclipse willbe partial?about eight
"digits on the southern side of the sun being eclipsed,
"or about two-thirds of its diameter. The eclipse will
"begin here at about 9 h. 12 m. A. M., and end at
"12 li. 27 in., Boston time."
