That the uonr.-.c of the President has

been so widely approved as tin- silence
of numbers of public men would .seem

to indicate, none, we think, tie d expect. ?

To "watch and wait, -cents to have been
the tacit understanding betwixt tho-e who in
the past history of the country have been fore-
most in opposition to everything like "con-

ciliation;" and therefore we look for discussion
when Congress meets. 11111 i\ ailed for its anima-

tion. perhaps lor its bitterness, and a new ar-

rangement of parties such as will at last give

the most dillicult to be suited a place.

Hut whatever may occur in the line of iierce
opposition to the Administration, the lull iu
political discussion, the indisposition for the
present to quarrel with the President's con

elusions, has been o! vast service to the
country, This very "watching and waiting"

lias been the grand panacea for the time?of
the wot evils upon the body politic. Nothing
else than this fortuitous tpiiot. this general de-
termination to see u hat might happen in regard
to the experiment going forward under the
auspices of the new Pit -iih'iit. would have
sufficed for the occasion. Had his accession
to the Presidency occurred tit any other period
so as to have given Congress better opportu-
nity to question or discuss the wisdom of bis
course, it is more than likelythat instead of
the quiel and the pacification that has occur
red, the nation would have been torn with
fierce dissensions, and that vastly less would
have been accomplished in restoring the
country to its normal peace and harmony.

In reflecting upon all litis, let us not
forget that we have certainly achieved sub-
stantial good, if titc desire of seeing tlie
nation progressing in its endeavors to com-

pose differences are of consequence; if suc-

cess in that direction should be of some

moment to those who a few months ago
despaired of such results, even the most
vindictive may agree to accept thankfully
what has happened, the most bigoted partisans
consent to ignore party ties. In this view of
the case, patriotism may gain something even

at the expense of party: and the nation pros-

per, although political tactics and discussion
may be at a decided discount.

THE I EXITS MOVEMENT.

We seem destined to be a perpetual puzzle
to John Hull. When the war broke out, he
predicted that the immense extent of country
over which military operations would have to
be maintained, would exhaust and baffie us.

When enormous sums were called for to pay
our soldiers and contractors, he buttoned up

his pockets and declared that our National
Bankruptcy was inevitable: that we could not
gel money enough for our job except in
liui'ope. and that Europe would not lend a far-
thing. When habeas coi/pix was suspended,
ignoring his own precedent-, lie declared that
popular liberty was extinguished in this coun-
try, and that. we could never recover from stub

a shock. When Sherman and (irant were ini-
tiating their grand successes, he shook his
wise old head, and, chuckling, whispered that
a military despotism would of course be tin-
result. And when, finally, the rebel hosts sur-

rendered. he said that our vast army could
never be disbanded and made to re-assimi-
late with the people, without convulsions that
would rack our republican system and produce
incalculable mischief. More recently, he has
been looking for a tremendous financial de-
pression cmi-equent upon our inflated currency
and tlie hugeness of our debt. And, Inst
of nil, lie lias been confounded and stult-
ified by the course, so different from what
he had anticipated, of our (ioverninont

and people in reference to the Fenian
movement, lie finds that, instead of lending
clandestine encouragement to the Fenians,
as he did to the Confederate rebels in
fitting out their Alabama- and Shonandoahs,
we have taken little or no interest whatever in
the whole movement. Our government litis
been entirely neutral in regard to it. This
neutrality , the Paris Journal des Ddxtls attri-
buted to fear on our pari:?fear that England
may, under the new circumstances, join with
the South and provoke another attempt at Se-

cession! Ihe l.ondon / ii/os, which could not

find words to express it. horror and indigna-
tion when a price was set on the head of the
fugitive rebel chief, Jefferson Davis, now re-
gards it as quite proper that a reward of two
hundred pounds should he offered for sonic poor
fellow suspected of Fenianisni. Those meas-
ures of precaution, which, during the exis-
tence of civil war in this country, were adopted
for the defeat of Northern traitors by the mili-
tary arrest of suspected parties, are now alto-
gether proper in Ireland, even in a time of
perfect peace.

Well, we doubtless have more surprises yet
in store for our cousins across the water.
Having proved the strength of the Republic
in war, we mean now to show them its inhe-
rent capacities in forwarding the great work of
re-establishing peace. We mean to show them
that the South will heartily co-operate with the
North, and the North with the South, in ac-

complishing this beneficent result; that the
one great anomaly in our institutions having
been removed, there is no longer any cause
for irritation, which time and honest effort will
not speedily allay.
