TIIEWRSTKRV MARYLAND RAILROAD.? Election of

President and other Oj/icern.? The recently elected
Directors of this road, met at their rooms in the Sun
Iron Duildinit yesterday. Samuel Maccubbin. lire-
siding, and rc-clccted Captain Robert Irwin, Presi-
dent of the road for the ensuing year. Captain Irwin,
upon being informed by the presiding officer of his
election, acknowledged the compliment in a few
brief, appropriate remarks, thanking the Directors

for their continued confidence, lie spoke of the ear-
nest efforts he had made n the past towards extending
this important work front its present terminus to !!a-
gerstown, and of his determination to press the matter
until it shall lie filiallyaccomplished. Of the result,
ho entertained no doubt, as present indications to-
wards that end were more hopeful and encouraging
now than at any previous period in the history of this
important enterprise. lie gave full assurance noth-
ing should bo wanting on his part to push tho work
forward at the earliest possible period.

The groat desideratum was to put the road in
practical operation to Hagerstown, in order that the
trade of Washington county and all Western Mary-
land might he ~"cured in its advantages, as woti to
Baltimore as to the Railroad Company. This done,
and sooner, if practicable, be was likewise in favor
of extending the road to the coal fields of the Allc-
ghanies and onward to the Ohio. First of all, how-
ever, let it bo, as it must and surely will be, extended
to Hagerstown. The citizens of Baltimore, her mer-
chants and mechanics, and tradesmen, had as much
and more interest therein than those of any other
part of Maryland.
