Wo are all men of occupation ?the most of
illustrating the ancient and unrepealed

tmixim, "In the sweat of thy brow shalt thou
eat bread." It is true, the pursuits of busi-
ness men vary, lmt all are alike respectable
and honorable. The hard-handed laborer,

the artisan, the merchant, the student, are, in
their spheres, to he regarded as honest work-
ing-men; and any distinction between the
classes is invidious and unbecoming. Ifcer-

tain departments of industry open larger ia-
cilities for literary cultivation i! should inspire
no foolish pride or sense of superiority, but

rather an increased desire to extend such ad-
vantages, and, as far as possible, to lead
others into the enjoyment which hooksconfer.

The pleasure and usefulness of knowledge

is generally in proportion to its extent and
variety. While each department should un-

derstand its own speciality, ?the mechanic the
theory and practice of mechanics, the mer-

chant the various principles of traflie, the law-
yer a quantum xu (lb-it of black letter lore for
success in the courts, and tlie physician a

thorough acquaintance with the science of life,
the proper means of correcting morbid irregu-

gularities and of prolonging human cxi tcncc.

lie who conforms himself to one avenue of
thought and reading and neglects general litera-
ture and science, becomes a t'os d at l.c ', fed-
to answer the end of his vocation, and to ap-
propriate the measure of happiness within his
reach.

The want of time furnishes no excuse fur
neglect of literary cultivation. That business
demands prompt correction which o far en-

grosses the hours of a mail's daily life as to

afford no period for relaxation or reading.?
But the plea is without foundation, lu many
occupations certain fixed hours are prescrib d
for duty, and this is especially so in clerical
and mercantile pursuits. Nor is it to lie ar-

gued that the leisure hour, the remnant after
the labors of die day, the fragmentary inter-
vals of time which sometimes come to the
man of business, are too uncertain and inade-
quate for successful nc tnl culture. T<> he a

man of letters, with a well stocked library and
uninterrupted leisure, does not secure such an
one the peculiar and reserved privilege of
learning, nor always render him most success-
ful in the pursuit of knowledge.

Some of the brightest luminaries in the
firmament of letters wen men who possessed
no such advantages, but carefully appropri-
ated to useful reading the fractions of time
gleaned from sterner industrial callings. An-
other common error is the supposed incom-
patibility of letters with the drudgery of busi-
ness ?that a man who avails himself of the
opportunities of study becomes, therefore, less
useful, less respected, and less prosperous in
his peculiar department of labor. While we
agree that a habit of study may be so indulged
as to encroach upon the proper duties and de-
mands of trade, we will not admit that a suit-
able amount of mental cultivation interferes
in any degree with success in business. Mil-
ton was a clerk in public service, and Charles
Lamb was hound, through his whole life, to
the "desk s dead wood, a common mer-
chant's clerk. Let the merchant recall the
life of the great Roseoe and observe the per-
fect harmony which existed between the stu-

dent of books and the great commercial rep-
resentative of the business metropolis of
England.

I he cultivation of a taste for useful reading
"pens a source of enjoyment before which the
theatre, the gambling saloon, and the haunts
of dissipation, that too often, alas! till up the
intervals of business life in the large cities,
pale into utter insignificance. The laborer
who, the day's toil over, places his farthing
candle upon the plain pine table, and by his
cheerful, well-brushed hearth devours tho la-
test journals and papers, feels no less the plea-
sure which literature affords than does tin-
wealthy merchant, who, closing the shutters
of his well-appointed library, beside a glow-
ing grate, and under the softness of the astral
light, reads the last volume of interest fresh
from the city press.

Nor is the enjoyment of literary pursuits
temporary and uncertain. They continue
during life, cheer u- in age, and prove a com-
fort and support in trial and misfortune.?
Jloscoe, alter a successful mercantile career,
became the victim ot calamitio.- which some-
times overtake the wisest and best of men.
Everything was -wept from him. The hooks
he had gathered around him, the splendid
works of art in which lie so much delighted,
were all scattered by one blast of misfortune:
3 1 he retained the respect, confidence,
and friendship of men of worth, and more
than all. the tranquil happines- of a well
stored mind, more valuable than till his former
riches and grandeur.

But the subject is just opening upon us. At
n future time Ave shall treat it more at length,
and especially allude to the importance of the
various associations connected with the me-
chanical, mercantile and other industrial de-
partments, intended to encourage by lyceunts,
libraries, and other literary institutions a
taste for the cultivation of-letters.
