In the statement of Gen. Aquierre, military
commander of the State of Coahuila, under Presi-
dent Juarez, who arrived in New York on Thursday,
and in the City of Mexico despatches to the 19th
ult.,, additional inteiligence of much interest isgiven
in regard to the pending struggle in Mexico between
Republicanism and Imperialism. The General states
that the Liberals in the Northern States of Mexico
were only awaiting the return of General Carvs
from the United States with the mecans and imple-
ments of war, in order to resume their military oper-
ations with renewed vigor. He thinks that the whole
Mexican population will rise against the Empire as
soon as they can get arms and ammunition. The
Liberals have notified Maximilian that, as he had
hoisted the black flag, they would deal with the Im-
perialists as he would deal with the Republicans.

Captain Hawthorn, who was a passenger on
the steamship Republie, Captain Young, which left
New York for New Orleans on the 18th ultimo, and
was driven ashore on the Georgia coast during the
recent tempestuous weather on the 25th and sunk,
gives a brief but very interesting statement of the
calamity. The Republic had on board altogether
seventy-four persons, of whom thirty were passen-
gers. Of these all but two, who remained on the
wreck, were distributed among four boats and a raft
which put off from the sinking vessel.  Of these,
three hoats, containing together fifty-three persons,
are reported as having safely reached shore.

On Wednesday the Rev. Henry Ward

CHOLERA.

New York, Nov'r 3.—A special meeting
of the Health Commissioners was held to-day
at noon, in consequence of the reported pres-
ence of cholera. The committee appointed
at the last meeting to draft memorials peti-
tioning the General Government for the use
of lands at Sandy Hook for quarantine pur-
poses, represent the necessity of a rigid quar-
antine of the several ports of the country to
guard against, the introduction of cholera.—
That the authorities of New York are with-
out a proper place to establish a quarantine to
meet the anticipated emergency, and in this
dilemma they earnestly request the General
Government to grant for a temporary quaran-
tine ground so much of the land as may be
necessary, now owned by the Government at
Sandy Hook, in the lower bay. The memorial
was adopted, and Drs. Sayer, Anderson and
Myer were appointed a committee to proceed
to Washington and lay the matter before the
Government.

THE RECENT GALE ON THE COASNT.
The Loss of the Steamship “Republie’—

Full Particulars of the Disaster—Aof

Sufferings of the Survivors he Cap

tain’s Account.

The steamship Guiding Star, Capt. Berry,
from New Orleans, Oct. 14th, Southwest Pass
19th, via Port Royal 30th, (where
fou New York

NARRATIVE FROM THE PURSER.

The steamship Guiding Star, Capt. W. C.
Berry, left the wharf at New Orleans Oct. 14th,
at nine A. M.. reached Southwest Pass at four
P. M.; through the carelessness of the pilot
was run out of the channel and unmmul
aground five days; on the eve of the 19th she
got off, and proceeded on her voyage, the
weather fine and sea smooth. During Satur-
day, the 21st, the weather fouled; rain and
heavy squalls; on Sunday itincreased to a gale
from the northeast; On Monday
the gale increased: and making
good headwa ery little dis-
comfort felt 1

On Monday night, at I\\u]\n o'clock, the
gale increased to a hurricane; the ship be-
came unmanageable, and fell off from the
wind into the trough of the sea, rolling very
heavily.  Every attempt to bring her head to
the wind failed. The main spencer having
been blown from the bolt-ropes into ribbons
as soon as it was set, the situation of the ship
became imminently perilous, laboring heavily
in the rough sea. We then made fast a heavy

The new iron bridge across the Connecticut River
at Warehouse Point, now being erected by the New
Haven, Hartford and Springfield Railroad C. ompany,
will, when completed, be probably the finest Rail-
rnad bridge in the United \l.ltc It is built on the

“truss” principle, of the hest procurable material,
and in the most approved style. It cor
spans, the longest being 177 feet, extending over (h\.
river, the carriage road, canal and tow-path. The
antire length of the structurei 5 feet.,

The total weight of iron us ts construction is
about 700 tons, and cost in_England, where it was
made, £11,231.  The plans for its construction wer.
designed by Mr. James Laurie, one of the
known civil engineers in thi
first tendered to a prominent iron firm in Philadel-
phia, but at that time nearly all the large iron work-
ers in the country were engaged on Government
work, and it was finally determined ((»'IIIFULIII"L the
construction of the bridge in England he contract
was awarded to the celebrated bridge builders, Wi.
Fairbairn & Co., of Manchester, but afterwards a
portion of it was assigned to the London Engineer-
ing and Ship Building Company, some of the mana-
gers of which were the build of the famous Bri
tannia bridge over the Menai Straits. The bridze
being buiit in seotions and fitted together, is taken
apart, and shipped to this country,

About 175,000 rivets are emp! loyed in fastening to-
gether the various pieces. Tho great difficulty en-
countered in putting the bridge in its place arose
from the fact that the new bridge is to occupy the
same position as the present wooden one, and it
was desirable that the traffic of the road should not
be interrupted while substituting the one for the
other. A good deal of planning and study were re.
quired to effect this object, but the skill and inge?
nuity of Mr. Laurie has hitherto overcome all obsta”
cles, and most of the spans are now in position, with-
out, we hclle\c a single interruption to any train.—
The erection of the bridge commenced about
the 1st of July last, and it is expected that the en-
tire structure will be in position and completed by
the last of January next.
