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SUMMARY OF NEWS.
The Canadians arc still in a state of great

trepidation over the apprehended Fenian invasion,
and property holders generally, and especially per-

sons interested in banks, remembering St. Albans,
l'eel very insecure. The arrest in Toronto last week,
of two men said to bo implicated in a husc bank rob-
bing conspiracy, was made by the papers of that city
the means of additionally alarming the inhabitant ,

end the excitement, which was at first confined to

the towns, is now spreading through the rural dis-
tricts. Both regular and volunteer troops have been
ordered to the frontier, and steps are being taken tor

perfecting the organization of the militia generally.
Rumors were circulated in this city and other parts

of the country yesterday that difficulties had occurred
between the Canadian military and our authorities
on the Maine border, and that t"u itoil States troops
had been ordered thither; but these stories appear to

have hail little ifany foundation, as up to a late hour
last night there was nothing known of the reported
affair at the War Department.

Particulars of the death of W. P. Johnson,
brother of the President, of which brief mention has
already been made by telegraph, show that he died
at Columbia, on the Brazos River, Oct. 24, from the
effects of a gunshot wound, received accidentally,

while taking a gun off a small boat inwhich Ibeparty

crosscd the river. The ball entered the hand and
came out at the elbow, shattering the hone. Ampu-
tation was delayed until too late, and he suffered be-
tween three and four weeks before death relieved
him. He leaves a widow and three children in Texas.
Jlis two eldest sons are in Nashville, Tennessee.

' A letter from Savannah says: ?"All sorts of
goods, necessities and luxuries arc here in the great-
est profusion. Anything can he bought hero cheaper

than inNew York city. Traders seem to have enter-
tained extravagant ideas of the consumption of goods
in the South. The wants arc great, but the dollars
arc few. Large quantities of goods arc being sold
weekly at auction prices far below what they can be
bought for in *ke North from first hands."

The Washington (I). P.) Board of Common
Council have passed a resolution, nearly unanimous-
ly, that in the event that any bill be introduced in
Congress for the admission of the colored men of
Washington to the right of suffrage, the Mayor be

authorized and directed to call the Councils to-

gether for the purpose of taking into consideration

measures for holding a special election to ascertain
the sentiments of the people on the subject. The
Aldermen have not yet acted on the resolution.

The Georgia State Uonvention, which met

on the 25th of October, adjourned after a session ol
thirteen working days on last Wednesday, having
made provision foragain meeting ifsuch event should
be rendered necessary. The most important meas-
ures were the abolition of slavery, the repeal (not de-
claring pull) of the ordinance of secession, the repu-
diation of the State debt incurred to aid the rebel-
lion, mcmorajizing the President for the release of
Jeff. Davis and other rebels, and the naming of a
time for holding the efcitc elections.

In reply to the statement that Sam. Cooper,
late Adjutant General of the rebel armies, had disap
pcared ,-ince the surrender, the Petersburg I.

states that he is at the residence of Mark Alexander,
Esq., in Mcek.'enherg county, Ya.. where he has been
ever since the surrender of Gen. Lee. His family has
recently gone to Maryland. The general is ingood

health and enjoys that rtTiose which he has not known
for several years.

Richmond, Virginia, on Monday, received
an addition to the number of National institutions
which have been gradually returning to her ,-ince the
close of the war by the opening in that city of the

United States District Court, with Judge Underwood
presiding. The first .two days of its session were
principally occupied in dismissing eases of proceed-
ings instituted for the confiscation of the property of
rebels.

It is stated, on the authority of Paymaster
General Price, that since the commencement of the
war the Pay Department has paid out the enormous

sum of on < ihr.utnnil and twenty viit/inn*of dollars.
With all expenses of paying the disbursing officers,
with all defalcations and losses of every kind, it has
only cost to pay out thisamount three quarters ofone
per cent.

Of the seven rebellions States for which
President Johnson appointed Provisional Governors,

all excepting Texas have held their State Conven-
tions. Four of these ?via: Mississippi, Alabama,
North Carolina and Florida?have declared their
secession ordinances null, and two of them ?South
Carolina and Georgia?have merely repealed thein.
The entire six have abolished slavery.

