We have taken oceasion to indicate the

shortest, and, as we think, the best and wisest
method of

that impend over them, by affording idlers
employment, and compelling industry and
thrift in a given direction. And the justice of
the proposed method none can fairly object
to. when the great fact looms up at every turn,
that all over the South the Government is dis-
pensing rations to them
thriftlessly, or only as an e¢ncouragement to
continned vagrancy and neglect of every en-
deavor to improve permanently their condi-
tion. Educated fora long period tothe be-
lief that freedom means exemption from labor,
overwhelmingly impressed with the idea that
the Government at Washington is powerful
for all things, but especially as a giver of alms,
thousands of these poor people have broken
loose suddenly from their old homes to en-
camp around the nearest military post, or to
set up for themselves in any spot made par-
tially desolate by the events of the war; and
the approach of cold weather finds such
starving, freczing, suffering from disease and
all else that want of means and of foresight
insures and entails; and it is such as these
that must be sought out. put into some organi-
zation for their own good, and made to sup-
port themselves in comfort, ceasing to he a
dead weight upon the Government and a
source of demoralization to the communities
where they are located.

And in referring to them as occupying
such a position, we do not mean to be
understood as severely arraigning them for
what, under the circumstances, has seemed

saving the nation and the colored

those who receive

inevitable.  Vietims of circumstances be-
yond their control, and subject to convic-
tions and illusions springing from the
hopes partially realized, of a life-time, the
only wonder is that they have not com-
ted greater errors, been further still mis-
led by the belief that freedom comprised

every earthly good. Suddenly dissolving old
relationships, and casting themselves on the
future before adequate provision could be
made from any quarter for so tremendous a
change, it is a matter of course that so total
and sudden a revolution should produce the
most disastrous consequences to a vast num-
ber, individually—should bring consequences
such as can only be palliated or more effec-
tively met, by the most energetic and kindly
efforts of the dominant race who yet hold the
fate of the colored man measurably in their
hands.

And now, amid the wide-spread suffering
and desolation that prevails in all portions of
the South, and with the whites, also, suffering
to that intolerable degree that no merely ordi-
nary remedies by individual effort seem of
avail, what hopes have the inferior race of re-
lief, unless a potent and wise Government
takes the matter in hand, and provides for
those clearly shown to be unable to take care
of themselves? That the fears and disastrous
consequences we have foreshadowed are fairly
grounded, every thing goes to prove. From a
circular issued from the office of the ““Amgr1-
caN Freepyex's Aip Commission,” at Wash-
ington, under date of the 15th instant, appeal-
ing to the nation for instant help, we take the
following terribly significant paragraphs in al-
lusion to the hardships and punl\ which
threaten the colored people at the South the
coming winter:

“The officers of the Bureau declare that
 thirty thousand will perish in Georgia alone:
‘and forty thousand more in Alabama.

“‘In Texas, in Louisiana, in Mississippi, in
“Tennessee, in South Carolina, in every
# Southern State, there are many who need.

It is not true that the able-bodied have not
‘labored industriously and lived prudently
¢ hitherto, as they have had opportunity. It
‘¢ is susceptible of proof that no class of people
““in the United States have struggled with ad-
¢ yersity more manfully or successfully, the
¢ circumstances being considered.

“‘But the desolations of war, the
“ fusion of all social and industrial conditions,
‘“ the abject poverty in which the return of
¢ peace found white and black alike, the ex-
“ traordinary blight upon the very imperfect
“crops of this year, have together, not
¢ strangely, proven too much for the best en-
“ deavors of many. Thousands have
¢ ceeded—hundreds of thousands—despite all
‘! these difficulties, in providing for the winter.
¢and ask no charity. Other hundreds of
¢ thousands will, by steady industry, although
“ vnable to provide in advance, keep the wolf
¢ at bay until the-spring drives him back; and
¢ these ask no charity.

*‘But there remain the equally industrious
“hut less fortunate, who can find neither work
“nor wages until the planting season returns,
““ besides the infirm and the thousands upon
“‘ thousands of orphans whose mothers cannot
¢ he found, and whose fathers gave up their
“lives that we might celebrate this peace.

