CITY NEWS.
AsoTiinn Puctc lu * Pi at.'.r Son About half-

past two o'clock yesterday afternoon a fearful panic
occurred among the children inPublic School House
No. li, on the cast fide ofRepublican street, between
Lexington and Saratoga streets. The duties of the
schools had scarcely been fully resumed for tlioafter-
noon when a cry of "lire" was raised in tlie rear room
of the first .story, occupied by the female grammar
school. In an instant everything was in confusion,
and the pupil-, about eight hundred in number, com-
pletely panic stricken. The scene which ensued
battles description.

A ru-h was made for thedoors, tiie children scream-
ing and wringing their hand.-, while many of the
little ones were blanched with fear. Fortunately. !
the doors had been so constructed a-- to admit, of
being pushed open from tho inside, and. as they were
burst apart, the children on the first floor came tum-
bling out in the greatest disorder.

The second-story or the building was occupied by
the smaller children, embracing the male and female
primary school, and as soon as the alarm was created, j
Mr. -J. F. Arthur, principal of the male grammar !
school, ran up stairs and endeavored to check the
ma"s of affrighted littlecreatures who were rushing |
pell-mell down the steps, by assuring them that, there
was no danger, in order to gain the inside of the
upper rooms, he was compelled to step over tin 1
children lyingp. half dozen deep upon the floor, the
little ones screaming piteonsly, and calling loudly for ;
their parents, and frantically struggling to extricate
themselves. Hisefforts had the ofl'oct of inspiring '
con I'uice, ami he eventually succeeded in bringing
something like order out of thisehaos, when all pa --

cd nut without, any serious injury. A few, however,
were slightly bruised by being trampled upon and by
falling upon the steps, and one iiifle girl was thrown
into convulsions by fright. The wonder is that many
lives wore not lost. '

The excitement was caused by the burning of a
piece of paper which had been thrown into the flue j 1
of the heating apparatus, the strong draught puffing !
the smoke into the room. Tho registers in the build !
ing have a movable cap or top to them which, when tremoved, exposes to view the mouth of the heat- 1
ing flue, and into this the paper had been thrown by
one of the children. It is regarded as a very tin
safe arrangement in a building or room whore so
many children arc brought in contact with it, and
will doubtless be at once altered, in order to avoid a
similar occurrence. This is the second time that ssuch an excitement has been occasioned in this i
school in this manner.

DECISION OF A CASE.? Mention was mado some
timo since inour columns of the trial of the habeas
corpus case of Thomas Davis vs. William C. Palmer. ,
agent for the Children's Aid Society, in the Circuit
Court for Baltimore counts*, before Judge I>. C. li.
Emory. The evidence showing that on the night of
the 11th of September last, John Davis, sou of the
plaintiff, on account of alleged ill-treatment at the
hands of his father ran away, and was subsequently
placed inchargcof tho Children's Aid Society. The
father, in order to obtain possession of his son, ob-
tained a writ of habeas eorpus in the Criminal Court,
of this city, which writ being dismissed before that
tribunal, he renewed the writ in Baltimore County
Court. It was shown in evidence on the part of the J
father, that he re able to support his son, and also
that he was a bad boy and not willing to submit to
parental correction. J udgc Emory consequently d:
cided in favor of the father, and ordered his .-on to a
be returned to bis custody, which decision was* cheer-
fullycomplied with by Mr. l'almcr. Mr. E. (. Ilinck- ''
ley appeared as counsel for the Association, and Jno.

gles, and 1,500 staves. This vessel was loaded at
Washington, N. C., a port with which Baltimore car-
ried on a trade of considerable proportions before tho
breaking out of the rebellion, and the indications arc
that induo course of time the old trado willbo fully-
restored, and even excelled.
