GREAT STORM OA THE PACIFIC COAST.

The Country Flootlcl?Communication
with the interior Pentroyeil?Wharves
will Warehouses Washed Away.
SAN FRANCISCO, Sept. 22. ?A storm of rain has pre-

vailni throughout tho State during the past week,
the most severe experienced since the greet Hood of
1881. Communication with the interior, except by
water and by telegraph, is cut off. The Central Paci-
fic Railroad has suffered severely by the caving in
of embankments.

The Supposed Revenue Ernmis in the Oil
Region

PIT HOLE, NOV. 23.? The examination before Ihe
revenue assessors at Mcadvillc, of lite proprietors
of certain wells on Pit Hole Creek, against which the
Government has claims, was held yesterday. The
assessors and collectors had reason to suppose that
there was more oil heing produced during certain
months than was being returned for taxation. Upon
inquiry they found that the agents of certain wells
returned only the value of the working interest and
not the entire product, and by investigation it was
found that some of these agents had claimed to have
an understanding with Ihe owners of land and free
interests tothoeffeet that the latter should takethcirs
front the tanks and pay their share of the tax. The
custom heretofore has been for the working interest
to pay the whole amount of tax and collect the re-
spective portions from the land and free interest.
The decision made to-day placed the penalty
upon the free interest, which is one-fourth
of the oil, but referred the matter to tho Chief Com-
missioner at Washington for the final decision. The
working and land interests showed receipts for reve-
nue tax paid for all oil up to November. This de-
cision is attracting much attention, as it involves a
large amount ol" money, anil reverses the decisions
which have heretofore been considered as law, and as
such been generally observed.

Herald give* HI interesting, dear nnrl connected
statement of the condition of affair in aud around
Mataraoras. and of tho positions ami movement.-, of
the opposing Keiuhli an and Imperial force*, during
the siege of that town by the former, in tho latter
part of last month and the beginning of the present.

The attack and repulse of the republicans on the
25th ultimo, represented by the imperial organs a*
such a niagnilM'ent, success for their cause, is now
plainly shown to have been aery ?mall affair. Gen
eral Eseobodo, commanding the republican army,
consisting of three to four thousand men. had given
directions for a complete reconnaissance of the ene-
my's position on thai day, but unorder for an attack.
One of his officers, however, commanding a .-.mall
body of Americans, not fully understanding the or-
ders, directed his men to make an assault at a par-
ticular point, which thoy did with the greatest sue
ces?, capturing the imperial worka and guns; but, not
being supported, they had to withdraw. This was
the sum and substance of t lie affair which the impe-
rial i*ts paraded a * a great victory. Tho besiegers
maintained their position around the city for several
days afterwards.

Concerning the plot to betray the city, the Mnta-
moras Jiancliero, of October 28th, (Imperial organ j

\u25a0ays: Captain W. W. Gholson and Lieutenant Lurch
were to turn over Fort Matanzn?, at ten o'clock last
Sunday night to a hundred of the outlaws, dressed
in "contra guerilla" costume, which costume Gholson
and liurch had purchased and smuggled out to them
while performing scouting service.

Following the surrender of Fort Matanzns, a large
portion of tho outlaw force was to march into and
near it: but, while this was going on, the outlaws in
"contra guerilla" costume wefe t< take the fort next
adjoining, from the rear, under u friendly guise; and
this fort, as soon as taken, would likewise bo taken
possession of by a large force of outlaws. In this way
the cordon of forts surrounding the city, or so many
of them as possibel, wore to be captured.

During the progress of the siege, Brownsville, which
is on the Texas side of the Rio Grande, directly op-
posite Matamoros, was filled with people from the
latter place, who tied to escape the expected attack.
American soldiers stood on the river hank and
cheered the republicans opposite, and for this an im-
perial gunboat tired on the American side. General
Weitzei has ordered an investigation of this affair.
General Weifzel, at the request of General Escobedo,
and in the interest of humanity, sent over the river
tents for tiie latter's wounded, and many of them
were transported to Brownsville, and received the
attention of the United States army surgeons there.
The imperialists professed to have discovered a
heinous plot to surrender tho city and assassinate
General Mejia among the officers fa party of about
four hundred Americans at Matamoras in the impe-
rial service, known as contra guerillas. Two of Ihese
officers, formerly of ihe rebel army in this country,
were court martialed and sentenced to be shot. One
of them was executed, but the. other escaped. The
Matamoras papers charge that this plot was purely
American, that fifty-five thousand dollars was to have
been paid to the conspirators for ita execution, and
that a portion of the money had been paid and that
the remainder was in Brownsville.

