NEWS OF THE DAY.
ro>\ c i.L.ss.

The first session of the Thirty-ninth Con-
gress commenced in Washington yesterday. At noon
Mr. Mel'herson, ch rk ot the last House, called the
roll of members, omitting tho names of representa-
tives for the States lately in rebellion. Excepting
perhaps a slight interruption on the part of Mr.
Brooks, of New York, there was no delay in the or-
ganization of the House. Hon. Schuyler Colfax, of
Indiana, and Mr. Brooks, of New York, were nomi-
nated for .Speaker, and on the first ballot, Mr. Colfax
was elected by 104 votes, Mr. Brooks receiving 35
votes. The Speaker, upon being inducted into office,
made a brief, but spirited and high toned address. ?

Mr. Stevens introduced a resolution, which was
passed, calling for a joint committee of both houses
to inquire into the condition of the late rebellious

| States and report whether they or any of them are
entitled to be represented inCongress.

The Senate was called to order by Mr. Foster, the
President pro tem, and after prayer by Chaplain Gray,
immediately entered upon its work. Bills concern-
ing the elective franchise in Washington; trial byjury
in the United States Courts, and an oath to maintain
a Republican form of Government were presented.

The President's Message willbe sent in to-day. We
understand that it is not a document of extraordinary
lenglh, and though treating its subjects briefly, is
fully comprehensive in its character. Should it be
received in time, we .shall issue the message in our
"evening edition" at I} 4 o'clock this P. M.

UEXF.KAL SKtVS.

Colonel Robert Martin, suspected of being
engaged in the hotel burning in New York, lias been
arrested inKentucky, and is now on his way to that
city, consigned to Major General Hooker.

Two soldiers have disappeared in the neigh-
borhood of Gerard, GIG There had been several
fights between the soldiers and citizens, and if Is ap-
prehended that the soldiers have been murdered.

Hon. David S. Walker, an Associate Jus-
tice of the Supreme Court, has been announced as a
c andidate for Governor of Florida under the new
constitution.

The jail of Crittenden county, Kentucky,
after the court had opened and a juryhad been ein-

panneled, was broken open and some eigkl prisoners
released. The court, having nothing to do, ad-
journed.

The advices from South America state that
Ilie Spanish aggressions in blockading six ofthe prin-
cipal ports of Chili has caused great excitement
among the Chilians, who have ordered all Spanish
residents to Valparaiso. Preparations for war with
Spain arc being vigorously prosecuted by the Chilian
Government.

The steamboats Bart Able, Ruth and Henry
Ames, lying at their respective wharves at Memphis,
wore boarded on Wednesday night by a gang of
thieves, who forced open the doors of nearly twenty
state rooms on each vessel, stealing therofrnm jew-
elry, money, nnd other valuable property of the
sleeping occupants.

The stock market was slightly animated yes-
terday, but was far from being active. Gold im-
proved A P cent, selling at the First Board at 147's@
148, and at the Second Board at 148Ri''i 143J4, "losing
strong at the advance. Governments wore strong

and improved. Railroad shares were in some de-
mand, and sales of Baltimore and Ohio Railroad
reached SlllJ-g, the market closing, however, at
sllll7.

We publish this morning the proceedings of
the meeting of the Board of Trade, of Boston, Mass..
in which, important action was taken in the matter
promoting the assembling of a National Cotton
Growing Convention early tliis month with a view of
putting measures in train to insure a large eolten
crop the next season. This question is one of vital
importance to our national and commercial pros-

perity, and we trust that our merchants willgive it
due consideration and join in support of the propo-
sition.

A despatch from Richmond, Indiana, of
last Thursday, gives the following account of the
Meredith-Julian cowhiding affair: "General Sol.
Meredith met the Hon. G. IV. Julian, member of
Congress from this district, in the depot this evening,
for the first time since the war.

The Central Itailro.K! Dlwaster?Details of
the Affair.

[From the Newark (N. J.) Advertiser, Dec. 2.;
Among the many railway disasters which have

lately occurred, few have been more frightful in their
effects than that whieli took place on Friday morn-
ing. about two miles west of White House Station, on
the New Jersey Central Railroad, where an express
train coining cast ran into a coal train bound inthe
same direction, seven persons being killed outright,
and seventeen others more or less injured. The cir-
cumstances of the sad affair appear to be about as
follows: Between White House and Lebanon, which
is the next station westerly, there arc two inclined
grades, meeting almost at an angle about midway
between the stations, which are four miles apart.
The grade next to the White House is about twenty

feet to the mile, and the other, incliningfrom Leba-
non. about forty-five feet. The coal train, consisting
of fifty-seven coal cars, descended the latter grade at

a speed of eight miles an hour towards White House,
but indoing so the conductor noticed that a hay car
had broken loose from a freight train at Lebanon,
and was running down the incline with fearful ve-
locity on the opposite (northern! track. Knowing
that "the express train from New York, bound west,
which runs on the northern track, was then due. and
that if the runaway car was not stopped a collision
must result, the conductor leaned from his own train,
threw a cross tie 011 the rails before the lugitive, and
succeeded in checking its speed to some extent, lie
then swung himself on the car, applied the brake,
and brought it to a halt just in time to prevent a col-
lision withthe express, which was then approaching.
The engineer of the coal train in the meantime had
gone on toflag the express, and succeeded instopping
italso in time.

