Release of Uvveruor Hagrath and Mr.
Keddon.

[Fr.-m the Savannah Republican, Nov. 27.]
An order from the President having been received

for the release of J. A. Seddon, late War Secretary
tor the Confederate States, ana A. G. Magrath, ex-Goiernoroi South Carolina, the Prorost Marshal of
smvnunoh. Captain Kemick, received instructions on
Saturday last from headquarters to pr-eeed forthwith
iu tne steamboat Starlight to Fort Pulaski, whereboth prisoners were detained, and set them at liber'y.
Atabout twoo'clock inthe afternoon Captain Remick,
ogether with a fev.- officers, arrived at Fort Pulaski,

and at once proceeded to the cells of the prisoners.
Having announced to them their release on con-dition of their taking the amnesty oath, the newswas received by both prisoners with joy, and the oath

freely taken. V\ ithout any further delay the prison-ers got ready what baggage they had, and came onboard the Starlight. Governor Magrath seemed inexcellent health and spirts. He conversed freely ongeneral topics during the trip to Savannah, andseemed heartily to eojoy the fine weather. Mr. Sed-
don though not less cheerful, seemed to have held
out with less force against the inroads which a long
confinement must necessarily make upon the consti-tution of even the strongest man. He was pale, hag-
gard and careworn, which gave a very gloomy andsad expression to his regularly formed features.

lne first moments of excitement inconsequence oftheir hasty release having passed away, towards the
end oi the trip, which was tedious inconsequence ofthe head tide and a defect in the machinery of tho
boat, both prisoners became silent and pensive, andall further efforts to draw them back to lively con-versation proved unavailing.

On the arrival of the boat in Savannah, both gen-tlemen, accompanied by the Provost. Marshal and
other ofiieers, proceeded to the Pulaski House. Gov.Magrath departed to Charleston by the next steamer.
