In other words, every Union man who saw
the wickedness and folly of the rebellion, is
unfit to represent the South in the national
councils. Ifthis view of the ease must be
deferred to, it is their own fault if they find it
a "hard road to travel."

Another bad counsellor is Mr. Pollard, of
the Richmond Kxumiiw, who still insists
upon defiance; on having the chances of quar-
relling left open for those who have so fat-
found it vastly unprofitable, as barren of honors
as of triumphs. He tells the people of the
South, already victimized far enough one would
suppose by the counsels well followed of the
AVises, Toombses and Yancey.s, that they are
doing wrong to concede anything: that the
South should reassert some of her "former
spirit."

"She should rest her hopes in some brave
"organization of public opinion resolved to
"concede nothing to the North but what was
"decided in the issues of the war: determined
"to resist every encroachment upon her con-
"stitutional rights, prompt to claim the benefit
"of the constitution as of old, and steadily
"and even defiantly asserting the ancient land
"marks in the Union."

'Ihese are what Shakspeare terms "swash-
ing" and brave words: only, alas, that they
come too late! As the matter stands, the
men who were so prompt to utter threats and
"defiance in the olden time, having left their
vantage ground?the floors of Congress?iiud
it hard to get back again, and eonserjucntlv
can find no good place from which to utter
their angry diatribes. But have these and
like counsellors learned nothing that they per-
sist in such follies? Have the lessons of tin-
war been utterly thrown away on|such? Until
this advice is reprobated and such firebrands
are discountenanced, the South will find it
hard to attain peace except through further
humiliation and delay.

The more that matters are developed bear-
,no upon lhe prospective tra<le :tml resources
of the country as dependent tipott a cotton
crop, the less reason there seems to be for
encouragement. Whilst the deficiency in a
coming crop must be very heavy, the necessity
for something by which to keep a balance of'
trade in our favor never seemed greater. An
item from the Agricultural Department at
Washington is very suggestive. We quote:
"This industrial question of the South is also

\ cr\ intimately connected with the currency
"and finances of the country. Of the ?"v>86.8:i7
"bales of cotton produced in 1800, not over
"1,500,1100 were consumed in this country,
"leaving for exportation 3.880,807. which at
"ten cents per pound furnished £155,475,880
"to supply the place ot specie m our foreign
"exchange, and which if produced this year,
"at the present prices, say forty cents per
"pound, would supply the place of 85121.-
"1)03,520 of specie which now goes to pay for
"importations."

AVith the prospect of a decidedly short crop I
of cotton, the way that matters arc now drift-
ing. we arc glad to note a movement in Con- j
gress providing for an export duty on that
article, a policy which will not only be some
fitting retaliation on England for the ruin she i
has wrought our commerce by means of her i
Alabamas and Shcnandoahs, but eminently a I
protection to ourselves. With the prospect
that impends of having the balance of trade
heavily against its, wc hope to sec Congress
acting promptly in the endeavor to save harm-
less our own finances.

If a few foolish
leaders down there still maintain an attitude
of haughty dissatisfaction, refusing to bow to
the necessities of the hour, it would be no hard
task to find parallels for them amongst some
of the most pretentious of those on this side
who assume to be the especial champions of
reconstruction. If there was less desire for
notoriety, there wonld be far more accom-
plished for tho good of the country: but then
just so long as a course must be laid to suit
"Buncombe." just so long will this profitless
agitation continue. Meanwhile, the people
must and will stand by tho President.
