DEATH OF HON. THOS. CORWIN.
The death of Hon. Thomas Corwin, of Okio, which
took place at the National Capital at thirty-five
minutes past two o'clock, vesterday afternoon, sun-
ders another link which united the present with the
preceding age of our Republic. Adams, Clay, Cal-
houn, Webster, Taney, Van Buren, Tyler, Lovei
and others, have, within the last ten or fifteen year.
passed to the great hercafter, giving place to a new
race of statesmen.

Thomas Corwin sprung from a family of Iungari m-x
farmers and was born in Kentucky, on July :
Heo worked upon his father’s farm until he was about
twenty years of age, having very slender educational
advantages. In 1818 he was admitted to the har,
where his ability and cloguence as an advocate
gained him an extensive practice. For thirty ye:
Mr. Corwin has been conspicuously before the nation,
holding the most honorable pesitions in his own State
and in the Congress of the United States, as well as
stations of high responsibility in the executive and
ministerial departments of the conntry.

IIc was first chosen to the Legislature of Ohio in
1822, serving therein seven years, and was first chosen
to Congress in 1830. He gave his earnest support to
Clay for President in 24, Adams in "28; zealously
supporting Clay again in 1332, Harrison in ‘36 and
‘40. In 1344 he was elected to the United States
Senate, where he remained till 1850, when he was
appointed Secrstary of the Treasury under President
Fillmore. In 1858 he was again sent (o Congress
from Ohio.

On Mr. Lincoln’s Jaccession to the Presidency, Mr,
Corwin was made Minister Plenipotentiary to Mexico,
where he remained until the arrival of Maximilian,
when he came home on leave of absence and did not
return, engaging in the practice of law in Waehing-
ton Love of country was the law of his politieal life,
and the nation has lost in him one of its staunchest
defenders,

NEW FEDERAL COINAGE.

The Director of the mint has forwarded to the Sec-
retary of the Treasury, for his approval, specimens of
the double eagle, eagle and half eagle (gold coins),
and the dollars, halt Llulhr\ and_quarter dollars
(silver coins), wlth the motto, “In God we trust,” on
the reverse of each coin, as provided by the ﬁfth sec-
tion of the act of Congress of March 3, 1865. The ad-
dition of these words on the specimens we saw add
much to the beauty of our coinage. It is not designed
to issue them for “‘gencral circulation,” however, at
present.

THE BOUNTY LAND WARRANT FRAUDS.
