President Johnson sent to the Senate yesterday in

answer to a resolution of that body a message on the

state of the country, transmitted the reports of Gens.

Grant and Carl Schurzon their recent trip through the

laterebellious States. Hereferred to the rapid progress

made by the Southern States in returning to their
former relations with the General Government and

the ratification of the Constitutional amendment

abolishing slavery, and congratulates Congress upon

the anticipated encouragement received from the

South with respect to reconstruction.

General Grant, in his report, expresses the belief
that the people of the South have accepted the re-
sult of the war in good faith, and are desirous of be-

coming good citizens.

llerecommends that a small military force shall be
kept in all the Southern States, for the protection of
both whites and blacks, and urges that white troops
alone should be employed in the interior.

Mr. Sumner, after the reading of the report, char-
acterized the message as a “white-washing” process,
likesthat of Frauvklin Pierce on Kansas affairs.

A lively discussion ensued, Mr. Johnson, of Mary-
land, rebuking Mr. Sumner for the reflection upon
the President.
