IMPORTANT FROM IIATTI.

Salnave Preparing to Renew hi* Revolu-
tionary Attempt to Overthrow Preshlent
Geffrard.
FORT MONROE, Dec. 20.?The naval steamer De

Soto, from Port au Prince on the 13th, reports that
General Salnave, the leader of the revolution in
Ilayti, is at Monte Cnristo, San Domingo, with his
staff and Senate, and is recruiting his army, which is
being strongly reinforced by deserters from President
Geffrard's army.

There was great excitement at Port au Prince, and
reinforcements were being forwarded to Cape Hay-
tien, contemplating an attack there from Salnave. ?

President Geffrard has seut a Commissioner to the
San Domingo Government, requesting the delivery of
Salnave, and afterwards offered $40,060 reward for
his capture, and various sums for the members of his
Council.

The Haytiens appear universally to favor the revo-
lution against Geffrard at Cape Haytien.

The British frigate Galeta and corvettes Fawn and
Lilly, tho French steamer Lutin, Swedish frigate
Vanadasi, and United States steamer Shamokin
were at Port au Prince, tho latter coaling for Brazil.

The English fleet are raising the gunboat Voldcr-
oque, for Geffrard's Government, and have removed
the machinery from the steamer Bulldog, destroyed
at Cape Haytien.

The British steamer Jamaica Packet, captured by
the rebel steamer Volderoque, was really an English
vessel chartered by President Geffrard, and contain-
ing troops and munitions of war, her capture was
justifiable.

FROM SOUTH AMERICA.

The War Between Spain and Chill-TileR<>.
livian Revolution.

NEW YORK, Dec. 20. ? Panama advices of the 13th
received hero, include intelligence from Valparaiso
to Nov. 15, and from Callao to the 28th. There is but
little change in the Chilian war news. The people
are daily becoming more united against Spain. Some
forty ports are yet open, and the steamers now touch
at a port forty miles from Valparaiso, which is con-
nected with the latter place by a good road, over
which passengers and mails are regularly carried.

A Chilian privateer willsoon be on the seas.
The United States Sloop of War St. Mary's, and the

Gunboat Mohingo was at Valparaiso on the 18th.
In Bolivia affairs are quite unsettled. The revolu-

tion is still going on. A disturbance had taken place
at Coliga, with some Chilians, owing to Spanish vos-
sels being allowed to coal there.

Advices from Peru arc quiteimportant. Gen. Cau-
sezo, after partially organizing a new government,
was deposed by the people, and General Prado, also
one of the leading Generals in the late revolution,
declared Dictator. He is pledged to call Congress
together as soon as possible. It is supposed that Pra-
do willdeclare an alliance with Chili against Spain.

The Isthmus is quiet, tho revolutionary movement,
early in the month, being nipped inthobud.

Attempted ,%ssa**iiiation of U.S. Soldiers?
TliomiiMvilloPhi Under Martinilaw.

NEW Y'ORK, Dec. 19.? The steamship San Jacinto
has arrived, with dates to the Itithinst.

The Savannah Herald contains an order from Col.
Bogart, putting the town of Thoinasville under mar-
tial law. The municipal government is unable to
protect the lives and interests of its inhabitants, or
prevent attempts at the assassination of unarmed
United States soldier--. One G. A. Seward and City
Marshal Atkinson, of Thomasville, are to be tried by
court martial for stabbing an unarmed colored soldier.

Messrs. Lee and Gilmer
advocated tho resolution. It was adopted without
opposition.

As a whole, the admirable message of Presidont
Johnson has been received with universal satisfac-
tion. Taken altogether in view of the surrounding
circumstances, it is one of the greatest, noblest, and
most magnanimous documents that over emanated

from any incumbent of the executive office since the
pure and grand old days when Washington and his
illustrious compeers wielded the Government of the
country, shaped its progress, and controlled its desti-
nies in an unexampled degree.

