WASHINGTON, Dec. 20.

BALTIMORE FRIENDS AND THE KKEEDMEN.

Mr. Wade presented a memorial from the Society
of Friend?, adopted at a meeting recently held in
Baltimore, asking .some legislation on the part of
Congress to remedy the evils of the freedmen in the
\u25baSouth. Referred to the Committee on Frccduicn.

RELIEF OF MRS. LINCOLN.

Mr. Lane, of Kansas, moved to take up the House
bill for the relief of Mrs. Mary Lincoln, which was
agreed to.

Mr. Footo moved to amend by inserting the words
"for the current year," after President of the United
States in the bill, which was adopted.

The bill a< amended was then passed.
It provides for the payment of $25,009 to the.widow

of the late President.
LANDS FOR SOLDIERS.

Mr. Sherman presented the petition of a number
of citizens, asking the grant of lands to the United
States soldiers who served in the late war. Referred
to the Committee on Public Lands.

PROTECTION TO FREEDMEN.

Mr. Sumner presented petitions of citizens of Mas-
sachusetts. New York, Missouri, Kentucky, Ohio and
Illinois, asking legislation of Congress to protect the
freedmen in Ihe States recently in rebellion, and
praying universal suffrage. Referred to the. special
committee of fifteen.

BASIS OF REPRESENTATION IX REREI. STATES.

Mr. Sumner presented a petition from Dr. Checvcr,
and others, asking that nu State lately iu rebellion
uiay be allowed representation except upon a gene-
ral basis. without uis'inction of color, and asking an
amendment to the Constitution to secure to the freed-
men the right of suffrage. Referred .to the select
committee of fifteen.
ELECTIVE FRANCHISE IN* THE DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA.

.Mr. Morrill,from the Committee 011 tho District of
Columbia, reported back the bill to regulate the
elective franchise in the District of Columbia, with
amendment.

[The amendment imposes a fine of $5,000, or one
year's imprisonment, for the rejection of any vote on
account of color, and provides that no person shall
ho allowed the right of suffrage unless able to read
and write.]

Mr. Sumner asked thegentleman when he proposed
to consider the bill?

Mr. Mori.' l !-At an early day, but not before the
temporary adjournment.

Mr. .Biimner 1 2 10 Bear the gentleman say

.-0, as ii is a bill of i£e utmost importance, and the
country look for prompt Hide in the matter.

Mr. Davis?l all the gentleman to order, as there
is no bill before the Senate for debate. (Sustained.

HOLIDAYRECESS.

Mr. Cressweli moved to take up the House resolu-
tion of adjournment, which was agreed to. Ho then
moved that the Senate recede from its amendments to
the resolution: upon which the yeas and nays wero
called and the motion was lost by a vote of 19 ayes to
26 nays.

Mr. Foote moved that the Senate insist upon the
amendments, and a committee of conference bo ap
pointed. Agreed to.

FREEDOM OF INHABITANTS OF REBELLIOUS STATES.

Mr. Wilson moved to take up Senate billto main-
tain the freedom of the inhabitants of States lately in
rebellion, and torefer the resolution to tho.Committce
on Judiciary.

Mr.Sumner said when he thought upon what trans-
pired in the chamber yesterday?an attempt to white-
wash the rebellious States ?he ought to speak of no-
thing else to-day. He remembered, many years ago.
when a small number of people wore surrendered 1<
the marshals of slavery, and the action "whitewash-
ed" by the then President of the United States. Now
a similar "whitewashing" message is received con-
cerning the h'lates recently in rebellion, liealluded
to the proclamation of the Emperor of Russia upon
the occasion of the abolishment of slavery in his do-
minion*, and the enfranchisement of the entire .serf
population in that empire, and contrasted them to
the slaves of this country of a few years ago. He also
alluded to the West Indies; ana proceeded to explain
the object of the bill, how it was intended to benefit
the freedman and secure to him the right of citizen-
ship, and place him upon an equality withother cit-
izens, politically and otherwise. II- advocated the
bill at some length, and hoped it would be acted upon
immediately.

