Mr. Sumner presented a petition from white citi-
zens, of the District of Columbia, asking for the ex-
ension of the suffrage to the colored people of the
District, and i pport thereof said, that the white
people of this District had for years, been squatting
upon the eivil and political rights o fthe colored peo-

§IMr. Howard offered a resolution which was adopt-
ed, asking upon what charges Jeff. Davisis held in
confinement, and why he is not placed upon trial.
Mr. Wilson's bill on the condition of the Southern
States, was called up by Mr. Stewart, who madea
few remarks in defence of the President’s recent mes-
sage, and condemning Mr. Sumner’s white-washing
epithet as applied thereto. lHe thought the objects
could be attained without regarding the Southern
States as territorial subjects.

Mr. Wilson defended the bill which he said he in-
troduced to meet a pressing necessity and as a mat-
ter of humanity.

Mr. Saulsbury said that Mr. Wilson labored under
a great mistake if he understood him to say that the
Democratic party would come into power through
the present Executive, He contended that the ordi-
nances of secession heing mere nullities, the South-
ern States had never been out of the Union, werestill
in the Union, and entitled to]elect their own State
officials and representatives, and conduct their own
State affuirs.

In the House, a preamble and resoiutions were in-
troduced, eulogizing the annual message of the Pre:

to the late rebellious States,

The mails by the steamship Cuba at Halifax, have
arrived. We glean the following items:
Earl Russell, the new English Premier, is sick.—
Having & cold he stayed away from the recent Cabi-
net Council. According tothe London Star, however,
his illness is somewhat more serious.
The Viceroy of Egypt has given the American mis-
sion at Cairo a block of houses worth two hundred
thousand francs. The Viceroy is also said to have
given the missionaries free passes by the railways,
and to have decided that religious journals and books
shall not be subject to any tax.
Sir Frederick Bruce,'the British Minister, has been
appointed umpire to a joint commission representing
the United States and the republic of Colombia.—
South America, for the settlement of claims arising
out of the Panama riots of 1856,
The Marquis Corrio, Maximilian’s Charge d’Affaires
of Mexico at Brussels and the Hague, has been named
Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenipotentiary
to the same courts,
Rear Admiral Coupvent-Deshois hasbeen appointed
to the command in chief of the French naval station
at Brazil and La Plata, n the place of Rear Admiral
Chaigneau, whose term of service has expired.
The official investigation into the escape of Ste-
phen’s has been postponed until the close of the Com-
mission, but the Inspector of Prisons, Mr. Corry Con-
nellan, has been directed to answer certain interroga-
tories tendered to him by order of the Executive.—
A large number of persons of considerable position are
said, by the Dublin Evening Mail, to be seriously com-
promised inthe affair.
The Paris journals are strictly forbidden to speak
of Mexico.
The arrival in Paris of the magnificent jewels be-
longing to the Empress Charlotte, under pretence of
alteration and repairs, has given rise to all sorts of
comments. People say that a certain great financial
firm has been induced fo lend a considerable sum
upon the Imperial cornet, which was composed of the
whole of the wedding diamonds of the Princess
Louise, and which was all the dower King Leopold
ever got with his wife.

GENERAL NEWS
Rarey, the horse tamer, was attacked on the
18th paralysis, at his residence in Freeport, 0. The
left side is implicated.

Mr. Pollard, an American merchant resi-
dent at Valparaiso, committed suicide on the 9th of
November, by shooting himself with a pistol.

Hon. Samuel Ames, for ten years ChiefJus-
tice of the Rhode [sland Supreme Court, died on
Wednesday of apoplexy.

The surgeon-in-chief of the Washington Dis-
triet Bureau of Refugees, bas issued an order requi
ing his assistants to vaccinate the entire colored pop-
ulation of the city.

A Macon paper says that petty larceny is
now the most destructive and dangerous erime in
Georgia. To keep horse, cow, pig, poultry, is now
an achievmentso difficult that most people are giving

it up.

The Chronicle, of Augusta, Ga., says that
about a thousand persons have been sent from that
section to the Mississippi Valley. These parties re-

The President’s Message and Gen. Grant's
report on the condition of affairs in the South, says
a Washington special, is having a very marked effect
in both Houses.

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FROM GEORGIA.

The Supreme Court—Proceedings of the
Legisiature—Testimony of Freedmen in
Courts,

MILLEDGEVILLE, Ga., Dec. 15.—The House passed
abill to-day, fixing the first Monday in May and
November for the session of the Supreme Court. N.
C. Barnwell was elected Secretary State; J. A. Burns
Comptroller, and Gen. John Jones State Treasurer.

