GREAT SENSATION IN PARIS CAUSED BY THE ARRIVAL j

OF GENERAL SCIIOPIELD.

General Schofield arrived inthe French capital on
Sunday last, bearing an important missive from Pres-
ident Johnson, to the Cabinet of the Tuileries. A re-
port rapidly spread that General Schofield had come
to France to insist upon Napoleon 111., withdrawing
the French troops from Mexico.

The Cbnxtifuiianel turned tho whole matter into
ridiculo, and even went so far as to doubt the arrival
of tho American General, though ho had been spoken
to by severalfpersons. Myopinion is, that though the
U. !S. Government is most desirous of keeping on
friendly terms with France, it willnot fail to express
the general indignation felt in America at the pre-
sence of a French armed force in Mexico. A free
government like that of the United States, cannot ig-
nore the present discontent, caused by foreign inter
vention or. the American c ntinen*.

Schofield w :ll therefore explain to tho Emperor
why President Johnson in his message alluded in
very marked terms to Mexico and the Monroe doc-
trine.

Bigelow, U. S. Envoy in Paris, has lately had fre-
quent interviews withMons.

Espartcro, who has signed the manifesto, though
inno way obliged, does not appear sorry at the idea
of seeing his Queen shelved inao unceremonious a
manner. It is quite true that his wife, the Duchess
de la Yictoire, has just been named lady of honor to
Isabella, with a stipend of 50,000 retils; but what
does that prove? onlythat in monarchical govern-
ments people aro not very delicate, and sometimes
bite the hand which has fed them.

The Queen of Spain, as if foreseeing her doom,
hardly ever shows herself in public. This is making
matters worse; the Spaniards are tired of being at
the mercy of feister Patrocinio, (now the friend and
guide of Her Majesty, and formerly under sentence
lor swindling), Narvaez and O'Donnell.

excess of their capital, fn ca-o profits were classed
as capital, they would bo entitled to deduct, suchbonds to a greater extent than they now do with pro-
Jits classed as deposits. It i- not probable, however,
that there are many banks that would be the gainers
by the different construction.

The Commissioner of Internal Revenue construes
ihe law under which he acts to require him to obtain
payment from all bank:-, national or State, of tho
taxes on dividend and surplus, and also t > exact the
license fees required by the same act. While it is true
that, the national eurreney a-r. in providing for tho

'?mi-annual dutr, specifies that his duty shall be in
liyit of all ? ' lutimi ttwri, it so happens that this pro-
vision is not applicable to the internal revenue act,
which became a law sub(?ijurnt to the passage of the
national currency act.

While the examination given to the matter has
made it evident that tho item of surplus is now lia-
ble to pay a tax or duty to an extent greater than
I had supposed, it has also resulted in the conviction
that no change in the present requirements could be
..ladethnt would meet your views consistently, with
?he construction given by each officer to the law un-
der which he act.

T desire here to state, however, what T have hcrc-
: ddre, on several occasions, hid opportunity to say,
both verbally and bv written communications, that
in my opinion public policy requires that the surplus

fund of a bank, to the extent, say, of twenty per cent,

of the capital, should, under certain circumstances,
be exempt from all duty. This view, Tam pleased toknow, has the concurrence of the Secretary of the
Treasury, of the Commissioner of Internal Revenue,
of the Comptroller of theCur-reney, and o gentlemen
in Congress who have given the .-übject their atten-
tion.

It is proposed, therefore, by the Commissioner of
Internal Revenue, and by myself, that at some early
period in the session a meeting be held of the officers
named, in connection with members of the Commit-
' eof Ways and Means, and of the Committee on
Banking and Currency of the House of Representa-
tives, before whieh committees any matter relating
to banks willprobably come for consideration: and it
is most likely that the result of such a consultation

Tn regard to the matter of "daily nettle merits, 1 ' I
ran only say that the present requirements were
adopted by the Internal Revenue Office, and by
this office, after a very full consideration given to
the subject, and that the method of making returns
ofdeposit required by both offices, that is. the balan-
ces on hand when the books ol' the bank are closed
for the day, has been deemed equitable and just.

Anxiety About tiic SORTOCS i:T A'ordi Cnro*
lina? Anticipated Trouble.

WILMINGTON, N. C., Dec. 22. ?The people are sen-
sitive about the nejroes as tbe holidays approach. It
is observed that the number of negroes in the town
has diminished perceptibly in the last two days and
has became a matter of remark. They are said to
have gone to their rendezvous inthe country. Ail
however is speculation.

The authorities entertain no apprehensions for the
safety of this community, hut admit the possibility of
trouble in sparsely settled portions of the country in !
the interior. It is reported that suspicious charac-
ters have been seen lurkingabout, and it is imagined
that they have been inciting the negroes to make an
outbreak. Much allowance, however, should be
made for tiie timidityof the peoiiie.

The apprehensions may be well grounded, hut the
best informed persons anticipate nothing serious.
Should any disturbance occur, the militaryforce is
sufficient for any emergency.

The organization of the Home Guard, under ordi-
nance of the Constitutional Convention, is proceeding
rapidly. Fifteen or eighteen full companies have
been organized, hut have not been armed as yet.

