There are many causes why the States lately '
holding slaves get along badly in the attempts J
made to supply themselves with capital and ,
labor, and a late number of the Richmond ,
Times states one of these so naively in its
local columns, that we shall give it at length, i
Here it is: '

Ama iTO LEAVE.?WO are informed that many of '
the .swedes and Germans who recently arrived here
from the North, for the purpose of engaging in tilling 1
t' -oil, are about "pulling up stakes" with the in- ]
tontion of "pitching their tents'* in the far West.? ]
They in satisfied with the liberal wages allowed,

the salubrity of tho climate, bat tho fare goes very ;
hard with their stomachs. They state that bacon,
cabbage, and corn "dodgers'* they cannot stand, and
moreover they can't work on such fare, without tnilk.
butter or fresh meat for a change. This is to be
regretted, but inst at the present time, the planters of
Virginiahaven't it in their power tofamish the labor-
ers with such fare as they have been accustomed to

do in days of "auld lang yno." when their tables
groaned with the fat of the land. We desire the
Swedes and Germans to be patient, and make a "vir-
tue of necessity" for the present, anil if they do not
get such fare as is served up at the Exchange or
Spotswood now. their present employers will make
up for short rations hereafter, with a glass of "Tom
and Jerry" (genial old souls!,. at Christinas.

Now ever since the world stood, "what we

"shall eat and what we shall drink," have
been serious considerations with mankind:
what we shall "t at" with humanity generally,
and what we shall "drink" with American
communities, especially with those who un-

derstand the merits of "Monongahela" and
"old Bourbon." as do the States south of us.

And that those seeking homes there from
abroad will consider an annual "bust" as com-

pensation sufficient to reconcile them torations
of "corn dodgers" etc., for tho rest of the
year, we need hardly expect: although how
the Old Dominion is to improve her larder
for a long time to come, when for four years
she has been thronged overmuch with visitors
from both sides.devouring or otherwse destroy -

ing every thing on which they could lay their
hands, we do not see. The case is a hard one,
which ever way it is approached: for whilst, we

cannot expect the foreign laborer to be content
with food repugnant to his tastes or his health,
his employer is likely for some time to come

lobe unable to do any better by him.
But the case is not without a remedy, at

last, ami we shall suggest it as much in the in-
terest of Maryland, as Virginia and other
States South. Let it be noted, to begin with,
that the old evil of American agricultural pro-
gress. and especially as applicable to the
South, still exists: thai i -, a determination to I
hold land in large bodies, in a country where
no prescriptive rights or privileges appertain-
ing to a landed aristocracy, provide in the
natural order of events for a largo and depen-
dent das- of laborers as in England. And
whilst this fact has been but slowly accepted
even at the North, the dividing of large
estates at the South is so distasteful to the
owners of tlicin. that we may expect that every
effort po.- ible will .-till he made to hold them
intact; to maintain that measure of importance,
hitherto conceded to the owners of large proper-
ties of hundreds or thousands of acres, as against
those of tens or fifties. Remembering that
small tracts have been all over the South the
distinguishing feature to mark the standing of
the "poor whites.' who can expect that that
obnoxious standard will he generally accepted
without a scvore struggle: who does not sec

th.it "tenancies." sales of entire plantations
even at the most ruinously low price s will be
accepted, rather than the practice of deliber-
ately cutting up for ale great farms into small
ones, the great proprietor of past years being
necessitated to become one of numbers of
smaller proprietor-?

And. yet. any one who has kept the run of
' ? lis. i.iiow- that, especially of late years, it
lias been jt cardinal point with the most en-
lightened agricultural journals. North, to in-
sist upon "small holdings" as vitally essential
to the prosperity of communities ; and so sne-
er fully has this doctrine been disseminated,
that, in conjunction with other causes, the
most prosperous of the old States are now

made up of small properties cultivated almost
like gardens, until the general production has
been stimulated to the most wonderful de-
gree. adding immensely to the wealth of the
whole.

In illustration of this, we are informed that
whilst the farms of the great State of New
York?the "Umpire State"?comprise on an
average but "forty-live acres," the farms of
Maryland average "one hundred and niuetv-
" one and none need be told which, relative-
ly, have the advantage in careful culture and
production, or which condition of things is
most desirable, when the resources of a. State
are to be so developed as to provide churches,
schools, manufactories, and ail else that marks
the rapid progrc-s in thisage of an enlightened
community.

Then we say, to recur to the point of de-
parture?let us consider the remedy l'or the
troubles that now beset the landed pro-
prietors of the South, in the difficultv
of procuring and retaining labor. Let
the land owners either sell in fee, or lease
for a term of years, any quantity of laud de-
sired by the "Swedes," "Germans," or other
immigrants, even if it be but a single acre !

Let them cease to hold on to these huge plan-
tations with the death-grasp which implies that j
with such division of properly, departs forever
all social importance.

L ntil they consent to do as the citizens of the
great free commonwealths of the North have
done, cease to measure their personal conse-
quence by the number of acres they hold,
things trill remain at a dead lock, and the
prosperity of individuals and States be indeii-
nitely postponed. Give these immigrants?-
we repeat ?at fair rates, the one acre, or the
ten, or twenty or fifty they require, and let
them feed themselves! In other words?do
not insist longer on keeping them in any infe-
rior position. doling out to them what they are

unaccustomed to; but do all that is possible to
elevate them to the position of citizens having
a valuable stake in the prosperity of the com-
munity: let their families feel that thev have
homes to struggle for. however small, and
then, and not till then, these States will begin
indeed to prosper, and rival, in earnest, those
that in wealth and prosperity are now in the
lead.

Persons engaged in the taking or eatehing of OYS-

TERS withinthe waters of this State for sale, arc
again warned to obtain a license as required by chap-
ter 181, of the Act of 1865.

Application for License, except inthe case of tongs-
men, must be made in person to the Comptroller, by
the owner or master of the vessel to be used. The
applicant must have resided in tho State at least
twelve months, and must pay at the rate of five dol-
lars for every ton his vessel may measure according
to its Custom House License or Enrollment, which
License must be produced before the Comptroller.

The penalty for a violation of this law is a fine of
not less than SSO or more than SSOO, and a forfeiture
of the vessel used, her cargo, Ac., three-fourths of
which is payable to the officer and those aiding him
in making the arrest.

The masters of licensed boats are reminded that it
is not only their interest, but their duty under oath,
to arrest any one engaged incatching oysters in vio-
lation of law.
