A SMALL-SIZED TOI'KXAMENT.
The Richmond Examiner says:?ln view of the con-

dition of native horse flesh, we have some curiosity
to learn the average speed at the Petersburg tourna-
ment on yesterday, the subjoined order having re-
stricted the material to the home supply. We feel
no further interest in the matter, as we presume the
respectable class of that community took no share in
the exhibition. There are precious few people in the
"Cockade" who are "too craven to fight indefence of
their opinions," and it is supremely grateful to see
those fow, who did so much croaking and skulking
during the war, thus complimented by the District
Commander. Itmust have been a very "foolish wo-
man," indeed, who has favored with her influence or
countenance such disreputable characters. General

Gibbons' order appeared in the Petersburg papers of
yesterday, and is as follows:

"HEADQUARTERS DISTRICT OF THE NOTTOWAY,
PETERSBCRG, VA? December 19,1865. ? General Orders
No. 41.? 1thaving been reported to these headquar-
ters that a certain social gathering is to bo held in
this city, only with the understanding that no "Yan-
kees" are to be invited thereto, and the Major General
commanding being satisfied that the idea of such a
restriction could have cinauated oulyfrom the intel-
lect of those too craven to fight in defense of their
opinions, or too degraded to appreciate the liberal
spirit in which they have been treated, it is hereby
ordered, that at the tournament to lie held on Wed-
nesday, the 2blh instant, no officer or soldier of the
United States shall lend to any party in said tourna-
ment any horse, sadillo. bridle, or equipment of any

kind; and all persons loyal to the Government of the
United States are warned against attending such
disreputable and disloyal ineoting, that those who do
attend may bo marked as nnworthy to associate with
those who have honor and honestry enough to regard
their OATHS OF ALLEGIANCE as something more than
lip service, and too much principle to be blindly led
by a foolish woman.

"It is further ordered that no officer having Govern-
ment property inhis charge, will,until further orders,
use such property in any way for the benefit of any
citizen of Petersburg.

FOREIGN' GOSSIP.

The London correspondent of the Nation says:
For the first time since the death of the Prince

Consort Ilcr Majesty willopen Parliament inperson.
And this first state appearance in public is under-
stood to be the signal for the resumption of the ordi-
nary court life which lias been so long suspended It
may be difficult for you to understand what practical
difference it makes whether the Queen performs her
state duties inperson or by deputy. As a matter of
fact, the difference is considerable; and the news of
the Queen's return to public life has been very gladly
received by the country. Possibly our enthusiasm
would have been greater ifit had not been intimated
that the first act of the Queen on her re-appearance
would be to request a grant from Parliament for the
dowry ofher third daughter. It is now officially an-
nounced that the Princess Helena is shortly to be
married to Prince Christian of August enburg, the
younger brother of the unlucky prince who still calls
himself Frederick VII. of Sclileswig-Holstein-Son-
dorhurif-Augustenburg. The bridegroom elect is an
officer in the Prussian service, and is the poorest of
German princelets.

Ilis poverty, however, is his chief recommendation
in the eyes of the English court. The Queen, itis
said, is extremely anxious to keep her favorite daugh-
ter at home, and has therefore married her to the
poorest of the princes whose name appears inthe
"Almanach de Gotha," in the hope that, having
neither fortune nor position nor prospects, he inay

take up his abode in England. Itis an odd fact that
the three parties to the endless Schleswig-Holstein
difficulty have each a representative amongst the
members of our royal family. Denmark is repre-
sented by (lie Princess of Wales, Prussia by the
Princess Royal, and tho Duchies by tho Princess
Helena. It is to be hoped the family may prove a
happy one in spite of this state of discord. Rumor,
however, says that the chief motive of the Queen's
reappearance before the public is dissatislaetion,
whether well or ill founded, with the manner in
which her place has been supplied by the Prince and
Princess of Wales.

