NEWS OF THE DAY.
FROM EUROPE.

By the arrival of tho steamship City of Washing-
ton. at New York, from Liverpool on the 13th, via
Queenstown on the 14th, we are in possession of four
days later news from Europe.

Pending the official enquiry into the Jamaica
affair, Governor Eyre has been suspended from his
functions, and Sir Henry Stork appointed tempo-
rarilyin his stead. Tho papers all varied in their
opinions as to this change inthe executive adminis-

' tration of the island. The TYwie# says General Eyre's
position will bo that of Governor "on leave," and
the Morning Post thinks that tho suspension will
have a bad effect upon the negroes.

On the 12th inst., O'Donovan occupied the entire
day in his own defence be,ore the Fenian Court. He
was extremely insolent inhis remarks, and sought to
exhaust tho patience of the Court. He was. however,
found guilty, and owing to his similar conviction six
years ago, was sentenced to penal servitude for life.
The governor of the Richmond jailhas absconded.

It is reported that France has given England six
months' notice to terminate the extradition treaty, in
consequence of the strict formalities required before
any French offender is given up.

The Emperor of Austria is visiting his sub-
jects. At Pesth, Hungary, ho was enthusiastically

, received, aud in response to a speech of welcome said
that he visited them full of confidence and expected
their confidence in return.

Trouble with the Chinese Government is anti-
cipated owing to tho death of Burgeoincs.

\u25a0 to tho popular heart, ivithall the high characteris-tics of humanity and civilization, and that the strong
\u25a0 arm of law and justice may be interposed for the pro-

, tectioa of lifeand limb, against the culpable negli-
gence and criminal recklessness of railroad and

' steamboat employees. Almost every morning wo aro
advised, through the columns of the press, of somethrilling disaster of that sort, involving the loss of
human lives; but tho intelligence passes like a sum-
mer doud, leaving no shadow behind, except upon
the poor heart stricken by the thunderbolt, which

\ mourns insceretatid silence the sad bereavement with
which recklessness has overwhelmed a sorrowing
househo'd. The writer alludes to this subject the
more feelingly from the fact of having, himself, re-
cently been placed inpositions of peril by collisions
on land and water. The first was a collision on thePhiladelphia and Baltimore Railroad, from which,
witha lacerated leg, ho barely escaped with his life,
and the other was by a collision on C'hesapeako Bay.
in which he suffered only a painful sympathy and
solicitude on behalf of helpless women and children,
which, happily, was of brief duration.

With the latter occurrence there are some pleasant
recollections,which willalways be agreeably cherished
under the head of amenities of tho sea. Afew even-
ings since I left Fortress Monroe for Baltimore, inthe
fine steamer Adelaide, of the Old Bay Line. The
weather was somewhat boisterous. The sun had just
gonedown into abed of clouds that looked angry, and
the winds breathed rudely against the strong ram-
parts, within the walls of which the idol of theSouthern people pined for liberty, As I turned my face
from the shore to tho dark waters that were foaming,
as it wero with rage, I thought that tho bold sailors,who cleared tho waves with their frail and tiny cruft,would be safer in the harbor of Hampton Roads than
there eip'iseiC in tho huze and darkness of nigk~t,~to
the countless dangers of the deep.

As our noble boat proudly breasted the wind and
the wave, the night grew more dark and hazy. Hav-
ing partook of a sumptuous supper, I retired to my
state-room with a view or resigning myself to the careof Somnus and the skill of our vigilant captain. Ihad no sooner entered than I heard a shrill monitory
whistle from the lips of Miss Adelaide, and knowing
that itmeant danger, I hastened on deck, but beforeI had taken many stops, a shock from stem to stern
gave notice that avollision of some sort had occurredOn advancing to the bow of the boat, I saw a schoon-
er, wit'ii ail canvass spread, sweeping around on our
starbord side, and heard the crew calling out lustily,
"Come take us off l como tako us off! " it was in-

ferred therefrom that the unfortunate vessol was in
a sinking condition.

Our Captain, withcommendable promptitude andenergy, manned his boats and sent them to the relief
of the schooner, which, however, ran for land, hoping
thus to avoid the capacious jars of the mighty deep.
In that hope, unluckily, as the sequel told, she was
doomed to disappointment, as she went down indeep
water, with the salvation only of the crew. The col-
lision must have resulted from gross negligence onthe part of the scho&ner, as the lights of our steamer
were brightly burning, and might have been ob-
served, distinctly, for half a mile or more.

