DEATH OF HON. HENRY WINTER
DAVIS.

It is with feelings of unwonted sorrow and regret

that we arc compelled to record tho sudden demise
of the above mentioned distinguished gentleman, one
of the very foremost intellects not only of Maryland,
but of the nation,?news that will touch with sad-
ness the hearts of thousands who recognized in him
one of the boldest and most eloquent champions of
human rights?one who failed not on all occasions ap-
proving himself one of the very advance guard of
those who are the advocates of free principles. A
fearless advocate; a ripe scholar; trenchant in the
sweep of his proud intellect, ?when he differed with
men or measures, there was no difficulty in his case
in discerning it; and ifhis splendid powers oftentimes
carried him beyond what seemed reasonable bounds,
he received the tribute of earnest admiration from
those who were his most determined opposers, from
those whose plans suffered heaviest at times from his
enthusiastic and uncompromising strength of pvr-
pose. Constituted as he was, earnest to severity in
his frankness; if he carried his points with a brave
disdain of the arts of the politician, his was the reli-
ance of that innate strength which almost contemned
extraneous aids. Anu if, as a political leader, he was
not always discreet; ifhe sought to go straight to the
mark where others might swerve in deference to
popular prejudices, he was a brave and noble ex-
omplar, at the least, and willbe remembered and re-
gretted for his bold singleness of purpose approach-
ing temerity, when less commanding intellects, and
men of less brave purposes, have been long forgotten.

For his shining qualities, the place he filled in the
ranks of those who have made their mark on tho age

Capture ofa Spanish Gunboat.

Nkwlobk, Dec. 31.?The steamer Atlantic, from
Aspinwall on the 22d instant, has arrived. Shebrings the California mails of December Otb. and

The
Chilians had armed a small tow boat called the Inde-
pendence with two or three guns, and at night she
fell in with the launch, which fired at her afid or-
dered her to stop. This done and the light put out,
the Spaniards soon juyiped aboard ancf them-
selves prisoners. ?
