The United States Consul at Port Mahon
writes to the State Department that the cholera has
nearly disappeared from that province, and says that
the mortality inSpain has been far greater than will
ever be known.

A Hartford paper states that Mr. J. Dick-
inson Ripley, a nephew of Governor Buckingham, of
Connecticut, was burned to death on tho steamer
Commonwealth. He was asleep in his stateroom,
and could not be aroused.

The Michigan Soldiers' Monument Associa-
tion has appointed Rev. George Taylor, of Ann
Arbor, special soliciting agent for tho State. He will
enter upon his duties immediately, and the work of
raising SIOO,OOO for the proposed monument willbo
actively prosecuted.

The order requiring all bonded goo ds pass-
ing into the United States to be seized unless invoiced

at the duty paid price in Canada, which has caused
such excitemeut over the border, is now stated to
have been issued without authority from Wash-
ington.

The Elmira Gazette state 3 that the North-
ern Central Railway Company havo purchased the
Northern division of tbe Erie Railway, from Eimira
to Canandaigua, and during tho coming season in-
tend laying the narrow guage track of tho road on
that line, so as to enable them to send through
trains from Baltimore to Niagara Falls.

George Williams and another man, both
burglars, attempted to killa policeman and a citizen
in New York, on Sunday morning, for disturbing
them intheir operations. Several shots were fired at
the officer, aud the citizen was attacked with a carv-
ing knifo, but neither were hurt. Williams only was
arrested.

The Liberator of last week contains the val-
edictory of Win. Lloyd Garrison, who announces that
this is the last number, tho paper having been pub-
lished thirty-five years.

Castle Thunder, at Richmond, has been used,
since tho first year of tho war, as a militaryprison
for the confinement of cvil-doer3 of all kinds and
grades, by the rebel authorities up to the evacuation,
and by the Federal authorities since that time. It
was vacated last week and turned over to its owners.
The Libby Prison has been fitted up, and will here-
after be used as the general military prison in that
city.

They accepted the invita-
tion, carried the election in Nebraska City, and have
succeeded in establishing a condition of society equal
to the palmiest days of bushwhacking in Missouri.

The Kalamazoo Telegraph pulishes an ar-

ticle upon the project of extending the Grand Trunk
from Port Huron to Chicago, in which it gives cur-
rency to the statement that the authorities of tho
Michigan Central Railroad have proposed to the
management of the Grand Trunk Railway to build
a double track from Kalamazoo to Chicago, to ac-
commodate trains on both roads, provided the Grand
Trunk makes its line from Port Huron byway of
Lansing toKal amazoo.

The discovery and arrest have recently been
effected of the persons, who, on the evening of the
30th of October last, robbed the safe of United States
Naval Paymaster Rittenhouse, at Panama, of four-
teen thousand dollars ingold. Tho principals inthe
affair are said to be the keeper of a Panama grog-

shop, named Mark Bradley, and a boy attached to
the United States ship Cyane. The robbery was ef-
fected by means of a key manufactured from an im-
pression on paper of tho ono inpossession of the pay-
master.

The Chicago papers state that the California
Overland Mail, heretofore transmitted via St. Louis
and the Hannibal and St. Joseph Railroad, thence
across the plains to its destination, is to be conveyed
via Chicago, thenee west by the Chicago and North-
western Railway to Boonsboro, Iowa; tlience via tho
Western Stage Company to Omaha; and thence by
Ben Halliday's Overland Line, via Fort Kearney, to
Salt Lake, Iduco and San Francisco. This routg
affords a saving of forty-eight hours in time, and
the mails will be transmitted free of cost to the
Government.

The Strong divorce case was finallybrought
to its termination on Sunday, but in a manner rather
unsatisfactory to the parties concerned. The jury,
after being in deliberation for forty-eieht hours,
came into court and expressed the opinion unani-
mously that it was impossible for them to agree.

of August Bth and October 14th (General Orders, Q.M. G. 0., 56 and 62,1865,) will be promptly reported
to tbis office, addressed to R. R. Division.

As soon after completion of sale to any railroad as
practicable, a statement of the account of such rail-
road with tho United States, accompanied by the re-
ceipt of tho company for the articles sold, with
prices as appraised, and its bond duly executed, will
be forwarded for file in this office.

The duplicate of receipt, and a copy of the bond,willbe retained by the officer mailing the sales.
, Every payment of instalment and interest, whether
in cash or by accepted vouchers, willbe reported onthe day it is made, with a statement ot tho balanceremaining due to tho United Slates. On all such
payments the usual three days'grace willbo allowed.

The railroad companies willlie credited with the
amount of their duly certified vouchers, for any ser-vices rendered prior to tho month current, whether
inexcess or not of the monthly instalment due; such
credit to date from the receipt by the officer to whomthe railroad makes its payments, of vouchers duly
certified, examined aud audited by tho proper officerfor settlement of transportation accounts.

The accounts of railroad companies will be ex-
amined by the proper officers without unnecessarydelay; but uo payments willbo mado to any railroad

Fearful Story of Hydrophobia?Death of
Six Children from the Itlilk of :\u25a0 Bitten
Cow.

[From the Madison (Wis.) Journal.]
Mr.Henry Drew, Assistant Superintendent of pub-

lic Property, has related to us the particulars of a
case of hydrophobia at the village of Waterloo,
which surpasses in tragic interest almost any story
of the kin d we ever read.

Some six or seven years ago a mad dog wentthrough the village of Waterloo, Jefferson county,
and bit a number of animals. Among others, he
snapped at tho leg of a cow belonging to Mr. Bab-
cock. The animal was examined, but no mark was
found, and itwas supposed that itescaped being bit-
ten. The animal was afterward sold to a man by the
ramc of Garrison, who used her milk very freely, as
did two of his children. Some of the neighbors, in-
cluding Mr. Drew's family, were also supplied with
the milk of this eow.

