—An address has been issued by the Freed-
men’s Equal Rights League of North Carolina, in
which they disavow any secreey of organization, de-
signs or proceedings, and state that their principal
object is to endeavor to secure by political and morai
means, the repeal of all laws that make dizerimina-
tions on account of eolor. They pledge themselves to
maintain good order, and place their services at the
disposal of Government, demanding in return legal

protection for their “property, schools, presses and
churches.
—The St. Louis papers report that the

bushwhackers of Cass county are renewing their old
diabolical and murderous practices. On the 26thinst.,
as the train from Kansas City to St. Louis was leav-
ing Lee’s Summit station, twenty-five or thirty shots
were fired into two of the cars, containing about
gixty passengers.
