The Richmond Republic of yesterday says:
The recent speech of General Curtis, to the colored
people ofLynchburg, reflects crediton the good sense
and true humanity of that gallant and distinguished
officer. The counsei he gave the freedmen was sound
and judicious- He advised them to make contracts
by the year, and invoked them to put confidence in
honorable gentlemen of tho State, declaring, as the
result of his own observation, that there was every
disposition to do them justice, and that ifthey did not
work, laborers would come from other sections and
fill their places.

Tho question of the future status of the
freedmen of the South and the systematizing of free
labor, receives a new aspect with the new year. The
Freedmen's Bureau has been for some time past or-
ganizing a new system of labor inwhich ail the guar-

antees are n"t on the part of tho employer. We
publish this morning a copy of the contract which
each freedman in South Carolina is required to enter
into withhis employer, together with a letter from
the rebel General Pillow, showing the success of hi?
efforts inworking a force of four hundred of them.
An order from Gen. Iisk extending the supervision of
the Freedmen's Bureau to the newlyfreed State of
Kentucky, has been issued.

President Murillo, of New Granada, having
applied to the President of tho United States,

through tho Minister of that government at Bogota,

Mr. A. A. Burton, for two United States engineers
to take charge of a survey of the Madgalena liver,
at various points, with a view to contemplated im-
provements in the navigation of that stream, the
government of tho United States has designated Col.
S. A. Gilbert and Captain P. C. F. West, assistants in
the United States Coast Survey, as associated engi-
neers to take charge of the intended surveys. These
two gentlemen, with a corps of assistants necessary
for properly carrying out the work, arrived at Pana-
ma by the steamer Atlantic, on the 19th ult., and
willimmediately proceed to Santa Martha.

In answer to late resolutions of the House
of Representatives, Secretary Seward has submitted
to that body certain correspondence with the Mexi-
can Minister at Washington and the French Minister
of Foreign Affairs, which throws considerable light
upon the character of the system of slavery proposed
to be introduced in Mexico by Maximilian, and also
the nature of the opinions on the subject held by tlie
law officers of our government. The Minister of the
Mexican Republic, M. Romero, explains that Maxi-
milian's system provides for the binding of working

men for not les3 than ten year? to inastersto be known
as patrons on terms really making tho slavery thus
instituted perpetual aud hereditary. The decree has
such offensive provisions as an article against fugitive
?laves, and tho absorption by the public treasury of
all property of such workiDgmen as die intestate. ?

Mr. Seward, incommenting on this decree ina letter
of instructions to Mr. Bigelow, says that tho uduiin-

' istration has discussed its features and decided that
its tendency is to reduce the workinginen into a con-
dition of peon slavery. Mr.Bigelow. in communi-

t eating the matter to His Excellency, M. Drouyn de
FHuys the French Minister of Foreign Affairs, caiis
his attention to certain decrees bearing upon the sub-

-1 ject of emigration to Mexico, purporting to em'mate
from authorities acting in opposition to that republic,
aud says:?"ln the opinion of the law officer of my

government, these decrees, if enforced, would inevi-
tably reduce to tho condition of peon slavery work-

-1 ingmen of the African race, and of course such of tho
freedmen of tho United States as may have already
been, or hereafter may be, induced to go there, with-
out a fulland intelligent comprehension of their lia-
bilities."

The Philadelphia Inquirer, of this morning, 3ays:
At half-past twelve o'clock last night the StatoHouse bell struck the alarm for one of the most dis-

astrous fires which has occurred in this city for many
years. Itwas indicated at once that the fire was in
tho neighborhood of Independence Hall. On pro-
ceeding thitlicr it was found that Howard's Express
Building, on Chcsnut street, above Sixth, was in
flames.

The firemen wore promptly on the ground, but the
building was so securely fastened, that they were
unable lor S'<me time to force an entrance, and when
this was they found the interior en-veloped in flames.

Aiiimmense storage of goods was on the ground
and second floors, and as the gre iter portion of the
packages were inclosed in pine boxes, and were of
lifflit and combustible material, the flames spreadrapidly. Jbe firemen had no opportunity whatever
to extinguish tho flames until they had acquired
such headway that it was a matter of impossibility

W hen the heavy windows had been broken in on?Jnyne street, tbo flame* burst forth in terrific fury.?
The ladd; rs of the Washington Hose Hook and Lad-der Company took fire, and the intrepid men woreforced to tall back for a moment, but speedily they
had their ladders reset, and torrents of water werepoured into the devoted building, but with little
effect.

