If economy
was the object of it. it could better have been accom-
plished by the immediate admission of the Southern
States He did not understand what gentlemen

when they said the war was not over. There
had been no hostile forcei in the Held for nine
months. I' l May last, the President issued an
amnesty proclamation, looking to peace and union.
This had been looked upon as too lenient to the
South, but he waL sorry that the President had not

gone farther.
As it was, there were about tlnrty-hve thousand

exceptions to the proclamation, and among these, all
the misfortunes of the war would bu distributed. The

South has lost ten thousand millions of uo.lars wort a
of property by the war, and he thought they deserved
it as the consequence of levying war; but was this not
punishment enough ? In conclusion, he saiu it was
not in the bond of Union that Cougrc?* should send

officers of the Frecdmen\s Bureau to regulate the il-

lations between citizens and frecdmen in Kenturai
He was sorry to see this spirit manifested towards the
Southern people inCongress, for lie behoved the peo-

ple were sincere in their professions of willingness
and anxiety to return tothe Union.

Mr. Pomeroy was g'ad to hear from Mr. Guthrie
an admission that the Constitutional amendment ren
dercd nulland void all slave codes gud laws relating
to slavery- . . . , .

Mr. Guthrie said that was his opinion, and that of

a very able lawyer of Lexington, from whom ho had
received a letter on the subject.

A Mr. Pomeroy continued his remarks, stating thai
he do nothing to the southern States for re
venge, tut only for security in the future. Pending
the discussion the Senate adjourned.

There is a large
list which can be had at 10@15, but this i* not in fa-
vor. The low price of money on call doe 3 not stimu-
late speculation outside the stock market, and there
is the same disposition lo await the movements of the
Treasury Department.

Foreign exchange is weak under an increased sup-
ply of bills and a limited demand. Bankers' bills on
England at sixty days arc at 10S%® 108%, the best
quality being drawn at 108% net. Commercial hills
of the first grade are quoted at 108® 108%.

The Tribune says: A good deal has been said aboutthe low average interest of the national debt, but the
method of keeping it down is kept out of sight. It is
done by circulating several hundred millions of "due
bills," tkc., as United States notes and fractional cur-
rency, wholly irredeemable, which should be put into
funded debu> of some kind without unnecessary de-
lay. The national debt, with all its magnitude,
etill thelbest secured of any similar obligation in the
world, and is sure to be paid, principal and interest,
while the debts of European nations promise to show
no de-crease. But that is not the question to be de-
cided now. The point to be settled is, how to get the
national debt extended in a form where the interest
can be mot, and the means be secured to redeem the
principal gradually. This cannot be done by offering
bonds of short date and low interest at a time when
capital inordinary business commands from <8 to 15
per cent. The government, when it comes as a bor-
rower, must be prepared to pay current rates in short
bonds, orsell long ones to tempt buyers for invest-
ment here and inthe money markets of Europe.
