DIVORCES BY WHOLESALE.?The New Y'ork Even-
iwj Pott says: We have noticed in some of our ex-
changes lately, advertisements of "divorces legally
procured without trial," "private consultations on
divorces." Ac. Western papers srive some explana-

tion of these notices. The Fort YVayne Gazette re-
marks that the annulling of marriages has become
an immense bmiuess in Indiana, and asserts that
"associations have bqoa formed in the larger cities,
with agencies throughout th*western States, especial-
ly in Indiana, to procure divorces for all imaginable
persons, and for all imaginable causes, or for no cause
whatever."

The St. Louis Dinpatch thus describes the method
of procedure :?"lt is done in this wise.

agency. The ease is sent to an Indiana lawyer, who
commences proceedings, alleging in the complaint ahalt a dozen sufficient causes, not one of which is
true; the case is referred to another of the same class
of lawyers, who reports, without hearing a word of
evidence in favor of the divorce; the court see it is
all right on the record, and unsuspectingly confirms
the proceedings and decree? the divorce. A copy of
the record is forwarded to the New York agency, andhusband, who has been living at homewithhis unsuspicious wife, coolly informs her he hasprocured a divorce, and desires her to find anotherhome and make way for the new wife."
