The Latest from Oregon.

PorTLAND, Oregon, Jan. 18, via San Francisco,
Jan. 20.—Decidedly the heaviest snow storm that
has oceurred in this section for years has prevailed
for two days past. Tt snowed all day Tuesday, and
rained nearly all yesterllx:f'. During the night the
snow continued to fall, and it has been snowing un-
interruptedly to-day.

During the cold snap a few weeks since there were
storms particularly severe east of the Blue Moun-
tairs. Q,iule anumber of people were badly frost-
bitten, The snow is deeper along the river than was
ever known before. In Reindeer River Valley the
snow is 36 inches deep, at Le Grand 20 inches, and on
the mountains from four to six feet deep.

The route to Ploverville is closed. e now in
Boise Valley averages 20 inches, and Snake Creek is
frozen so as to allow teams to crossit. The ther-
mometer at Idaho has been twenty-two degrees be-
low zero.

The steamer Pacific arrived yesterday, and depart-
ed to-night for San Francisco, taking $304,500 in
treasure. The steamer Sierra Nevada has arrived at
her dock, havin been removed from her critical sit-
uation in Columbia river without injury.

The cars, drawn by the best engines of the compa-
ny, were unable to make more than three miles for
several hours on account of the snow.

The steamer John H, Couch arrived at_her wharf
at9P. M. from Astoria. She reports that it was
almost impossible to make headway even in a direct
course on account of the snow storm; she reports the
Lower Columbia in much the same condition as the
Upper Columbia river.

PORTLAND, OREGON, Jan'y 19th.—The weather is
colder than yesterday, with light falling snow, which
is now fully a foot deep here, over two_feet having
fallen during the past three days. Parties from
Walla-Walla say the road to Boise is lined with de-
serted trains.

loose the animals and fled for safety. Much of the
stock is in a poor condition. and many teamsters will
lose their entire trains. Private letters from Fort
Satwai say the weather is intensely cold, and the
mercury ranges at about twenty-five degrees below

The cause of the
accident isnot known. The Fanny Patten went to
ber relief. About eight inches of snow fell here last
night. The weather is moderate.

ACKSONVILLE, Oregon, Jan., 19.—A very heavy
snow and rain storm has prevailed for several days,
and snow has fallen on the mountains to a great
depth. There is about twelve feet of snow on Scott
Mountain. No one wes able to cross for three days.

There have been no stages from the South for sey-
eral days. The storm is general North and South.
Itis snowing very hard here.
