About half-past 2 o'clock Commissioner Coolev, of
the Indian Bureau, called upon the President withthe
Indian delegations now inthe city,representing the
Choctaws, Seminoles, Creeks, Chickasaws and Sacand Foxes.

RECEPTIONS AND PARTIES TUESDAY.
Tho receptions und parties of Tuesday were

amongst the most brilliant of the peusop. Those
during the day by Mrs. Mayor Walloch and Mrs.
Charles Knapp were noticeably attractive.

At night, the recegtion a-, the White House di-
vided attention with numerous private parties and
receptions. Mr. and Mrs. Alexander It. .Shepherd
had a very elegant and enjoyable entertainment
? wedding anniversary i at their tastefully appointed
residence, 358 10th street.

There was a select dinner party at the British Em-
bassy; alter which. Sir Frederick Bruce and Lady
Elma Thurlow had an evening reception, attended
by many of the most eminent persons now at the Na-
tional Metropolis, embracing Lieutenant General
Grant and lady. General Sherman, and other distin-
guished officers of the army and navy, Cabinet Minis-
ters, Senators and Kepsentatives of the beauty and
fashion of the city.

Ths residence of Senator Harris was again crowded
with a brilliant and distinguished throng.

WHITE HOUSE RECEPTION.
The reception at the Presidential Mansion on

Tuesday evening was densely thronged. From the
time the doors were opened until nearly 11 o'clock,
the multitude of visitors were constantly coming and
goine. Towards the latter part of the evening the
rooms became too much crowded to be comfortable,
but more especially the East Parlor, where the
guests repaired, after having exchanged greetings
with Mrs. Patterson, Mrs. Stover and the President,
to promenade. The Blue Room, where the Presi-
dent and daughters received, and the Red Room
were kept clear attendants stationed for ihat pur-
pose, that the visitors might have free access, and
the distinguished occupants of the Blue Room might
not be incommoded.

The ladies of the Executive Mansion received the
host of friends and callers who pressed forward to the
honor with grace and courtesy, and the President,
who had entered much earlier than usual, certainly
found no abatement in the public regard.

Of tho Executive staff. Col. Robert Johnson, Major
Morrow and Major Long were present, and very ably
assisted in the entertainment of the guests. Tho
pleasure of the evening was much enhanced bv the
performance of the MarinoBaud. A larger number
of eminent officers of the Government, Foreign Min-
isters, distinguished Senators and Representatives,
brave officers of the Army and Navy, and fair ladieshas rarely been seen together at any reception.

Doubtless the probability of having a close view oftho three great generals, added materially to thenumber present on this occasion, Tor wherever GensSherman, Meade and Thomas stood there the crowds
werellargest, and in their movements they drew agreat portion of the assembly with them.

The proportion of ladies was as large as on any
former occasion, and if anything, more brilliant,
owing to the presence of many distinguished belles
now at the National Metropolis.

INSTRUCTIONS TO ASSIST ANT TREASURERS.
Notice has been given by the Secretary of the

Treasury that the Treasurer of the United States,the Assistant Treasurers at New York, Philadelphia
and Boston, and the designated depositories at Bal-timore and Cincinnati, have been instructed to dis-continue, on and after the ffrsl of February next en-
suing, receiving deposits for temporary loan at sixper cent. They have been instructed to receive suchdeposits in lawful money on and after that date atfive per cent, interest, payable on ten days' noticeafter thirty days from date of deposit.

Tax ox NATIOXIt.BANK SHARK-HOI.DFRS.beveral cases, involvingthe right of States to taxthe share holders of national banks, are on argument
in the Supreme Court. They arise on writs of errorto the Court of Appeals of New York by the Second
Rational Bank of Utica, and two Albany banks
Mr. Evarts, of New York. Messrs. Reynold and Tre-maine, of Albany, and Mr. Sedsrwick, of Syracuse
apl i e?,r for 'FO banks, and Mr. Parker, of Albany
and Mr. Kervan, of Utica, defend the right, of theState to impose the tux. The argument against tho
tax was opened by Mr.Reynolds. Ihe question in-volved is a very important one. and the eases excitemuch interest among persons interested innationalhanks. They are test cases brought up under the di-
rection of tho Executive Committeo of NationalBanks.

THE INTERNAL REVENUE LAW.
The bill introduced by Representative Morrill asto tho meaning of certain parts of the internal reve-r.ue act, declares that the words in section 120, "alldividends inscrip or money thereafter declared due

and whenever the same shall bepayable to stockhold-ers, policy-holders or depositories," shall mean alldividends in scrip of money to whosoever payable:
and all stockholders, policy-holders, depositories orparties whatsoever, including non-residents, whethercitizens or aliens. In section 122, tho word, ??stock-
holders," shall includo non-residents, whether citi-zens or aliens.

It is declared tho duty of persons making returnsot the lists of incomes or property taxed, to statewhether the amounts given are stated according totheir value in legal tender currency, and that thepenalties imposed by law. in every case of refusal, soto state, shall be charged by assessors. Section fourthprovides that when the returns are stated in coined
money the assessor sha'l reduce them to equivalents
in currency. The Secretary of the Treasury i* au-thorized to prescribo rules by which this principle isapplied to ail returns, lists, assessments ami collec-
tions.
