DREADFUL STEAMBOAT Kls.iM tHS.

Particulars of the Fvillusions on Board
t!u Miania ami Missouri?Two Miiniirrd
and Sixty Fives Fast?Scenes a:ni inci-

dents.
The Western papers brine full accounts of the ter-

rible explosions on board tho steamers Miami and
Missouri, already reported briefly:

THK MI\ MI?DREADFUL 9CF.NEB.
Thi* steamer left Mem; ln> on Saturday night, Jan- ]

uary -7. loaded to her guards withfreight, and carry- j
ins: about fifty passengers in her cabin and one hun- Jdrcd on lvk: one hundred men of Company E, of I
the 3 i United State* Infantry, and a mixed crew oi
fifty men.

The boat reached Napoleon, Arkansas, about sun-
down, without any mishap, and rounded from the
Mississippi into the Arkansas river, well controlled
by engineer* and pilot,until about seven miles up

from the confluence of the rivers, when the starboard
boiler exploded. The cause of the explosion is un-
known. The boat then caugh* fire and burned to the
water's edge, carrying to an untimely death two hun-
dred and twenty-five human beings. The accident
occurred after tea. and just as a majority of the cabin
passengers werctongregated around the stove in the
forward part of the cabin, and the soldiers on tho
hurricane deck ran forward in obedience to a call
from one of their comrades to come forward for their
ration of whisky, into the air went heads and arms
and leas, the headless and limbless bodies; and down
into broken boilers or burning deck, through great
chasms made by the exclusion, went nearly two hun-
dred souls: while others ran back to where the re-
mainder of the passengers, much affrighted, were
preparing to jump overboard and find escape on float-
ing doors or logs. Some soldiers, ablaze with fire,
others scalded, and in their agony tearing at their
throats, jumped overboard and were lost, while a few
more fortunate and but slightly burned, pushed some
bales of hay overboard, and riding on them found the

Allthe women on board except a German woman
jumped overboard intheir fright, and were lost; not.
however, before some of them had endured the most
heartrending agony from internal scalding. The
most sickening sight was the burning t> death of two

soldiers of the Third regulars, who. for disorderly

and unruly conduct, were tied up by their thumbs to
the jackstaff a litttle before the explosion. The
dreadful accident carried off" the lieutenant com-
manding and all the non-commissioned officers and
such men as escaped death by fire and steam had
iuuiped overboard; so there was none near to obey
The calls of the poor fellows to be released, which
could be heard above the noise of cracking timbers,

nor to assist their frantic efforts to unloose tho cords
that bound them; and there, tied securely, they wait-
ed in terror and dismay until the flames had burned
the deck fro? under them, and they fell a prey to
the devouring elements?officer and punished were
together in eternity.

INCIDENTS.
Major Rankin supplied .Mrs. Lusk and her child

with a door, in of saving them, as they were
but a short distance; from the shore; but they were
taken away to meet husband and father, who was
among the first killed by the explosion, as was Mr.
Charles J. Johnson, another clerk, who was standing
beside him in the office at the time.

About fifty dead were buried along the bank. One
drowned man had one thousand two hundred dollars
on his person.

Two men, names not known, blew out their brains
with pistols, preferring to die that wayrather than
burn to death.

THE M SSOURI?PART OF THE PASSENGERS SAVED.
The disaster to the Missouri was caused by racing.

The steamer left New Orleans, January 23, for Cairo.
A letter to tho Cincinnati Commercial , dated at Ev-
ansvillo. Indiana. January 3n, says: "The Missouri
and Silver Moon came up from below last night, and
for sn me hours raced hard; but though for fifteen
minutes the two hoafs were head and head, the Sil-
ver Moon could not pass her competitor, and then
raked down the fire?.

When the Silver Moon arrived here, near mid-
night. she found the Missouri lying at our wharf. It
seems that the Missouri left about 1 o'clock, and then
commenced a race with the Dictator, and near the
mouth of Green river, some twelve miles distant by
rive." but seven by land, the Missouri was blown up,
and the Dictator being very near took off all the per-

sons on the ill-fortuned steamer that could be found,

and proceeded on her way to Xewburg, ten miles by
land, and taking on Dr. "laughter to render medical
and surgical aid to the wounded.

Sixty persons are supposed .o have been lost. Cap-
tain J. V. Hurd wu* severely, though not mortally
wounded; Mrs. Hurd. wife of the captain, was killed;
Heury Hurd. one of the pilots and eldest son ot the
captain, had his leg banly shattered: Arthur Hurd,
second clerk, and his little brother, also sons of the
captain, were scalded. Mr. Mayland clerk of the
boat, was saved. He is, however, acvertiy hurt. The
fir<t and s*cond mates were saved, the first engineer
was killed: the second engineer and striker were res-
cue 1, t>oth severely scalded. The bartender was hurt
by falling timbers. , .

