Postoflice Affairs.

The lettings of mail contracts in the States of

Georgia, Alabama, Mississippi, Arkansas and Louisi-

ana—nearly one thousand routes in all—have just

closed, in the Postoffice Department.

On about one-third the whole number there were
no bids at all. On many of those for which proposals
were offered the eompensation asked was so far above
mail pay rates that the routes could not be disposed
of, and in all such cases the lowest responsible bid-
ders have been written to and such offers made as
the Department can afford to pay.
The remaining routes have been accepted—secur-
ing the best possible and most frequent service which
could be obtained.
The Department has not only used every effort, but
evinces a commendable degree of anxiety to restore
early, frequent and regular mail facilities throughout
the entire Southern States.
he mail service let during the last autumn in Vir-
ginia, North and South Carolina, Florida, Texas, &c.,
went into 0|{eration on the 1st of January, and is
“doing well. Mail facilities have been also restored
in the South-Western States to a very considerable
extent.
The service now let to contract will be com-
menced on the first of July next.
While on this subject, we may add that thé ap-
pointment office of the department is engaged tracing
out and filling up_each route with re-opened offices.
Not less than five hundred offices have been resopened
during the month now closed.

LATER FROM CANADA.

An Important Proclamation—American
Fishermen Warned from €anadian
Waters—Vessels Liable to Confiseation—
Importation of Cattle Prohibited.
Orraws, Feb. 26.—The Canada Gazefte contains a

proclamation warning American fishermen that they

cannot use the Canadian shore fisheries after the 11th

of March next. .
The following is the substance of the proclamation:
Whereas, A certain treaty was made between her

Majesty and the United States of Ameriea, on the 5th

of June, 1564, {;rovnl_ing for reciprocal trade, and the

United States have giver notice for the termination

thereof, .

& And whereas, The said treaty will expire on the

17th of Mareh, 1866,

_And whereas, Under the said treaty many persons,
citizens of the United States, have invested moneys
and fitted out ships for carrying on in-shore fisheries
within the territory of Canada, and may be unaware
that their right to carry on such fisheries will end on
the 17th of March, 1865; )

Therefore, to prevent injury or loss to our subjects,
or to citizens of the United States, with which we are
in amity, we do caution and warn all persons not
subjects of our realm that, after the said 17th of March
next, no vessels owned and manned in the United

States of America can pursue the in-shore fisheries

without rendering themselves liable to the confisca-

tion of their vessels, and such other penaltics as are
imposed by law

RoeBERY 07 UNITED STaTEs BONDS—ARREST OF A
Baxker.~Luther 8. Lawrence, a banker doing busi-
ness at 164 Nassau street, Henry C. Lyons and Spen-
cer Pettus were arraigned before Justice Dowling, at
the Tombs this morning, on a charge of having stolen
three thousand dollars in United States bonds. It
seems that in June, 1863, Mr. Swineburn had the
bonds stolen from his pocketin the Philadelphia
postoffice, A description of them was sent to the po-
lice of this and other cities. Cu{;lum Jourdan and
detective Wooldridge, of the Sixth precinet, recently
learned that some of the missing bonds were in the
possession of Mr. Lawrence. 9

On the 17th instant. Mr. Lawrence’s office was visit-
ed, and a five hundred dollar bond, which had been
stolen from Mr. Swineburne, was recovered. Itis
alleged by the prosecution that Mr. Lawrence stated