Hon. William A. Darling, of New York,
(who beat Fernando Wood for Congress,) who, for
eleven years, has presided so successfully over the
affairs of the flourishing Third Avenue Railroad,
New York city, hats resigned on account of ill-health
and the pressure of Congressional duties. The
Board of Directors have voted him the snug little
sum of $5,000 as a souvenir, "in consideration of his
long and extraordinary service."

A statement of the Southern State (legal)
debts prior to the war, places them at one hundred
and titty millions. The most of these bonds are held
inEurope, and the prospect of payment, even of the
interest, is small indeed. Of these bonds, $20,000,000
belong to Mississippi, $9,000,000 to North Carolina,
$5,500,0dd to Louisiana, and $50,000,000 to Virginia.

The Eighteenth Regular Infantry, command-
ed by Colonel (late General) Carrington, has left St.
Louis for Fort Leavenworth. The regiment is about
eight hundred strong, and w ill shortly move out on
the plains.

NEWS FROM HAVANA.

Arrival of the Steamship Liberty?'The
Insurrection in Jamaica?The New I.inc
of Steamers Between New Orleans nnd

Liverpool, Ac.
The steamship Liberty, Captain "Wilson, from Ha-

vana on the Sthlinstant, arrived in New York on
Tuesday night, bringing the following correspond-
ence :

HAVANA,Nov. 8,1865.
The news received by you and published in the

Herald relative to the insurrection in Jamaica I find
on inquiry to be generally correct. Two Spanish
steamers have positively gone from Santiago de Cuba
to look after Spanish interests in that island; and
there is a report, not well founded I think, that an
English man-of-war had grounded at some point on
the island in possession of the rebels and had been
fired into bv them, obliging the crew to abandon the
vessel and make their way to Santiago, where it is
said they had arrived. I givcthe report as published
here in one of our dailies.

Affairs in Mexico, as renrescnted by the press here,
arejoniewhat different from the news published in

New York papers.
Among the passengers who came by the steamer

Liberty is General A. \V. Terrill, who, on the surren-
der ofKirby Smith's department, went to Mexico, and
received a command as Chef de Battalion in the
Imperial army, hut who has resigned in order to re-
turn to his allegiance to the United States Govern-
ment, moved thereto by the liberal policy of Presi-
dent Johnson. Gen. Terrill was formerly a Judge in

Texas. His conduct is a high enconium on the Pres-
ident's reconstruction policy.

The steamer Alabama, which arrived this morning

from New Orleans, is the first of a line of six steam-

ers to run between New Orleans and Liverpool,
touching here, and is an omen of the growing com-
mercial prosperity of the former place.

The same authority states that Mr. Adams,
the American Minister, retires next Spring,
and says it will he very difficult to linda man
to succeed him.

A special commission has been issued to
try the Fenians at Dublin, with power to ad-
journ to Cork.

The action against the Royal Bank of Eng-
land lias been settled. It appeared that Mr.
Leary, one of the Fenian prisoners, had
money in the Bank to his credit, Ihe proceeds
of bills remitted from America. The Crown
Solicitor notified the Bank not to pay the
money, and Mr. Leary commenced an action
against the Bank, which subsequently paid the
money to Leary's counsel for his defence.

The actions brought against the magistrates
and the police, in reference to the seizure of
the Irish Dcttple, will be defended by the Gov-
ernment. The defence is that nothing was
seized in the office of the Irish People except
what was necessary to the purposes of the
prosecution.

LOSSES BY THE CATTI.E PI.AGUE. ?The Lon-
don Times gives a summary of the statistics of
the cattle plague in England. It says:

Upward of 14.000 animals are known to
have been attacked by the plague siuce its first
appearance, and of these nearly 12,000 have
died. To be sure, more than 5,000 of these
victims were killed to save curing, but they
swell the total loss of stock. As to the re
coveries, there are registered just 707. which
would be only five per cent, on the whole at-
tacks; but then the proportion can, of course,
only be measured by the number of eases in
which the cure was attempted. The metro-
politan district appears to have suffered most,
as might naturally be expected, though per-
haps the tale is swelled in this case by the
greater completeness of the reports. Then
comes the South-eastern counties, and then
the Eastern ?which, however, according to
the classification adopted, include only Essex.
Norfolk and Suffolk ?and then Scotland.?
These four districts account for upward of
12,000 cases out of the whole 14,000, leaving
only 2.000 casualties for all the rest of Eng-
land and Wales. In fact, there are whole
groups of counties where but a score or two
of cattle have been lost. This is certainly re-
assuring, but we must observe that the returns
from which we quote only profess to represent
the eases reported to the authorities, and are
not supposed to express the actual extent of
the visitation. They are correct enough, no
doubt, as showing the distribution of the dis-
order, but not as measuring its ravages.