¢ The President of the United States assures
“ ug that, so plainly is the relicf of these, the
¢ NATION’S POOR, the national duly, that he
shall cause rations of food to be purchased
“ and distributed generously, at the expense of
““the National Treasury.”’

Now, with this plain, and, of course truthful
declaration of the necessities of the case, and
of the President’s purposes in relation to these
people, we insist upon it that all of them who
desire to maintain in their own persons a
modicum of independence and self-respect,
shall be provided with employment by the
Government in return for the rations furnished;
that those who, from physical inability, are un-
able to perform a full task, shall have a chance
afforded and be made to perform a half or a
third of one; and that the able-bodied, but idle,
who will not work, shall not eat. Therations
are to be dispensed; that is a fixed fact; we may
add—a gratifying fact. If they are indeed—as
this circular from a high source assures us they
are—*‘The Nation’s Poor,”” let the Govern-
ment assume to itself the right, in all fairness,
to imitate any municipality in the land; insist
upon some return for its enforced charity; in-
sist upon its chances to get something back of
its needful expenditure. To do this is merely
following out the principle of self-preserva-
tion. Half the nation, or two-thirds of it—
more or less—should not be called upon to
support in idleness the other portion, and with
the most fertile lands in the world all ready
and demanding cultivation, let it thoroughly
organize this vast host of unhappy and desti-
tute idlers, feed them, clothe them, furnish
them labor, until the threatening erisis is sur-
mounted. The treasury—we repeat it—needs
revenue, these people need food and employ-
ment, the world at large, cotton. Let able
statesmanship come to the rescue in this novel
but terrible contingency, and what has been
and is considered, an impending calamity,

may, by the firmness of the President and his
aids, prove in the end a national benefit,

The unconstitutionality of the
oath was to be maintained by Mr. Harmon Gilmer,
State Senator elect from the Richmond distriet, while
the validity of the test was to be maintained by Mr.
Lucius I1. Chandler, United States District Attorney,
and Judge Conway. The matter is still being argued.

The naval supply steamer Memphis, from a
cruise among the various vessels of the Atlantic and
Gulf squadrons, during which she touched at different
ports, leaving New Orleans on the 1st , and Key West
on the 8th instant, arrived at New York, Wednesday
cvening. She brought a number of persons, officers,
passengers and crews of the American ship Caroline
Nesmith, bark Waltham, schooner Hanover and
British bark Queen Mab, wrecked on the Florida
coast during the October gale. Merely on that por-
tion of the coast lying between Carysfort Reef and
Key West there were wrecked and totally lost five
ships, five barks, three brigs and fourschooners. Ad-
ditional accounts are given of the terrible severity of
the gale on the land as well as atsea, at Key West
and other places. The Memphis also brought North
from Key West, where he was surrendered by the
United States Marshal for delivery to the national
authorities here, George Davis, formerly rebel Attor-
ney General.

“In order to correct this erroneous impres-
sion, the commandants of the several districts
will immediately detail proper officers and
send them into every county, and, as far as
possible, into every neighborhood within their
several commands, to explain to the freedmen
that the Government has neither the intention
nor the power to meet these expectations, and
to urge upon them the absolute necessity
which exists that they should make proper
contracts to labor during the coming year.

The announcement of the death of Mr. Preston
King was most startling to us all. We had seen
him only a short time ago, apparently tho embodi
ment of health, vigor and cheerfulness—his portly
frame woving through the Departments with an
alertness and factivity seldom witnessed in “stout
itlemen,”—his shrewd and good -natured coun
tenance beaming with peace and good-will to all
parties, but yet having the unmistakeable ex

pression of “business to bhe done immediately.’