But more than this, and to render assurance doubly
sure. General Mejia was to be assassinated at an
early stage oft he proceeding, by Gholson and Burch,
who were to be relieved from the surrendered fort in
tiuio toacconip Lsli their hellish work. By thus throw-
ing the imperial troops into disorder, by the loss of
t heirdistinguished head, the outlaws hoped to achieve
an easy vi lory.

The sum of money stipulated to be paid for the sale
of Fort Matanzas was thirty-five thousand dollars,
and for the assassination of General Mejia twenty
thousand more; ;i portion of which sums had been
paid over, and the residue was on deposit in Browns-
vilje.

Several parties in Brownsville arc implicated deep-
ly in the conspiracy, including a federal officer, whose
name wc do not now mention.

On Minday morning, twelve hours before Fort Ma-
tazas was to be surcndcred, Gholson was arrested,
and the same day was tried, found guilty and execu-
ted. llis accomplice, Lieutenant Burch (by which
name he is known here.', made his escape, and has
not yet been arrested. The evidence against the
conspirators is conclusive.

None but Americans wero implicated in the plot.
None of the coutra-gueriiln force was party to the
conspiracy, save and except the captain and lieuten-
ant: and it is in evidence that the whole company at
Fort Matanzas were to have been surrendered to, and
bejput to death by, the outlaws.

CONVENTION; OF TOISAUCONISTS.

The Proposition to Tax EeufTobacco.
Tito Tobacconists' National Association held a

meet ing at Cooper Institute. Ne.w York, on Wednes-
day morning, for the purpose of appealing to Con-
gress to transfer the internal revenue tax now laid
on the manufactured artielo to leaf tobacco.

The Post says the attendance was large, and dele-
gates were present front nearly all of the States.

REMARKS OF W. K. LAWRENCE.
Mr. YV. E. Lawrence, of the firm of A. H. Jlickle

,fc Sous, presided. On taking the chair. Mr. Lawrenoe said the great, object of the Convention was to
induce < engross to transfer tho tax from cigars andother manufactures of tobacco to the leaf. Hithertothe efforts the organization had made wero without
effect. Many of the heads of departments at Washington had heeu visited, and at first expressed them
selves in favor of the measure, but. owing to tho in-fluence of the dealers in leaf tobacco in this eiu, thochange was prevented.

REMARKS OF MR. CAI.LOHER.
Mr. Gallagher, of Connecticut, was called upon,nmi made a few remarks. Ho said the wise men atWashington have put their fingers upon the throatsof the tobacconists. They have taken tlie businessfrom the hands of the legitimate trade, and placed it

in the hands of contraband dealers; practically, they
have placed a premium on fraud.

The speaker said that _ after conferring with Con-
gressmen. tho latter said that the convention was
right, and that t.he tax ought to he placed on the leaf.
Mr. Stevens introduced a billfor a tax ou the leaf
but unfortunately he added a tax on exports, whichkilled the bill. Tlie officers of tho convention baddone much in enlightening Congress.

The tobaeeo dealers must show the growers that itis their interest to act with tho legitimate dealers
The growers say they do not like to be taxed. The
speaker would say to them, submit to it with as good
a grace as possible. There is a better opportunity to
detect frauds on the part of the growers, than there
is te detect frauds on the manufactured article. Theformer cannot successfully hide his leaf.

REPORT ON THE TOBACCO TRADE.
Mr. Edward Burke, one of the Secretaries, read a

report, of which the following is a synopsis:
The revenue act. which came into operation on the

Ist of September. 1862. found the tobaeeo trade of the
United States ina condition of unusual prosperity.
The crop of 1860, the largest ever raised on this con-tinent, or in the same period on any quarter of the
globe, having been upwards of four hundred and
twenty-nine millions of pounds, had furnished abun-
dant material for the development of the manufac-
turing resources of the country; and the machinery
of the milland the busy limn of the workshop re-
sounded on every side. East, west, north and south
felt the inspiration of well rewarded industry, and
every branch and member of the trade was fullysat-
isfactorily and profitably employed At 'hat time
the tobacco interest bid fair to become one of the
mightiest in the land. But little more than three
years have elapsed since tho passage of the revenue
act, and now the trade is a comparative wreck.

Planting has been partially suspended, about one
hundred and ninetv-.-even millions of pounds only
having been raised in 1864, while this year the de-
crease is from one to two and one-seventh below
1364; the vast internal transportation which freighted
our railroads, our Jake, river and ocean fleets, has
been materially lessened; our manufactories are
being deserted, our manufacturers are disheartened,
and decrepitude and stagnation arc seen where once
was enterprise and thrift. It is now eleven months
since the organization first met. Since that time all
that could be done for tlie relief of the trade, without adopting the measure recommended by tho trade,
has been promptly performed by Congress.

The proposed measure, however, was not adopted;
and the application is again renewed to transfer
the tax to the leaf. Could the government obtain a
tax upon all the tobacco produced, it might reduce
the tax one-half. The illegitimate manufacture of
tobacco and its use in the natural stato comprises
nearly one-halt"the entire crop. Tobacco aud cigars
are often sold inlarge quantities for little more than
the amount of the government tax on tho articles,
and fraud runs riot throughout the city.

The sum and substance of the favor asked of Con-
gress is t" warehouse the leaf before it reaches tho
manufacturer. Tlie Secretary discussed the ware-
house systems of European nations, and said that in
those countries fraud was unknown. The revenue
from the tax on tobaeeo during the year ending June
30th, 1865, was as follows:

Heath of M. Diipln.

BALTIMORE CITY JAII, ANDITS INMATES ?There are
few institutions of a similar character in this country
so admirably managed and so well conducted as the
Baltimore City Jail. It is most substantially con-
structed, and supplied withall the conveniences and
comforts that experience and the progress of archi-
tectural art could devise. There are four tiers of
cells, about three hundred in all, tho upper tiers
having corridors, wiiieh pass entirely around them.?
Each cell is provided with a neat and clean bed, ca-
llable of accommodating two prisoners in an emer-
gency, and the cells, aswell as the entire building, are
thoroughly ventilated. The greatest care is cxer-
Used by Capt. Thomas C. James, the Warden, with
his corps of assistants, in keeping the building in a
clean and healthy condition, and thero is scarcely a
day in the week, except Sunday, throughout the
wholo year, when prisoners of both sexes may not lie
found industriously at work in cleansing the premise-.

Tho prisoners are divided into classes, and kept,
apart. Those charged with drunkennc-, slight in-
fractions of the peace, Ac., are assigned to one di-
vision; parties charged with assault and battery, and
under sentence of the court to another, and prisoner s

awaiting trial upon criminal charges to still another.
Of those who are sentenced to imprisonment in the
jailby the criminal court, constitutional drunkard ;
and loafers, tho greater portion are compelled to
work in tho box factory, tan e-tablishment iurilin
manufacture of boxes such as arc used by fruil
packers. Ac., arranged upon the premises,) in tho
garden, and in the kitchen, the latter employment
being assigned to the female .

Thero are now confined within the walls of this in
titutionabout two hundred and eighty-five prisoners,

charged with almost every offence within the pale of
the law, from murder lo petty crimes. Of those
charged with murder there are six, whose cases are
briefly enumerated.

The first on the list is Thomas Creamer, charged
with the murder of Voter Wohr, on the night of the
11th of November, I*6l, at a lager beer house on
Eager street. The circumstances, as stated at the
time, wero that Creamer with some friends, entered

a IT - taurant, of which Wehr was the bar keeper, and
asked for drinks, which they received. Upon Weill-
demanding pay for the drinks. Creamer jumped over
tiie bar and stabbed him, from the effects of which
lie died in a few minutes. Creamer was, not long
before this occurrence, tried for the murder of a
young man named Yanhorn, and acquitted. In April
last his ease was removed to Anne Arundel county
court, bu! on the 3d of this month the ease was re-
manded hack, the court there deciding that it had
no jurisdiction.

John Curran is charged with the murder of Patrick
Biggins, oil the corner of Bank and Canal streets, on
the evening of the tith of July Inst. Curran and llig-
gins were addressing the same lady, and on the night
of the tragic occurrence both met in the vicinity of
the lady's residence, when Curran deliberately tired
tho fatal shot.

On tiie lrih of August last James Crawford stabbed
John .Shrivel, from the effects of which lie died in a
short time. Some ill-feeling had existed between
them for about a year, and on the night of the fatal
day Crawford espied Shrivcr sitting upon a fire-plug
on Alice Anna street, walked up to tiiuiand inflicted
the wound which caused his death.

Lewis Norwood is charged with having murdered
his brother, Charles Iv. Norwood, on the night of tho
2ith of last month, by stabbing him with a knife. A
difficulty occurred between the two in relation to n
carriage in which thev had been riding, and coming
lo blows ended in this tragic manner.

John Clare, a young man whose history has been
recently discussed in the papers, and who stands
charged with the cold-blooded murder of Henry B
Drove, on the morning of the 29th of last month, is
the fifth on the list. As all that is known of this easo

| is purely circumstantial in its character, it i- not
i deemed proper hero to recount it.

| The last on tho list is the Herman, John Scibold,
j charged with the murder of John Smith, at a hall in'
a lager beer saloon on West Pratt street, on tho
night "t the .fit instant. Tho circumstances in his
case are also fresh in the minds of the people ol' this
community, and therefore need no further notice.

The prisoners are uniformly well treated, and their
friends arc allowed to see them on the regular visit-
ing days.

Itshould tie added, that the spiritual wants of tho
prisoners "f all classes, confined in the jail, are not
neglected, as various Christian philanthropists in the
city spend a considerable portion of Sunday anion;
thorn, and there is a chapel set apart for religious ex-
ercises, where all may attend. The efforts of theso
Christian people havo in many cases been attended
with gratifying results.

AN EXTENSIVE IMPROVEMENT.? The old City Spring
lot, on the northwest corner of Charles and C'aiuden
streets, which has for so many years remained va-
cant and untenanted, except occasionally by tho
pitching of a circus tent thereon, was recently pur-
chased from the city by Mr. W. It. Thomas, oyster

and fruit packer, who is now erecting upon the pro-
| perty a large and substantial building, designed es-

pecially for the accommodation of his extensive bus-
iness. The building is being constructed in tho form
of an L, and willpresent an iron front of forty feet
on Charles street, and a depth of one hundred and
twenty feet on Camden street. That portion of the
structure appropriated to shucking oysters, process-
ing, Ac., willbe one hundred and five feet indepth,
and the whole arrangement indicates that itwill,
when finished, be the most complete establishmentof the kind in the United States. The entire struc-
ture willbe two stories in height, though the ware-
house, or front portion, will be so constructed as to
admit of its being readily raised to tho extent of
four stories. Mr. B, F. Bennett, an experienced
builder, is the contractor, and the work is being done
under his personal supervision. It is expected that
tho building willbe ready for occupancy by the mid-
dle of January.

BOLD LARCENY.? Officers Claridgc and Doud, of
the Middle District, arrested Thomas Lynch, Timo-
thy Lynch and John Lynch, last night, charged with
stealing a piece of cloth, valued at about $5, from tho
store of Mr. Wolf, on Baltimore street. It appears
that the cloth was lying upon a stand in front of tho
store, and about half-past five o'clock a party of men
came along and carried it off. Information of the
theft was communicated to the officer incharge of tho
middle district station-house, who instructed the
patrolmen to be on the look out for the thieves, a
description of one or mote of whom was furnished.
About nine o'clock the policemen named above suc-
ceeded illarresting tbe accused, who were lodged in
the station-house for a hearing this morning before
Justice Spiccr.

THE TOBACCO TRADE,? The steamers state of Vir-
ginia. Capt. Tracers, and State of Maryland, Capt.
Travers, of the Powhatan Steamboat Company's line,
and the steamer Agnes, Capt. Bowen, of tho People's
line, arrived here yesterday with full cargoes from
Richmond. Included in the cargo of tho State of
Virginia were 10 hogsheads and 90 packages of to-
bacco; in that of the State of Maryland 19 hogsheads
and 17 packages of tobacco; in that of the Agnes 21
hogsheads and 126 packages. The remainder of tho
cargoes was also of a very valuable character.

ARREST ON A BENCH WARRANT.? Frank Duhurst
was yesterday taken into custody by policeman Bliz-
zard, upon a bench warrant issued by Judge Bond, of
the Criminal Court. Duhurst was indicted for per-
jury, and, it is stated, forfeited his recognizances
when his ease was called in court. The perjury con-
sisted in presenting himself as bondsman for a party
who was under arrest, and swearing that ho owned
certain property in Wagon alley, which it was subse-
quently ascertained did not belong to him.