Meanwhile, half an hour had passed, and the ex-
press train going east (from Ilarrisburg for New
York) was nearly duo. The engineer ofthe eoal
train accordingly started his train, in order to get to

White House on the switch intime, but the coupling
of one of his cars broke at the very moment of start-

ing, dividing the train into two equal sections. The
engineer and conductor at once ran back to signal
the express: but they had gone only a short distance
when it came thundering round a curve and down an
incline at a speed of over twenty miles an hour. The
curve being a sharp one. and the view of the track
ahead somewhat obscured by trees, the engineer of
the express was not able to sec a distance of more
than one hundred yards ahead, but upon discovering
tlicdanger at once whistled down the brakes and re-
versed the engine. The signal was immediately re-
sponded to, but it was too late?the engine dashed
headlong into the roar of the coal train. The engi-

neer stood firmly at his post, while the fireman. Mor-
ris Lunger, and John Flint, a telegraph repairer,
were crouching under him on the "cab.' When the
the horrible crash was over, the three men on the
engine found thomselves huddled together against
the tender, uninjured. Thirteen coal cars were
thrown from the track by the shock. When they
turned to their own train a fearful sight met their
eyes. The baggage car had goue right through the
first passenger car, the platform on a level withthe
tops of the seats, and it was enclosed in it like the
slide of a telescope. The employees of the train went
to work with hatchets and pickaxes to release the
unfortunate victims, and were materially assisted by
conductor King, whose train, also going east, had
stopped near the scene of the accident. One by one
the mutilated forms of the dead and wounded were
taken out and placed inthe sleeping car.

<Jn the bottom of the baggage car were two pieces
of timber which came directly over the seats on
cither side next the aisle, killing those sitting next
the aisle, but doing no injury to those sitting next the
windows. A gentleman sitting directly in the rear of
Mr. Chidsey, of Easton. who was killed, saw the tim-
ber coming and dodged his head down below the top
of the seat back, by which he saved himself from
injury. The passengers inthe other part of the train
sustained no injury whatever.

SOUTHERN REORGANIZATION. ?A company is
in process of organization at New Orleans for
the purpose of raising cotton by advancing
planters adequate means to cultivate their
lands. The necessary money is to be ad-
vanced at the rate of seven per cent., secured
by mortgage. Profits are to be equally di-
vided. ihe company will furnish the agri-
cultural implements required. The entire cost
of machines, mules and labor is estimated at
twelve hundred dollars. Fitty acres, it is sup-
posed, can be attended by one hand and two

mules. The entire cost of working fifty acres
is put down at inside of six hundred dollars,
and the net profits on fifty bales of cotton at
between seven and eight thousand dollars.
Thousands of acres are lying idle, asking the
enterprise and industry of the world to come
and reap the rich rewards they offer. It is
said the negro cannot be hired to pick cotton,
but this is doubted by those who nave a good
opportunity to form a correct opinion on the
subject.? Richmond Sentinel.

I'BOJI NEW ORLEANS,

Action of the Louisiana tur<?Pres-
ident's Kccoiistriiction Policy Endorsed
?Estimate of the New Cotton Crops. Ac.

NEW ORLEANS. Dec. 2.?The Louisiana Legislature
to-day, by acclamation, passed a resolution to the
effect that there is no opposition, open or secret, to
the Union State Government of this State; that
slavery is abolished forever, and that they cordially
endorse the President's reconstruction policy.

Neil, Bros. & Co., an old cotton firm of this city,
having spent sometime inthe personal examination
of the condition of the cotton crops of the Southern
States, have issued a circular report on the subject.
They estimate that in round numbers the total of the
crop willreach from two millions to two millions one
hundred thousand bales. The quantity totally unfit
to spin willnot exceed one hundred thousand bales.
The above amount is yet to come from sections tribu-
tary to New Orleans, not including Texas and Ar-
kansas.

FROM FORTRESS MONROE.

Movements of Steamers-The Cargo of till'
Nellie Peulz.

FORTRESS MONROE, Dee. 4.?The English schooner
M. S. K. Thorn, from Graytown, Nicaragua, with
railroad iron, bound to New York, is ashore near
Cape Henry. Her cargo is being removed to the
shore, and if good weather continues the schooner
willbe saved.

Steamers Thomas Colycr, Joseph Johnson and An-
nie left for New Yorkthis morning.

Steamer Lady I.ang, Captain Blanchard, arrived
from Baltimore, and willproceed to City Point for
troops, bound home.

FROM TEXAS.

Address of Gov'r Hamilton lo the Froesl-
llll'll,Ac.

NEW ORLEANS, Nov'r 2.?Galveston dates to the
30th ult. have been received.

Governor Hamilton has authorized the chief jus-
tices of the different counties to raise a special police
force of fifty citizens to maintain peace and enforce
order, and to co-operate with the Provost Marshal,

re-established by a recent order from Department
Headquarters.

Gov. Hamilton has issued a very sensible address
to the freedmcn of the State. The freedinen insome
of the interior counties have commenced making
contracts for next year.

On the east coast plantations planters have gener-

ally abandoned planting, except for enough to sup-

port their families, owing to the difficulty of getting
the freedmcn to work with any regularity, or to keep
their contracts. The owners of these plantations are
offering to lease them. Old business men of Galves-
ton and Houston are holding back from trade, being
apprehensive of a general collapse from overtrading,
by March or Aprii next.

Virginia Ecgislaturp.

RICHMOND, Dec. 4.? The Legislature of Virginia
assembled to-day. In the absence of the Lieut. Gov-
ernor, Mr. Robinson, of Norfolk, presided in the
Senate.

Mr. Sheldon Davis, secretary for the last eight
years, was re-elected; Wirt Harrison was chosen ser-
geant-at-arms.

The House was organized by the election of John
11. Baldwin, speaker, and J. B. Bigger, clerk. Mr.
Baldwin was a strong I'nionist before the war, and
represented Augusta District in the Confederate Con-
gress. Mr. Bigger was assistant clerk for several
years. R. M. Burke was re-elected sergeant-at-arms.

After the organization of the Legislature to Gover-
nor's message was received and read.

The Governor first calls attention to the public
debt, showing the aggregate to be 541.U00.0U0 against
$22,000,000 of available assets. The State has several
millions in unproductive internal improvements.?
The interest due on the Ist of January exceeds
$6,000,000.

The question of taxation is considered at some
length, and tiio Governor says that the levy of 60 per
cent, in real estate is required, and recommends a
tax on licenses for taking oysters in the waters of Vir-
ginia. He suggests the sale of the State investments
in railroad stocks and bonds, which would relieve
the State of fifteen millions of the debt, and promote
the efficiency of the railroads. The educational in-
terests of Virginia arc specially commended to the
attention of the Legislature.

The Governor recommends the passage of laws
holding fiduciaries responsible for investments in
confederate bonds. He thinks, after mature consid-
eration, that very little legislation is needed in re-
gard to Freedmcn, but they should be allowed to tes-
tify as witnesses, and should be tried and punished
the same as white persons. He advises that three
millions of dollars heretofore invested inthe Coving-
ton and Ohio Railroad bo given as a bounty to any
company that will complete the road. Arepeal of
the usury laws is recommended. The Governor de-
votes the concluding portion of his message to recon-

struction. Me say; it is of the utmost importance that
the people of Virginia give a cheerful support to the
Federal Government in the payment of all tatfos as-
sessed for paying the national debt.

Election of a United Slates Senator by
North Carolina.

RALEIGH, N. C.. Dec. 4.? Hon. Wm. A. Graham
was to-day elected U. S. Senator for the long term,
receiving 138 of the 154 votes. The ballot for Sena-
torfor the short term was without success.

Mr. Graham was inthe confederate senate and has

not been pardoned.
WILMINGTON, N. C., Dec. 4.?Much gratification is

manifested here at the election of Mr. Graham as
I'nited States Senator. The Journal and Dispatch
have been adverting to the election of those who
cannot take the oath. The latter paper nominated
Mr. Graham and the Herald named Mr. Vance. The
conservatives willdenounce the election. Mr. Gra-
ham has been steadily urging the election of men

who can take the test oath. The disposition in this
part of the State is to do what the President say 3 the
State must do?nothing more.

I'roni Wilmington?Petition Tor Release.

WILMINGTON. Dec. 3.?Arrived, schooners Maggie
Vandusen, from Philadelphia: Hawkins, from
Charleston; Talbott, from Charleston; Hamilton, from
Boston.

Cleared, steamer Washington, for New York,
schooner Nabob, for Baltimore, Alice Curtis, for Bal-
timore; brig Ann, for Havana.

The schooner Vandusen reports lost overboard
William Donelson, of Philadelphia, at sea.

A petition for the release of George Davis, late
confederate attorney general, is circulating for signa-
tures. A very general sympathy is manifested for
hitn, and all classes sign the petition. Davis is a re-
sident of Wilmington.

latter front Chili?'The Spanish Blockade.

NEW YORK, Dec. 4.?Advices from Valparaiso on
the Ist of November, give a vividpicture of the ex-
citement prevailing in Chiliin regard to Spanish ag-

gressions, indeclaring a blockade of the six ports.

The Government has ordered a'l Spanish residents to
Valparaiso, where they are tobe under the vigilance
of the authorities. The transfer of Spanish property

or assets is forbidden. The foreigners in Chili are
decided in their support of the Government. The
diplomatic corps, resident inSantiago, have expressed
their approval of the protest of Chili to Spain. The
Germans in the province of Ataeani have voluntarily
renounced all exemption from taxes, to which, as
foreigners, they have a right. Preparations for war
with Spain are vigorously carried on.

Marine Disaster.
FORT MONROE, Dec. 4.?The English brig Victory

from Liverpool for Richmond, is ashore and bilged
at Lynn Haven Bay. Her cargo is now landing. The
schooner Estelle, from Albany for Richmond, is
ashoro at tho samo place and her cargo is also land-
ing. The vessel is stillin good condition. The Eng-

lish ship Simons, from Liverpool for Boston, is ashore
at Bendy Island. The ship Glasgow, from the East
Indies for Baltimore, is also reported ashore twenty
miles south of Cape Henry.

The steamship Niagara has arrived from New York.
Tho steamer Annie, hence for New York yesterday,
has returned owing to bad weather.

From the Republic oi' Honduras.
NEW YORK, Dec. 4.?The latest advices from Hon-

duras, byway of San Salvador, report notable po-
litical changes.

The insurrection inthe Department of Olanets has
been terminated.

The Congress of the Republic of Honduras has de-
cided to abolish the Senate Chamber. The reason
given is that in a country essentially Democratic

like Honduras, an Upper House or Senate is not
deemed necessary. Allmembers of Congress hence-
forth are to be of equal rank.

Fog in New York.
NEW YORK, Dec. 4.?A dense fog has prevailed all

REPORTED YELLOW FEVER ON THE STONEWALL.
The Star of this evening has the following:
The funeral of the late Isaac 11. F rt, son of Rev.

W. S. Fort, took place at his father's residence yes-
terday afternoon. Mr. Fort was a third assistant en-
gineer in the Navy,and had arrived there in the
Stonewall, from which ship he was removed on Fri-
day evening, being then very sick witha fever, which
was accompanied by symptoms pronounced by the
medical officers on board to be yellow fever, and died
on Saturday moruing.

This, wc believe, is the only ease of death that has
occurred among the s tone wall's complement since
her arrival here, although one other died in Havana.
Some of the crew were not in good health when they
left Annapolis to join the Stonewall, but when the
vessel went out of commission on Saturday there was
no sickness among them.The Stonewall has been hauled out in the stream,
that she might be thoroughly ventilated and cleans-
ed before she is thrown open to visitors. This order
was given previous to the sickness of Mr. Fort, being
deemed necessary by the Department as a precau-
tionary measure, as the Stonewall had been lying in
the port of Havana during most of the summer. It
is reported that a fireman had died on board, and
that others are sick with fever, but such is not the
case.

Since the Stonewall's arrival the Farrngut court
martial, the officers of the yard, and a few others
only have been on board, she lying in the stream
most of the time, (having laid at the wharf but one
day), preventing the public, from going on her.

THE NATIONAL DERT.
The monthly statement of the public debt, now

issued for the month of November last by Mr. Secre-
tary McCulloch, presents a remarkable improvement
in our financial affairs. Wise and judicious manage-
ment, and wholesome economy, have produced a
marvelous reduction in current expenses, and largely
increased the public revenue The .Secretary of the
Treasury lias good reason for congratulation on the
wisdom he has displayed inthe successful manage-
ment of the financial department ofthe Government.
Some of his projects were severely criticised by many
who indulged in evil predictions as to tho results.
These persons may now see the signal success of these
efforts by tho groat reduction of the national debt in
tlic short space of time which has elapsed since the
cessation of the rebellion. Relow is given the most
important items ofthe statement for November:

UNITED STATES SUPREME COURT.

The case of petition for a mandamus by James L.
LandC. Porter against the Secretrrx of the

Treasury, was continued in the Supreme f)istrict
Court before Judges Carter, Wylie, aud Fisher, to-
day, when Mr. Peck concluded his argument for tho
petitioners, and Hon. Chas. Eamcs commenced the
argument for the respondent. He had not concluded
at the hour of adjournment, but will close to-mor-
row. Mr. Eames' argument was considered clear,
logical and conclusive against the claim of tho peti-
tioners for a mandamus, on the ground of the inva-
lidity of the award. It is understood that tlic point
to bo made by Mr. Eamcs to-morrow is that, granting
the award to be valid, still a mandamus cannot lie
to compel the Secretary of the Treasury to PUVit.

COTTON COXVEAYTION.

The Secretary read a communication from Alanson
Penfield, of Washington, asking the Board to co-ope-
rate in promoting the assembling of a National Cot-
ton-growing Convention, early in December, to take
measures for insuring a large cotton crop the next
season.

Mr. Edward S. Tobey offered the following resolu-
tion upon tho subject:?

Whereas, by the recent civil war. many >f the
Southern States have become greatly desolated, and
a large part of their capital destroyed: and no incon-
siderable portion of tho laboring classes are destitute
of employment, whose labor, unless now aided by
capital must be lost to the county;

Resolved. That the commercial and financial inter-
ests ofthe I nitcd States alike demand that speedy
and efficient measures be immediately employed to
organize and develop industry in the Southern States
in order to increase the production of their staples,
and especially of cotton.

Resolved. That while we recognize the fact that the
causes and principles which more or less affect the
ability of the banks to redeem their circulation in
specie, the quantity of cotton raised in this country
must in a degree determine the time when specie
payments can he safely resumed, and that to hasten
that time i> the part of sound political economy and
a wise statesmanship, and is indispensable t the
permanent prosperity ofentire country.

Resolved, That inview of the facts that efforts by
private enterprise to draw capital and intelligent
labor to the Southern States, must in their results he
remote and contingent, and however ultimately use-
ful they may be, cannot be relied upon materially to
increase tho agricultural products of next year, or
even for several years to come, itis vitally important
to the interests of tho nation that the Government
should, within the sphere of its legitimate powers,
aid forthwith in sustaining and organizing such por-
tion of the laboring classes now in the Southern
States, a* cannot he reached by private capital, not
only on the ground of a considerate humanity, but

also to save their labor to themselves and to the
country.

Mr. Tobey supported the resolutions with the fol-
lowing remarks;?

Mr. President .?-The communication from Wash-
ington addressed to this board inviting its co-opera-
tion with the Chamber of Commerce of New York
in forming a National Cotton Growing Convention,
embraces objects which, in my judgment, are second
in importance to no others which now occupy the at-
tention of government.

Of those objects, the recommendation of mea-
sures by which labor can be successfully applied to
the crops of next year in the Southern States will
doubtless be the most prominent.

As the grave emergency which has suggested the
necessity of a convention for such purposes is appa-
rent, and if held, much time must elapse before any
measures which it might adopt could lead to ?racti-cal action, it appears desirable that the views of com-
mercial men should be expressed on the important
topics involved, through the several Boards of Trade
of our country, in the hope that they may at least
promote the objects of the proposed convention, evenif they do not receive the more immediate approval
of those who have the power and responsibility of
carrying them into effect.

I have, therefore, ventured to introduce the reso-
lutions now before the board, and to ask for them, as
weii as for the method proposed for carrying their ob-jects into effect, your candid consideration and fa-
vorable action. The question of immediate import-
ance, and perhaps paramount at the present moment
to any other having reference to the condition and
future welfare of our country, is that of deciding on
the best mode in which industry in the Southern
States can be most effectually secured and rapidly
promoted.

Disorganized through the desolations of war, a
large portion of the laboring classes, by whose in-
dustry the Southern States prior to the war, were en-riched, are now without employment. In the ab-
sence of capital the implements of husbandry orother means in the hands of their former employers,
even if the relations between these two classes were
ever so friendly, idleness and destitution exist and
must eonti ueto exist untilsuitable measures of re-
lief shall be adopted. Overwhelming evidence of
unquestionable character as to these facts reaches usfrom various sources.

fhe Freedmcn's Aid Society, whose officers must boregarded as good authority, found their appeal, to bo
presented to the people through (he churches on tho
approaching national thanksgiving, on the extremedestitution ofthe laboring classes in the South, and
itasserts as a probability that in Georgia alone notless than 40,060 persons must perish from want during
this winter unless timely aid shall he extended to
them. The American Union Commission and Refu-
gees' Aid Societies uige their claims on tho sympathy
and benevolence of the people of tlic North on simi-
lar grounds, and with recitals of sufferings unsur-passed. Militarymen and civilians recently from the
South corroborate these statements. If we need
evidence of the ftiets that capital and the means of
working tho plantations are to a great extent want-
ing, it may be found in the frequent applications
front Southern men to Northern capitalists to invest
incotton lands at low prices, and also in the forma
tion of large associations to promote enterprises of
tli.itcharacter.

But it is not nccessarv to multiply evidence onthese points. I allude to these facts not as a matterof humanity, although that is by no means an inap-
propriate topic for the consideration of this board,
under some circumstances, but it is at present chiefly
on the ground of political economy and of commer-
cial and financial interest that I propose to invite
your attention to measures designed to effect tho or-
ganization of labor in the Southern States so as to in-
crease their production as nearly as possible to the
quantity raised before the war. Ncorl" tl:- game fork-
ing population which raised the fine millions of bales
of co-ton and other products, in 1860, is now there to
plant and raise the crops of 1866. How can this labor
be made available so as to effect the productions of
1866? Let private capital, so far as it exists in the
South, or to the extent to which itcan be transferred
there from the North, or elsewhere, by adomtate
wg"' etluiqlato thu laOorltig cia.,sts. uli't - u t,
greater and iuore general response Willbe made than
has been supposed.

But capital, as already observed, is greatly deficientm the Southern States, and as it is seldom placed by
its possessors w.iere society is disorganized and lifeand property comparatively unprotected hv a stableand efficient government, it car,,,", presumed thatit wilt seek investment in Southern property in the
present unsettled condition of society there to anamount materially to affect the crops of next year,
when in other portions of our country so great in-ducements offer in the development of mineral wealthand the various branches of industry which have al-ready made profitable returns to a degree without a
parallel in the history of this or of any other coun-
try. This deficiency in capital and the protection
and organization f now titer,:, can be measura-bly, and Perhaps Imay add in a great degree, pro-
vided for by government, and at the present moment
by itonly?and this being done to meet tho present
emergency and as a temporary measure, private capi-
tal willsoon follow order and security, attracted by
low prices of land, a supply of reliable labor anil
high prices of products.

Happily for the country Congress, at its last session
created an agency antl a power which in the hands ofthe President may do much towards accomplishing
these most important objects through the operalions
of the Freedmcn's Bureau, as a military branch of
the Government. The act creating it provides "for
the occupancy ofabandoned and confiscated lands, and
gives to the bureau the control of all subjects relating
to refugees and freed men, under such rules and regu-
lations as may be prescribed by the head of the bu-
reau and approved by the president," How much
good has already been attained through the indefati-gable labors of its able and humane head. Major
General Howard, and his efficient assistant General
Fiske, is known to tho country. Its efficiency andusefulness has been especially illustrated inTennes-
see, and also intho Department of Eastern Virginia,
formerly under the able and judicious administration
of General Gordon, and if perchance through unfor-
tunate appointments it has failed in any of ipt de-
partments to accomplish all that its friends could de-
sire, lot itbe reinforced by men adapted to its service
with the promptness with which unskillful Generals
in the army have been superseded by more competent
officers.

With enlarged powers which may be granted earlyin the next Congress to authorize or permit tho bu-
reau to lease, and possibly insome instances to pur-
chase lands in tho Southern States, where abandon-
ed or confiscated lands may no ionger be adequate to
the necessities of tho case, the Freedmen's Bureau
may before the next planting season organize and
employ such portion of the laborers there as cannot
otherwise be employed for want of capital in private
hands, and thereby secure to the laborer the rewards
of industry, and to the national weath the results of
that industry, far iu excess inits pecuniary return
over the entire cost of its operations.

The government need not nor can it have any in-
ducements to interfere witltprivate enterprise, but
as a faithful guardian of the interests of the Mates
and of the nation, it may thus supplement and assist
individual capital by a system adapted to the emer-
gency, and at the same time consistent with individ-
ual rights and the highest welfare of the community.

Indeed, thai which the States in their peculiar nd
present unsettled condition, and without public
credit, or a large amount of individual credit and
capital, are unable to do for themselves, let the Gov-
ernment, through its specially adapted agency of the
bureau, do for the benefit of the Southern States and
ofthe whole country, thereby protecting alike the
laborer and the employer in their respective rights of
contract, and otherwise, until the States shall be in a
condition to adopt a similar policy.

No part of tho country can have a greater interest
in the results and advantages of such a method of
action as has been proposed than tho people of tho
South, and itis to be hoped that a candid and com-
prehensive view of the subject will lead them to wel-
come such efforts on the part of the Government, ?

Security to life and property in these Statos is the
first condition indispensably necessary to their future
development and prosperity.

They freely allege that it is their desire to interest
Northern capital and co-operation in the work of
repairing the desolation of war and in promoting
their commercial and agricultural enterprises. Can
it then be tho part of wisdom and of snund policy to
await the slow process of immigration of white
laborers, which it must require many yoars to gather
in sufficient numbers largely to affect productions,
and in the meantime allow a considerable propor-
tion of tile laborers now on the spot, where they are
acclimated, and have been trained from childhood to
the special branch of agriculture iu the South, to
perish and their labor lost, merely from want of
power or disposition to make temporary provision

for them and to employ measures to secure their in-
dustry?

In February last, in the columns of one of the lead-
ng journals of Maryland, I ventured to present a
plan for systematizing the labor of the freedmcn of
that State, just then emancipated, inthe hope that
all the Southern States might ultimately find it
worthy of adoption. I now suggest that it he put
into operation through the Freedmen's Bureau, as
tho only way inwhich the dreaded mortality of the
freedinen can be prevented, and any crops compara-
ble to those of former years, can be secured next
year. The laborers in the Southern States, as indeed
also in all the other States, may be divided into
three classes. First, those who are active, frugal and
industrious, and who need only thestimulusof wages
to enable them to provide liberally for themselves.
I apprehend that this class willbe found to be more
numerous amongst the freedinen than has been sup-
posed. Second, those who are willing to work when
employment seeks them, but who are wanting in en-
ergy and forecast, and who perhaps are physically
incompetent to do a full day's work. Third, those
who are dissolute in their habits, and who, although
abl, are determined not to work.

To provide for the second class let the bureau set
apart one or more plantations as may be required in
each State or county, to he called an industrial colony
or department ofthe bureau. Let small but comfort-
able tenements be built on them, workshops, school
houses and chapels, and the arrangements to carry on
a diversity of employments be made, and thereby
constitute a colony complete, a series of plantations
complete in themselves. Let the superintendent ap-
pointed be of humane character aud practical abil-ity. To this lot persons, including families, of thoclass retcrred to be invited whenever they fail to findemployment and are willing to work and be compen-
sated withwages according to the kind and degree of
service rendered, employing every member of the
family, in the same manner other plantations or departments may be taken if abandoned or confiscated,or it not they may he leaded for the purpose of provi-
ding a place tor compulsory labor.

To this department persons who aye able but whowillnot worK may, undof a stringent vagrant law,
such as is and ought to be applied in our Northerncities, he compelled to go and labor for the Govern-ment that feeds them. If they refuse to labor the
Scripture rule may be applied, "if any willnot work
neither shall he oat." Short rations and confinement
willdouhtless soon reconcile such persons to labor in
preference. Whenever they desire to try the experi-

ment of working for traces let them do so; but failing
insuch efforts, let them be placed again inone or the
other of the departments referred to, according to their
character. By this two-fold arrangement industry
must and will be secured, and consistently with per-
gonal rights, for society has long since claimed the

right to protect the industrious portion of tho com-
munity from the burden of supporting tho idle andthe vicious, and it is the part of true humanity andpractical justice.

To provide against any possible abuse of power, aboard of compensated visitors, constituted of per-
sons of acknowledged integrity and ability, shouldbe appointed by the bureau to examine into thomanagement of the several departments, and havepower to hear complaints and report abuses or inef-ficiency. if any. to the head of the bureau. It it be
urged that the work of organizing such a system may
be too great, I suggest that even if this wore true, itfurnishes an insufficient reason for not attempt ing
whQiean be done through tho enlargement and -x
tension of the work ofthe bureau already estab-
lished, and whose practical character has been de-monstrated.

As a financial measure tlic value of such a course
by the Government as has been indicated can scarce-
ly no estimated. The course of trade has required
lor.sovcrnl years Preceding the war an exnort ofabout
three-fourths of the entire cotton cpop of the country,
ft will be consumed abroad at any price, while the
quantity of cereals exported must depend on the rel-
ative crops ot the I nitcd States and of Europe, and
consequent relative prices. Hence the importance ofa large crop of cotton. If the laborers in the South
who raised the crop of five million bales cotton in
1860. together withother stable productions, can boinduced to produce three millions of bales in 1866,and three-fourths of that quantity be exported, at
one-halt its present value, in payment for foreign im-
portations, its effect on the financial condition of the
country would ol course be equal to the same amount
in specie produced by the development of iU gold
and silver mines. With well directed ami energetic
enorts to swell the products of theroun'ry, and agradual contraction of the volume of currency, the
tunc willnot he distant when specie payments can beresumed.

Purtmcnt in Washington the followingstatement:

111 is industrial question of the South is also very
intimately connected with the currency and finances
ot the country. Of the 5,386,897 bales of cotton pro-
duced in 1860, not over 1,500,000 bales were consumed
in this country, leaving for cxportrtion 3,886,897,
which, at ten cents per pound, furnished $155,475,880
to supply the place of specie in our foreign exchange,
a*d which, if produced this year, at the present
prices, say forty cents per pound, would supply the
place ot $i 12.903,520 of specie which now goes to pay
for importations.

"The balance of trade must be paid in specie, un-less paid in cotton, which is to Europe the same as
specie; and it that additional amount of specie couldbe retained at home, it would tend greatly to
strengthen the paper currency of the government,
and probably avoid altogether the much dreadedfinancial crisis.

"Of the 22,443,897 acres of cultivated lands in theabove-mentioned States, probably not over one half
has been cultivated this year, and cannot be cultiva-
ted for years to come without the aid of capital and
labor, to be drawn from beyond their limits. Fromreliable information, it is fair to conclude that, at
least ten million acres of these lands are now subject
to purchase or lease, with the right of purchase at

from So to $29 per acre; the rent from $2 to $5 per
acre.

I repeat, then, in view of these considerations, the
important problem of the hour is that / organizing
the industrial clashes of the South. When we look atthe probability that the labor of hundreds of thou-sands of men willbe lost to the country unless efforts
shall be speedily put forth on their behalf. I cannotdoubt that the people will freely sanction and cordi-ally justify an energetic policyon the part ofthe Uov-
ernme'it, tending to secure an object so important
both on the ground of humanity and of the great in-
terests of the country.

Let us hope that a Government which has in four
years afforded such demonstration of extraordinaryenergy and military power, will he able to prove its
ability successfully to deal with the new responsibili-
ties which the results of the war have imposed.

Mr. Edward Atkinson said the plan presented byMr. Tobey was merely a palliation, and not a euro ofthe evils existing at the South. The difficultywas
that Northern labor and capital was not safe away
from the military posts in the Southern State- No
one could go there anuWsettle away from the military
stations, except at the risk of his life. He mentioned
several instances which had come to his knowledge,
showing the danger to be confronted by Northern
men m attempting to carry on plantations in Geor-gia. Texas and Northwestern Missouri, and said thetestimony from tho South was of one unvary ing char-
acter upon this subject.

In Mississppi, since the revocation <?!' General Slo-
euin s order concerning the State militia, tho freed
men had gone back to the control of their former
overseers, and could not bo considered free. What
was needed was legislation by the .Southern States
for the protection of free labor. He would not mako
the Freed men's Bureau a great businc? cutei prise,
but would use it simply tu Secure justice betweenman and man. Nol until the freedmcn were -retiredin their rights as men could the cotton crop become
valuable. I( was the evident intention of tho South-erners to get back their lost power ly the passage of
vagrant laws and the exercise of their political in-fluence. The first requirement was the cstahli-inent
of tho rights of man, and thjs secured, a good cottoncron would follow.Mr. Tobey said they would not deny the. facts or
figures presented by Mr. Atkinson. He had proposed
the measures under consideration simply because la-
bor could not bo reorganized at the South without
Northern aid lie had no confidence in Southernlegislation. Tho legislatures of the Southern Stalesmight pass laws in good faith, but they had no power
to enforce them, lie wished tho Freed men's Bureau
to continue withmilitary power to protect labor. Agood crop could not be secured in 1860 without the
interposition of the Federal government: and Mr.
Tobey desired that this course should be pursued,
rather than wait for Southern action, while tin freed-mcn were perishing from lack of shelter and food.

Mr. Atkinson said hi* principal objection to the
resolutions was that they did not declare the first re-
quisite to be the protection of capital and labor atthe South. A Northern man now going there knew
that he would be in an insignificant minority. Ifjustice was done inthose States, by giving the whole
population their right, Northern settlers would have
a majority to Pack them.

AN IMPORTANT CASE.?The following important

caso was before Judge Martin, in the Superior Court,
on Saturday: Henry Mayvs. Thomas J. Carson. It ap-
pears from the proceedings in this case that tite com-
plainant ordered Mr. Car.-on, a banker and broker,
to purchase American gold and carry the same for
him on a margin, as follows: On the 14th of Decem-
ber, 1861, $50,000, at $2.34,4; on the 26th of January,
1885, $20,000, at $2,05t and on the 7tli of March, 1865,
$30,000, at 81.98?making in all 8100,000. at a price
averaging about $2.10. Carson alleges that lie pur-
chased the gold as above, and furnished bills therefor
to Mr. May, on the daj followingthepurchase. Gold
immediately thereafter commenced to decline, and
Mr. May continued to deposit margins or securities
with('arson to indemnify him against loss.

On September 9th, 1865, Mr. May filed a bill in
equitv against Carson, involving important princi-
ples. The bill alleges: First?That Carson having
bought the gold through Hallgartcn & Hertzfeid. of
New York,and having had the same charged to him
self, or entered on his own account on the hooks of
iiallgarten A* Hertzfeid, therefore May is not respon-
sible for the purchase. Second?That Carson did not
keep the gold specifically set apart from other gold in
his possession, and that iiallgarten A Hertzfeid did
not keep this gold specifically set apart from other
intheir possession, and therefore May is not respon-
sible. Third?That Carson was a large seller of gold
short, and used the gold of Mayfor the purpose of
making deliveries in his own transactions and the
transactions of his customer's, and thereby converted
the same to his own use, and therefore May is not
responsible, and is not bound now to take the gold
from Carson. Th bill therefore prays an injunction
to prohibit Carson from transferring or disposing of
the stocks and bonds deposited with him by com-
plainant as collateral security; which was granted.?
In the meantime, and before a hearing of the in-
junction, Mr. May filed another bill for the appoint-
ment by the court of a receiver of the securities de-
posited with Mr. Carson as co',laterals, on the ground
that ho had disobeyed the injunction of the court by
selling or attempting to transfer part of said collate-
rals. The answer of Carson admits that at the time
of the injunction, stocks of Mr. May's amounting to
$16,000, had been hypothecated at one of tho banks,
with the usual Llank power of attorney, to transfer.
Ac. That upon the call of the bank to refund, the
stock had been offered to the Savings bqnk, the rulesof which require an absolute transfer of the stock,
which the city register refused, having been notified
by Mr. Maynot to transfer it, Ac. The bill for re-