While the message is mild and conciliatory, it is at
the same time firm and decided. There is a great deal
ofthe Andrew Jackson style about Andrew Johnson.
This is particularly apparent in the expression of his
views in regard to the Constitutional Amendment

Whatever opinions of a contradictory character
that have heretofore prevailed in regard to the Presi-
dent's wishes concerning this amendment are now
fully dispelled by the unmistakable wording of his
message. He is emphatically in favor of its ratifica-
tion by the different Legislatures, and very plainly
intimates to us of the South that, unless we do this,
our progress toward restoration willbe retarded, if
not indefinitely postponed.

The question thus presented is one of a choice of
evils. As we have already remarked, we do not like
the second section of the amendment; but as South
Carolina and Alabama have adopted it, and as there
is no doubt of its shortly becoming a part of the or-
ganic law of the land, it might as well be swallowed
with a good grace.

OUR GOVERNMENT AND MEXICO.

NAPOLEON ANXIOUS TO "BACKDOWN."

THE MEXICAN BUSINESS.

General Schurz.the special Washington correspond-
ent of the New York Tribune, in a letter to that
journal yesterday, says:

The Senate and House Committees on Foreign Re-
lations have as yet transacted no business?nor arethey likely to meet for that purpose until after theholidays. It is generally felt here that the principal
question before them?our differences with Franceconcerning the invasion of Mexico by foreign
troops and the establishment of a monarchy there-
requires calm and deliberate consideration before
any steps are taken which might forco the matter to
immediate issue. The resolutions offered in both
Houses concerning that subject are of a very grave
nature, and can hardly be acted upon without lead-
ing to a direct definition, not only of what the Gov-
ernment of the United States thinks, hut alsoof what
it means to do. And it is undoubtedly wiso on the
part of the Committees on Foreign Relations not toact on any of the resolutions referred to them untilthey can do so with a full knowledge of what has
already occurred between the Governments of the
United states and of France, and with some means
ot calculating the consequences of the steps they
may recommend to Congress.

The diplomatic correspondence connected withthatsubject has not yet been communicated to Congress,but it willbe as soon as the pieces can have been co-pied. Itwillappear that tho Secretary of State hastaken strong ground against the occupation of Mexi-co by European troops, and has peremptorilv de-clined to enter into any treaty negotiations with theFrench Government providing for the evacuation ofMexico by the French, but involving at the sametime a temporary recognition of Maximilian's Gov-
ernment. But a few days ago a despatch was sent to
our Minister at Paris, in which the position of ourGovernment is clearly defined in the sense above in-
dicated. An answer to this despatch is expected be-fore or about the time of the reassembling of Con-
gress, after the holidays, which, ifpublished, willen-able the country to form an exact opinion of the true
state of the case. The notes and despatches coming
from the pen of the French Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs, indicate a lively desire on the part of the Em-
peror Napoleon to get out of the Mexican business,
and to avoid a difficultywith the United States, if hecan do so without making himself ridiculous in tho
eyes of his people. The propositions submitted byhim show a yielding spirit: hut. as they still involvedconditions incompatible with the positions taken by
this Government, they have led to no positive resultswhatever.

I announced to you a few days ago tho departure
for Europe of Count do Tavernay, First Secretary ofthe French Legation here. He started under ordersfrom the Marquis do Montholon, and is expected to
bring back explicit instructions from tho French
Government. Tho sending of a prominent member
ofthe Legation instead of a simple dispatch is looked
upon as a step of some significance in the diplo-
matic world. At all events, it is an indication 011 the
part of the French Minister of an anxiety so strong
as to be unable to do itself full justice on paper
Count de Tavernay is a young gentleman of about 34
years, intelligent and ambitious. As a young diplo-
matist who has still to make his way, he is likely tointroduce into the execution of his instructions some
ideas of his own, if circumstances permit. He in-dulges inthe idea that the pending differences canall be settled by a congress of the interested parties,
to be held at tho city of Washington, and it would
not bo surprising at all ifsuch an idea should appear
in the future correspondence between this Govern-
ment and France. If itdoes not, itmay bo assumed
that Mons. de Tavernay has failed in the scheme
which belongs to himself.

The feeling of Congress about tho Mexican diffi-
culty is easily defined. Although there is no visible
cxcitemen' about the matter, yet there seems to bo asettled opinion, common to all, without exception,
that the establishment ot a monarchy on our borders
by foreign arms is contrary not only to the traditional
policy of our Government, but contrary to the natu-
ral order of things. On the main question all agree.
If there is a difference of opinion at ail, it is as to the
manner in which this infraction shall be redressed.
There are those who desire to refer the matter with-
out delay to the arbitrament of arms; and there are
those who, before resolviug upon any such step, are
inclined to consider what influence a war with a for-
eign power would have upon the development of ourhome policy; and how it would affect the financial
condition ot the country and the general well-being
of the people. Tho latter will undoubtedly insist
upon exhausting all possibilities of a peaceable set-
tlement consistent with the honor of the American
people and the natural policy of the Republic, beforeexposing the country tu tho uncertain chances of a
conflict with one ofthofirst-ciuss powers of the world:but, iu the worst case, executing with firmncs what
they haye resolved upon with moderation. It is em-
inently probable that such a policy willbe advocated
by the Committee, and sustained by a majority of
this Congress,

MEXICANAFFAIRS.

A few days ago, the House of Representatives
passed a resolution calling for any information intho
possession of the Executive Department with refer-
ance to a so-called decree of Maximilian, "the French
Agent in Mexico," under dato of September last es-
tablishing slavery, or pertaining to that republic. It
appears, from the reply to the resolution, that on the
10th September, W. li. Corwin, our charge d'Aflairs,
sent a copy of this decree to Secretary Seward, who
requested the opinion of Attorney General Speed
upon the paper. The latter gave an elaborate re-
sponse, saying among other things, that notwith-
standing the broad declaration in the first declara-
tion that all men of color are free by the fact alone of
having trod on Mexican Territory, itis manifest that
inthe subsequent regulations, a grinding and odiou-
form of slavery is sought to be established, and he
concludes as follows;

"Ihaye no hesitation insaying that these regula-
tions constitute a law which deprives working men of
rights which wc, in this country regard, and whicli
in every well-organized community should bo re-
garded as inestimable, inalienable and indestructible,
and certainly makes them slaves. The history of this
country, and particularly the history of the troubles
from which we are just emerging, show that no so-
ciety can be organized permanently and remain at
peace within its own borders and with the outside
world, where these great and important rights are
denied to any considerable class of men."

Secretary Seward wrote to Minister Bigelow on the
10th of November, saying that the decrees had re-
ceived the attention of this Government, and that
the law officer had submitted an opinion that if they
were carried into exeoution thoy would inevitably
operate to reduce to a condition of peon slavery, the
workingiuen of the African race, and of course such
of the freedmen, before mentioned, as with or with-
out their intelligent consent, may be brought within
thejurisdiction of Mexico.

The Secretary requested Mr. Bigelow to place a
copy of Attorney General Speed's opinion in the
hands of M. Drouyn De L'Huys, and to ask that tho
attention of the French Government may bedirected
to the question, which the Attorney General has dis-
cussed with ability, and with an anxious desire to
arrive at just conclusions. Mr. Bigelow has already-
furnished a copy of the opinion to the French Gov-
ernment, but no response has yet been received by
this Government.

Itfurther appears from the correspondence that
Mr. Romero, the Mexican Minister, furnished a copy
of these decrees, with appropriate comments, to Sec-
retary Seward, who, under date of Dec. 10th, informs
that gentleman that measures have been adopted
which are deemed proper to meet the objections
which they present. The Committee on Foreign
Affairs now havo the subject before them.
CUSTOMS AND REVENUE OFFICERS IS SOUTHERN-

STATES.
A communication from the Secretary of the Treas-

ury in response to the Senate's resolution of the 13th
instant, states that the records of the Department do
not show that any persons have been appointed to
any office not authorised by existing law, hut admits
that persons haye been appointed to office who have
not subscribed to the oath referred to under the Cus-
toms and Revenue laws in the lately insurgent States,
but that no salaries have been paid, withone excep-
tion. The Secretary says he sought for persons for
such offices, who could take the oath literally, 'out
failing to find them, selected those who gave no aid
to the rebellion until the Government of the United
States had failed to give the protection to which they
were entitled. He believes that veryfew persons not
belonging to one of these classes, are holding positions
under his Department, and that in most ofthe South-
ern States, nearly every man fit for a Revenue officer
was at some time either engaged inhostilities against
the Government of the United States, or holding
State or Confederate office, either willingly or un-willingly. He acted upon (he presumption that Con-
gress would modify the oath and not subject the
South to the humiliation, or the Revenue system to
the odium which would result from the employment
of Northern men as tag-gatherers. He suggests the
absolute uecezsiiy ot Immediate action upon the sub-
ject, as valuable services have been rendered and no
payments have yet been made for such services; and
the safety and efficiency ofthe Revenue system in the
South depends upon such modification.

The Commissioner of Customs reports that most ofthe officers of Customs appointed since the adjourn-
ment of Congress havo taken the oath, while somehave not taken it entire, more or less being strickenout or omitted according to the feelings or circum-
stances of the applicant. Others have taken the
Amnesty Proclamation with swearing hereafter "to

defend the Constitution and support all laws and
proolamations which have been made during the ex-
isting rebellion withreference to the abolishment of
slavery,

The workmen, for the most part, wore moc-
casins while at work. In some of the boxes the fric-
tion primers had been found loose; and one witnessthought that the explosion might have been occa-sioned by a workman allowing a box to drop from kihand.

From the testimony of Col. James G. Benton, it ap-
peared that every precaution was taken t<> prevent
accidents; that the magazine was regularly visiteddaily;and that the floors were kept carpeted, and them

DISCONTINUANCE OF THE SOLDIERS' RUST.?In

obedience to an order from headquarters, tho insti-
tution known as the "Soldiers' Rest," in this city,
will be closed on Saturday evoniug next. Probably
no similar institution in the United States has ex-
tended iU benefits to so many individuals, soldiers and
civilians, as the Baltimore "Soldiers' Rest. Locatedon the immediate route of tho soldier marching to
the defence of the Capital, or to the tented field, butfew of those who have during the past four years
worn tho "blue" are unacquainted with its hospitali-
ties, and its history might not prove an uninterest-ing chapter to many. Its foundation was laid in the
summer of 1861. when a number of the Union men of
Baltimore organized the "Union Relief Association," !
for the purpose of furnishing gratuitously to the sol-am? tw through this city a substantialmeal to cheer them on their weary journey. Thispraiseworthy work wan coniinutd ?.uii uomo time in
1862, when the building, located on Eutaw street,
south of Conway, with ail its effects, was, on applies?
tion to the Association, turned over to the Govern-
ment, and designated as the "Soldiors' Rest." Since
then it has been under the direction of the Post
Commissary of Subsistence, a civil superintendent
being employed to observe that the design of the in-
stitution was not subverted by any mismanagement.
Regular army rations, with hot coffee, etc., were al-
ways in readiness to supply any demand, and great
numbers of soldiers have been fed at its tables inan
incredible short space of tinio. As many as seven
thousand soldiers have been fed inone day and night,
consuming the bulk of 3,000 loaves of bread and 25
barrols of beef. This was done since the army com-
menced disbanding. Tho class of persons who sat at
the table of the "Rest" included paroled prisoners,
guards and their prisoners, employees of the various
departments of the military service convalescents,
stragglers, substitutes, drafted men, political prison-
ers and whole regiments. The average of persons
receiving its benefits, since tho Government took
charge, has been upwards of 20,000 monthly. During
the seven months beginning witlv the Ist of Decem-
ber, 1864, and ending the 31st of July, 1865, there
were upwards of 275,646 persons supplied withmeals.
In the month of Juno last alone there were 61,009
persons fed there. The first superintendent under
the government was Mr. Dieffenderfer, and the sec-
ond was Mr. Albert Henklo, both of this city. The
third and present superintendent is Mr. James Alli-
son, of Govanstown, Baltimore county. These gen-
tlemen have performed their duties in a creditable
manner, and where all have done so well it wouhl be
invidious to discriminate.

CONGRESS.
The House bill providing for the payment of $25,-

000 to the widow of the late President, passed the
Senate yesterday. The Senate bill maintaining the
freedom of the inhabitants of States lately inrebellion
was called up, and elicited warm debate, in which
Messrs. Sumner, Cowan, Saulsbury, and others took
part. The former spoke in bitter terms of the brutal
treatment the colored people of the South received
from their former masters. Their feeling, he said,
was most vindictive, and he predicted that unless
these cruelties ceased, an insurrection would follow.

Col. John O. Fallen, one of the oldest and
wealthiest citizens of St. Louis, died on Monday.

The river is frozen across at Albany, but
tho ferry boats manage to crush their way through.

The funeral of the Hon. Thomas Corwin
took place yesterday in Washington. His remains
were taken to Ohio for intorment.

Mr. John S. Rarey, the famous horse-
tamer, is suffering from a severe attack of paralysis.
He resides at Groveport, Ohio.

Mr. John Evans and Mr. Jerome B. Chaf-
fer, both liepublican,-, have been elected United
States Senators from Colorado.

It is rumored that the daughter of a promi-
nent Confederate envoy to Europe, who not long
since was married to a wealthy Frenchman, has left
her husband and come back to her father.

Maior General Palmer is temporarily absent
from Louisville, having gone on a visit to his home
in Illinois. Major General Jeff. C. Davis is in com-
mand of the department.

James F. Baker, a New York oil merchant,
shot himself through the head on Tuesday, while
quietly seated at his desk in his counting room.?
Death was almost instantaneous.

The valuable set of jewelry, consisting of a
brooch and pair of earrings, announced by the man-
agers of the Orphans' Fair, inBoston, to be awarded
"to tho prettiest and most energetic young lady at
the Fair," has been voted to Miss Ellen V. Keating.

Th"> Judiciary Committee of the House of
Representatives havo agreed to report, at an early-
day, an amendment to the Constitution providing
that the number of voters in the States shall forui the
basis of representation in Congress.

There are no new developments in the Fe-
nian troubles, and much of the old bitterness seems
to bo disappearing. The Congress which meets on
the '2d proximo willbo largely attended, from pre-
sent indications, by representatives from every part

of the country.
The Leavenworth papers say that tho Direc-

tors of Buttcrfield's Overland Dispatch Company
have decided to place a strong force of resolute, well-
armed men on their Smoky Hill Route, for the pro-
tection of their coaches, trains, passengers, stock. ke.

The navigation of the Connecticut river
closed on the 16th instant. The steamers Granite
State, for New York, and the Silver Star, were
stopped by a bank of heavy ice off Wethersfield. on
Sunday morning, and were obliged to return toHart-
ford.

A mass convention of Northern farmers was
held at Bloomington on tho 15th. Resolutions were
adopted urging the construction of a canal around
the falls of Niagara; the acquirement of tho free use
of tho St. Lawrence Channel; the securing of cheap
rates of transit for Western products, and the prose-
cution of internal improvements.

The stock market was quiet yesterday, no
material change inthe rate of any stock on the list is
reported. Gold ranged from 146 to 116%. Govern-
ments were steady and firm, the sales footing up

$28,000. Baltimore and Ohio Railroad closed at

The case of the Commonwealth of Kentucky
vs. Major General Palmer, for enticing slaves to es-
cape, which was quashed by Judge Johnston, is to

b carried before the Court ofAppeals. The adoption
of the Constitutional amendment is likely to have a
direct and soothing effect on this and similar cases.

In consequence of the great number of de-
linquent jurors inthe New York civil courts, some
of the judges have caused orders to be entered to the
effect that all non-attending jurors willbe fined each
$25 per day, and that the excuse of illness willnot
be received, unless tho certificates oftheir physicians
are produced, saying that itis unsafe for them to ap-

pear in court.
John H. Gee, late in charge of the Salis-

bury prison pens, is to be tried next week at Raleigh,
N. C., before a militarycommission. Tho trial is to
be conducted by Major Frank Wolcott, Judge Advo-
cate of the Department of North Carolina, who has
lately been conducting several very important cases
for tho Government inthat quarter.

The Hon. Robert H. Pruyn, our late min-
ister to Japan, arrived in this city, says the Albany

Journal of the 18th, last evening. He was met at

East Albany by a delegation of the Albany Bur-
gesses Corps, of which he is a life member, who hon-
ored him with a salute of thirteen guns. A large
concourse of citizens assembled at the ferry slip, to
give a hearty and cordial welcome to their fellow
townsman who has so ably represented his country

abroad.

Secretary McCulloch has assigned the rev-
enue steam cutter Pawtuxet for special service along
the coast this winter, forthe purpose of rendering aid
to such vessels as may need assistance. She is to
cruise between Boston, Cape Ann and Holmes' Hole,
including Boston Bay, Ac., and willcarry provisions,
fuel, water, Ac., to supply those vessels which she
may meet which are destitute; and willalso take any

supplies which the underwriters may see fit to put on
board for this purpose.

Mr. Robinson, a Wall street lawyer, re-
cently brought an action in the New York Supreme
Court against the Erie Railroad Company to recover
SIO,OOO damages for alleged injuries to his person, in
March last, while he was riding in one of the com-
pany's cars. He claims that while he was on a trip to
the oil regions, and when between the stations on the
company's road known as Susquehanna and Great
Bend, owing to some defect in the rails, and the great
speed at which the train was running, the rear car
was thrown down an embankment: that by reason
thereof he was thrown on a hot stove, and half a
dozen persons thrown on lum; that he was very badly
burned, bruised, and so much injured that he will

never be a well man. The defendants say the injurios

are not so serious as plaintiff asserts, and that they

are not permanent. They also iusist that no care,

skill or foresight could have guarded against the ac-

cident in question. The trial is is still in progress.

DAMAGES FOR FALSE IMPRISONMENT.? Gen. Seroggs,
late Provost Marshal of the Buffalo District, was sued
by Captain P. Davis, of Niagara Falls, for false im-
prisonment. Davis was charged with attempting to

coerce a young man to enlist against his will,and
was kept in confinement eleven days, when he was
discharged by the Marshal. This occurred last Feb-
ruary. Subsequently Davis brought a suit against

the Marshal, claiming damages to the amount of five
thousand dollars.. .

The case was tried at the Circuit Court, in Buffalo,
last week, before Judge Grover. The defence only

for "mitigation of damages, admitting the unwar-
rantability of the imprisonment, but showing the cir-
cumstances which rendered the action of the Provost
Marshal one of good motive, being an cfi'ort to put a
stop to enormous frauds practised upon the Govern-
ment." The Judge gave the case to the jury, and
they rendered a verdict of $1,150 for Davis.? Albang

EFFECTS OF AVAR ox COMMERCE.? At tho com-
mencement of the war the mercantile marine of the
United States could boast a tonnage of five millions
?the largest in the world, and most rapidly increas-
ing. Since then other nations have increased and
one million of our tonnage was destroyed; nine hun-
dred thousand tons more changed hands so as to

procure foreign registers, and the result is that the
United States only ranks fourth now in point of mer-
cantile marine. This has beeh-one of the most seri-
ous effects of the war upon ojtrforeign national char-
acter and aspect. Itshows us wUht must be the ef-
fect of all wars in future between commercial na-
tions, until privateering is done away by the adop-
tion of the American propositions on that subject.