lie dwelt upon the condition of the .States recently
in 1 ebcllion, and read letters from friends of his inthe
Bout A 1 informing him that Wade Hampton and It. E.
Lee we.'c regarded as the most popular men in the
country by the Southern people, but that they prefer
Andrew JoitPson for President to General Lee: that
the feeling on the part of the former masters of the

freedmen is m*'si vindictive to the colored people of
that section, and predicting that in fiveyears they
would either be in oowt r or fighting us again; if the
former, "God help New England:" that the attempts
011 the part of the rebel coiiiniunities to break down
all trulyloyal uic.n, were even more rabid than when
the war was progressing: that protestations of loyalty
may be heard upon e\ cr> side, but when once they
attain representation in Congress and the power,
thev willpour out the vials of their wrath upon the
heads of their opponent-: that is not sale for one to
-peak their sentiments there, and that there is more
hatred towards the Union men, both white and
black, than there was one year ago; that
the cruelties practised upon the freedmen are of every

conceivable shape, and horrible to contemplate;
mentioning instances of whipping, and branding by
magistrates and murder by outlaws, of the unpro-
tected freedmen of the S"Uth, and stating that there
is an utter contempt e.\pv, cd for tlie laws of the
Government, and a "perfect disregard of all authority
throughout all the Southern States. Hofurther pre-
dicted that unless these cruelties cease they willgoad
the freedmen to that point when "patience census to

be a virtue," and an insurrection wiJl consequently
follow.

Mr. Saulsbury said he would not be guilty of the
indiscretion of entering into discussion at this time
but ho felt constrained to sav thai it was evidently a
fact from the speeches that had been made both in
the House and inthis chamber that there was a de-
cided antagonism between Mr. Johnson, President of
the United States, and the party that elected him.
lie therefore moved the reference of the bill to the

Judiciary Committee.
Mr. Cowan said lie was not disposed to allow Mr.

Sumner's speech to be promulgated to the country
without a reply, stating that the gentleman had read
several anonymous letters from friends inthe South,
probably cotton agents or cotton stealers, who circu-
lated in a limited section, and communicates that the
people are a set of hypocrites. .He was in favor of
reconciliation, not of subjection. He then dwelt
upon the assertion of "whitewashing,"' saying that
he did m>t know what the gentleman meant by the
word; but, as he understood it, it meant "that the
President, in an official message to til'1 Senate of the
United States, lied?'that is the plain English of it.'

"

He read extracts from tho President's message re-
futing the assertions of Mr. Sumner that the South-
ern States were ina state of disorder and turmoil,
regardless of law and government. He enquired if
they were to accept laws from those who hated th*
name and sight of the Southern people, and who had
made this a personal war, or from those who had
conducted the conflict in a spirit of leniency with a
view to reconstruction ?

Air. Trumbull, from the committee of conference
on adjournment, reported the following :

Jiaolved , That when the two Houses of Congress
adjourn 011 Thursday, the 21st inst., ir be to meet
again on Friday, the sth of January, 1866, which was
adopted.

ANSWER TO RESOLUTION OF INQUIRY.
Acommunication was received from the Secretary

of the Treasury in reply to the resolution of iuquiiy
as to whether there wore any persons employed in
that department who ha 1 never taken the oath. He
replied that there were such persons employed, but
with one exception none had been paid. That in
consequence of the war there were but few meu who
were capable who had not held position under tho
government in the South, and that it became neces-
sary, to enforce the revenue laws and collect the cus-
toms. to appoint such men for the time being.

PROVISIONAL GOVERNMENTS.

Mr. Su'uiner presented a petition of citizens of Mis-
souri praying tbat measures may be taken to provide
provisional governments for tho States lately in re-
bellion, and a* security for the future to exact irre-
versible guarantees ,?uiong which should be the unity
and sovereignty f the crates. Enfranchisement and
equality before the laws. Security of the national
debt. Compulsory education, National peace and
tranquility by impartial suffrage. Referred to select
committee of fifteen.

DEATH OF HON*. MR. KELLOGG, OF NF.W YORK.
_Mr. Harris announced the death of the Hon. Mr.

Kellogg member elect to the House of Representa-
tives from New York, and offered a resolution ex-
pressing the sympathy of the Senate and requesting
the usual marks of respect to the memory of the de-
ceased, and that the Senate do now adjourn. Adopted

nOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
APPOINTMENT OF ASSISTANT ASSESSORS.

Mr. Morrill,from the Committee on Ways and
Means, reported a bill authorizing the Secretary of
th® Treasury to appoint Assistant Assessors of the
Internal Revenue. Passed.

THE HARRIS COURT MARTIALRECORD.

Mr. Dawes reported from the Committee on Elec-
tions a resolution instructing the Secretary of War
to communicate to this House the record ot the court
martial before which Benjau in G. Harris, a member
of this body from the State of Maryland, was tried.

Mr. Johnson, ofPennsylvania, iftho resolu-
tion included the testimony in the case, and if not, he
moved to amend by inserting the word "testimony."

Mr. Dawes accepted the amendment, and the reso-
lution passed.

OFFICIALRKRORTEBS.
Mr. Banks, of Mass., introduced a resolution from

tho Committee on Rules that the official reporters of
the Globe after the 4th of March, 1865, are hereby de-
clared officers of the house, and the appointment and
removal of such reporters shall he subject to an order
from the Speaker.

Mr. Hale, of New Y'ork, thought this question in-

volved personal and private rights between employer

and employee, and should not be considered withdis-
passionate judgment.

Mr. lijnks said itdid not effect any relations be-
tween the House and the proprietor of the Gtobr, but
it only asserted the rights of this House. Ho moved
the previous question, which was disagreed to ?ayes
53, nays 71.

On motion of Mr. Hale, the subject was sent to the
Committee on the JuJiciary to inquire whether any
contract exists between Jhc House and the publishers
of the Globe.

REPRESENTATIVE FEL.N ARKANSAS.
Mr. Raymond, of New York, presented the crcden-

tials ofG. 11. Kijat. member elect froiil the State of
Arkansas, bearing the signature of tho Governor and
the grand seal of the State. Referred to the Com-
mittee on Reconstruction.

Mr. Stevens. "Iam opposed to having it referred
to that committee, but 111 order to suit the wishes of
all, I move its reference to the Committee of the
Whole on the State of the Union." Agreed to.

TRIAL OF JEFF DAVIS AND OTHERS.

Mr. Lawrence, of Ohio, introduced resolutions
setting forth, with the preamble, that public justice
and national security demanded that so soon as it
may be practicable, Jefferson Davis, a representative

wan of the late rebellion, should have a proper trial

before any tribunal in the country for the crime of
flagrant t'reasoD, with the truth fully established that
no State has a right to renounce its place in the
Union. The resolutions provide for the punishment
of all persons engaged as prison keepers in the South,
and those who participated in the assassination of
the late President by their influence, including all
men ofprominence throughout the South who eu-
gaged in rebellion. The resolutions were laid upon
the table and ordered to be printed.

Mr. Wentworth, of Illinois, moved to take up the
Hou.>c bill for the relief of Mrs. M. Lincoln, and con-
cur in the formal amendments of the Senate, which
was lost.

LOUISIANA REPRESENTATIVE.

Mr. Stevens, "I arise to present the credentials of
Judge Warn worth, from the Territory of Louisiana,
purporting to be elected a member of this body by a
vote of 22,000. I move its reference to the Committee
011 Reconstruction." Agreed to.

Amessage was received from the Senate through
its Secretary Mr. Forney, insisting upon theiramend-
ments to the jointresolution inrelation to nn adjourn-
ment over the holidays.

PASSAGE OF INDIAN*RELIEF BILL.

The House then took up Senate Indian Pension bill
appropriating $500,000 for the relief of tho Western
tribes.

Mr. Clark, of Kansas, urged the immediate passage
of this bill, as with its benefits it would alleviate the
sufferings of the Indians during the coming winter.

Mr. Conklin said he was opposed to the bill in its
measure of contributing such a large amount to
savages when at our hearthstones there was more
need of our charity than by distributing it to such
persons unentitled to it.

A lengthy debate followed on tho merits and de-
merits of the bill until

Mr. Clark obtained the floor and moved the previ-
ous question, which was carried.

.Mr. Stevens moved to lay the previous question
upon the table, which was lost.

The bill then passed.
SLAVERY IN MEXICO.

The Speaker laid before the House a communica-
tion from the President of the United States, in re-
sponse to a resolution of enauiryto so-called decree
of tho re-cstablishment of slavery or peonage in the
Republic of Mexico, and also documents lrom the
.Secretary of State in relation thereto. Referred to

the Committee on Foreign Relations.
RESOLUTION OF ENQUIRY.

Mr. Stevens introduced a resolution calling upon
Major General Howard, Superintendent of tho Freed-
men's Bureau, to inform this House whether any real
estate seized under the act of July 17th, 1862, and
which was assigned to the Freedmen's Bureau, has
been restored to its owners, and if so, by whose au-
thority.

Mr. Johnson suggested that tho resolution be so
amended as to callfor the information from the Sec-
retary of War. General Howard's Department is
under tho control of the War Department, and in-
formation should be derived from that source.

Mr. Stevens thought not. Major General Howard
controlled his own department.

The resolution was passed.
HOLIDAYADJOURNMENT.

A message was received from tho scnaic of their
concurrence with tho Committee of Conference on
adjourning from the 21st of December to tho sth of
January.

Mr. Washburne said that the Conference Commit-
tee on the part of the Senate would not concur in
the original resolution, as passed by the lluuse. This
wan the best they ooula decide upon. He farther said
as many members had made arrangements to go
home, we would have a short session to-morrow.

Mr. Stevens moved that when the lieuse adjourn
on Friday. Dec. 25, it adjourn to meet on the Bth.

The Speaker decided such a motion out of order-
that he could not determine in December what
would transpire in January.

Mr. Hale, of New Y'ork. announced the death of
his colleague, Mr. Orlando Kellogg, and paid a just
tribute to his memory, and moved the adoption of
resolutions customary in such instances.

The Stock market to-day was comparatively quiet,

but lliero was no very material change in the rates
for any of the stocks on the list. Gold was lower at

the First Board, the sales, which were altogether less
than SI,OOO in amount, being made at 146. At the
Second Board it. however, advanced again, a lot of
SI,BOO, tile onlysale made, bringing 146%.

Governments, in which there was a moderate busi-
ness done, were steady and firm, Five-Twenties sell-
ing at 103% for first, ami 190% for third issue, and
Seven-Thirties at 97%@97% for second series, those
at the latter figure being small notes, both Five-
Twenties and Seven-Thirties closing firm. Sixes of
1881 closed at 107% bid, 107% asked, and certificates
at 97% bid, 97% asked. Ten-Forties were firmer,
closing at 92% bid, 92% asked. The sale of Govern-
ments foot up about $28,009.

Tennessee 6's, in which there was some further 1
movement to-day, fell offl per lent, selling at 91%'(31
91, and closing at 90*% bid. North Carolina 6's sold at
83, but Virginia - closed without sales at 65 bid; Mis-
souri's at 76% bid, and Georgia's at 90 bid. Maryland
and Baltimore City 6's were very firm, the former
closing at 100! i bid lor 1890's, and the latter selling at
100% ex-dividend for 1890's.

Railroad shares were stoady, but nothing was done
in them. Baltimoro and Ohio closed at slll% bid.
sll2 asked; Northern Central at $44 bid, $45 asked,
and City Passenger at $20% bid, $21% asked. In
bonds there was some little movement, a small lot of
Marietta and Cincinnati bonds selling at 86, and a
small lot of Northern Central 1885's at 90, which is an
advance.

In the miscellaneous list the transactions continue
to be limited. Bare Hill sold at slss@ 160; Copper Hill
at $130<5135: Baltimore Chrome at $1@1.05, and Pen-
nsylvania Oilat 55 cts. Santa Clara was heavy; 200
shares selling at sll% cash, and $12% buyer 30, We
notice a sale of 100 shares Maryland Fire Insurance
Company at $13%.

Money continues to be offered very freely
on call at 6@7 B cent., tho offerings, infact, being
largely In excess of the demand, and Commercial pa-

per can be readily placed at tho quotations, which are
9 *1 cent, forbest names, and 10@12 ¥ cent, for second
class.

In New Yrork to-day, Erie fell off %: New York
Central \u25a0%; Hudson %; Beading %; Michigan South-
ern %; Pittsburg sl% Rock Island %; Fort Wayne %;

Northwestern sl%; North Western preferred %;

but Toledo advanced sl%. and Quicksilver $2%.
Money on call is abundant at 7 per cent.,, and a

good deal is done at 6 to brokers. The disposition
continues to keeji money where it can at once be re-
called. Mercantile paper passes at 7@9 for best, and
there is a large amount at 10@15, without buyers.

The following important resolution, introduced by
Ml*. Alley, of Massachusetts, was passed by tho Uni-
ted Statos House of Representatives, on Monday, by
a vote of 144 yeas, and 6 nays, viz.

J'esohed, That this House cordially oonctirs in the
views of tho Secretary of the Treasury, inrelation to
the necessity of a contraction of the currency, with
a view to an early resumption of specie payments as
the business interest of the country willpermit, and
we hereby pledge co-opejattve action to that end as
speedily as possible.

The Tribune speaking of tho resolution says;
The solvent business men of the country, all living

upon fixed incomes, and the laborers of the country,
look to see this resolution promptly carried intoeffect, and $200,000,900 of tho plain legal tenders by
which all credits are redeemed put intofunded debt.
Through substantial taxation, and a steady conver-
sion of short currency debts into long bonds, tho
Treasury can reach a point where it can resume upon
its obligations and force tho people to follow. Re-
sumption willdispel the paper fortunes made by the
inflation of prices through the manufacture of cur-
rency, under the pressure of the rebellion, but this
loss cannot bo escaped and cannot be lessened by
delay.