The Legislature passed a bill regulating the testi-
mony of freedmen, which makes free persons of color
competent witnesses in civil cases where like persons
are defendant,and in criminal cases where the offence
is against the person or property of freedmen. It
provides, also, where freedmen are the party, the
plaintiff and defendant may make or file any affidavit
now allowed citizens, to have the same force as if
done by other persons.

A joint resolution was adopted unanimously, sta-
ting, in effect, that the President had acted magnani-
mously towards the people of Georgia. The Legisla-
ture adjourned on the fifteenth of January.

of Georgia and Alabama—was also sent by the Secre-
tary of State.

FROM WASHINGTON,

THE COLOMBIAN COMMISSION.
WasHINGTON, Dec. 21.—The Colombian Commis-
sion adjourned until the 4th of January. The Com-
missioners, General Salgar, for Colombia, and Col.
Thomas Biddle for the United States, have worked
faithfully at their docket, and out of the one hun-
dred and cighty-seven cases have decided sixty-five,
and have differed on only two, which are referred to
Sir Frederick Bruce, the British Minister, for final
decision. The cases thus far have been argued for
the claimants by 8. 8. Cox, now of New York, and
for the Colombian government by J. M. Carlisle,
Esq., of the District of Columbia. The awards will
not be published for some time. There are many im-
portant questions submitted in the cases, but the

most important cases are yet to be tried.

The Secreta; ry, Mr. McCulloch, left
Washington this morning on a visit to New York,
and will be absent until after Monday.

The Senate, in Executive session to-day, confirmed
the nomination of Edwin Marsh, of Washington Ter-
ritory, to be Register of the Land Office at Olympia,
vice Denney, clected a delegate to Congress; Peter
Edward Van Olstyne to be Collector of Internal Rev-
enue for the 12th Collection District of New York,
and Charles Durkee, of Wisconsin, to be Governor of
the Territory of Utah, vice James D. Doty, deceased.

COMMITTEE ON MINES AND MINING.

The Speaker of the House,in his appointment of
the new committee on mines and mining has repre-
sented the gold mines of California and Oregon, the
silver mines of Nevada, the lead mines of Wisconsin
and Iowa, the copper mines of Michigan, the iron
and coal mines of Pennsylvania, and the iron moun-
tain mine of Missouri.

DISCHARGE PAPERS,

The Burcau of Equipment and Recruiting of the
Navy Department has in its possession some four
hundred discharge and settlement papers belonging
to soldiers transferred to the navy, and which will be
forwarded on application to the Chief of the Bureau.
Every transferred soldier who has not received his
discharge papers is invited to apply, stating his regi-
ment and other particulars to prevent fraudulent ap-
plications.

By a recent order of the War Department on the
settlement hereafter of the clothing accounts of vol-
unteer soldiers discharged since March 3d, 1865, the
same amount of clothing will be allowed as in the
case of regular soldiers.

About
7,000 votes were recorded against it, and only about
75 in favor of thus extending the franchise. It issaid
that the friends of the measure, who abstained from
the polls, are obtaining signatures to a petition to be
presented to Congress, preferring this mode rather
than the ballot, of expressing their wishes.

The first direct conflict between the Chilian and
Spanish forees occurred on the 6th of November, at
Dicacho. A party of thirty Spaniards attempted to
land, first firing at the fortifications. They were
beaten by the garrison; one man was taken prisoner
and two wounded.

The British merchants at Valparaiso had held
several more meetings, and sent through their Consul
further petitionsto their Governwment to lend itsinflu-

ratified said amendment.

Resolved, by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives, in Congress assembled, That all laws and regu-
lations heretofore in force in any State or Territory
of the United States wherein any inequality of the
inhabitants of said States or Territories is authorized
by r of distinction of eslor or a previous condi-
tion of slavery, are hereby repealed, and it shall be
bereafter unlawful to make anv such law or regula-
tion, or enforce the same. That a// inhabitants of
said States or Territories shall be entitled to make
and enforce contracts, to sue, be parties and give evi-
dence in all courts, to lease, purc‘n e, sell and hold,
and convey real and ‘nermnul property, and to have

full and equal rights before the law for the security

of person and p rty. That any person who
shall cause any inhabitant of eaid "States and
under this act any privation of
person or prope secured by this

shall be guilty of m meanor, and upon
conviction shall be punished by fine not exceeding
$1,000, or imprisonment not exceeding three years, or
both, at the discretion of the Court. That in the
States recently in rebellion, proceedings under this
act may be instituted in the proper military courts
until Congress may by law establish the relations of
gaid States to the United States. That in all cases
where any defendant in an it or proceeding in
any court of a State or Teritory shall claim any
right, under the provisions of this act by way of de-
fence, such defendant may remove by petition such
suit or proceeding into tim proper distriet or Circuit
Court of the United States.