The Jamaica Excitement in Eiis'lnnd.
The intelligent London correspondent of the Man-

chester Guardian, writes as follows :

"The Jamaica question is fast absorbing every
other in the minds of grave and serious people hero.
Meetings are everywhere organizing to repudiatethe
conduct of Governor Eyre, and to ask for a search-
ing inquiry. Already the tone regarding the latter
is begining to change, and people say that although
a Royal Commission may be a very good thing pre-
liminary to a reform of the Island Constitution, it
will neither meet nor mitigate the popular appeal
forjudicial investigation into thesanguinary couduct
of the local authorities.

The language, and still more the manner of Lord
Russell have led to the belief that, individually, he
is not disposed to screen delinquency. Many people
say that Mr. Bright, in his recent speech, went too
far. On the other hand, the friends of the late Duke
of Newcastle, who with good intentions was certain-
ly a most unlucky man from first to last in his ap-
pointments, would fain let the storm blow over and
gain time, upon tiie plea that it is necessary to know
the social and political history that led to the events
of Morant Bay. But this willnot do. There is a
very painful ruinor current that Mr. C'ardwell has re-
ceived dispatches which he wishes to withhold on the
pretence tnat they are unsuitable for publication. In
about another fortnight I suspect the Colonial Secre-
tary of State will be glad to make a clean breast of
itfor his own sake.

There is, at all events, one thing which Downing
street must not he allowed to hold back, and that is
the correspondence between George William Gordon
and the Colonial Secretary, scraps only of which
have hitherto been permitted to appear. lam told
that it contains more than one clue to the otherwiso
unaccountable precipitancy with which this un-
fortunate gentleman was hurried to his doom.
Lord Brougham has arrived in town, full of sym-
pathy and solicitude for those who have survived
the dreadful days of October. He and Dr. Lush-
ington are now the only remnants left of the gal-

lant baud who in 1524 fought out the case of Smith,
the Demarara missionary, inthe House of Commons,
and that ease was. nothing in aggravated enormity
when compared with the case of Gordun. To-day,
Mr. Cardwell received an influential deputation of
the Baptist body, headed by Sir Morton Peto; Lord
Russell heing ill.was unable to be present: and Sat-
urday has been fixed by the Premierand the Colonial
Minister for receiving one more numerous and im-
portant, originating with the British and Foreign
Anti-Slavery Society."

John Stuart Mill writes from the continent to a
friend in England:

"I am very happy to hear that a general meeting
is to be held to express the indignation due to the
lawless and brutal proceedings ofthe J araaica author-
ities, and I hope it will contribute towards obtain-
ing not only the disavowal and reprobation of tho
crimes perpetrated under pretence, or even without
the pretence, of justice, but also the condign punish-
ment'of the perpetrators."

?Further seizures of aruts on the frontier
have been made by the Canadian authorities, on sus-
picion that they were intended for the Fenians.

?English papers state that Mr. Thornton,
tbe chief of the Tinas' reporting stall', after forty
years of work, in which he was not absent one night

until last year, has resigned his post. As Lord I'al-
merston was the father of the House, so was Mr.

FROM WASH INOTO.X.

The Cciisillutloaaliiy of tlso Test Oath?
Albumens of Rcvertly .lolinson.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 22.?1n the Supreme Court of
the United States, to-day, pending the case, cx nartc.

A. ILBar! and, of Arkansas asking to be a Hawed topractice as a counsellor, Hon. Reverdy Johnson de-
livered an argument against the Constitutionality of
the Congressional test oath. There being no such
antecedent government as our own, it is necessary to
look into that instrument itself to sec what powers
were originally conferred upon Congress. These
being stated, Congress i authorized t > pass all ne-
cessary and proper laws to carry them into effect.
These powers arc to be so construed as to effect the
object they are designed to accomplish.

It is tlm duty of the Court to ascertain what this is
and then determine whether tho impeached legisla-
tion willdefeat or secure the end. A restriction to
the class of powers is that Congress shall pass no ex-
post facto law or bill of attainder. The moaning cf
this is well understood to he, any law which makes
an act a crime, which was not a crime when the act
was committed. But the law of 1865 does punish in
point of fact, because it precludes the petitioner from
the exercise of a lawful occupation, and strikes at a
profession in which his hopes and ambition, and sup-
port of himself and family are involved. The pun-
ishment is severe. cruel ynd unexampled. It sub-
ject? him to all the obligations of tho Constitution,
while it takes from him ali its advantages.

The original act of 1862 was not made applicable to
attorneys in the Courts of the United States. Three
years were suffered to elapse when some one in Con-
gress who may have been peculiarly sensitive and
who saw danger in every man who had taken part, in
the rebellion, introduced a billapplying the provis-
ions ofthe law to practicing attorneys. The bill was
submitted to the Judiciary Committee of the Senate
and by a unanimous vote was rejected. Itafterwards
however received the sanction ofthe Senate. It was
passed for the purpose of excluding tho petitioner
and all others similarly situated; to punish by exclu-
ding them from the United states Courts.

Itwas not for conduct subsequent, but antecedent
to the passage of the Statute. This act comes within
the clear meaning of tho clauso in the Constitution,
that "Congress shall pa?s no cx-post facto law or bill
of attainder." No rights can be taken away by law
unless the accused shall be first convicted of the of-
fence charged, and these rights include the holding of
office of emolument and trust. Such laws as that of
1865 were pcpal statutes.

Tho Attorney general last Friday had argued that
the admission to practice inthocourts is not a natural
right, but is created by law, and therefore may be
regulated by law, and either given or taken away.
But it is not true that Congress can, by law, prohibit
the appearance of counsel in the courts of the United
States. The Constitution provides that parties
charged with crime shall have the benefit of counsel,
and therefore Congress has no jurisdiction over that
subject.
itis true that every court is vested by tho common

law with power to make regulations to exclude im-
proper officers, but Congress has no right to say who
shall or shall not appear as counsel. The obligation
which is imposed on Congress to create courts, carries
with it an obligation on the part of the courts to
admit counsel. The safety of the citizen depends on
the existence of the provision for the admission of
counsel. The preservation of liberty demands, as
illustrated by the history of the world, that there
j-hall be such a body of men in all revolutionary
struggles and despotisms which have disgraced the
world, the accused have been denied counsel. Con-
gress would convert itself into a tyranny, if, while
establishing courts, it would exclude such a class of
men.

The act of Congress under review compels a man
to swear against himself, while no power is given to
the Court to inquire into the facts. No man, by the
Constitution, is compelled to testify against himself.
The petitioner withothers was involved inthe effort to

establish their separate independence of the autho-
rity of the United States, and resisted it by levying
war. The punishment for treason anterior to the
passage of the act of 1865, was death or imprison-
ment, but this act imposes an additional penalty?-
that persons thus accused shall not be admitted as
attorneys in the United States courts. Congress, in
1862, passed a law saying that whenever the Presi-
dent deemed it proper he might declare a general
amnesty, while the Constitution itself confers upon
liitn the exclusive power of granting pardons and
reprieves.

The pardon places the recipient of it in the posi-
ition ho stood before the commission of the crime?-
i makes him a new man, and divests him of all
cedeot consequence?. Suppose this law of 186-5 had
been made a part of the act for the punishment of
treason, and the man committing the crime had been
pardoned, would it not also have exempted him from
the punishment for the offence, and prevented him
from being excluded from practicing as an attorney
in tbo United States Courts? Tho pardon covers
every part of the offence, and Congress cannot, after
the pardon has been granted, nass a law to punish
for the offence pardoned. The disgraceful fact is
presented to the world that Congress undertakes to
interfere by denying tho power of pardon as con-
ferred by the Constitution exclusively on the Presi-
dent without limit.

Congress cannot say to the petitioner: "Youshali
he tried for treason after having been pardoned."
Ifthis was true of one class of crimes, it was true of
all others.

Mr. Johnson quoted from various judicial opinions
tofortify the points of the argument presented by him.

The Court holds the matter under advisement, and
ha 3 adjourned until Tuesday next.

STATE AFFAIRS.

ROUTE OF THE WASHINGTON COUNTYRAILROAD.?
Mr. John L. Randolph. Chief Engineer, with his
corps of assistants, has completed the final survey for
the Washington County Railroad, the route of which
is as follows: Leaving the Baltimore and Ohio Rail-
road at Knoxville, it curves into the valleyof Israel's
creek, passes up this valley, (well known as Pleasant
Valley,)crosses Beeler's summit to a branch of Little
Antietam river, and runs a short distance along the
line of this river: then passes through Leslie's Gap,
in ElkRidge, to another branch of the Little Antie-
tam river, called Maple swamp, and runs along this
stream, (crossing itin three different places,) to Kee-
dysville: it then crosses the country between Little
and Big Antietam; the lacier river it will cross on a
bridge seveuty-fivefeet above low water. It then as-
cends to the top of the ridge west of the Antietam,
and follows this ridge to llagerstown.

The trial of Howser and Rowser, the Pitts-
burg burglars, for the murder of Pollie Paul and
Cassie Munday, in Cambria county, committed on
the 7th of June last, resulted in their conviction of
murder in the first degree. They were promptly sen-
tenced to be hanged.

Brigadier General John Eaton, who, as
Chaplain of tho27th Ohio regiment, was selected by
General Grant as the first officer to take charge of
the Freedmen inthe M'cst, and who has since ren-
dered the most efficient service to them and the
country, both as commander of colored troops and
more recently as 'an officer of the Freedmen's Burcitu,
has iust resigned his commission to become associated
inthe publication of a loyal and enterprising daily-
newspaper inMemphis.

Litchfield county, Ct., has been visited by
a gang of desperate fellows, who thus far escape de-
tection. In Salisbury, four stores have been robbed;

also the postoflice at East Oanasa. The perpetrators

are supposed to be the same who robbed Mr. Penny,
the agent at Towner's Station, on the Harlem rail-
road. Some cases of highway robbery have occurred,
and the citizens are arming themselves and taking
measures to ferret out the guilty parties.