Recently a sale of effects took place in the chateau
of the Marquis do Villctte. near Pont-Sainto-Max-
ence, where Voltaire lived so long. Some personal
relics of the philosopher brought immense priecs; the
crown of gilt paper withwhich he was honored at the
Theatre Francais sold for 440 francs; his satin waist-
coat for 490; his dressing-gown tor 990; his arm-chair
for 2,000; his portrait, by l.argillierc, for 6,200.

M. Benjamin Gustineau is about to publish a his-
tory of the subscription lor striking a medal in honor
of Abraham Lincoln. His book will be called "The
Medal of Liberty," and will contain letters from
Victor Hugo and Louis Blanc.

Negro Insurrection.
The Savannah Republican thus quietly disposes of

the rumors which have been very prevalent of late in
regard to the purposed uprising of the negroes in the
South:

So much has been said by the Northern press in
regard to the probabilities of insurrectionary move-
ments on the part of the freedmen, and so littlepains
have been taken by the press of the South to correct
these misconceptions, that many men in the North
actually believe there is a necessity for the adoption
of the most stringent measures by the Government in
order to repress them. To come nearer home, it has
been asserted on what was deemed very reliable
authority, that in the immediate neighborhood of the
eity of Savannah there were unmistakable signs of
preparation to that end, and the day was alarmingly
near at hand when the affair would culminate inthe
most brutal atrocities that tho wickedness of man
ever conceived. It is news to us and to our readers if
there can be discovered any foundation whatever for
such reports. It is fair to presume that if wo were in
such close proximity to danger of this kind, we would
be most likelyto be made aware of the fact long be-
fore any positive evidence would be received at so
great a distance?that ifour social existence rested
on such a thin volcanic crust, we would be the first
to perceive the symptoms of an eruption. Nothing
has transpired to induce us to credit the existence of
a state of affairs so deplorable, either in this vicinity
or elsewhere in Georgia, and we unhesitatingly pro-

nounce all such rumors false, sheer political clap-trap,
circulated and commented upon for party purposes.

The steamer liosphorus, from Liverpool,

went ashore at Fort Lafayette on Monday evening.
The receipts at the Internal Revenue Bu-

reau yesterday amounted to $1,200,000.
The President of the United States lias re-

cognized John M. Rodocanaehi as Consul of Greece,
at Boston.

The i-chooner Buena Vista, from Alexan-
dria for New York, laden with coal, sprang aleak
and sank on Sunday morning, off Sandy Hook. All
the persons on board were rescued.

Yesterday the festival of St. Stephen, the
first martyr, was celebrated with appropriate ser-
vices inthe Roman Catholic churches of this city.

The Indiana Republicans have called a State
Conventi 'n the 22d of February, and the Demo-
crats for the Ist of March.

Burley, the escaped Rebel raider, is said to
be in Scotland, where he is engaged'in writing his
memoirs.

The attendance upon the Michigan State
University has now reached the large total of 1,179
pupils.

One thousand four hundred men are now
employed on tho Reno, Oil Creek and Pit Hole Rail-
road. Inabout two weekstherailroad willbe open.

Quite a number of plantations near Augusta, Ga.,
have charged hands lately; the purchasers are mostly
from the North.

The Erie railway has just negotiated a loan
of four million five hundred thousand dollars in
England for the completion of its double track.

General Wade Hampton being in the hall
of the House of Representatives at Montgomery, on
tho 11th, was invited to a seat within the bar.

A mineral spring has been discovered near
Dallas, Polk county, Oregon. The water possesses
chalybeate and cathartic properties.

The main portion of the old frigate Merri-
mae, with her propellers, weighing ten tens, has been
raised and taken to the Portsmouth Navy Yard.

Frederick Douglas has written a letter ac-
cepting the position of delegate in Washington of the
colored men of New" York.

Tiie Indiana Legislature adjoiirbed sine/die
at noon on Friday, previous to which a resolution
against the pardon, and in favor of the immediate
hanging of Jefferson Davis was tabled.

Five men, occupying the same room in a
hotel in Chicago, were suffocated on Saturday night
by the escape of gas. A sixth also inhaled the gas
but although insensible, has not yet died.

According to the newspapers in the inte-
rior of Louisiana tho freedmen aro avcrso to working
for their foimer masters, and the prospect for acotton
crop next year is therefore not favorable.

Col. J. J. Dana. Col. A. ,J. Perry, and Col.
B. C. Card, have been brevetted brigadier generals
in the Regular Army lor faithful and meritorious
services during the war.

The schooner Haines, from Hayti, bound
for Boston, wont ashore in the gale on Friday last on
the south side of Nantucket. llcr hands ?including
a crew of seven men?perished.

The Rector of St. Lazarus' Church, at Mem-
phis, Tenn., acknowledges tho receipt of over seven
thousand dollars to build a cathedral in honor of
Biskops Polk and Otey, and others of tho Confederate
dead.

A thief entered the camp of the 147th Il-
linois regiment, stationed at Savannah,Ga? and stole
all the loose change of the officers, who were at the
time on duty. lie literally "cleaned" out the camp,
and safely escaped with his booty.

Adjutant General Thomas' report in regard
to colored troop.,, shows that during tho first year he
recruited about 24,000 men. During the war 186,057
colored men were placed inthe army. Of this num-
ber, 68,178 were lost from various causes.

General Stephenson, commanding at At-
lanta, has issued an order allowing citizens to carry-

arms for personal protection. This action was ren-
dered necessary by the great prevalence of lawless-
ness at that place.

The Farmers' Bank of Kentucky having
lost $60,000 by tho Morgan raid in Jane, 1864, sued J.

W. Withcrspoon, a returned Morgan officer, attached
his land, and got judgment from a circuit court for
thowholosum. He appeals the case.

The Merchant's Exchange at Montreal, C.
E., caught lire about 10 p. m.. on Sunday, and burned
freely until yesterday morning. The building was
completely gutted, and three men injured by falling
stones.

It is staled, quite positively, in Washington,
that General Grant willsail immediately after the
holidays, in the flag-ship of the gulf squadron, for
the Rio Grande. Commodore Winslow has sailed in
the Champion, via New Orleans, leaving his flag-ship
behind for the general.

The Commissioner of Agriculture has re-
ceived from the American Legation, at Jeddo, Japan,
several hundred varieties of fruit and flower seeds
indigenous to that country, many of which, the con-
sul believes, may be cultivated to advantage in this
country.

The chiefs of the Red Lake Indians have
arrived at St. Cloud, Minn., to ask Bishop Whipple
to send them a missionary and teacher, whom they
offer to pay a salary out of thoir annuity. One-third
of the tribe propose to separate from tho rest and
attempt to imitate the civilization of the white race.

The Chicago and Rock Island Railroad
Company have served an injunction on the Missis-
sippi Railroad Company to stop them from crossing
the old Sterling and Rock Island track, near Port
Byron. The Rock Island Union says the object is to
prevent the Mississippi Company from making con-
nection with the Port Byron road to that city.

The colored people of Missouri are prepar-
ing the programme of a grand jubilee to bo held in
St. Louis on the 11th of January, the anniversary of
the adoption ofthoordinanccemancipatingtheslaves
of Missouri. John M. Langton, of Oberlin. is stump-
ing the State, preparing the colored people for tho
right of franchise.

The Toronto Leader of Saturday last con-
cludes an article on tho excitement among the Can-
adian merchants, caused by the recent notification of
our Consul General in Montreal, relative to ship-
ments of goods from Canada to the United States, by

the announcement that Mr. George Brown has with-
drawn his late resignation of his position in the Can-
adian Cabinet.

The trial of Mr. G. B. Lamar and his son,
under the charge of bribing officials in charge of gov-
ernment cotton, willcommence this week at Savan-
nah, Ga. The proceedings and developments pro-

mise to be of much interest, whether regarded in
connection with tho social standing of the accused
parties or the serious charges which have been
brought against them by the government.

The Senatorial party of Fenians have pro-
mulgated certain documents bearing upon the
present Fenian troubles. A letter from James Ste-
phens, obtained at the Dublin trial, denominates
O'Mahony a drag chain and stumbling block. There
is considerable excitement regarding the matter.
The movement for compromise is going on, and tho
rank and file begin to favor the retirement of both
O'Mahoney and the Senate.

The Chairman of the Sonth Carolina dele-
gation to the President, deelaroshis belief that eman-
cipation has already increased the self-respect of tho
negroes; and many very prominent planters, hitherto
successful in their business, are ol' opinion that the
negroes, if properly paid and well treated, willwork
under the new system. These opinions, honestly
held by natives of the South, afford good ground-

work for patriotism and a friendly feeling toward the
North.

Assistant Secretary Chandler, on Satur-
day, signed an order, directed to the several heads
of bureaus of the Treasury Department, dismissing
from Government employ certain clerks therein
named, numbering in all about seventy-five. Itis
stated that incompetency was the general cause for
so large a discharge. The services of tho discharged

? clerks willtorminate with this month, by which time,
it is confidently expected, the list will be increased
to one hundred.

A terrible locomotive explosion occurred on
Friday morning at the Terre Haulo 'lndiana) depot,
throwing off the roof of the building, spreading the
walls, and scattering freight, timber, brick and mor-
tar, books and papors, in all directions. The engi-
neer, Charles Stake, and the fireman, D. Miller, were
so severely injured that they willprobably die. The

extreme cold weather is assigned as the cause of the
catastrophe. It was a freight train laden with hogs,

and many of thorn were killed.

Speaker ColFax Not a Candidate for the
Senate?Execution?A Murderer Sells HIM
Itod.v for Tobacco?Soldier Killed?A
Swindling; Merchant.
CHICAGO, December 22.?Hon. Schuyler Colfax has

written a letter to the editor of the Valparaiso (Ind.)
Republic, saying that ho is not a candidate for United
States Senator to succeed Mr. Lane. If he remains
in public life, he prefers service in the House.

Gov. Oglesby returned to Springfield last evening,
after an absence of three weeks inWashington.

Francis W. Johnson was hung inWatzka, Iroquois
county. 111., to day for the murder of D. W. Nelson,
at Oilman, on the 2d of October last. He made a full
confession of his crime. It is said he disposed of his
body for what tobacco he wanted for his natural life.

A soldier named John Johnson, who was honorably
discharged a few days since, was murdered by a des-
perado named Culver, in a low kroggery at Gales-
burg, in this State, last evening. The murderer es-
caped. When the soldiers who were Johnson's com-
rades, heard of the crime, they gutted the groggery
where the crime was committed, the proprietor barely
escaping with his life.

E. G. Burnham, a butter dealer of this city, swin-
dled some twenty-five firms out of about $17,0 oyes-
terday, and then left for parts unknown.

Trouble with the Freedmen?Groundless
Reports.

RICHMOND, Dec. 26.?Christmas day was observed
in this city by all classes with usual festivities. No
demonstration of mob violence occurred, except at
Manchester, opposite Richmond, where a large num-
ber of freedmen surrounded the jailand forced the
release of the colored prisoners. Official reports from
all other sections of the State represent the freedmen
as quiet, and no apprehension exists on tho part of
the Bureau of any disturbance among them.

From Fortress Monroe.
FORTRESS MONROE, Dec. 25.?Christmas day passed

off very quietly and pleasantly here.

Some negroes creating a disturbance were arrested
by the police, when a crowd of negroes rallied and
rescued their companions. Detachments of regular

troops from the garrison came to the assistance of
the police. About one hundred negroes were ar-
rested. but their cases have not yet been disposed of.
There were no other disturbanc of consequence.

Saturday night, resulting in the death of
five men, and perhaps six. The victims all slept in
the same room, and it is supposed that after retiring,
the cap of the gas-pipe, which was merely stuck on
with wax, fell off, allowing the gas, under full press-

ure, to enter the room. Five of the men were found
dead yesterday morning. Another was still alivo
last night, but insensible.

Destruction by Fire of the Montreal Mer-
chants' Exchange?Three Men Injured.

MONTREAL, Dec. 25.?The Merchants' Exchange, a
large four-story stone building, opposite the Montreal
Telegraph Company's office, took fire last night about
10 o'clock, and, inspite of several streams of water,
burnt fiercely until 2 o'clock this morning. The build-
ing was completely gutted. The telegraph office was
in considerable dangor at one time. There was, for-
tunately, not much wiod. The chief of the fire bri-
gade was hurt and two firemen stunned by falling

A new covering for the
carpet inthe East Room has been procured, and the
master mechanic was at the Executive Mansion this
morning for the purpose of commencing tho erection
of a platform from the north windows of the EastRoom to the pavement, so as to enable the visitors to
pass through the apartments without blocking up
the passage. The new curtains for the private apart-
ments of the President's family have arrived, and it
is expected that the curtains tor the East Room will
bo receivod in time for the reception.7

The health of the President and famiiv continues
good. Christmas was spent at the White House very
quietly by the family, a fow personal friends only
calling to pay their respects.

PARDONS,

The number of applications for pardon at the of-fice of the Attorney General has considerably di-
minished. About one hundred and fifty petitions

FREEDUEN's AFFAIRS IS TEXAS.

Dr. C. B. Horner, surgeon-in-chicf of the Freed-
men's Bureau, has justreceived a report from Dr. S.
J. W. Mintzer, chief medical officer for the State of
Texas, in which he says he can find no records or
learn of anything having been done for tbo benefit of
refugees and freedmen during tho war or during its
occupation by our troops until September 5, at which
date Brig. General Gregory, assistant commissioner
for that district, arrived.

Since the organization of the bureau at Galveston,
no refugees have applied for medical relief. The
number of freedmen treated in the hospitals at Gal-
veston for the months of October and November was
but fifteen. He further reports that thus far no suf-
fering has been reported which he has been unable
to relieve. Freedmen who left their homes for the
towns have commanded good wages, and have been
enabled in part to take tare of their sick relatives
and friends. In view of the probable suffering among
the poor of both races this winter, Dr. Mintzer recom-
mends the bureau to send him two additional sur-
geons, as he has no contideace in the employment of
ex-robel surgeons.

INQUIRY INTO THE AJSKNAL EXPLOSION.

A board of military officer, with General Edmund
Schriver as President, has ,ust been ordered to in-
vestigate the causes of the .ate explosion which re-
cently took place at the arsinal in this city.

PORTRAIT or LINCOLN.

The fine portrait of Mr. Lincoln, painted under the
auspices of Mr. Brady, of New Y'ork, has gone to Eu-
rope, having been purchasel by an English gentle-
man for SI,OOO. The Linoln portrait recently put
up in the rotunda of the Capitol, not so good as a
likeness, and no better asaworkof art, than the
Brady picture, was importer, from Europe at a cost
not yet specified, but certainiy not less than the New
Y'ork work could have been bought for.

INCREASE OF THE RINDERPEST.

The U. S. Consul, writingtc tho State Department
from Manchester, under dato of Dec. 9, 1865, says:
"Since the date of my last despatch on the subject of
the cattle plague, the deaths nave rapidly increased.
The whole number of cases reported to the authori-
ties uir to the close of last week is 39.000; of these 19,-
950 died, and 10,700 were killed while suffering with
the disease. The number of eases reported last week
was nearly 4,000. The exact figures arc, for the week
ending Nov. 18, 2,669; for the week ending Nov. 25,
3,610; for the week ending Dec. 2, 3,828.

OFFICERS VISITINGWASHINGTON.
Major General Augur, commanding the Depart-

ment of Washington, has issued an order directing
that officers serving in this Department, outside the
city, shall not visit Washington without authority
from Department Headquarters, except upon official
business, and on the written order of their command-
ing officer.

MISSISSIPPI STATE GOVERNMENT.

The President has, through the Secretary of State,
relieved Judge Sharkey of the trust of Provisional
Governor of Mississippi, and recognized his duly
elected successor in tho person of Governor Humph-
reys. The letters addressed to them are similar to
those written to the Provisional Governors of the
other Southern States, remitting to the constituted
authorities chosen by the people, the care and con-
duct of their proper affairs.

Texas and Florida are the only two remaining
States to be relieved of their Provisional Governors

MEXICANAFFAIRS.

The constitutional term of President Juarez ex-
pired by limitation on the 13th of November last.
Among the Republican statesmen of Mexico there
seemed to be some doubt as to whether he should
continue in his office until another election could be
held agreeable to the Constitution and the exigencies
of the country, or whether he should relinquish the
Presidency into the bands of General Ortega, the
Vice President. All true Mexicans were, nowever,
unanimous on the first opinion. General Ortega
deemed it his duty to be at the Capital of the Repub-
lic at the expiration of the constitutional term, with
a view to assume the charge of public affairs, should
President Juarez deem it proper to relinquish them.
As rumors growing out of tnese circumstances, preju-
dicial to the Liberal cause, have been circulated,
friends of Mexico in this city deny that President
Juarez and General Ortega have quarreled, and say
that the latter will submit graciously to the deter-
mination of the former, and continue as hitherto touphold in the field and Cabinet the integrity of theRepublic.

RIOT IJf ALEXANDRIA,
Wliite ami Negroes Engaged?Desperate

Fighting?A Number Killed on Kaeli
.Side.
From the Washington Star of last evening, no de-

spatches having reached us by telegraph, we have a
meagre report of a terrible riot which occurred in
Alexandria, Va? on Christmas day between whites
and negroes.

Itis stated that the riot commenced by a party of
negroes who, in tho course of their march about the
city with a drum, broke inthe door of a man named
Mankin. corner of Patrick and Cameron street.

Mr.'Mankin fired on the party, killing ono and
wounding another. The city was immediately thrown
into a great state of confusion, tho most intense ex-
citement prevailing in every quarter. The distur-
bance extended from Mr. Mankin's place to other
portions of the city, and lasted until late in the night,
shooting going on in every direction.

Four white men are reported killed and a large
number wounded. A Mr. Mitchell was among the
whites killed.

Six negroes were killed and others wounded.

We are indebted to Hard A Houghton for advance

sheets of these inimitable letters of tho great com-
poser. In the best siyle of the Riverside press, of
white, clear paper, and large, distinct type, those
volumes Cunfor a real luxury upon the lover of books.

Hitherto the world has gleaned its knowledge of
the great maestro chiefly from Nissen and Jahu, but
valuable as their contributions appear they arc too
fragmentary and incomplete to satisfy the apprecia-
tive reader. The present work is an ungarbled
edition of some of tho most agreeable letters extant;
reflecting the true character of the man, and (raced
in that oasy, familiar and confidential stylo, which
constitutes the charm of this species of literature.

Mozart, from his infancy, was a prodigy, lhe
evidences of his genius, as exhibited almost in the
cradle, could hardly be credited, were they not so
well authenticated by indisputable testimony. "At
three years old," says his biographer,"he gave tokens
of a degree of genius far surpassing all experience,
and really bordering on the marvelous. In his
fourth year, ho could play all sorts of littlepieces on
the piano. He only required half an hour to learn a
minuet, and one hour for a longer movement, and in
his fifth year actually composed some pretty, short
pieces, several of which are still extant." Nor was
this a fitful or temporary light of genius. His pro-
gress continued to strike his aAmirers with fresh as-
tonishment. He was indeed in advance of tho age

in which he lived. He endeavored to render music
a sublime art, reflecting and interpreting the inner-
most thoughts and emotions of the human soul. The
multitude, to a great degree stupid and insensate,
were at last educated by this great artist to a kindred
appreciation of the divine theme. No man over
labored more diligently to elevate the musical repu-
tation of the day in which ho lived. The wildest
popular applause attended his operatic efforts, but
he encountered the Date of genius iu contending with
jealous and unworthy rivalry, while the "res angus-

tos domi," which marked his later years, prove that no
adequate pecuniary returns compensated for inces-
sant labors dovotcd to the entertainment and profit
of others.

affection, 'l'hcy aro models of epistolary composition
which all may read with profit.

The shadow of death seemed to attend poor Mozart,
some time before his last illness. Tho presentiment
of the coming event could never be shaken or dis-
sipated. Death at last brought no surprise, no alarm.
It was the fitting close ol" a well spent life, and his
pure spirit passed, withno cloud over it, to the laud
where the weary rest.

On a stormy day he was buried at the church yard

of St. Marx, with no friend present to drop a tear

over the falling clod?in a spot of many graves, the
best that tho straitened circumstances of tho great
artist could procure. Worse than all, his resting
place bore not even a rude stake to mark where it
was, and to this day its exact location cannot be ascer-
tained. Wohave only room for a few extracts, to
give tho reader some idea of the letters, which we
hope, willonly servo to stimulato the desire to peruse
the forthcoming volumes:?

PRAGUE, Nov. 4, 1787.

MY DFAREST AND BEST I'RIF.ND:
1 hope you received my letter. My opera, "Don

Giovanni," was given here on the 29th of October,
with the most brilliant success. Yesterday it was
performed for the fourth time, (for my benefit.) 1
think of leaving this on the 12th or 13th. When I
return, you shall have the aria to sing. N. B. Eutre
nous, 1 do wish that some of my good friends (particu-
larly Bridi* and youl could be here even for one even-
ing to share my pleasure. Perhaps it may yet be
given in Vimna? l wish it may. Every effort has
been made here to persuade me toremain foracouplo
of months, and to writeanother opera, but however
flattering the proposal may be, 1 cannot accept it.?
Now tell me, my dear friend, how you are. I hope
you aro all as well as we are. You cannot fail
to be happy, for you possess everything that you can
wish tor at your age and in your position,?especially
as you now seem to have entirely given up your for-
mer excited mode of life. Do you not every day be-
come more convinced of the truth of the littlelec-
tures I used to inflict on you ? Aro not tho pleasures
of a transient capricious passion widely different
from the happiness produced by rational and true

love I feci sure that you often inyour hear! thank
me for my admonitions. I shall feci quite proud if
you do. But, jesting apart, you do really owe me
some little gratitude if you are become worthy of
Frauleiu N??, for I certainly played no insignifi-
cant part in your inijiroveuient or reform.

My great grandfather used to say to his wifo. my
great-grandmother, who in turn told her daughter,
my mother, who repeated it to her daughter, my own
sister, that itwas a very great art to talk eloquently
and well, hut an equally great ono to know the right
moment to stop. 1, therefore, shall follow the advice
of my sister, thanks to our mother, grandmother,
and great-grandmother, and thns end not onlv my
mora! ebullition, but my letter.

9th November.?lt was quite an unexpected plea-
sure to me to receive your letter of the 2d. If the
song In bo roquirod to i.povo my friendship
for you, you have no further cause to doubt it, for
hero it is. [Koohel, No. 531).] But I trust that, even
without the song, you arc convinced of my true friend-
ship, and in this hope I remain ever your sincere
friend, W. A. MOZART,

MY VERY DEAR FRIEND :

Mourn with me! This has been the most melan-
choly day of my life; I am now writingat two o'clock
inthe morning. 1 must tell you that my mother, my
darling mother, is no more. God has called her to
Himself; 1 clearly see that it was His will to take
her from us, and I must learn to submit to the willof
God. Tho Lord giveth, and the Lord taketli away.?

Only think of all the distress, anxiety, and care I
havo endured for the last fourteen days. She died
quite unconscious, and her life went out liko a light.
She confessed throe days before, took the sacrament,
and received extreme unction. The lasl three days,
however, she was constantly delirious, and to-day, at
twenty minutes past five o'clock, her features became
distorted, and she lost all feeling and perception. T
pressed b<*r hand; I spoko to for, butshe did not see
me, she did not hear mc, and all feeling was gone.?
She lay thus till the momeut of her death, five hours
alter, at twenty minutes past ten at night. There
was no one present but myself, llerr Hcincr, a kind
friend whom my father knows, and tho nurse. Itis
quite impossible for me to dcrcribo the whole course
of the illness to-day. I urn firmly convinced that
she must havo died, and that God had so ordained it.
All 1 would ask of you at present is to act the part of
a true friend, by preparing my father by degrees for
this sad intelligence. 1 havo wrlttrfffo him 'oy this
post, bpt only that she is seriously lit:and now I shall
wait for your answer and be guided by it. May
God give him strength and courage 1 My dear friend,
I am consoled not only now, but have been so for
some time past. By the mercy of God I have borne
it all with firmness and composure. When the dan-
ger became imminent, Iprayed to God for only two
things?a happy death for my mother, and strength
and courage for myself; and our gracious God heard
my prayer and conferred these two boons fully on
me. I entreat you. therefore, my best briend, to
watch over my father for me; try to inspire him with
courage, that the blow may not he too hard and heavy
on him when he learns the worst. lalso,from myheart,
implore you to comfort my sister. Pray go straight to
them, but do not tell them she is actually dead ?only
prepare them for the truth. Do what you think best,
say what you please; only act so that uiy mind may

i be relieved and that I may not have to dread another
i misfortune. Support ami comfort my dear father

and my dear sister. Answer me at once, 1 entreat.
. Adieu! Y'our faithful V-'.A.M.

I MURDER JCALucsr THE CAUSE.? About nine and
j a half o cluck Christmas night, a young man named
1 Michael Smith was murdered on the corner of Canal

and Maystreets, by John Sellers. The particulars
of the tragical ahair as learned by our reporter are as
follows : It appears that Sellers and Smith wero
both paying their addresses to tho same lady, which
led to jealous feeling and frequent quarrels. Meet-
ing again on Mouday evening the quarrel was re-
sutned, and many angry words spoken. Smith left
the bouse, but was followed by .Sellers, who drew a
razor and rushing upon his rivalcut his throat, com-
pletely severing tho jugular vein.

Sellers wassubsequently
arrested by officers Bowers and Webb of the Middle
district, and committed by the coroner to answer the
charge at court. The deceased was a blacksmith by
trade, and lived on the corner of Canal and Mulliken
streets. Sellers is a barber and worked in the vicin-
ity w here tho tragedy was enacted. The deceased
was 111 years of age.

DEATH or ASox OF THE LATE GEX. IV.W. MORRIS.?Many persons will be surprised and pained to learn
of the death of Lieut. Gouverneur Morris, U. S. Ma-
rine Corps, son of the late General W. W. Morris,
which occurred at Fort Mellenry on Christmas. Tho
deceased was inhis 24th year, and not unknown in
this city, where his lamented father had so many
warm iriends. But a few weeks since, he was hero
in the full vigor of youth, superintending the re-
moval of the remains of his parent to their last rest-
ing place, at Morrisania, New York. Recently ho
returned upon business, when he was stricken by the
hand of disease, and in a few days death ended his
sufferings.