The occurrence naturally threw the l:uies aboardinto a state of alarm which very much impaired tho
pleasure of the tripand disturbed the repose of tho
night, which would otherwise have been delightful
on board the smooth and gently sailing Adelaide.?But there was another vessel which performed a
part, that must not be forgotten or overlooked in
that thrilling drama. The gallant steamer GeorgeLeary. of the New Line of Norfolk steamers, hearing
our signal of trouble, immediately hastened to our
relief. She must have been at the time a mile or
more distant from us, but at the sound of our whistle
she changed her course and came gracefully andbeautifully to oursido, generously inquiring if shecould contribute inany way to the safety or relief of
the Adelaide.

As I stood alone, on hurricane deck, and lookedabroad upon the dark tempestuous wilderness of
wind and waves, and thought of those who might
find a watery grave amidst tho darkness and desola-tion that reigned around, my heart overflowed with
sympathy for those who might be exposed to theperils which brooded everywhere, over the sea, inthedarkness of that tempestuous night. But when, soli-tary and alone, I stood upon the wheelhouse of ournoble steamer, and saw the lights of tho gallantGeorge Leary, and then heard the music of herpaddles mingling with the storm, and then saw her
come gently and gracefully to our side, and thenheard the voice of her noble commander ask what
service he could render, my heart swelled to burst-
ing, with emotions of tho sublimest kind, while I ox-claimed, fervently, though silently, God bless that
man and his noble steamer!

Having soon ascertained that the Adelaide had not
suffered any serious injury, the boats separated and,
as the George Leary retired, only to follow in ourwake and generously watch over us during tho night,
three hearty cheers were given for her by those inthe
bow of our boat; and the name of Capt. Blakeman
and his gallant and graceful stoamer willbepleasant-
lyremembered by all who were on board the good
steamer Adelaide, on that memorable occasion; andwhose good fortune it was, on tho dark bosom of tho
deep, amidst the terror and romanco of wind and
waves, to see and tofeel how beautiful, how graceful
and impressive, are the amenities of the sea.

The Riot in Alexandria.
From the Alexandria State Journal ofJTuesday.we

take the particulars of the riot which occurred inthat
city on Christmas day, and which was briefly men-
tioned in the Commercial yesterday morning.

No city ever presented a greater scene of ri< t and
disorder than did Alexandria yesterday. Whisky
flowed in streams from many of our restaurants, and 1from some it was dealt out as liberally to the coloredpeople a- to the whites. Early in the morning it was
observed by our quiet citizens that all the young
"reconstructed'' gentlemen of the city were well arm-ed, and the gravest fears were expressed lest a colli-sion should take place between them and the colored
people before the day was over. These fears were n< t '
without foundation, for rioting commenced at an
early hour inthe forenoon, and at one o'clock. P. M.thad assumed such fearful proportions that Mayor
Wade found it necessary to call upon the military 1authorities for assistance to suppress it. Capt. ilain- 1brick, to whom the Mayor made his application, tele- 1
graphed Gen. Augur for orders, and that gentleman '
at once telegraphed back to use what number of
troops was thought necessary to suppress the rioting
then at its height in the city.

Three companies of Hancock's veterans were at !once ordered out, and proceeded to arrest every one 1found engaged in rioting and disorderly conduct.
The military did not commence their operations any '
too soon?indeed not soon enough?for many persons
had been seriously and dangerously wounded before 'they appeared on the scene of action. Notwithstand-ing the Mayor requested of the military authorities 1that all persons engaged in riotous conduct be ad- '
monished to go peaceably to their homes, itwas found 1
necessary to arrest between fiftyand a hundred of the 1
ring leaders of the various disturbances then going 1on throughout the city, who were mostly sent to the I
slave pen, where they were compelled to remain du- 'ring the balance of the day and night. Some of themwere this morning released, while the more guilty

So many reports were prevalent this morning of 'shootings and cold-blooded murders, that any one 1listening to them would have thought that the dark- (

ALABAMA.

Inaugural Adtlre**of Gov. Pntton.
In his inaugural address Robert M. Patton, Gover-

nor of Alabama, says that "at tho beginning of the
year 1861 Alabama contained nearly 1,000,000 inhabi-
tants, and all of industry and trade were
prosperous. Villages, towns and eitios were flourish-
ing. and internal improvements were rapidly andsatisfactorily going forward: 997.000 bales of cottonwere produced in 1800, and Alabama had become the
largest cotton-growing State in the Union, producing
about one-fifth of tho entire American crop." The
results of the war proved most disastrous, for theGovernor adds:

"Of the wide waste and ruin which the war has
wrought upon our once happy country, Alabama hassuffered a fullshare. Of her brave sons who enteredthe army it may be safely stated that from tbirty-fivo
thousand to forty thousand perished in the service.?
In natural wealth her loss, in one species of property
alone, that of slaves, is not less than $250,000,000; and
the aggregate amount of losses of tho various otherdescriptions of property must be equally as much.?
Hence we find that in this State alone we havo sus-
tained a loss in actual and substantial wealth of at
least SSOO,(XK),OOfI.

* * * "Ithink we may all profit much by con-
trasting the prosperity and happiness which our
country enjoyed at the beginning of the recent war
with its present crippled and almost ruined condi-
tion. In doing this we shall forget the contentions,bickeriogs, passions, excitements and dissensions
through which wo have passed; or, if we cannot for-
get, at least let us rise above them. Let us be as oneman, and if we are unable to recover that which hasbeen lost, it becomes us to bend our united energies
in saving and improving that which remains to us.

"The war closed with Andrew Johnson as Presi-
dent of the United States. The South lay prostrate
and helpless at tho feet of Federal power. During
the war the legislation of Congress was necessarilytinged withthe passions of the times, and upon the
return of peace there were found upon the national
statute books some of the most stringent and pre-
scriptive laws for the punishment of persons and con-
fiscation of property. There was but one way by
which we could escape the penalties of those rigorous
enactments, and that was through the pardoningpower of the President."

The Governor discusses other points as follows:
RECONSTRUCTION.

"The reconstruction or restoration policy of thePresident was duly submitted to the people of Alaba-
ma, and has been unhesitatingly accepted by themIt may be saloly asserted that, as far as tho work ofreconstruction has progressed in this State, it hasbeen in strict conformity with what was understood
to bo the policy of the General Government. With-out undue murmuring and in perfect good faith, ourpeople have patriotically conformed to all the exi-gencies of the situation. They fullyand fairly accept
the results of the war with all their legitimate conse-quences.

THE BTATE DEBT.
"In the year 1845 the bonded liabilities of Alabama

amounted to over $10,000,000. This heavy indebted-ness was created, in part at least, by a system of
banking, the general operations of which were detri-
mental to the publio interests. But, by a wise and
judicious policy, this large debt has been so far re-duded that our liabilities on account of State bonds
of the present time amount to oly$3,445,000. These
bonds are payable as follows: $2,109,000 payable in
the city of New lork and bearing only 5 per cent,
interest; $648,000 payable in London and bearing also5 per cent, interest; and the remaining $688,000, pay-
able likewise in London, bearing an interest of 6 per
cent, per annum. This is comparatively a small debt,which comes completely within the financial controland management of the State,

FBKK.LABOB.
"Asudden radical change has been wrought inour

labor system. The extinotionof slavery is one of the
inevitable results of the war. The relation hereto-
fore subsisting between the whites and blacks hasbeen totallychanged. The negroes are now free, and
this stubborn fact is fully and unequivocally recog-
nized. How far governmental action may be able to
promote the common interest of thotwo races in their
suddenly changed condition is a great problem which
time alone can solve.

"The normal vocation of the negro is that of a cul-
tivator of the soil. The soil and climate of Alabama
are peculiarly adapted to the growth of cotton?that
great staple which wields a most potent influence in
the commercial w°rld. Land-owners are dependent
upon the negroes for tho labor which is necessary to
produce cotton. Hence, the negroes have but to
avail themselves of the advantages which they pos-
sess as cultivators of cotton lands to make themselves
an independent living. In their new condition, their
future happiness or misery depends entirely upon
themselves. They will find no disposition on the
part of the whites to oppress them, or withhold from
them any of those rights to which they are entitled
as freedmen."

CARE FOP. THE GRAVES OF THE SOLDIERS.Some months ago. Quartermaster General Meigs
issued an order to his assistants to make special re-
ports of the localities and condition of soldiers' ceme-
teries known to them, with recommendations of the
moans necessary to provide for the preservation ofthe remains interred therein, from desecration. Sincethat lime, tho "Roll of Honor." or tho names ofsoldiers who died indefence of the American Union,has been published, and recently tho names of theotneers and soldiers found on the battle-fields of the
Wilderness and of Spottsvlvania Court House. VaOf these latter, nearly 800 names, 210 are tho=e ofsoldiers from Pennsylvania, SO from New York, and02 from Massachusetts. Head-boards have beenerected to then- graves on the battlo-field of thewilderness. Two cemeteries have been laid out en-closed by a paling fence. The sits are well adapted

for the resting place of those who fell in the vicinity
having been selected where the scenes of carnage ap-
peared to bo the greatest. Itwas no unusual occur-rence to observe the lines of our men close to theabattis of the enemy; and. in one case, several skele-
tons ofoursoldiers were found in their trenches.

Hundreds of graves on these battle-fields are with-
out any marks whatever to distingish them, and socovered with foliage that the visitor will he unable
tofind the last resting placeof those who have fallenuntil the rains and snows of winter wash off the sur-face of the light covering of earth, and expose their
remains.

Quartermaster General Meigs has caused to be re-
moved to the cemetery at Arlington, the remains ofthose who died on the camping grounds inthe viein-'ty, and has taken measures to collect the remains ofall others for deposit in permanent cemeteries, in-cluding those at Camp Douglas. Chicago.

CONVENTION OF MARYLAND SCHOOL TEACHERS.?Yesterday morning at 10 o'clock, a convention of thepublic school teachers of Maryland assembled in the
Western Female High School, inthis city. The body-was called to order and temporarily organized bv (he
selection of Samuel Ringgold, of Baltimore county, asChairman, and Joseph J. G.Webster, Baltimore city,as Secretary. It was ascertained that teachers were
present from Talbot. Howard. Baltimore, CarrollAnno Arundel. Washington, Kent, Prineo George's!
Frederick and Montgomery counties and from Balti-more city. A committee on permanent organization,
composed of the following persoDS, was appointed:?
D. A. Ilollingshead, Baltimore city: J. T. Small, Tal-
bot county; William Griffith, Howard; R. M. G. Trai-
ner, Baltimore; Clotworthy Bowie, Carroll; Wm. P.Bennett. Anne Arundel; S. S. Ambrose, Washington:
S. S. Hepbron, Kent; Mr. Rittenhouse, Prince
George's; J. W. Marriott, Frederick; James E. Gib-bons, Montgomery.

[ The committee retired, and. after deliberation, re-
ported the following as permanent officers of the con-
vention: President, D. A. Ilollingshead; Vice-Presi-dent, Samuel Ringgold: Treasurer, Wm. P. Bennett-Recording Secretary, J. J. G. Webster; Correspond-
ing Secretary. Henry Russell, of Frederick county.Mr.Hollingshead declined serving, and, tho conven-tion excusing him, he nominated Dr. Thomas B.Baird, of this city, who was unanimously chosen.?
The report of the committee was then adopted.
Upon taking the chair, Dr. Baird made a brief speech,setting forth tho objects of the convention, one of
which was to organize the intelligent teachers of
Maryland?those persens who, of all others, were
most thoroughly acquainted with the course of edu-cation in this S'atc?in order that their influencemight be felt, and the more readily wielded, in as-
sisting inthe consolidation and systcmatizingof educa-
tion throughout the State.

There were several evils which it would be neces-
sary to remedy, however, before education could boexpected to make any n-",:,]c progress in Maryland
Better salaries should bo paid. A freedinan couldnot now be hired for the sum which had been esti-mated as a fair compensation for a teacher in thisState, and even then it was paid reluctantly. The
salaries paid would attract no talent from the North,
because they were so contemptibly small that North-
ern teachers would turn up their noses at them, andnono could bo expected from the South, of courso, as
the oath required of a teacher would exclude persons
coming from the lately rebellious States. The public
mind of Maryland would require a groat deal of edu-cation before it would properly appreciate the impor-
tance of paying good salaries to competent teachers
This organization was not designed to interfere in
any manner with the proposed system ot education,
but simply to co-operate in devising the best methods
to be pursued, with a view of advancing and eleva-
ting the cause of education inMaryland.

tain a just ambition to be considered when the Gov-
ernment is making its selection of officers. TheBoard, still insession inWashington for the purpose
of seleoting from such volunteers as have distin-
guished themselves by ability and courage, nearly
five hundred first and second lieutenants for theregular army, is doing a part of the work: but it iswhen officers of higher grades are to be chosen thatthe real contest willbegin

Itis said that General Grant prefers the regulars;
but this cannot be true to a great extent, when weconsider that he himself has placed on record the
Warmest recommendations of hundreds of brave
men who went from civil life into the army, ft is
supposed that the regular force of the I nitoil States
willnot he less than 85,(100 men of all arms, whichwillrequire a considerable addition to the present
list of officers. Any person desirous of knowing how
tho President feels on thri general subject, can bo
satisfied bv turning to the Ocnairessiona/ Glob, of the
29th and 30th of May, 1846, where is published the
debate between a certain Andrew Johnson, of Ten-
nessee, and a certain Jefferson Davis, of Mississippi,
in which the latter undertook to sneer at tho me-
chanics and laboring men as unfitted to take com-
mand intho army, an assertion which was instantly
and very roundly rebuked by the former.

PARDOSS.
For the first time since the surrender of Lee's army,

no pardon warrants wero issued by the Attorney
General to-day. The. Applications for pardon have
almost ceased to be made, and the President is dis-
posing of the cases in the custody of the State Depart-
ment, with a prospect of completing the pardon busi-
ness by spring. A few pardon brokers and friends of
petitioners for amnesty call from day to day at the
President's House and on tho Attorney General, but
the pressure for pardon has verymatcriallydiminisb-
ed, the parties directly interested having returned to
their homes.

DECISION ON CLAIMS.
On an inquiry made hy a Provost Marshal, it was

recently decided hy the Pay Department that Provost
Marshal's and other Members of Boards of Enroll-
ment are not entitled, when discharged, to the three
months pay proper under the act of March 3d, 1865,
nor to traveling allowances to their homes.

PATENTS.

The estimate of the number of patents issued for
tho year 1865 shows tho aggregate to bo 6,600, an in-
crease of 1,600 over that of any previous year. There
wiilhe issued from the Patent Office, for the week
ending January 2d, 1866, 129 new patents.
THE ANTICIPATED INSURRECTION?THE APPREHEN-

SIONS GROUNDLESS.
The following responses have been received to in-

quiries upon the subject of anticipated negro dis-
turbances :

Petersburg, Va., Dee. 27. ?There have been no dis-
turbances caused by the negroes, who have behaved
themselves very well. In this city and adjacent
country, they have been quiet and orderly for the
season, and never before were so few seen on our
streets daring the Christmas holidays. There is no
apprehension or uneasiness inthe publio mind ahutit
them.

REVOLUTIONARYPENSIONERS.
On ly two veterans of all those who participated in

tho Navy of the Revolution, so far as known by the
Commissioner of Pensions remain, namely ; William
Hutchinson, of Penobscot, Hancock Co., Maine, aged
101 years, and Lemuel Cook, of Clarendon, Orleans
Co.. New York, aged 99 years; and only five widows
of Revolutionery soldiers draw pensions from the
Government at a yearly amount of $293.

SENATOR CRAGIN'S PROPOSED AMENDMENT.
The following is the full text of the amendment to

the Constitution of the United States,introduced intothe Senate by Senator Chagin, of New Hampshire,
on the day of the adjournment. Its aim is to killfor-
ever the heresy of State sovereignty.

Paramount sovereignty shall reside within the
United States; and every citizen thereof, or of any
S'ate or Territory therein, shall be bound, and pri-
marily owe faith, loyaltyand allegiance to the UnitedStates, anything in the constitution, laws, or the or-dinance of any State, to the contrary notwithstand-ing; and every State heretofore in the Union, orwhich may hereafter be admitted as a member
thereof, shall forever remain and constitute a nart ofthe United States, and shall not under any circum-
stances whatever, have aDy right to secede or with-
draw therefrom.

Richmond, Deo. 27.?There never was more har-mony between the whites and blacks at this season.No aggressive disposition was manifested on the part
of either.

Norfolk,Dec. 27.?There was no aerious disturbance
among the blacks on Christmas day, nor has there
been any since Monday. A few brawls in Newport
and Portsmouth were the result of whisky, and had
no political significance whatever. It is true that
many of the blacks of this county have provided
themselves with pistols, but it is not thought there is
any purpose of insurrection arising there.

POST OFFICE AFFAIRS.
Tho Post Office Department to-day awarded eon-

tracts for services on fifty routes in Virginia and West
Virginia. These routes, for which offices have been
made since regular biddings two months ago, will
cover nearly the whole of these S< ates not then award-ed with immediate postal facilities. Mail service in
North Carolina is in greatly increased demand, and
a number of offices are being made. To-dav upwards
of thirty routes were let. All these services willgo
into operation on New Year's day.

Contracts for services in Soutn Cerolina, Georgia
and other States, are also being freely disposed of in
the appointment office, witha corresponding reopen-
ing of post offices inevery Southern and Southwest-ern State. The number of such distribution may be
set down at 200 per week. Yesterday Yirg[pia, Lou-
isiana, Texas, Kentucky ar.a Tennessee sharedlargely.

COAI, MINE EXPLOSION- IN PENNSYLVANIA.?The
Pittsburg Chronicle says:

"On Wednesday of last week an explosion of a fire
damp occurred inthe coal mines of Enoch W. M'Gin-nis, near Pott'ville, Pa. Several men were at workinthe mines, when one of them, David Davis, walked
towards a place which was full of sulphur, with anaked lamp. Another miner, Benjamin Howard,
who was further inwith a safety lamp, advised Davis
to come no further; but the latter, thinking therewas no danger, advanced, when the fire damp caught
irom his lamp, and a terrific explosion ensued. ?

ANOTHER HABEAS CORPUS CASE.?Since the resto-
ration of the privileges of the writof habeas carpus,
several writs have been sued out in this c-ity, directedto the Provost Marshal, General Woolley, for the pro-
duction of the bodies of various prisoners held by him,
charged with offenses against military law. A few
days since, a writ of this character was issued by
Judge Giles, of the United States District Court,
directing General Woolley to produce the body of
Ralph Abercrombie, confined in jail subject to his
order, and to show cause why he was held, Ac. Yes-terday, General Woolley made his return in the ease
to W. J. Jones, I . S. District Attorney, stating that
Ralph Abercrombie was held by authority of the
President of the United States, and by order of
Major General W. S. Hancock, commanding the
Middle Department; that Abercrombie was arrested
on the 17th of April, 1865, in tho city of Baltimore,
and is charged with acting as a spy within the en-
campments of the armies of tho United States, and
acted as such in the service of the so-called Confed-erate States previous to the surrender of General
I.ee's army; that he is further charged with falsely
denouncing one Captain Deaton, a United States
officer and a prisoner of war inthe hands of the so-
called Confederate States, to the authorities of thesaid States, and thus procuring him to be wrongfully
convicted and executed at Castle Thunder. And
further, that he (General Woolley) has evidence,
which has been forwarded to the Secretary of War,
and which it is believed willcause the trial of said
Abercrombie by a militarycommision; that the Sec-
retary of War has examined the evidence thus fur-
nished him, in older to ascertain whether it would
justifythe trial of the prisoner before a military tri-
bunal ; that the Secretary ot 11 ar has taken measures
for a further investigation, and has ordered that the
said Abercrombie be held until further orders; and
it is believed the charges against Abercrombie arewhollycognizable by a military tribunal. The de-
cision of Judge Giles, it is expected, willbe given to-
day. The prisonor is represented by Messrs. C. J. M.
Gwinn, A. Stirling, Jr., and John 11. Ing.

Abercrombie.it is stated, is a native of Baltimore,
and was formerly a Lieutenant of tho 6th United
States regular Infantry, which position ho resigned
in 1858. In 1861 he was re-commissioned as Lieuten-
ant in the 13th United States Infantry, but resigned
in 1862, and subsequently went South.

SURPRISE VISITS.?The trustees of the Hanover
9treet M. E. Church, on Friday night last, surprised
the Rev. R. R. Murphy, of the Sailors' City Bethel,
by presenting him a costly and beautiful silver tea
service. The presentation speech was made by Rev.