At different times during the time since the cow
was bitten, there has been incxplicaple and fatalsickness among those using her milk, and two chil-
dren of Mr. Garrison, two of Mr. Drew, and two
others havo been attacked with spasms and died in
agony. Mr. Garrison has also been attacked at
times with spasms. The mystery of this sickness was
solved by the death, with every symptom of hydro-
phobia, a short time ago. of the cow so slightly bit-
ton seven years ago, and in whose system madness
had been latent ever since.

NEGBO FREE LABOR?IMPORTANT STATEMENT.?'
The Commissioner of Freedmcn's Affairs on Satur-
day received the following letter from a distinguish-
ed ex-gcneral of the confederate army, who has
several large plantations in the State of Arkansas,

and on which ho is engaged in the cultivation of

cotton:
"It affords me great pleasure to inform you that 1

have been successful beyond my most sanguine ex-
pectations in engaging laborfor all my plantations in
Arkansas and Tennessee. I have already engaged
aOout 400 freedmen, and have fullconfidence inmak-
ing a success of the year's work. Ihave given to
the freedmen inall cases apart of the crop of cotton,
and I allow them land for cultivation for their own
use without charge therefor. I could have engaged
1,000 laborers if Ibad needed that number. My
brother, who adopted my plan of labor, has also suc-
ceeded admirably in the syEtemof free labor. I have
put one large plantation under white laborers from
the North, upon precisely the same terms that I en-
gaged freedmen. 1 felt anxious to try the system of
white labor in growing cotton, and therefore I en-
gaged labor of that character for one plantation.?
Knowing the interest you feel in the success of the
system of the freedmen, and feeling grateful for your
kindness to me, I deem it a duty tj communicate the
result of my work thus far."

THE LATEST IDAHO STORY.?A letter of early Octo-
ber, from a gold miner in Idaho, reports these won-
derful discoveries:

"A party that were prospecting on the AVnr Eagle
Mountain, about one mile south oftheOro Fino, found
one of tho richest gold and silver ledges ever found
anywhere: or, as they say, itis richer than anything
we read of in the history of mines. Itis close to tho
Empire ledge, and is supposed to cross it. The new
discovery is named the l*oor Man's?it is from one to
three feet wide. The Oregon Steam Navigation
Company have got into it, and have taken five tons
of the ore to the Sinker mitt and worked it there;
the five tons yielded over one ton of bullion. A man
that stops in the house with me got four pounds of
the rock and crushed it. He got eighteen ounces of
dust after retorting. They get blocks of native silver
as large as candlo boxes, and hammer itout like a
wagon tire, and leave it all shining with free gold.
Three parties claim this discovery, and a battle is
expected at any time."

THE CHOLERA AT CONSTANTINOPLE.? The United
States Consul at Constantinople, under date of .De-
cember 6, laboring under the impression that the
cholera had reached this country, encloses a commu-
nication to the Department of State, from the Levant
Herald, published inthat city, containing some use-
ful hints in regard to the treatment of the dire
scourge, the result of experience. The writer of the
communication gives a prescription that has been
used in that city with eminent success, viz : equal
parts of laudanum, tincture of rhubarb, and spirits of
camphor.

The United States Consul at Fort Mahon advises
the Department of State, under date of November
30, that the cholera has nearly disappeared from that
province. A few cases only have occurred at Ciuda-
della during the week ending November 30. Tbe
Consul adds that the mortality in Spain has been
much greater than willever be made known.

The story created intense excitement, and the house
where the affair was said to have occurred was burned
by the friends of the family.

WHECK OF THE OSiSTITJ TIO.V.

Forty Etves Tt-Hie r|italn, One Pns-
seniter and Twelve of the Crew Saved.
The following additional despatches, regarding the

te.-rible calamity that has befallen the steamer Con-
stitution, first announced on Saturday, have been
received:

NEWBBSN, N. C., December 30.? The Times has a
private telegram from Morehead City, of the '-'9th
inst., which says the steamer Constitution, Captain
Greenman, from Savannah to New York, struck
Cape Lookout shoals on the night of the 25th and
went to pieces. She had 54 persons, all told, on board,
including two ladies and one child. The Captain and
13 men were saved?the rest were lost. The steamer
is a total wreck.

WILMINGTON,N. C., Dec. 30, 18(55.? The steamer
Constitution, Captain Greenman, left Savannah for
New York on the 23d instant, with 24 passengers and
700 bales of cotton. She struck on the southern
point of Lookout shoal on Tuesday morning, at four
o'clock, where she remained 48 hours, and then
broke up.

The captain, 12 of the crew, and one passenger, W.
P. Long, of Brooklyn, New York, saved themselves
on cotton bales. They landed at Cape Lookout
Lighthouse at four o'clock on Thursday afternoon,
and thence proceeded to Morehead City.

Forty persous on board the ill-fated vessel, con-
sisting of passengers and crew, perished.

The survivors left Morehead City for New Y'ork
this evening.

DESCRIPTION OF THE CONSTITUTION.

The Constitution was built at Mystic, Conn., in
1863, of oak and chestnut, and was strongly fastened
with copper and iron, and was considered an excel-
lent steamer in every respect: her strength was well
tested by holding together for forty-eight hours after
getting on the shoals. She was 944 tons register, and
rated Al*in American Lloyd's Rcpister. She was 184
feet in length, 33 feet beam, and 19 feet depth of hold;
was brig-rigged, and her draught was 14 feet. She
cost 5120.000 to build.

Immediately after her completion she was placed
in the service of the Government as a transport. She
could accommodate 75 persons in the cabin, and a
large number inthe steerage.

Inauguration of the .ttuyur of l'liilartol-
pbia.

PHILADELPHIA, .) an. I.? The inauguration of Mayor
Morton McMich&el took place to-day, at noon, at
Independence Hall, in thelhall of Common Councils.
Previous to the ceremonies the retiring Mayor. Alex-
ander Henry, was addressed by Fire Marshal Black-
burn on behalf of the police force of the eily. who
presented him with a handsome gold watch and
chain. Mr. Blackburn remarked that although the
Mayor had discountenanced all gifts while occupying
office, they trusted he would receive this testimonial
as an evidence of their esteem when again becoming
a private citizen. In his reply, Mr. Henry paid a high
compliment to the police force, which had aided every

endeavor of his to preserve the peace of the city du-
ring most trying periods.

The inaugural ceremonies were opened with prayer

by the Rev. Geo. Boardman. after which the oath of
office was administered by Judge Thompson. The
Mayor, in his inaugural address, remarked that inhis
first official utterance he desired to express his high
appreciation of the wisdom an d ability which had
marked the administration of his predecessor, and
that he should endeavor to follow in the path so sue- ?
cessfully pursued by him. He had seriou3 responsi-
bilities to meet, and grave obligations to discharge
with territorial area exceeding that of any other
American capital and population only second to
what is claimed by New York.

Philadelphia possessed capacity for illimitable
growth and expansion, and could not help increasing
constantly and rapidly, both in numbers and extent,

and if the people were only equal to their fortune
before the close of the current century, they would
count a larger population, dwelling in more and bet-
ter houses and spreading over a wider surface than
could be found in any other American Metropolis.?
If wo are equal to fortune, implied a doubt, which
lie intended first must be admitted. In recent years,
we have not made instant or sufficient use ofnatural
superiorities; while we deliberate, it not unfrequcntly
happens that others act. Itis manifest that all parts
of the Union willbe stirred into unprecedented ac-
tion, and this state of things will inevitably tend to
earnest competition among the principal centres of
business, and they who bring to the contest the com-
pletest equipments and sustain themselves without
the slizhest faltering, will win the chiefest prizes.
Without in any degree disparaging tho merits of her
rivals, Philadelphia should be at least among the
foremost, both as a manufacturing centre, and with
the opportunities she possesses for easy communica-
tion, both internal and foreign, if judiciously im-
proved, as a distributing centre. Let us so act, that,
if Philadelphia fails to reach that lofty station to
which she is entitled, we shall stand acquitted before
the tribunal of our conscience of all complicity. The
Mayor then received the congratulations of the mem-
bers of the Common Councils and many distinguished
citizens, and entered upon his official duties.

TEXAS.

NEW ORLEANS, December 28.? Affairs on the Rio

Grande are unchanged. The Liberals arc up the
river Jalle.

F. D. Lubbock, lately released from Fort Delaware
has reached his Texas home in western Texas.

The planters, farmers and freedmen are generally
making contracts for new year satisfactory to both
parties. In central Texas the prospects are not so
good; the planters are discouraged.

General Gregory is making a tour, addressing the

freedmen with a view to persuade them to make con-

tracts for labor next year. There is much complaint
about the mail service thoughout Texas. It takes
seventeen days to get a letter from Houston to New
Orleans, which can be traveled in three days.

Business in Galveston is dropping off. Goods arc
daily declining in price.

Early this month, at Jefferson, Texas, thf military
rescued by force, in open district court, from the
sheriff, two Treasury agents indicted by the grand
juryfor swindling. The officer in command ordered
the provisional judge of the court to release the
agents, under the threat of punishmcut if he dis-
obeyed. The judge declined obeying the order.

Telegraphic communication from New Orleans,
north and east, is veryirregular.

GEORGIA.

Trinl of Eamnr Progrensing?Collision of
Steamers at Sea.

SAVANNAH,GA., December 28.? The steamer Zodiac,

which left here for New York yesterday, collided
with the steamer Virgo, bound to Savannah, when
northward of Charleston.

Both steamers arrived here th>s evening, the Zodiac
badly damaged.

The Lamar trial proceeded to-day. Messrs. A. T.
Browne, senior and junior, Treasury agents, pre-
sented voluminous testimony.

TENNESSEE.

Late Tornado in Pnlnskt.
NASHVILLE, Dec. 30.? Latest information from

Pulaski states that the loss of life and property is less
than at first reported. Only one white person was
killed, Miss Bradden. A Mrs. Johnson is thought to

be mortally injured. One negro woman was killed,
and seven negroes more or less severely injured.

The tornado struck the northwestern part of the
town, uprooting trees, destroying six or seven houses.
A portion of Richland factory was destroyed, and
several houses in a southwestesly direction were
levelled withthe ground.

New Year's Way at the Capital.

The President Kept Open House.

Reception of the Diplomatic Corps.

Discrediting the National Banks.

WASHINGTON FENIAN CIRCLE.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 1, 1866.
THE PRESIDENT'S RECEPTION.

The Star of this evening gives the following ac-
count of President Johnson's reception:

The first public reception was given by PresidentJohnson to-day. It was hoped that previous to ad-
journment Congress would appropriate a sufficient
sum for refurnishing the White House, but it was
found that the thirtythousand dollars which was ap-
propriated for that purpose barely sufficed to pay offdebts accumulated during the previous occupancy of
the Executive Mansion, leaving nothing fr present
improvements. The cast room is particularly de-
faced, and was unfitfor a reception, butby the efforts
of Mr. William Slado, steward of the White House,
it was placed in a tolerably presentable condition.?
The worn carpet in this apartment, us well as those
in the other rooms, was covered with a neat spread,
for the purpose of protecting it from further injury
by the crowd, and the most soiled furniture was re-
moved. The carpets in the ante-rooms were taken
up, leaving the oil cloth, which is always laid down
under them.

A platform was built from the windowjof the hall
in which the staircase ascends, to the pavement, so as
to enable the crowd to pass out without obstructing
ingress, and the doors of the vestibule were removed,
thus giving free access to the reception room.

In tho Blue Room, where tho President receiveshis
visitors, elegant bouquets formed of white ana varie-
gated eamelias, heliotrope, lilies and mignonette
were placed in gilded flower stands, and on the lac-
quered tables of Japanese workmanship.

At an early hour this morning the United StatesMarshal, Mr. Gooding; his deputy, Mr. Phillips; theCommissioner of Public Buildings, Mr. French; and
Mr. Richards, Superintendent of Metropolitan Po-
lice, were in attendance at the lYhite House, com-
pleting the arrangements for the ceremonies- The
detail of police consisted of sixty-seven men, who,
in their new uniforms and white gloves, presented avery creditable appearance. Forty wero assigned tothe Executive Mansion, under the command of Ser-
geants Hurley and Skippon. Twenty of them wore
stationed in the various apartments through which
the guests were to pass. A number of polico wero
also placed on duty at the residences ol' the Secre-
taries.

The Marine Band, under Prof. Scala. was seated in
the principal ante-room, and during the reception
performed the following airs: Hailto the Chief. Cora
and Aria?Roberto, it Diavolo. Overte?William
Tell. Aria?La Favorita. Settimino?Ernani.?
Waltz?Dr'am on the Ocean. Liberty Duetto?l
Puritani. Duetto ?La Traviata. Cavatina?ll Fu-
rioso. Aria?Ernani. Cavatina?Harold. Grand
March?Tanhauser. Star Spangled Banner: Hail
Columbia, and Y'ankee Doodle. Tho gates leading
to the grounds of the Executive Mansion were
closed, and guarded by a detachment of Veteran Re-
serves.

Sir Frederick Bruce, British Minister, was the first
of tbe Diplomatic Corps to arrive, and SecrctarvStanton the first of the Cabinet. The others included
in the 11 o'clock reception rapidly followed, and con-
sisted of the members of the Cabinet excepting Sec-
retary Seward, who sailed for the gulf on Saturdav.
and who was represented by the Acting Secretarv ofState, (Mr. Hunter,) all of the Diplomatic Corps're-
siding inthe city, Chief Justice Chase and the Asso-
ciated Judges of tho Supreme Court, and Judges
Olin, Carter, and W.vlie, of the District Court. Most
of these dignitaries were accompanied by their fami-
lies. A large number of Senators, including the Presi-
dent of the Senate, Mr. Foster, and Senators Morgan,
Harris, Johnson, Saulsbury. Stewart, Ramsey, Footc,Morrili, Howard and Stockton, and members of Con-
gress withtheir families were also present.

A few minutes before eleven, the President, accom-
panied by bis daughters. Mrs. Patterson and Mrs.Stover, and two young ladies from Nashville, guests
of tho family, entered the Blue Room. Col. Robert
Johnson, son of the President, was ill, and unable to
be present. The other attaches of the Executiveoffice. Col. Moore, Coi. Rives, Maj. Morrow, and
Mai. Long, were in attendance, and entertained many
of the guests who lingered in the reception room.?
Mrs. Patterson was dressed in black velvet, elegantly
trimmed, and wa ornamented simply by a white
japonica in lier hair. Mrs. Stover was attired in
black silk, and was also without ornaments. Eachlady held a beautiful bouquet of mignonette, helio-trope and japonicas.

Marshal Gooding stood on the left of the President
and nearest the entrance to tiie reception room, and
the acting Secretary of State on tbe right, the latter
presenting the members of tho diplomatic corps asthey entered the apartment. The Commissioner of
Public Buildings, Hon. B. B. French, presented the
guests to Mrs. Patterson ar.d Mrs. Stover. After thomembers of tho Cabinet, the foreign Ministers, tbo
Judges of the Supreme Court of the United States,
Senators and representatives in Congress, and the
Judges of the Supreme Court of theDistrict of Colum-
bia and the Court ol Claims had beeu presented, afew moments were occupied in mutual congratula-
tions, the distinguished guests completely filling theBlue Room, and forming a most brilliant assem-
blage.

At half-past eleven the officers of the army, navv
and marine corps were received. General Town-end
presented the officers of the army, who were preceded
by Lieutenant General Grant and staff, and includedMajor Generals Augur, Gilmore, Meigs, Ingalls, Fes-
senden. Mott, Vincent. Hnrdie, Seth, Williams,
Brice, Barnes. Howard, and others, ai d a large num-ber of Brigadier Generals and subordinate officers.The officers of the navy were not so numerous.
These were presented by Captain Fox, Assistant
Secretary of the Navy, and consisted principally of
subordinate officers, including those'of the marine
corps on duty in Washington.

At 12 o elock the gates of the President's grounds
were thrown open, and the citizen's reception com-menced. Carriages approached by the cast gifte anddeparted by the west gate, the order being reversed
for pedestrians. The knowledge that the gates would
not be opened to the public until 12 o'clock pre-
vented the assembling of a large crowd until after
the principal receptions had taken place, and the
dignitaries had taken their departure, but by one
o'clock the approaches to the White House were
densely thronged by visitors, who continued to ar-
rive by hundreds until two o'clock, the hour at which
the public reception terminated.

After two o'clock, such of thecoiored people as were
in waiting outside were admitted.

Upon the conclusion of the ceremonies, the mem-
bers of the Marino Bond woro shown to onn of the
apartments inthe basement, where a New 1 ear's din-
ner, prepared under the supervision of the VV hite
House steward, Mr.Blade, awaited them.

THE CITY.
The receptions of the ladies of the Cabinet Min-

isters were only second inimportance to that at the
President's mansion, being attended by the Judges of
the Supreme Court, the members of the Diplomatic
Corps, the high officers of the army and navy, and a
throng of distinguished officials and other citizens.
That of Mrs. Harlan, who was attended by her
daughter and Miss Simpson, daughter of Bishop
Simpson, was particularly elegant, though simp'e?-
no liquors being off red. The reception at Secretary
McCulloeh's and Postmaster General Dennison's,
were also admirably conducted. The Judges of the
Supreme Court gave receptions, except Judge Davis,
who was called to Baltimore by the death of hiscousin, Henry Winter Davis.

PEONAGE I.V MEXICO.
In answer to a resolution of the House of Repre-

sentatives of the flth of December, requesting infor-
mation relative to a so-called decree concerning the
re-establishment of slavery or peonage inthe repub-
lic of Mexico, the President has transmitted to Con-
gress a report from the Se rotary of State, the opin-
ion of the Attorney General, and other documents on
the subiect. The papers include correspondence be-
tween Secretary Seward and Mr. Corwin. Senor Ro-
mero, the Mexican Minister, and Mr. Bigelow, at
Paris. Mr. Corw in, the Amerioan Minister at Mexico,
under date of September 10th, 1865, first notifies the
State Department of the promulgation of Maximil-
ian's "Immigration" or peonage decree.This subject was at once referred to the Attorney
General for his opinion, and who, in his reply, after
citing the provisions of the decree, argued that it
constituted a law "which deprives workingmen of
rights which we in this country regard, and which in
every well organized community should be regarded
as estimable, inalienable, and indestructible, and
certainly makes them slaves." Senor Romero, the
Mexican Minister, also laid the subject before the
State Department; and the decrees, with the opinion
of the Attorney General, was sent to the French
Government, the Secretary of State informing the
Mexican Minister that the decrees had received the
consideration of the Department, and that measures
had been adopted which was deemed proper to meet

the exigencies which they present.

DISCREDITING NATIONAL BANKS.

Information has been received at the State Depart-
ment that attempts have been made by Southern
journals to discredit certain national banks, recently
organized in the cities of the South, by asserting that
the institutions are in a precarious condition and
likely to fail, and therefore their currency should be
rejected altogether or taken withcaution, these at-
tempts to discredit national banks would fail of their
object if the Southern people would bear in mind
that the circulation of the so-called shaky banks is
but 90 per cent, of the securities deposited by them
with the Government; that there is now on deposit
with Mr. Spinner. United States Treasurer. $335,000,-
000 for the redemption of the notes of national banks,
nnd the notes ODly bank that has failed?the
bank of Attica, X. Y.?are now held by privatejeiti-
zens without uneasiness. This bank failed last
March, and up to this timo but $1,500 of its circula-
tion has been presented to the United States Treasurer
for redemption.

LEE HAS NOT ASKED PARDON.

It has been generally supposed that an application
for pardon by the rebel General Lee was made some
months ago, but an examination of the records of At-
torney General's ofiico proves that no such applica-
tion has yet been filed. Allthe manifestations of con-
trition that Gen. Le has exhibited has been the sign-
ing of n amnesty oath prior to entering upon the
duties of President of the Washington College.

THE MEDICALAND SURGICALCARE OF THE GREAT
ARMIES.

The Surgeon General has just published Circular
No. 6 for the information ofthe medical officers of
the army. The circular comprizes reports from Bre-
vet Lieut. Col. George A. OTIS, United States Vol-
unteers, having the charge of the surgical, and Bre-
vet Major J. J. Woodward, United States Army hav-ing charge of the medical history of the rebellion.

From the surgical report, it appears that complete
registers of the number of wounded are in course of
preparation, inwhich overß7,ooocases of wounds and
17,000 surgical operations have been recorded up to
September, 1865, the work of registration being still
very far from complete.

The number ofwounds received cannot practically
be now determined with accuracy, thoueh data for
a new approximate estimate are accessible. In the
British army in the Crimea during the entire war
there were 12,994 wounded and 2,755 killed, or a total
of 1<;849. In the French army in the Crimea, of atotal effective force of 309,268, according to the re-
port recently made by M. Chenn, there were 39,868
wounded and 8,250 killed, or a total of 48,118, al-
though in bis report of injuries of different regions
M. Chenn records but 26,681 cases.

In our late war the monthly reports from a little
more than half the regiments inthe field give for the
year ending June 30,1862, an aggregate of 17,496 gun-
shot wounds. The reports from rather more thanthree-fourths of the regiments for the year ending
June SO, 1863, give a total of 55,974 gunshot wounds.
The battle-field lists of wounded for thejears 1864-'65
include over 114,000 names.

The surgical specimens of the army medical muse-
um number 5,480, The medical staff that served in
the late war was composed of a surgeon-general, one
assistant surgeon-general and medical inspector-
general. if) medical inspectors, 170 surgeons and
assistant surgeons of the regular army. 362 volun-
teer staff surgeons and assistant surgeons, 3,000
regimental surgeons and assistant surgeons of vol-
unteers, 2,500 acting assistant surgeons and physicians
serving under contract, and 6 medical storekeepers.

The mortality from disease alone was forty-eight
and seven-tenths per one thousand of mean strength
for tne ffrst year of the war, and sixty-five and two-
tenths for the second. Total number of deaths from
disease reported for firstyear, 14,183; and 42,010 forthe
second. These figures do not include those who died
while absent as prisoners of war. or after having been
discharged the service for disability. The number
constantly sick was about ten per cent, of the
strength.

The total number of cases treated by the Medical
Department, including wounds and injuries, 878,918

during tbe first year, and 1,711,303 during the second.Tho most fatal disease was camp fever, of which
there were 213,260 case- and "*9,459 deaths during the
two years; next comes diarrhoea and dysentery, 725.-
675 cases and 11,560 deaths; then infiamatiou "F the
respiratory organs. 304,284 cases and 8,090 deaths.?
Venereal diseases were much less frequent, than the
experience of other armies would havo led us to ex-
pect. Still, 84 men in every thousand suffered during
the first year, and sixty-five during the second?the
total number of cases being over 39,000.

WASHINGTON FENIANCIRCLE.
The Washington Circle of Fenian Brotherhood ofthis District, which has been in existence seven

years, at their meeting to-night unanimously en-
dorsed the action of the Feniau Senate and passed a
resolution inviting their countrymen to lay aside all
minor considerations and support, the constitution
heretofore adopted at Philadelphia for the govern-
ment of the Brotherhood, and, like true men. prove
that they can liberate their beloved country and
maintain thereon a republican form of government.

THE CENTENABY OF AMERICAN METH-
ODISM.

Its Observance In this City?Con ten arv
Watch Night Meeting at Exeter Street

With the close of the year 1865 was completed the

first century of American Methodism. The event
was solemnly commemorated at the Exeter street
Methodist Episcopal Church on Sunday night, by
what is termed a Centenary Watch Night Meeting.
The occasion was intended to gather together in
Christian reunion the congregations worshiping at
High street. Monument street, Harford avenue and
Exeter street, the last named (or Green street as it
was commonly called) being the parent church, of
which the three former have within the last few
years become branches. Few churches intho Metho-
dist connection command a larger attendance, or
more intelligent membership. Out of them have
graduated in years gone by men who are to-day
preachers of acknowledged great ability, and some
of our very best citizens havo hero their spiritual
birthplace. Such men as Thomas Kelso and Wm. E.
Hooper, at High street; Dr. George Merryman, Sam'l
Maccubbin and John F. Plummer, at Exeter street;
Samuel Hindes. John B- Scidenstricker and Thomas

K. Turner, at Monument street; and James F. Purvis
and the late venerable Sterling Thomas, at Harford
Avenue, are a tower of strength in any community.

The meeting was a grand success. The large
church edifice was too sinali to accommodate the vast
crowd which wended its way thither as tho hour of
meeting approached, and many were compelled to
linger about the doorways and in the vestibule for
want of a more eligible site.

At half past eight o'clock the services were com-
menced with singing tho 1.059 hymn, commencing,

"O God. our help in ages past.
Our hope for years to come,

Our shelter from tho stormy blast
Aud our eternal home."

CITY NEWS.
THR DEMISE OF HON. HENRY WINTER DAVIS-

TRIBUTE OF RESPECT.?A meeting of tho Baltimore
Lnion Club was field yesterday morning, at 11 o'clock
at the rooms on Charles street, near Saratoga, to give
expression to tbe feelings of the members inrelation
to the sudden death of their distinguished fellow
member. HOD. Henry Winter Davis.

There was a. numerous attendance of members,
comprising many of the most prominent citizens of
Baltimore, representatives of tbe bench and bar, of
the army and navy, and of the commercial and other
interests of the city. A deep feeling of solemnity
pervaded tho entire assemblage.

Hon. Thomas Swann, Governor elect, was called
to tho chair, and Joseph M. Gushing was chosen
Secretary.

Upon taking the chair, Mr. Swann said :
IV e havo assembled here to-day, my friends, forthe

purroso o'' paying tho last tribute of respect to the
memory of the Honorable Henry Winter Davis, who
died on Saturday last at his residence in this cily.
The disease with which ho was attacked was so viru-
lent inits character, and so rapid inits termir.a ion,that the news of his death was almost the first inti-mation to the public that he had been seriously in-disposed.

Mr. Davis was born in Annapolis in the year 1817.
and immigrated to this cityat a very early period of
life, and has been connected more or less with the
public affairs of this State. He attached himself tothe old Whig party, and afterwards to the organiza-
tion which immediately succeeded, and finally was an
active member of the present. Republican party of
his country. He represented the city of Baltimore,
as you all know, for eight years in the Congress of
the United States, occupying, during his term of ser-vice, some of the most distinguished and prominent
positions inthat body.

Associated with hiinfor many years in the public
affairs of tbe State of Maryland, no one, perhaps,
had a better opportunity than myself of judging of
his commanding talents, indomitable energy and in-
dustry, aud his many private virtues. Au able de-bater?the ablest, perhaps, in tho country?a bril-
liant orator, firm and decided in all his impulses,
spotless in his relations of privato life?few of our
public men iti the country have built up a greater
reputation for cultivated genius, or attached to him
more devoted friends among those with whom ho co-operated in his public career.

For some years past ithas been my misfortune to
differ with him upon questions of National and Statepolitics, under circumstances which might have been
supposed to have led to alienation and unkind
feeling. This lam happy to havo it in my power to
correct. But the past is forgotten in the severity and
suddenness of the blow which has brought us here
to-day. There are occasions when the petty differ-
ences of this life should be forgotten. It is in tho sad
occurrence of events like the present that the worth-
lessness of all worldly pu suits arc brought so keenly
to our view.

IVith a heart not unused to affliction, I came to
unite with you in doing homage to his private virtues
and to mingle a tear of condolence with the sorrowof his bereaved and afflicted family.

A committee, composed of Wm. J. Albert, Col. H.
W. Hoffman, Gen. John R. Kcnly. Archibald Ster-
ling, Jr.. and Alex. Turnbuli was then appointed to
draft resolutions expressive of the sense of thn meet-
ing upon the afflicting dispensation of Providence
which had called them together. The committee
reported a series of resolutions, which were unani-
mously adopted, to the effect lhat the members of the
ctuh had heard with profound sorrow of the death of
their iato fellow-member, tho Hon. Ileory Winter
Davis; that in his death they deplored tho loss of an
associate whose social converse delighted and im-
proved. and who illustrated always the character of
a loyal gentleman withoutfear and without reproach.
That they recognized that by this sad event the State
of Maryland had lost one of her foremost leaders, and
our country ono of her most accomplished and pa-
triotic statesmen, whose bright career was only tho
promise of what his future would have proved; and
offering to the family and relatives their heartfelt
sympathy and condolence.

The funeral of the deceased will take place this
afternoon at 1 o'clock, and the remains wiil be in-
terred at St. Paul's burying ground, corner of Lom-
bard and Fremont streets.

Prayer was offered by Rev. Jabez Loane, after
which the beautiful hymn was sung, entitled "Our
Fathers, where are they?" the whole congregation
joining,the choir leading under the direction of Prof.
Hunt. Rev. James H. Brown, who was engaged to
preach a sermon with special reference to the cente-
nary services, here arose and announced that passage

of Scripture found in the Ninetieth Psalm, 12th
verse. "So teach us to number our days that we may-
apply our hearts unto wisdom."

lie directed the attention of his hearers mainly to
a consideration of the brevity of human life, and the
importance of preparation for the issues of eternity.
(An allusion by the speaker to the sudden demise of
our late most emineDt citizen, Hon. Henry Winter
Davis, produced a visible effect upon the congrega-

tion.) Mr. Brown spoke of the early establishment
of Methodism upon this continent, and its dissemi-
nation by the agency of such men as Bishop Asbury
and his noble coadjutors. As an instance of the her-
culean labor performed by Bishop Asbury, it was
stated that, in the execution of his episcopal duties,
he traveled a distance of six thousand miles in eight
months, performing most of tho journey on horse-
back. M-. Brown spoke for about three-quarters of
an hour, and closed his discourse with an allusion to
his early ministerial career, and the host of his co-
temporaries who have passed to their reward. The
reverend gentleman is one of tho oldest ministers of
the East Baltimore Conference. The sermon was
well received, and was very successful in preparing
the congregation for tho

GENERAL EXPERIENCE MEETING
which followed.

Rev. Samuel Barnes, pastor of the Monument street
Church, said he was glad to take part iu such a meet-
ing. They (meaning the visiting charges) had come
home to their mother to join with her in celebrating
the accomplishment of the first century of American
Methodism. Itwas truly an occasion for congratu-

lation. He stated that ho had been a member of the
Methodist Church for a period of twenty-three yean,
and give some interesting details of his personal reli-
gious history.

Rev. Leonard M. Gardner, pastor of the Exeter
street Church, extended maternal greetings to the
visiting congregations and bade them a hearty wel-
come to a participation in tho solemn and impressive
services.

Au opportunity being offered forany persons inthe
congregation to speak, several availed themselves of
it.

A member of Monument street Church gave a brief
and interesting account of early Methodism in the
section of the city embraced within the territorial
limits of ono church, (Green or Exetor street Church.)

Now several churches ethbrnco the same territory.

Other persons made brief remarks, which were lis-
tened to with a deep feeling of interest. As the
clock marked the last hour of the waning year, al!
tho interest of the meeting was concentrated in the
solemn ordinance of tho

LORD'S SUFFER,

which was administered by the attending clergy,
and partaken of by a largo number of the vast con-
gregation with a feeling of reverential awe. induced
by the impressiveness of the evening's exercises, and
in token of the "broken body and shed blood" of
Christ, the Great Head of tho Church.

With the advent of the New Year the vast congre-
gation was dismissed, and retired to their homes,
doubtless with new and better resolutions inspired
by tho incidents of the first centennial anniversary of
American Methodism.

Tho 7th of January instant, will be Centenary
Sabbath, and we presume that special service will
mark the observance of the day in the churches of
Baltimore. The Christian Advocate and Journal, the
official organ of the M. E. Church, inits last issue,
speaking of the year just closed, uses the following
language: "Inthe Church ithas been a year of steady
and diligent labors, attended with a good degree of
success. Throughout the length and breadth of the
land in tho local churohes there is peace, not without
a good share of religious prosperity, with large ma-
terial increase. The cause of missions has been espe-

cially favored, and the notes of preparation for the
coming Centenary are everywhere joyfuland fullof
promise. The ante-centennial closes upon the
Church most hopefully.

Influence of the Press.
Rev. Mr. Leaken of this city.Rector of Trinity

Church, in his Thankgiving sermon gave utterance 1
to the following sentiments on the influence of the
press;

"I shall reserve tbe remainder of my remarks to a
subject which is rarely alluded to in the pulpit, but
whioh is exercising a most important influence upon
every State, city, village, county and family of our
Union. Irefer to the press?the newspaper?which
from tbe smallest beginning, a luxury to tho favored
few, has become indispensable to millions, and
whose power in forming public sentiment is un-
measurable.

"To illustrate remotely tbe influence of this pow-
er. suppose a person of intelligence coming to your

family every morning. He informs you of all that
has occurred in your city, in your country, in Eu-
ropo, or distant Asia. He gathers the details of each
interesting event; he attends each important meet-
ing. and tells you what was said and done. In rain
and tempest, in summer and winter, does this person
pay you his daily visits: and not only brings you
information, but gives you his opinion on each ques-
tion that arises. In time he becomes one of you; he
is ident fied with your family; and the character of
yourself and those around have been moulded by this
constant contact.

" But the newspaper does more. It brings you an
hundred different articles, besides advertisements. It
can be read at leisure. Its information reaches chil-
dren, and is read by servants. It forms the subject
of conversation, and plies its ceaseless visits to your
home, instructive, entertaining and interesting to all.
Have I over-estimated the force of this mighty en-
gine? The French Encyclopedists helped to produce
the French revolution by means of ponderous books
reaching the learned few.

"What increased influence must the modern press
exert, scattering its myriad thoughts daily among
the millions! How noble the ministry of the editor!
How vast his capacity for good or evil! He may en-
ter the family daily and diffuse cheerfulness by his
diversified thoughts. He may dry the tear of sor-
row, animate the weary pilgrim to renewed exer-
tions, arrest the young man in his downward career,
and shield the humble and defenceless against theinvasion of power. We have prayed for the Presi-
dent of the Uni'ed States, and for all in authority?-
for our Senate and Representatives in Congress as-sembled. And shall we forget those who make our
Presidents and determine our Representatives?"

OBSEQUIES OF THE LATE BENJAMIN KURTZ, D. D?
LL.D.?The funeral of this distingui hed clergyman,
who was known as one of the fathers of the English
Lutheran Church, took place yesterday afternoon,
from his iate residence on Lombard street, near
Howard. At 2.30 P. M. the remains, encased in a
plainm ahogany coffin, were borne from the house by
four vencrablo oilizens, Messrs. John Coates, E. L.
Parker. William Reynolds and Jacob R. Drege, and
placed in the hearse Theeortcge then moved to the
Second English Lutheran Church, on Lombard
street, Wert of Green, whero a !--rgc congree-tion,

embracing many personal friends of the deceased,
members of the church, and numerous clergymen of
other Protestant denominations, had assembled, to
nay the last tribute of respect to tho deceased.?
As the procession eutcred the church the choir
chanted a suitable anthem. The coffin was placed in
an elevated position in front of the altar, with the
face of tho deceased exposed to view. Tbe services
were opened by Rev. H. Bishop, of the Monument
Street Lutheran Church, who read the 577 th hymn,
commencing?

Far from affliction, toil and care.
The happy soul is fled."

Rev. Mr. Alleman, of Hauover, Pa., then dolis-cred
a fervent prayer. He was followed by Rev. Mr. Do-
mer, of Selinsgrove, Pa, who read appropriate selec-
tions from the Feriptures.

Rev. Mr. Ziegler, of Selinsgrove, Pa., made a few
remarks upon the life and character of the deceased,

whom ho stated, entered themtnlstry In 1616. At that
time a dead formality existed in the churph, and he
was ono of the first to pray for and to experience re-
vivals of evangelical religion, of which he was al-
ways an advocate. Ho took a prominent part intbe
organization of the Pennsylvania College, and was
instrumental in the establishment of the Theological
Seminary of the General Synod, located at Gettys-
burg. Pa., and indeed, was one of the original mem-
bers of the General Synod.

His zeal was also manifested in the missionary
church extension, and other societies of the Church.
For thirty years ho was the editor of the Lu'heran
Observer. His last great enterprise was the establish-
ment of the Missionary Institute at Selinsgrove, Pa.
Dr. Kurtz was always frank in giving expression to
his convictions, and fearlessly advocated them. It
was only necessary for hiuqto know duty, and he was
prompt to perform it. He was liberal in his views of
church doctrine. During visits made to him inthe
course of his last illness, tho speaker always found
bim intent upon the preparation for the great change.

While he ascribed so much of good to him, he did not
pretend to say he had no failings. What great man
ever lived who did not have his weak points? He
arged all ministers to imitate the example of the do-
ceased.

Rev. Mr. Hutten, of Philadelphia, spoke of Dr.
Kurtz as the man whose name and deeds aro a praise
in all the churches. The speaker had known him
long, and had lived in close association with him for
a year, and found him a genial, social, intelligent,
interesting Christian. Had his service been in con-
nection with politics, or the matters of State, he
would have ranked, withhis commanding intellect,
as a leader?with such such men as Clay, Webster
and Everett. He possessed all the clementsofgreat-
ness, cl ear perceptions, a strong faith, and marked
humility. With all these there was symmetry in his
constitution. He was true to his God and to his coun-
try, and. during the past four years, bad written arti-
cles which stamped him as ono of the first intellect?
of the time.

Rev. Dr. Charles Martin, of this city, then gave a
chronological history of his iifo aDd services from
which it appeared that Dr. Kurtz was bom in Ilar-
risburg. Pa., and was intended by his father for
the legal profession, but through the pious influ-
ence of a grandmother he was induced to study for
the ministry. He was one of the originators of the
Genera! Synod, and wa3 twice honored by election as
its president. In the course of his ministry he was
stationed a Ilagerstown, Md., and during that time
the Synod sent him to Germany on a mission for the
benefit of the Theological Seminary, inwhich he was
highly successful. He was subsequently in chargo of
a church at Chambersburg. Pa., and while there, in
consequence of failing health, commenced the publi-
cation of the Lutheran Observer, which proved a great

success under his master hand. The speaker re-
ferred to frequent conversations he hail recently had
with the deceased while sitting, as it were, upon tho
banks of tho river of death, and his great anxiety
always seemed to be to go where he could live free
from sin.

Rov. Joseph T. Smith, D. D? of the Central l'rci
byterian Church, lead the 997 th hymn,

"There is an hour of peaceful re3t

To mourning wanderers given."

Prayer was offered up by Rev. F. R. Anspach.D-
D.. and the exercises were closed with the Benedic-
tion, by Rev. P. Born, of Selinsgrove, Pa.

An opportunity was then offered those present of
viewing the face of the deceased, and the entire con-
gregation filed past the coffin as they left the scene of

solemn services. The sad procession then re-
formed, the choir chanting an anthem as the remains
were carried from the church. The interment took
place at Greenmount Cemetery.

INTERESTING EXERCISES AT THE CITY JAIL.? At 3

o'clock on Sunday afternoon the prisoners confined
in the city jail, embracing about 200, males and
females, assembled in the prison chapel. The three
visitors, Messrs. Henderson, Griffithand Proctor, were
present, together with the officers of the institution
and a number of ladies and gentlemen. The exer-
cises were opened by singing the hymn "Allhail the
power of Jesus' name," by the ladies ot the choir of
the First German Reformed Church; reading a portion
of the Scripture, by Mr. G. S. Griffith and prayer by
Rev. Thomas Coggins. Short addresses were then
delivered by Mr. W. N. Harrison, Rev. W. A.

Barnes. Mr. G. S. Griffith, and Mr. W. B. Hill.Se-
cretary of State, to which the prisoners listened with
deep interest. After prayer and benediction, tracts
and papers were distributed which were received
eagerly. The exercises were of a very interesting
character, and no doubt favorable impressions were
mado upon the minds of many of the prisoners. Re-
ligious services have been held regularly in the

chapel every Sabbath throughout the year, under

the auspices of a committee of the Marylaud Tract
Society, assisted by clergymen of various denomina-
tions. A sermon is preached every Sabbath, but it
was thought advisable at the close of the year to vary

the exercises by short addresses appropriate to the
occasion.

President Johnson in IS6O.
"The Corporal" writing to the Philadelphia Preaa,

refers as follows to the memorable speech of Presi-
dent Johnson, in the Senate, on the 19th of Decem-
ber, 1860:

"Who willever forget the tremendous effect with
which Johnson replied when Slidell declared LL-t
'no person in Louisiana wished to restrict the free
navigation of the Mississippi,' 'Perhaps not now,'
said the Tennesseean, with prophetic tones, 'but who
can tell what a change in sentiment circumstances
may make?' Davis, also terrified at the picture
drawn by Andrew Johnson, attempted to resist his
argument, but failed as entirely as Slidell. At that
time and even on the anniversary of the day upon
which I write, most of the traitors held their places
in both Houses.