Herculean efforts wore made fo rubduc the flames,
but in a few moments fhey burst out on the Chesnut
front, and it was then made manifest that the entireestablishment was doomed

We do not remember a fire since tho introductionof steam engines where the dread element got socomplete a mastery of water.
The flames leaped from the Chesnut street win-dow-, and wrapped themselves about the elaborate:!ly carved columns, and darted half away across the

street, as it holding a high carnival, sending forth
millions ot sparks, which fil-ed tho air for squares
around, and descended in a.shower, reminding oneot the eruption of a burning ernter.
-The loNVttr portion of the building in question is
occupied by Harndeu's Express Com pan v, and was
lately purchased by tho proprietor'of the KvtrninnBulletin, and was soon to be converted into a news-paper establishment and printing office by the pur-
ehusers. As we write tho building is enveloped inflames, and its entire or almost total destruction is aforegone conclusion.

During the progress of tho fire the front walls fell
into tho street, and it is believed that sever::] firemen
were injured. The loss ia certainly not less that
SIOO,OOO. The buildings were of brown stone, five
stories high, and were among the most ornamental
on Chestnut street.

Last night was the firtorrth anniversary of an im-
mense fire on the same spot, on which occasion two

men were killed.
LY TKLKGRAPH.

PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 2. ?Sonic twentv persons have
been arrested for robbing the stores inthe vicinity of
the fire. Cine, in no danger from the fire, was com"
pletely gutted. Among the goods taken to the sta-
tion house was an old pair of pants, which the owner
must have exchanged for a new pair, but forgot to
remove the pocket book containing six dollars! From
the extensive robberies, it is now believed that the
tire was set for the purpose of facilitating the thieves.

Allthe money packages from Il&rnden's Express,
the safe and the greater part of the freight were re-
moved. It is supposed the total loss willbe about a
quarter of a million dollars, but the amount of the
insurance is large, and will probably nearly cover
the loss. The firemen worked manfully, and atone
time were pouring fifty-eight streams of water on
the rear end of the building.

The damage to Magarger's paper warehouse is not
very la:ge, principally by water.

Messrs. Rockhill A Wilson's loss is estimated at
$50,090, the stock being principally removed. The
building was insured. The building No. 009, adjoin-
ing one of the burnt stores, was saved from destruc-
tion by having iron doors.

Messrs. Perry k Co. loose $60,000, and are insured
for $45,000.

Tho site of the burnt buildings was formerly occu-
pied by the old Chestnut Street Theatre.

Second?Tho said servants agree to perform the
daily tasks hitherto usually allotted on said planta-
tion. to wit; One hundred and twenty-five to one
hundred and fifty rails; cutting grain, three to six
ceres; ditching and banking, three hundred to sixhundred feet; hoeing cotton, .-evenly to three hun-
dred rows, an acre long; corn, four thousand to seven
thousand hills, in all cases where task? cannot hu
assigned, they agree to labor diligently ten hours a
day.

Third?For every day's labor iost by absence, refu-
sal or neglect to peiform the daiiy task said servants
shall forfeit fifty cents. Ifabsent voluntarily,or with-
out le ,ve, two dollars a day; if absent more than one
day, without leave, to ha subject to dismissal from the
plantation and forfeiture of share in the crop. AH
such fines and forfeitures shall inure to the benefit of
the employer and employes in proportion to their re-lative shaves.

Fourth?Said servants agree to take good care of
oil utensils, tools and implements committed to their
charge, and to pay for tho same ifinjured or destroy
ed: al?to be kind and gentlo to all work animals
under their charge, and to pay i'or any injury which
they may sustain while intheir hands.

Fifth?They stipulate to keep their houses, lots
and persons in neat condition, and subject to the in
spertiou of the employer <r his agent at any time.Sixth?'l hey agree to furnish from their number a
nuise for tho sick; also, stock-minder and foreman, to
be selected by the employer. They agree to be di-
rected in their labor by the foreman, to obey his or-
ders. and that he shall report all absences, neglects,
refusal to work, or disorderly conduct, to the em-ployer.

Seventh.?The said employer agrees to treat hishirelings with justness and kindness; to furnish each
family with quarters on his plantation, with one-
fourth of an acre of land for a garden, and the privi-
lege of getting fircwf d from some portion of tho pre-
mises, to bo indicated by the employer' and to divide
the croi) with them in the following proportions, viz:
to the hirelings one-third of the corn, potatoes and
peas gathered and prepared for market, and one-
third net proceeds of the ginned cotton, or its mar-
ket value at the end of the year, and w hen desired,
tofurnish the usual bread and meat rations, to be ac-
counted for at the market price out of their share of
the crop,

Eighth.?Said employer, agrees to furnish animals
and to feed them; ulso wagons, carts, plantation im-
plements, Ac., such us cannot be made by the laborers
on the plantation.

Ninth?All \ iolations of the terms ofthis contract,
or of the rules and regulations of the employer, may
be punished by dismissal from the plantation, with
forfeiture of hi* <r her share of the crop or wages, as
the case may be; but the employer shall pay-aid par-
tics at the rate of four dollars a month for full hands,
deducting therefrom advances iuadc.

Tenth?'The employer or hi*agent shall keep a book
inwhicli shall be entered all advances made by him,
and tines and forfeitures for lost time or any cause,
which book shall be received as evidence in same
manner as merchants' books are now received in
courts of justice, and shall have a right to deduct
from the share of each laborer all his or her fines and
forfeitures; also all advances made by him.

Eleventh?The laborers shall not sell any agricul-
tural product to any person whatever, without the
written consent of the employer.

Twelfth?i he laborers shall commence work at
sunrise, and bo allowed from one to three hours each
day for their meals, according to the season of the
year. In cases where parties prefer t contract for
wages inlieu of a part of the crop, ir willbo compe-
tent fur them to do so, in which case the committee
suggest a scale of prices according to quality of hands,
ranging from forty dollars to one hundred and twen-
ty a year.

The l'rccdmen were addressed during the day by
Gen. Saxton and the Rev. Mr. French, the latter
affirming his belief that the freedmen would work
faithfully during the coming year and in the raising
of tho next crop, by receiving fair and impartial
treatment.
GENERAL PILLOW'S EXPERIENCE WITH THE TENNES-

SEE AND ARKANSAS FREEDMEN.

The rebel General Pillow has been doing admirable
service in the difficult work of systematizing labor in j
Tennessee and Arkansas, and the following letter
from him and the Commissioner of Freedmen, Gen.
Fisk, in Tennessee, give ttye present status of thM
freedmen and the labor question in that region:

LETTER FROM GENERAL PILLOW'.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. Dec. 22,1865.
Major General 0. 0. Howard, Commissioner, <ke. Ac., !

Washington, P. C.: (
It affords mo pleasure to inform you that 1 have :

been successful beyond my most sanguine expec-
tations in engaging labor for all my plantations
in Arkansas and Tennessee. 1 have already en-
gaged about four hundred lrecdmen, and have full
confidenco in making a success of the work, d
I have given, in all eases, the freedmen a paff
of the crop of cotton, and I allof/ theui land for the
cultivation of vegetables and -Jtn for their own use
wirhout charge therefor. I could have engaged one
thousand laborers if 1 had needed that number. My
brother, who adopted my plan of work, succeeded in
engaging laborers for three places he is working. I
have put one largo plantation under white laborers
from tho North, upon precisely the same terms on
which 1 engaged freedmen. I feel anxious to try tho
system of white labor of that character for tho planta-
tion. Knowing the interest you feel inthe success of
the freedmen, and feeling grateful for your kindness
to me, I feel it a duty to communicate tho result of
inv work thus far.

General Fisk, in his
address, earnestly invites the cordial and hearty co-
operation of the civil authorities and all good citi-
zens in the St te of Kentucky in the important work
of adjusting the new relations ariring from the total
abolition oi slavery. Un the basis cf impartial jus-
tice, this bureau willpromote industry, advance the

cause of education, and aid in permanently estab-
lishing peace, and secure prosperity to the Stftfe
agencies.

Abner C\, of Illinois,
is quite the reverse.

Tho Hubbard family present* an imposing appear-
ance, four of its members, all good Republicans, ap-
pearing upon tho list. These are Asahel W? of Iowa;Chester D., of West Virginia; Demas, of New York,
aud John 11., ofConnecticut. Often confounded with
them is Calvin T. Hulburd, of New Y'ork.

Edwin N. Uubbell, of that State, is a staunch Dem-
ocrat; but James R., of Ohio, is a conscientious oppo-
nent ot all the principles of that political organiza-
tion.

Democrat^The family of Lawrence gives to the rational coun-
cils George V., of Pennsylvania, and William, of
Ohio, and if anything anti-Republican is done by
this Congress, It will be against the votes of these
gentlemen.

Samuel J. Randall, a Philadelphia Democrat, and
William II Randall, a better Republican than Ken-
tucky could reasonably have been expected to pro-

duce, next appear,
Then follow Alexander 11. Rice, of Massachusetts,

and his brother John U., of Maine, both honest,
thorough-going radicals.

Next are Francis and John L. Thomas, Jr., both
loyal though conservative Marylanders.

In conclusion, we have Burt Van Horn, of New
York, and Robert T., of Missouri, Elihu B. Wash-
burne, of Illinois, and William8., of Massachusetts,
and James F. Wilson, of lowa, with Stephen F., of
Pennsylvania, all six staunch Republicans.

MEETING OF THE BALTIMORE BAR.

MEETING OF THE BALTIMORE BAR.

The obsequies of Hon. Henry Winter Davis, of
Maryland, took plneo yesterday afternoon, at one
o'clock, from his late residence on St. Paul street,
near Saratoga. During tho morning the public were
permitted to view the body, as it lay inThe front par-
lor?encased in a plain coffin, which was covered with
black cloth and neatly mounted with silver?and
hundreds of citizens of both sexes, and of all classes
of society, white and colored, availed themselves 01
the privilege, the throng of visitors continuing with-
out abatement, until tho hour appointed for the per-

formance of the last sad rito3 over the remains of tbo
brilliant orator and promising statesman, had ar-
rived.

In the course of the morning a number of our
distinguished public men. and several prominent
citizens of the District of Columbia, arrived from
Washington and participated inthe funeral ceremo-
nies. The Cabinet of tho President of the United
States was represented in the rersons of Hon. Edwin
M. Stanton, Secretary of War, and Hon. J a?. Harlan*
Secretary of tho Interior; tho Supreme Court of the
United States, by Chief Justice Chase, and Associate
Justices Swayne and Davis, (the latter a cousin of the
deceased'; tho United States Senate by Hons. Cha?.
Sumner, of Massachusetts, E. D. Morgan, of New
York. Wm. Sprague, of Rhode Island, and John A. J.
Creswell, of Maryland; tho House of Representative*,
by Messrs. H. T. Blow, of Missouri, Hooper, of Mas-
sachusetts, Brandagoe. of Connecticut, Green I'lay
Smith, of Kentucky, Schofield, of Pennsylvania, and
John L. Thomas, Jr., andChas. E. Phelf s, of Mary-
land: the Supreme Court of the District of Columbia,
by Chief Justice Cartter, of Ohio, and Associate Ju*-
ticoOlin, of New York: tho municipality of Wash-
ington, D. C? by lion, llichard Wallach, Mayor; and
the Bar of Washington, by Joseph H.Bradley, Esq.

The army was represented by tho presence of Gens.
W. S. Hancock, S. S. Carroll, G. W. Getty, Mitchell,
Woolloy, and several <>f the staff officers of this De-
partment.

Tho Stato of Maryland bad her representative in
the Governor elect, Hon. Thomas Swnnn, and the
Lieutenant Governor, Dr. C. C. Cox, besides several
members of both houses of tho Legislature.

Atthe appointed hour, the parlors and halls being
crowded withfriends of tho deceased, besides an im-
mense throng intho street and upon the pavements
who were unable to gain admission to tho house*
Rev. Dr. Hobart, rector of Grace Church, (Protestant
Episcopal.) of which Mr. Davis hadlong been E mem-
ber, advanced to tho foot of the coffin, and, amid a sol-
emn silence,read a portion of the Episcopal burialsor-
vico. This concluded, the coffin was closed, and the
remains borne to the hearse by the following pai!-
bearcrs: Chief Justice Chase, Gen. G. C. Smith, lion.
Henry T. Blow, Senator J. A. J. Creswell, General
3Vinfield S. Ilancoch, Judge Hugh L. Bond, Dr.
Thos. F. Murdoch, Major E. R. Petlicrbridco,
Archibald Stirling, Jr., and W. J. Albert, Esqs.

The procesion wai then formed in tho following
order :

Family and relatives of the deceased: the dis-
tinguished visitors from Washington; the Mayor,
Hon. John Leo Chapman, accompanied by former
and present members of the City Council of Balti-
more; members of the Bench and the Bar; friend-
and citizens generally.

The melancholy cortege passed through St. Paul,
Fayette, Green and German streets, and up the lat-
ter to St. Paul's burial ground, German, near Fre-
mont street. Arriving nt tho family vault. Rev. Dr.
Hobart concluded tho burial services, while tho large

concourse of sorrowing relative* and friends stood
uncovered beside the corpse of the lamented dead.?
The religious services concluded, tho remains were
placed in the vault, and the assemblage quietly di J-

pcrsed to their respective homes.
An affecting incident iu connection with tho fore-

going, was the unrestrained grief manifested by the
household servants of the deceased uron tho occa-
sion of their taking a last view of the remains ol hiiu
to whom they were so sincerely attached. It was a
subject of general remark by those who witnossed it.

Previous to the hour fixed for tho funeral services
a meeting of the Bar of Baltimore was held at 11
o'clock yesterday, inthe Superior Court room. There
was a larger attendance of the Bench and Bar than
has been witnessed upon a similar occasion for many

years, testifying the esteem inwyk'ii the deceased was
held by his professional without regard to

His more important speeches were
the a full mind, and it- stores of acqui-
sition were "used with a IVe-hnecS of handling thai
was always novel, and applied with an earnest
vigor that commanded willingaudience even where
it failed to enforce conviction. His arguments were
close, compact und terse?reasoning strictly, hn
never stopped short of logical sequences, and bold
and poised, he did not pau a e to esti-
mate probable ecu sore, or hold back from fear
of consequence. He appeared to have an intuitive
and unfaltering faith in bis own convictions,
and ho wrought courageously for their realization.
His fluency v as wonderful and his style of speaking
carried his hearers with hiui by tho very rush anuimpetus of the vigorous earnestness that marked it.
He was undoubtedly an orator of rare ability, and
thoso skillful to judge assigned him foremost rank
among the eloquent speakers of the count:/.Having achieved such a reputation, sir. in tho Na-
tional Councils, 1 feel that, the regret at tho decaso
of Mr. Davis will be wide spread; and that the
grief of his friends will be shared by many
thousands in ivher parts of the land, for he
had reached a distinction among the leading mind -
of tho country more rapid in in attainment and dis
tinctivo in its character than has bom won by anv
other of his ugo in our recent political history. Upon
his standing and ability as a lawyor I will not en-large. for reference has already been made to it, andthose who are to follow me will doubtless allude to if!
I will only say that bis cogent mode of arguing hi:
cause?, and the breadth and comprehensiveness ofhis arguments, have won him unstinted prahc in aii
the courts in which bo practiced, and that in the Su-
preme Court h*. had gained the position of a counsel
of commanding abilities.

*'thers, sir, his more intimate personal friends, who
saw more of him than 1 ha vo lately done in the fami-
liar associations of life, willspeak of his social quali-
ties and estimable character. Proud and self-con-
tained in the matters that pressed unon him sharply
in the rough conflicts of public life, I know that, be
was genial, vivacious and singularly agreeable in hi*
private intercourse.

interests which could be best promoted by faithful
study and preparation, No question was o c"inpii-
cated as to bafilo hi:- powers of subtle analysis, and
tho most abstruce principles v/cro simplified by the
force of hi? clear logic. He was a rapid, keen and
exhaustive thinker?not less eminent for the quick -

ness of his perceptions than fur the copious logk-
with which be illustrated every subieot upon whiWi
hiimind was brought to bear. Although irwas easy,
at all times, to recognize ia his diction and in his
varied style the cultivation of a scholar of widely
diversified attainments, yet his arguments in the
courts were *i'. generis exhibitions of processes of
pure reasoning, tho creations of his own intellect?-
they were terse, vigorous, compact and lucid, and
their unity wa- seldom marred by tho interpolation
of decided cases.

His noblest qualities were the sincerity of his con
victiou* and the zeal and courage with which he a!-
vauced and defended them. No man, withwhom ii
has been myfoitune to meet, in hi combination id
great moral aud mental qualities, bore any resem-
blance to him. He has left no superior as a man?-
and it may he appropriately added, few peers either
at this bar, or at the bar of the Supreme Court, in
which he achieved his highest professional distinc-
tion. As he was incapable of meanness in his private
conduct, so in his pr tfcssional demeanor he was
always an open and courteous adversary, at who>
hands we could expect tothing more and nothin::
less than the exertions which his sense of duty de
manded, and his honor sanctioned in behaltof Id-
client.

For some years Mr. Davis has been seldom seen
and seldom heard in our courts. Appearing on'.y
when retained iu cases of unusual magnitude and
interest, he leaves behind bim few records of profes-
sional success in our midst; but he wa* for years idistinguished practitioner in Alexandria, and has lei i
imperishable evidences of his abilities on the page
of the rep >rts of ihe bighe-t iribunal of tho country.
While he waa thoroughly a lawyer in the conver
tinual and honorable sense iu which that term is ap-
plied to those who 'practice the law," he rose above

tional inthe best and largest sense of the term. lie
was an American citizen, and hi* decease is a calam
ity to the laud. Not for ourselves, nor even for this
generation, do wosoi row. He was a great man, daily
growing more devoted to the advocacy of the pro-
gress and advancement of our race. Ilis whole
heart wa* aglow with a lovo of liberty, and the bless-
ings which ho enjoyed he generouaiy sought to be-
stow upon all. He was a believer in the manhood
of men, and nil his sympathies were with the
mass<?* the people. It is not wy judgment of hi?
capacities alone upon which 1 rely?when I speak ol
him as the greatest citizen of our Stato?but Ihave
been accustomed to hear tho ablest and oldest of our
felatosinen speak of him as one of the greatest of our
countrymen. He has wrought his full toil, and is at
rest. The thorough lawyer, the genial, loyal, mag-
nanimous gentleman, the incorruptible patriot, the
Polished debater, the bold aud fearless leader, wiii
never more b< vexed with thing* "of the earth
earthy;" and now the Christian has gone to reap
eternal compensation for all th t he lost, and all that
hecuffered by his sublime devotion to liberty and
the elevation and happiness of his fellow men.

REMARKS OF MR. STIRLING.
Ho could not allow the grave to close upon theman whoso form it is about to encircle, without tes-

kindest terms olmany who, perhaps, regarded him aslittle better than an enemy, lie would speak of hisprofessional character. It is true that lie was madelor a statesman, that he had no partialityfor the
personal contest of cases. He united the utmost
rapidity ol thought, facility of acquiring informa-
tion, with a habit of patient investigation. As alawyer, although he could see quicker than most
men, he never contented himself with seeing quicker.

In his profession he was a gentleman. He did no
niean thing. Ho marched iu the law a? he marched
in public lite, straightforward to accomplish his pur-
pose, and fie has left a bright example to toe youngmen ot the profession.

N\ hatcyer Mr. Davis was in public life, he wa* in
private life, in every sense, a cultivated Christiangenticman. He would not speak about his religion,
but he kuew that he had planted his faith firm and
strong in that Eternal foundation which willlastwhen everything that is crumbling around us is gone
to dust; there need not bo any anxiety for him. Thosewho knew him lelt that he had gone to a better
world, where he would have eternal rest.

BESIABKS OF MS, SCHLEY.
Mr. Chairman ?Whilst heartily concurring in the

resolutions which have just been read, I should, nev-ertheless, do violence to my own individual feelings,
feeiings cfreal sorrow and sincere regret at tho death
of our distinguished brother, if I conteuted wyselt
with the performance of the cold duty of reporting
tnese resolutions, withoutadding my personal tribute
of respect to his memory.

Although our intercourse vps but occasional, andby no means frequent, yet it was always friendly; andalthough it never led to especial intimacy, it estab-lished between us the relations of mutual good-will
and inuiual respect. But notwithstanding that ourintercourse, professional and social, was thus limited,
full opportunities, nevertheless, were afforded to me
to form, as I believe, a just judgment of his character
as a lawyer, and of his qualities as a man.

I shall, iu the first place, speak of him in his pro-
fessional capacity. From conferences in consulta-tions, from my observances at tho trial table, when
we have happened to bo there, as colleagues or ns
opponents, I discovered that ho was deeply ground-
ed in the elements of law, and that he had great
ability in conducting the heavy cau<es to which I
refer. He was, in fact, an able lawyer; and if be
had given his powerful mind entirely, or even in a
large degree, to his profession, ho would undoubted-
lyhave attained a position in the rank of the fore-
most lawyers of our country. But lam apt to think
that he took no delight inthe practice of his profes-
sion. His taste was for other books than Coke upon
Littleton, and Fearno on Contingent Remainders. -

His mind was disinclined, as I thought, to the inves-
tigation of individual controversies?to the settle-
ment of questions of mere meitm and tuum. It de-
lighted in tho eager questions which concern the pub-
lic. Nature designed hitufor a statesman.

It i= not my purpose to speak of tbo political life ofthe deceased. It would be out of place to do so here,
or at this time. It is, however, sfere.tifjing fact, that??\u25a0 ?.k Sge, comparatively early, ho had. by common
consent, attained a position of distinguished emi-
nence amongst the statesmen of the country, and was
confessedly one of the foremost leaders of tho politi-
cal party to which he was attached.

In private life, our deceased brother waa a refined
and courteous gentleman. Ile was a man of rare ac-
quirements, and of a highly cultivated taste. His
disposition was genial aud social; although I have
heard itsaid, and not unfrequently, that he was reserve! and haughty inhi 3 bearing. This may have
been so latterly; but, ifso, it was the result, ina large
degree, 1 am sure, of the disagreements, misunder-
standings and animosities, inseparable from political
troubles. Our deceased brother was not a man tobend the knee to any man?not even to his constitu-ency, Feeling that ho was acting as he thought his
duty required him to act, he would not humble him-
self to justify his conduct, even to his friends, muchless to thoso who were unfriendly. He was not a man
to abandon his couvictions. He was stern and un-compromising and fearless in the discharge of what
he considered his dutios.

KEMABKSOF HON. J. MORRISON HARRIS.

Mr. Chairman?l rise to second the resolutions just
submitted to the meeting, well impressed by theshock which the announcement of the event to which
they reter made upon me. It met me on my return
to the city alter a week's absence, ignorant even of
his sickness, with the startling force of the unex-
pected and the terrible. Within a week I had met
him in the full enjoyment of his usual vigorous health,and had I been cal ed upon to speculate upon the
probable duration of his life, knowing as I did his
regular habits and pDysical vigor, I should hate as-
signed to bim many coming years of activity and
labor.

Little did I dream that in one brief week the shad-
ows of the valley would enfold him. and the grave
bar the prosecution of those plans of future life to
which his ambitious and earnest nature looked for-
ward; that alt earthly aspirations would be checked,
aii human hopes blighted, and that iu the prime and
roundness of his life he would so soon pass :roui usforever. Complying with the request ol the commit-
tee just made to me, to spoak to these resolutions, I
como with no studied eulogy, but to utter my hon-
estly entertained views of hi? cbaracternnd abilities.Myservice with him in Congress cave uie.?ix years of
opportunity to judge him, and I know that 1 but
echo the opinions of hispp er? in that arena when
I style him a great man. The ordeal through which
he passed to his high position was a sharp one. Cir-
cumstances had given to it elements of unusual and
marked bitterness, and yet so unquestionable was his
ability, so large his information, so bold and striking
his views, so evident his earnest and clear convic-
tions, and so irrcsistable the power of his eloquence,
that, howevpr men differed with or censured him, he
never arose to address the House that its members
did not throng around him,and friend and foe alikeaccord to him Irauk and liberal praise. In all his
relations to the Houso he occupied a high position,
and while both in the committee room and
upon the floor he made himself felt. X can say with
great satisfaction, that never in the fiercest rage and
bitterness of tho Congresses in which he served, did I
ever hear him aooused of anything beyond the erro-
Bfoui opinions which hie opponents conceived, him

District Attorney, announcedthe sad event of the death of Mr Davis, and Judge
Giles responded. George C. Mound, C. If. Kichard-son, and C. L. L. Leary, respectively made remarksupon the subject in the Criminal Court, to which
Judge Bond replied with deep emotion. In the Cir-
cuit Court the announcement was mode by MiltonWhitney, and appropriately respouded to by Judge
Alexander. Win, >chley announced tho bereave-
ment in the Superior Court, and Judge Martin or-dered an adjournment.

Mr. Chairman, I willnot longer occupy time otherswilluse to better purpose, but no I look around this
room and recall the many similar gatherings I have
seen here in my own connection with the bar, when
I remember the many gifted and beloved men whose
presence has been lost to us forever?when I think of
those who. iu the maturity of learning and the fullnessof honors, have descended from the Bench which you,
sir, adorn, to the repose of the tomb?of the eloquent
advocates whose thrilling words we shall hear nomore ?too kindly natures to the memory of whose
virtues we continue to cling, and now cloo inv weak
tribute of respect to the memory of him who has
JNst passed with such startling swiftness into tho
land of the departed, and know that dearer to those
whose grief our poor sympathy cannot lessen than
ail the praise he may have won in public life, is, and
willcontinue to be the knowledge that he died in
the firm faith of a Christian man, I cannot but feel
the solemnity of the warning this event gives to us,
who now surviving him, arc no less liable than ho to
such swift and unlooked for death, and leel the silent
eloquence with which the occasion suggests that we,
t - . . ay he standing on the brink of the unseen aud.the eternal.

I would, therefore, respectfully suggest thopropriety of giving official notice that in no case ex-
cept as above, is a soldier who enlisted prior to Juno

2r>, 1803, entitled to more than SIOO bounty."
REBEL PRISONERS.

The Commissary General of Prisoners has found,
m examination of the reports of commandants of our
prisons lor captured rebel soldiers, that so far from
there having been any lack of food for tho prisoners,
as alleged in rebel papers, there was an excess of
t>r visions over what was consumed, in the rationsissued, to an extent which realized by its sale a fundof over three millions of dollars, one-half of whichwas expended tor wines and delicacies in the hos-pitals for sick and wounded rebels. It has been es-tablished beyond tho possibility of successful contra-diction, that prisoners in our hands either sick orwell, were better fed, and inevery respect more com-fortable than when in the rebel army, or in their ownhospitals.

BOSTON, Jan. 1. ?Tho new City Government was
inaugurated to-day. The address of Mayor Lincoln
gives a detailed exhibit of municipal affairs which
looks well for the material growth and prosperity of
Boston. The city debt is put down at nearly $12,500,-
Ofn, with ready means of payment on hand of about
$2,700,000.

After the inauguration ceremonies the Common
Council met and unanimously elected Jos. Story

President.
Nearly all the cities of the Commonwealth installed

their new municipal governments to-day.
The great event of emancipation was celebrated at

noon by the ringing of church bells and firing of
salutes on Boston Common, also, at Cainbridg?,
Lexington, Dorchester, Chariestown and other locali-
ties. Tho population were especially jubilant, in-
dulging in military parades and a great meeting in
Tremont Temple in the evening, where several dis-
tinguished gentlemen made patriotic speeches.

Two hundred policemen paraded to-day, with Gil-
morc's band, making an imposing appearance.

the disabled soldiers of New Yorkfor permanent re-
iioffrom the General and State Governments. The
Comptroller's report shows a deficiency of SI ,700,000.
The receipts of the fiscal year, ending September 10,
amount to $10,273,000, and the payments $10,183,000.
The funded debt of tho State amounts to $6,050,951,
the sum of $228,000 having been redeemed during the
year.

The Superintendent of tho Bank Department re-
ports one hundred and nine banks conducting busi-
ness under the State laws; and that one hundred and
ninety-three have retired from the old system during

the year, nearly all of which have been converted
into National Banks. The amount of outstanding
circulation is about $27,000,000. lie speaks favorably
cf the National banking system.

The Governor says the State has made steady pro-
gress in agriculture and manufactures, colleges and
academies of the State show a gratifying continuance
of prosperity and usefulness, and the school system

increases in efficiency and importance. The Gov-
ernor suggests further legislation in view of the in-
crease of lawlessness and crime, and suggests Sani-
tary measures to avert the cholera. The receipts of
the Canal Department for 1505, show a decrease of
$780,000 from the previous year; and the expenses for
repairs and maintenance of the canals exceed that, of
1861 by $932,000.

The aggregate exceeds the surplus nett revenue of
the canals by nearly $50,000. The canal debt is $19.-
423,000, there having been paid during the year

$2,903,000; the balance of the sinking fund available
to the payment of the principal and interest is $3,-
228.000. The Governor anticipates the payment of the
debt of 1861 by October 18*58, reducing the entire debt
to $11,500,000.

Stale Comptroller Robinson's report says there is
due from Texas by New Yorkcity $2,667,000, which,
if paid as should have been, would have left a sur-
plus in the Treasury on the 30th of Sept., of $1,488,-
000, instead of a deficiency. The taxes, however, are
now incourse of payment intho city, where they are
not collected until the fall, or nearly a year later than
in other countries. The funded debt of the State is
$25,475,534. in IS6O it was $33,613,000.

Tfce Fenian fongrcsH,
NEW YORK, Jan. 2.? The Fenian Congress assem-

bled to-day. The guard, composed of men from the
99th, O'Mahony's militia regiment, refused admission
to ail not provided with credentials. State Centre
Rogers, of the Manhattan district, called the body to

order, and Major Kelly, of Indiana, was appointed
Chairman of the Congress.

A resolution sustaining Colonel O'Mahony was
adopted, and Congress proceeded to the transaction
of other business, the nature of which has not yet

transpired. There were two plenipotentiaries from
Ireland present, and it is said they brought letters
from Stephens, who is said to be inFrance.

Previous to the opening of Congress, Messrs.
Meany, Smith and Mullen, of the Fenian Senate,
met at the Senate headquarters, inpursuance of the
regular adjournment of Nov. 7, but there being no
quorum present, adjourned.

Report says that two English detectives were
spotted, and refused admission to Congress.

General Sweeny has issued an appeal to the Feni-
ans not to waste their energies in intestine strife.
Let deeds not words be your motto, and strike before
itis too lato and tho golden opportunity forever lost.
Our situation is that of two armies whose chiefs can-
not agree upon a line of operations. The vast ex-
tent of the British dominions offers many vital
points, and as we cannot reconcile our views let each
army follow its chosen general and attack where his
judgment tells him are tho best chances of success.
Let this disgraceful ?quabblo cease at once?on the
field of battle we willforget all personal rancor and
factional prejudices to remember only our dear coun-
try and her wrongs. Out of our difficulties I can sec
but one way of escape. To call in each State a con-
vention of delegates from different Circles to decide
on whom they will repose confidence, and then in
silence allow Coi. O'Mahoney and myself each to

work out his respective plan for tho freedom of Ire-
land.

1 nitofi Staten Supreme Court.

WASHINGTON, Jan'y 2?ln tho Supreme Court of
the United States, to-day, Justice Clifford delivered

the opinion of tho Court in the case of an appeal
from the District Court of Wisconsin, in which the
Milwaukie and Chicago Railroad Company was tho
Jefendent. It appears that certain mortgaged prem-
ises were several times offered for sale, but not sold,
and that tho appellant claimed possession on the
ground that he was the highest bidder. But the Su-
preme Court holds that biddings at auction are mere
offers, and that there is no binding obligation until
the consent of both parties is given. Inother words,
there must be a mutual understanding to a definite
agreement. As the auctioneer may refuse to strike
off the property to tho highest bidder, so a bid may-

be withdrawn before the hammer falls. The Court
said that justice "has been done, and all parties are
satisfied, excepting the appellant, and that the decree
of the District Court is affirmed, with costs.

Pennsylvania legislature.
IIARRISBVF.G, Jan. 2.?The new House of Repre-

sentatives met at noon to-day.
James R. Kelly, of Washington county, (Republi-

can) was elected Speaker on the first ballo..
On taking tho chair Mr. Kelly made a speech in

which, alter thanking the House for tho honor done
him, he said, the clouds of war having passed away,

and the ally of treason, slavery, being dead, a glori-

ous future awaited tho country. Pennsylvania will
reap the benefit of a steadfast adherence to the cause
for which she sacrificed her blood and treasure.

Tho speech was received with applause. The cre-
dentials of tho members were then rea 1 and they
were sworn into office, after which the House ad-
journed.

The message left by tho Governor before he de-
parted for Cuba, will be sent in to-morrow. Itis
very brief.

Tho ship was pounding badly when he
left The mates and crew had not been heard from,
but were probably safe.

The bark B. S. Ewell willbo
nearly a total loss, and is being stripped. A small
portion of the cargo may be saved in a badly dam-
aged condition.

Prohibition of (he Iniportntion of Cottle.
NEW YORK, Jan. 2.?The Herald has the following

from Toronto: "To-day Consul Thurston received
instructions that the government of the United States
willnot permit any more cattle to enter the United
States from Canada. This prohibition creates an in-
tense feeling not only among the Canadians shut out
from American markets, but among the United States
traders. By Americans now purchasing inthat mar-
ket, it is estimated that $40,000 worth of .live stock
already purchased inthe neighborhood will be thus
cut off from tho market for which they were in-
tended."