The survivors lost ail their clothing, money and
other valuables. Nearly all of them had no apparel,
save their night clothing, when rescued.

A gentleman and his wife, from Massachusetts, es-
caped with the loss of all their bag/age, including

S6OO, and a fine gold watch, jewelry. <kc., which they
had placed under their matr ress.

In searching among the ruins, the body of a middle
acred lady was discovered and taken out of the Wte"k.
From the location of the body, it was surmised that
the lady was the wife of Captain Hurd. fche was clad
in her night clothes. Her head and face was some-
what disfigured, but, notwithstanding this, a gentle-
man who had seen her before death, expressed hirn-
selt quite positively as to her identitv.

A frightful gash on the head indicated that she
W<*B killed instantaneously by a piece of timber orsplinter of the wreck, which crushed her skull and
laid bare her brain. She had one or two bruises on
the body.

SOLDIERS' ANI SAILORS' LEAGUE.
lion. John W. Forney delivered a lecturethiseven-

ing before the >oldiers* and Sailers' National Union
League. Gen. J B. Kidder presided. Letters were
received and read from General Meade and General
George 11. ihomas. During the delivery of tbe lec-
ture. Lieut. Gen. Grant entered the hall, and was re-
ceived with immense applause. Col. Forney spoke
for about an hour, recounting the services rendered
tho country by the soldiers during the rebellion, and
concluded as follows;

You will recollect, members of the Soldiers'and
Sailors' National Union League, when you did me the
honor to invite me to address you. 1 frankly stated
that I did not think you had taken the i roper course
to prom te the objects set forth inthe preamble to
your constitution.

These objects are the employment of honorably
dis--harged soldiers and sailors: the equalization of
the bounties of the soldiers oi 1361 and 1862 with the
bounties paid to those enlisting later in the war;
provision for the widows aud orphans of your fallen
comrades, aud for the speedy settlement of their
claims, and to extend to members who, by sickness
and other misfortunes, are prevented from pursuing
their avocations, such aid as will alleviate their
great suffering. In Washington city there is nothing
less likely to succeed than fn attempt to raise money
by public lectures. Jn this great national forum,
where the ripest intellects of the nation deliberate
daily upon affairs of state, and where the nobbst
oratory is invoked to the vindication of immortal
principles, it is natural that the citizen should prefer
to take his seat inthe gallery of the Senate or the
House, and gather instruction and inspiration from
the scene.

'l'heaa opportunities, open to all, give to occasions
like this a cold and tame appearance and undoubted-
ly defeat any such object a- raising money by public
speeches; yet. I have uot been unmindful of your
unchallenged charms to public gratitude. Having
entertained and acted upon this seutiment through-
out tho war, it has been my study to do all in my
power to keep alive the public sense of your inesti-
mable services, aud to contribute to their substantia)
recognition. With this view I sought for some prac-
tical way to assist your praiseworthy enterprise. I
think 1 have been fortunate in making what is a fair
beginning.

Although my name appears as one of the corpora-

i at the National Capital, I have believed that it wouldbe inore consistent to confide the management of such
i an institution at this point to the brave men who

wants, their families and their friends, it occurred to
me that they would be stimulated by anatural rivalry

> to do their uttermost to fulfil the object of such anorganization, and to realize t he expectations of their
felmw-soldiers and fellow-citizens.

I ntler their direction, liberally encournged by the
people, there ought to be founded at ihe city of
\\ ashiugton, a conn.lete and comprehensive national

REPORT OP THE MILITARYCOUNCIL.
The Star say? the Councils of the major generals

of the army, which finished its conferences on Sat-
urday last, has, it i stated, submitted its report tx>
Senator Wilson, Chairman of the Senate Military
Committee. It is -aid they make several suggestions
in opposition toadmitting volunteer officers into the
regular army, and would modify to a consider Able
extent the bill for the reorganization of the armv;
and \u2666hat. they approve of the bill for the re-estab-
lishment of the state militia, and recommend someadditional changes towards perfecting the regular
army bill. The proposition to increase the number
of cadets ono hundred and fifty, so that each State
may have two cadets, and seveniv-fivcto be appointed
from the sons of officers and soldiers who have b. en
killed inthe service, has, it is said, been approved by
thciu.

REDEMPTION OF UNITED STATES STOCKS.
The rules adopted for the redemption of fractional

and other United State? notes that, from whatever
cause, have become unfit for circulation, contem-plate and require the co-opcration of all national
banks that are designated depusitarb in the work
of redemption, except such notes JH by the rules of
the department nre designated and described as mu-
tilated. And by the term mutilated is meant notes
not worth their full face value. Some of these
banks do not seem to have understood or have been
unwillingto accept this duty and afford holders of
money, which ought to be relieved from circulation,
more ample means for the redemption or exchange
of defaced United States notes and fractional cur-
rency, and such note? as by said rule- are defined as
mutilated and subject, therefore, to discount at the
Treasury.

Additional rules and regulations have been adopt-
ed by the Treasury Department, in which, among
other things, it is provided that wherever a holderof any United States currency shall present to an
Assistant. Treasurer of the United States, United
States depository or national bank, which is a desig-
nated depository of the United Mates notes which,
in the aggregate, shall be of the nominal vain**of
SSO or over, which notes shall have been carefully
assorted, strapped, labelled, and then put up in one
parcel, in conformity withthe rules approved by the
Secretary ..f the Treasury. April 21st. 1865. for the
redemption of such notes, it shall be the duty of such
officer or bark to receive such parcel of notes and
give to the owner thereof, either the value of the
same in money or a receipt conditioned on the pay-
ment of the proceeds of such parcel when returns
therefor shall have been received from the Treasurer
of the I nited ctatcs. .Such parcel must be securely
done UP with the owner's name, the amount claimedand the date plainly written thereon.

No national bank notes, whether mutilated or not,
arc redeemable by the Treasurer unless they are the
notes of banks in liquidation. Such notes are re-
deemable only by the banks whieb issued them.

DESTITUTE FREBDMEN OF ANNAPOLIS.
Reports from citizens of Annapolis having been

received at the Frcedmen's Bureau stating that a
great deal of suffering and destitution existed*among
the freedmcn of that city.Lieut. S. N. Clark visited
Annapolis last week, with instructions to inquire
into the condition of the colored people. He reports
very li'tlo destitution among them. All were at
work, and there seemed to he an abundance of em-
ployment for them. The city authorities expressed
themselves amply able and willingto provide for all
cases of suffering that might occur.

GItADK OK GENERAL IN TUB UNITED STATES ARMV.The Military Committee of the House voted this
morning to report a bill creating the grade of general
in the army \u25a0: the United States. The pay tbe
an increase of $l3O per month over the pay of the
Lieutenant General under existing laws.

PARDONS.
But little can be done iu the granting of pardons,

on account of the pressure of bu.-iness at the Mate
Department, where a large number arc awaiting the
signature of the Secretary of State, A number of
Mississippi pardons were forwarded from the Attor-
ney General's office to-day.

Treasury ( ircalar.

WASHIXGTO D. C., Feb. 5.1866. ?The Secretary of
the Treasury has issued the following order:

TREASURY DEPARTMENT, Feb. 2,1866.
On September 1, 1865, an order was issued by ibis

Department, under the power conferred by s-ction
46 of the Internal Revenue Act of] June 30; 1864, di-
recting that articles manufactured in the.States lately
in insurrection prior to the establishment of collec-
tion districts therein, but retained in possession of
the manufacturer until after such establishment, and
thus made liable to the current rates of taxation,
should be held/ree from present assessment until
transported beyond the liniifs'of the above-mentioned
States, and should then be subjected only to the tax
due at the time of their manufacture.

Tho reasons for this exemption were stated briefly
at the time of ho allowance. It was induced by the
fact that manufacturers had, iuignorance of the law,
retained large iiuantities of their products in i.heir
own baud , aud b> the supposed additional fact that
much of the property so retained had greatly de-
teriorated in value. Abundant opportunity having

. now been given for the disposal of the manufactures,
there to no good reason for continuing a privilege in-
consistent with th genora! provisions of the law, ad-
verse to the interest of Northern uianuractuj cs and
susceptible, as experience lias sho*n, of very great
abuse.

It is therefore hereby ordered that on and after
March Ist., 1866, all Southern manufactures in pos-
session of the manufacturer, shall he held subject to
the present rate of duty. N.> exception being made
in any case on account of the date of manufacture.

Au suiporiant Law Aiamt to go into pe
ration.

By the tenth section of an act approved March 3,
186. . 12 Statutes at Largo, p. 765,) it is enacted that
every claim against the United States, cognizable by
the Court of Claims, shall be forever barred unless
the petition setting forth a full statement of the
claim be filed inthe court, or transmitted to it wilhin
six years after the claim first accrues, provided that
claims accrued six years before the passage oitnc act
shall not be barred if presented within three years
after the passage of the act.

Thus all claims against tho Uuited States cogniza-
ble by the Court of Claims, and of more than six
years' standing, willhe- barred after the 3d of March,
1866.

Theelaimscognizable by said court are: 1, Allclaims
founded upon any law of'Uongress; or 2, upon any
ulation of any Executive Department, or 3, upon any
contract, ex press or.iinplied, except (1) claims growing
out of or dependent on any treaty stipulation, and 2)
claims for property damaged, destroyed, or appro-
priated by the army or navy engaged in the suppres-
sion of the rebellion.

The above limitation; though contained in an act
respecting the Court of Claims, has been by many
supposed to extend to "all claims against the United.
States," whether prosecuted before the departments
or offered to be set off' by defendants iu suits by the
United States against them as debtors.

IMPORTANT TO MANUFACTURERS. ?The Commis-
sioner of Internal Revenue recently received a letter
from parties, asking whether they may be allowed,
ir making their monthly returns, t, deduct from the
value of products the cost of wheels, a.vies, springs,
Ac., on which the duty has been paid, and which
they use in the manufacture of carriages. In an-
swer the Commissioner says that "the general prin-
ciple af the excise law is that each particular manu-
facture is taxed for it 3 value, though articles used in
its production are in themselves manufactures on
which the duty has been previously paid. Carriages
are liable to duty on their entire value, though
wheels, axles, springs. &e., used in their production,
have previously paid tax

"

"CONSClENCE."'?Yesterday the United States Treas-
urer received from an unknown correspondent fifty
cents, as a contribution toward the "conscience
fund." In the letter, transmitting the amount, the
correspondent states that he had "defrauded the
Government out of fifty cents by using postage-
stamps taken from envelopes which had not been
cancelled." Tho following grandiloquent expression
is used in conclusion of the letter: "1 take this method
to relieve my mind, as / have (theays been, and wish
to continue to he honest to my employers, my Gov-
ernment, and my God!"

CHEF.K.?The Washington Republicans ays: One of
tho most alarming exhibitions imaginable of faith in
human forgiveness and governmental forbearance
was presented on Friday last, in the appearance at
the Treasury Department of the wife of the notorious
guerilla, John S. Mosby, asking for the payment of
the value of certain tobacco, of which, it is alleged,
her chiva'rous husband was unjustly deprived by the
"Yankee Government'* in the capture of Richmond.
It is understood the money was not paid.

FEDERAL DEAD AT BELLE ISLE.?CoI. G. B. Cad-
wallader. Assistant Quartermaster, having been di-
rected to inspect Belle Isle. Virginia, inorder to as-certain the number and condition of the Union sol-
diers there buried, reports that a tract about one
hundred yarns square has been set apart on the Tie,
enclosed with a substantial board fence, which eon-tains one hundred and fifty bodies, uf which one hun-dred and twenty-three are legibly marked, with good
head and foot boards.

Mrs. Gardiner Greene, who died in Boston
last week at the age of ninety-five years, was the
only person living there who sailed from tho Province
of Massachusetts under the British flag just before
the revolution.

The bill as passed is in the naturo of a substitute
for the Senate bill, although it only differs trow that
bill in one or two essential particulars.

The first section provides that the Bureau shall
continue to extend its operations to freedmen and
refugees in all part* of the United States, and the
President may divide the section of country within
which the writ of habeas corjtvs is at present sus-
pended, containing such refugees and freedmen, into

The 4th section provides that the
President, be authorized to reserve from sale and set-
tlement under the homestead or pre-emption laws,
and to set apart for the use of freedmen and loyal
refugees, male or female, unoccupied public lands in
Florida, Mississippi, Alabama, Louisiana and Ark-
ansas. not exceeding in all three millions of acres?-
in such parcels and at such annual rent as may be
agreed on.

He criticised the
gentleman's language and he stood by it. If ho did
not correctly represent what he said, he begged the
gentleman's pard n.

Mr. Rosseau?My object is not to get an apology,
but. to ray what I have said.

Mr. Grinnell?The gentleman's language is no of-
fense. I stand on my ri/hts as n member of this
House and an American citizen. and simplydisi-harge
my duties here, as I understand they should be dis-charged. When I criticised the language of the gen-
tleman from Kentucky, I did so from a sense of duty,
and I thought tint language unworthy of an Ameri-
can officer and ofhis own State.

Mr. Rosseau ?I u. ierstand tint the gentleman is
a preacner of the Gospel, and yet ho lacks charity
towards ad men. lam a new member of this House,
and have endeavored toact with the utmost courtesy.
But it docs come with very had from the gen-
tleman w ho slept in safety, whileother? were fighting
on the battle-field to make such a remark concerning
myself. He could not exercise the most common
charity; but when a gentleman had left the House ne
gets up to insult him, in violation of the rules of theHons®.

Mr. Grinnell?l have only to say that the gentle-
man has paraded his profession of arms before this
House. I have not paraded my own. The gentle-
man says I am a clergyman, but I have to answerhim that I was v man before I was a minister. I
claim to bo a man now and an American citizen. I
am not ashamed of mv origin nor my profession, andI stand by my constituents, my principles and iny
country.