Ax AMERICANCONSUL IN LUCK. ?The Hong
Kong correspondent of the Boston Journal
says that Mr. C. Lee Moses, the new American
Consul at Borneo (formerly a shipmaster in
Maine) has recently become the lessee for
twenty years of twenty-four hundred miles of
the richest territory in Borneo, together with
the islands of Balabac and Palawau. Both
islands are occupied by the Spanish under
tribute to Borneo, which is now changed to
tribute to Moses. The coal mines of Ainburg.
also the pearl fisheries, are included in the
contract. The fine ratan marsh fields, Maroo-
doo and Petan, are also his.

Hon. Preston King, Collector of the Port of NewYork, whose nervous system hits been seriously de-
ranged for nearly three weeks, left his room at the
Astor House on Monday morning at 7 o'clock, remarking that it walk before breakfast would do him
good. Allday Monday no word of his whereabouts
reached his anxious friends, nor until 12 o'clock yes-
terday could any trace or cluc be obtained. Messrs.
Terwilligcr and Usher, of the Custom House, then
heard that a person was drowned the day before from
a Hoboken ferry-boat. Upon visiting the boat they
ascertained that a man, answering closely the descrip-
tion of Mr. King, came from a AVest street ear to the
ferry-boat.

Soon after the boat left the dock, two children going
to school gave the alarm; they had seen a man jump
overboard. The boat was stopped, but nothing could
be seen. A bat left upon the deck was subsequently
identified as belonging to Mr. King. The ticket-
master saw Mr.King step from the car. noticing him
particularly from his great weight. He described his
person and dress withsuch exact accuracy as to leave
neither doubt, nor shadow of doubt, as to his identity.
Mr.King spoke to him,asked him how long before
the boat would start, and what was the fare, and re-
marked that itwas a fine morning.

Mr.King was unable to stand the pressure of his
official position. Every allegation of misconduct in
subordinates disturbed him. The great number of
meritorious and wounded officers and soldiers asking
for situations, excited his sympathies. Two or three
reported eases of fraud alarmed him to such a degree
that two weeks ago his nerves gave way.

It was suggested that he should go to Ogdensburgh
for a week or fortnight in the hope that repose and
home associations would tranquilize his mind. He
did go, but finding no rest there, returned to the As-
tor House on Saturday. Itwas immediately evident
that no favorable change had occurred. lie said to
the friends around him that he had broken down; was
incapable of making any effort: that lie had no judg-
ment or memory, and no power to resist what he
knew to be imaginary evils. In the meantime, his
mental and physical health was unimpaired. On
Sunday, in the morning, he acquiesced in a sugges-
tion of at tending church, but did not g-. lie requested
that Mr. Weed should be sent for early in the morn-
ing, and passed most of tho day in conversation with
him and two or three other friends. He spoke freely
of his mental aberration twenty-five years ago, and
expressed a desire now to go to an asylum.

Yet all he slid proved that his mind was now un-
clouded and undisturbed. His nervous system, and
that only, was affected. But it was quite clear that
he must soon have relief. On Saturday afternoon
and {Sunday, he fyequeutly spoke of resigning: and it
was arranged that, after an examination by Dr.
Brown, of the Bloomingdale Asylum, on Monday, he
would eithei resign then, or await, for a few days,
the effect of medical treaimua He had bc.cn disin-
clined to consult a physician until informed that Dr.
Brown was at the head of an asylum, lie remarked
to Mr. Weed twice, on Sunday, that death, ifit could
bo reached without crime, would be a relief.

He had intervals of tranquility when his mind
could bo drawn away from the evils it created, to the
fact thai in all respects his circumstances and condi-
tion were *uch ifS bring contentment: that he had no
cares, no sorrows. 110 causes ofanxiety, and ibat his
bt, compared withhundreds of thousands, was envi-
able. To all he assented, and for half an hour cheer
fulness returned to him. Finally, when Mr. Weed
left him on Sunday evening, ho see mod quite ann-
iented to await (he interview with Mr. Brown,
who came on Monday, but the patient had departed
to return no more.

Preston King was born at Ogdcnsburg, in
St. Lawrence county. New York, on tho 14th of
October, 1800, and entered Union College,
where he distinguished himself by his studious
habits and patriotic industry. He was gradu-
ated with honor, and studied law, and at the
bar was distinguished for sound judgment and
careful study. Silas Wright early distinguish-
ed him by his friendship.

In 1834 he was chosen to the Assembly from
St. Lawrence county, and re-elected three
successive terms. It was 0110 of his lumpiest
privileges to record ins vote 111 183/ for his
honored friend Mr. Wright for United States
Senator. In 1838. his health being impaired,
he retired for a season from official life.

In 1842 lie was elected to Congress, and
served by re-election till 18-53. At thp division
of the Democratic party in 1848 Mr. King cast
his fortunes with the Barnburners, taking part
in the convention which nominated Yanßuren
and Dodge at Utica, and afterward in the
Buffalo Freesoil Convention. He was also one
of the famous eight whose steady refusal to
vote for a Whig Speaker defeated Robert C'.
Winthrop for that position.

In 1853 Mr. King was a member of lite
Democratic State Convention, and belonged
to the Committee on Platforms: but repu-
diated the truckling of the Convention to
slavery. The next year he was a member of
the Anti-Nebraska Convention at Sarataga,
and afterward withdrew from the Democratic
State Convention at Syracuse when it adopted
the Nebraska policy,

lie always afterward voted with the Repub-
lican party, was its candidate for Secretary of
State in 1855, and was elected to the Senete
of the I lifted States in 1857. There he served
until lKtitl, since which time lie lias been in
private life, until his recent appointment to
the Colleetorship of the port of New York.

A liOvnl Southern Kx-knvernor.
The following letter from cx-Gov. Clarke

was read in the Mississippi House of Repre-
sentatives on the 30th ultimo ;

??JACKSON, Oct. 28. 1805.
"Gentlemen : ?I am profoundly grateful for

the honor conferred on me bv the House of
Representatives bv their resolution inviting me
to a seat within the bar of the house, and re-
questing me to address them; I should be
proud to avail myself of the privilege of visit-
ing the house, but as I am still a prisoner of
State and on parole. I feel that it would be
improper for me to deliver a public address
on the condition of the country, although I
am sure that such suggestions as 1 might
make would be in aid and support of the
wise and conservative policy which lias been
adopted by our people, and which I hope wjll
soon result in the full restoration of our belov-
ed State to the enjoyment of equal political
rights with her sister States in the Union, and
under lite flag of tho Union. With all of you
I marched under that flag in a foreign land,
and it was victorious. With all of you I
marched against it, and it was victorious. It
again waves over us, is our flag, and may it
ever be victorious.

"The welcome that has been given to me on
iny return, is received with deep sensibility,
coming from the representatives of a people
whom I have served faithfully, if not wisely,
and is a most acceptable and gratifying reward
for such services as 1 may have rendered.

"I am, gentlemen, very respectfully, your
obedient servant, CHARLES CLARKE.'"

Xaval liitelliirciice.
The United States ship Wando is offered

for sale at the Brooklyn Navy Yard for the
third time. She was reported sold to G. W.
Trundy, on the 25th of October, at $21,500,
but for sonic reason, of which we have not
been informed, site is again in the hands of
the Government. The Wando is an iron side-
wheel steamer of 645 tons burthen, 226 feet in
length and 26 feet in breadth. She was for-
merly the notorious blockade-runner "Let-
lier-Rip," but was captured by the Fort Jack-
son in November, 1864. She was purchased
from the captors by the Government, and has
been attached to the South Atlantic Blockad-
ing Squadron. It is rather strange that such
a fine vessel as this does not command higher
bids, as her engines are said to be worth over
?5100.000.

The order issued by the Navy Department.
August 20, 186,5, to the effect that "all nten

having less than eighteen mouths to serve
were to be discharged without any reference
to bounty received." has been countermanded.
The reason for this step is said to be that the
Department considers the naval force suf-
ficiently reduced.

The rpceiviiig ship Vermont, at the Brook-
lyn Navy Yard, presents a very marked con-
trast with its appearance one .year ago. At
that Time the recruits were pouring in so fast
that it was a difficult task to provide the neces-
sary accommodation for them, notwithstanding
the fact that the North Carolina was also re-
ceiving a large number of men daily. Now
the recruits are, comparatively speaking, few
and far between, and the ship is almost empty.

Since May 30th, fifty-seven vessels have
been sold at public auction at the Brooklyn
Navy Yard. The total amount of money re-
ceived at these sales is 5i,372,800, being more
than double the amount received at any other
tiavy yard.

It is rumored that Captain T. P. McKinstry,
late commander of the receiving ship North
Carolina, will be ordered to the Brooklyn
Navy Yard for duty.

R f. NOVATING Ol.n FRIUT TREES.? OId ponr treesfrequently become "hide-bound." In ether lan-guage the bark becomes so hard and dry that thediameter of the body of the treo cannot enlargeI his lurd and hrm bark will not yield, or give way

he. expansive force of the sap and new wood butlittle it any more than if itwere tin or sheet-ironAs a natural and certain result, the health of the treeIS impaired: and the fruit cannot grow lar-e, fairand delicious, as it would be were the bark kept inahealthy condition.

The oark of a healthy growing tree is more or less
elastic; and as a new circle of wood is formed the
bark enlarges by expanding, and in some placescracking an irt. After a few years scales of dead barkcover the body of the tree, which should be scrapedoff, clear to the live bark. Sometimes itmay be ne-eessary to shave it off with a drawing-knife. If the
tree is very old. and grows but little, we have fre-
quently removed the outside half way through thelive bark, afterward smearing the body with a thin
coat ot liquid grafting wax, applied warm tvith abrush. This is essential to the health of old apple aswell as pear trees. The hark of pcaeli and plum
trees should not be cut beyond the dead bark.

Another thing is. the soil needs renewing. Perhaps
for more than forty years a crop of fruit has been
produced from that ground where old trees ,-tand
without having received any fertilizing material tocompensate for the long succession of crops of fruit.
V hen this IS the case, remove six or eight inches indepth ot the old soil, with horses and scraper, andhaul rich alluvial, or sods from the highway side, inplace of what has bet a removed. Mingle with this
earth, saw-dust and chip-manure, the more the bet
ter. Let the whole be spaded in deep and thoroughly,
with a tew bushels of ashes or time, and some barn-yard manure. In a year or two. if the irees are noitoo old, and been neglected too long, thev willagaiu
bear ltkc young trees.

Another economical and effective manner of making
old trees bear well is to enclose each troe in themiddle of a small yard, say fifteen or twenty feetsquare, and keep a few swine in it while fattening.?
Make holes eight inches deep with a crow-bar. in
scores of places beneath the tree, dropping into each
one a few kertials of grain. The swine will shortly
root up every inch of ground, destroying all the rootsof weeds and grass, and renovating the soil withthe fecal matter which they deposit, so that, another
season the trees will bear abundantly. We havo
tried this, with the best of results, on old pear andold cherry trees. Autumn is the best time to attend
to it.?biiUif ndcwt.

WHEN TO SELECT SEED POTATOES.? The best time
to select seed potatoes is when they are dug. As
soon as thev arc brought to the surface and lie spread
on the ground, the best can be selected with less dif-
ficulty than at any other tire Thgit yh... .no ret-
fectly matured and ot good share having the marked
characteristics of the variety, and good average size,
should bo selected for seed ill prefcrenoe to those of
any other qualities. They should then he placed
in boxes or barrels, and kept where they willnot be
injured by freezing or warmth.

Ifseed potatoes are saved in this manner for a few
years in succession, we have no doubt a decided lm-
projcnient will bo observed in the yield per acre, as
well as in the quality of the crops. And we thinkthis practice willalso Pe found an eftPctuat security
against small ones, and a good defence against the
rot. When potatoes first come from the ground, the
skins have a clearness which they soon lose. ? Aari-

We confess to more apprehension of distur-
bance from the Government of the United
States than from the Fenians. There may be
some trouble from that quarter, and should it
arise the Fenians, as a matter of course, and
very naturally, would be utilized.

In this coun-
try it i.i always more or lo- prevalent, and generally
killswhole herds. J,ike cholera, iti- both contagious
and infectious. By these terms 1 mean to say that it
is communicated from one animal to another by the
physical imposition of the virus upon any animal
1 ruin any object containing tho virus, and also thatthe virus may be carried inmolecule.-, in the nir, andthus produce the disease. It,evidently did not origi-
nate dr novo in England, but was carried there by
ship loads of cat tle from the Russian Balii* ports.It this theory is correct, then all importation of cat-
tle from abroad should be at once prohibited by COll

press, if not otherwise possible to bo prevented. And
it would pay woll to call Congress together for that
purpose only. No ship having a cow or sheep or ani -
mal from Europe. rcountries should
bo allowed to land in America without sufficient
quarantine. Every disease must, at some time, have
originated from a violent disregard ofthe nuturn 1laws,
and this as well as others. But lam of the opinion
that 1hco D nothing in the management of cattle in
Great Britain or America to generate the disease, so.also, no sanitary precaution can arrest it short of ab-
solute iiun-infercours. I believe itto be a species of
bloody murrain, aggravated by the marshy nature of
Northern Russia, and the utter disregard ot all the
laws of health, which is shown toman and beast,
especially in regard to ventilation and cleanliness
which prevails in that coM climate, when: a great
expenditure of heat is needed and fuel and food
scarce. The same causes are prill!u iu;- ,u,w ihc ag-
gregated typhus few,' here, which is called outside
of Russia the "plague." England was warned, long
since, of the danger of direct importation of cattle
from Russia, hut failed to heed the advice. I trust
our country may be more wise and more fortunate.

Ills WEALTH A CURSE. ?Mr. Benjamin W.
Greene, the principal in the horrible tragedy
at Hartford, Ct., is about sixty-six years of
age. and quite wealthy, his resources probably
amounting to 5175,000, and his yearly income
about SIO,OOO. Notwithstanding this, he has
for some months past seemed to be in a state
of mental derangement and had a constant
fear of poverty. His mind has been in
a troubled, worried state, so that his
physicians have told him that he must
travel or go to the Retreat. He has
refused to travel because he could not
afford it. He has been harsh and ty-
rannical in his family for some years,
and has upbraided his wife and daugh-
ters, for what he called their extravagance
?though they simply lived in style befit-
ting bis means and their social position. He
has wanted to sell his fine house saying he
could not afford to live in it. His wife has
told him that if it was true that they were poor
she would consent to the sale of the house,
but it was not true, and she and other friends
have tried to dispel the poverty monomania
with which he has been afflicted. In fact,
though worried with the fear of poverty, he
has every year added considerably to his large
fortune. To all efforts of his friends to in-
duce him to travel, he replied that he was too
poor.

ONE OF PHARAOH'S DAHLIAS.?Lord Lind-
say states that, in the course of his wanderings
amid the pyramids of Egypt, he stumbled on
a mummy, proved by its hieroglyphics to be at

least 2.0(10 years of age. Tii examining the
mummy after it was unwrapped, he found in
one of its closed hands a tuberous or bulbous
root.

Vegetables are plenty. Sweet potatoes could ho
bought yesterday for HO cts per peck, which is a re-
duction in price of about 10 cts per peek from tho
rates demanded the same day last week. There is
but liltlis or no change in other vegetables. Poultry,
as is usually the case at this season of the year, is
rather plenty, though commanding high rates. Tur
keys sold from $1.50 to S3, and as high as $5 each.
The prices asked would average about 30 cts per
pound. Chickens sold from $0 els to $1 each for largo
size, and from $1 to $1.50 per pair for smaller ones.
Geese commanded from $1.50 to $2 each. Ducks from
$1.50 to $2 per pair, Gauowas in abundance, espe-
cially wildducks. Canvas backs commanded from $3
to $1 per pair; other species ofsmaller size sold from
75 cts to $1 per pair. Pheasants sold from $1.50 to $2
per pair. Partridges $1.5(1 per dozen, or 75 cts per
pair. Rabbits 75 ets per pair. As the season for game
it now at hand, this article of luxury may be looked
for in abundance for some weeks hence. Butter still
commands the same high price, print selling from 75
to 80 cts per pound, and roll from 55 to 60 cts. Eggs
have advanced in price, and sold yesterday for 11 ets
per dozen. There is not a very large-apply of apples
in the market; good qualities brought rijcts per peek,
while the best varieties commanded still higher rates.
Cranberries sold for 20 els per quart. In the fish mar-
ket the supply wa- limited, and prices consequently
high.