Probably there is no pabhe man whose dey
from among us would have heen more une
He was hale, hearty, genial— there
seemed to h» so much of vitality about the man
—his temperament appeared to he so joyous that it
was almost out of the question toassociate any idea of
sorrow or despondency with such a healthful and
kindly spirit. It was, therefore, with arcely less
amazement than grief that the sad tidings smote the
ear of this metropolis. 1 am sure there are many
who will acknowledge that Ido not exagerate when
I add that it unlocked in the hosows of hundreds of
our hest men and women the sources of affectionate
regrets and of deep and cnduring emotions. The
pleasure and the honor of knowing him m(nm!vI)
and well was mine; and I believe that a more gener-
ous heart never beat within a human bosom. F mlh-
ful to his friends, whom he chose with unerring ¢
crimination, he was surpassed by ne man in tolers
tion for differences of judgment and sentiment, or in
magnanimity, forbearance and indulgence toward
open opponents. His hatred and contempt were re-
served for meanness, dissimulation and fraud; and,
in scarcely less degree, for that very foolish class of
men whom the world calls wise in their generation!
In this national bereavement the President mourns
the loss of a staunch and devoted personal friend,
who attested his unswerving affection and sympathy
under the most trying circumstances, when the “half-
faced fellowship™ of base partisans, and the namby-
pamby sentimentalism of holiday rhetoricians, and the
bizarre fussiness of some weak he suddenly seized
with a preposterous notion of senatorial dignity, and
astill more preposterous forgetfulness of almost daily
scenes on the floor of the Senate, combined to get up
and circulate, far and wide, an atrocious libel upon
the President.

Ah! but you say there is their pen-
sion! Government allows them each eight dollars
per month. We have carefully examined this subject
with competent aid, and are fully convinced that not
one-fifth of our disabled men are in receipt of their
pensions. The slightest informality is made sufficient
by interested officials to invalidate a soldier’s papers,
and the department at Washington to which the sol-
diers’ documents are consigned may too often be com-
pared to “‘that bourne from whence no veller re-
turns.” And even supposging he does receive the sum
of eight dollars per month, what is that for house
rent, fuel and provisions at the present rates? They
must be helped or perish; for numbers of our men
would rather starve than be classed with paupers in
an almshouse, The spirit which took them to the
battle-field still actuates them. Mothers, these men
have received the bullet and sabre thrust which
might otherwise have been destined for those you
love and cherish; Fathers, that freely shed their blood
in defence of you and your property. For four suc-
cessive years it has been your delight to read of what
the “‘brave boys” were doing at Antietam, Gettys-
burg, Atlanta, Charleston, Richmond, and a hun-
dred other well contested flelds, and will you now let
them die of want in that wretched place which they
call home? Women of the Union Relief, the Chris-
tian and Sanitary Commissions, where is the zeal
which once hurried you daily to the hospital ? aye,
carried you even to the field of carnage! Then you
were ministering angels, but what are youdoing now ?
Your work isnot done. The helpless orphan is yet
to be housed from the wintry blast, the wounded hero
is yet to be sustained and strengthened.

1863.

Judge Cooper held, that inasmuch as the
United States had acknowledged the Confed-
erate States a_belligerent power, that a con-
tract payable in Confederate money, made in
a locality that was in the military occupation
of the Confederates, would be vaiid and bind-
ing upon the parties, and that the plaintiff’
would be entitled to recover whatever the
proof showed the Confederate money to be

worth at the time the note fell due.

A IIL\ } pipEMic.—The Paris mmmpnml-
ent of the London 7%mes says that the disease
among poultry, which caused so much de-
St iclion and which it was
hoped had disappeared, has again broken out
with great violence in the department of the
Eure, France, and the adjoining districts,—
One farmer in the commune of Jamericourt
has lost eight hundred and fifty hens. No ex-
planation can be given of this new malady,
While waiting until a remedy can be discover-
ed for it, precautionary measures are recom-
mended.  The first precaution to be 'ululmwl
is great cleanliness and the frequent washing
of llu hen houses with lime water to dv\lrn_y
the insects which torment lllc fowl.

It is very beneficial to the fowl to fumigate
the hen-roosts from time to time l»urnm;: near
them a handful of brushwood. The Journal '[,
la Ferme, noticing the disease, observes that
in well kept pmllln yards fowl are not only
less subject to disease, but they become fatter,
better flavored when brought to table, and
less tormented with insects. Turkeys }'PHJX
in great numbers in conse, qm nce of being
kept in damp, dirty, and badly ve entil:
