WiLLIAMSPORT, Lycoming county, Pa.,)
February 26th, 1866, J

The East Baltimore Conference, of the Metnodist
Episcopal Church, begins its ninth annual session in
this city on the 7th proximo. Rev. Bishop Thomson
will presid®, and no doubt exists as to the re-election
of Rev. J. H. C. Dosh, who for a number of years past
has discharged with remarkable fidelity the onerous
duties of Chief Secretary. Bishop Thomson has not
exercised Episcopal office in this Conference since
his election in 1864, and_his visit at this time will be
received with great cordiality and good feeling. He
Wwas at one time editor of the Ladies’ Repository, and
again of the Christian Advocate and Journal, at New
York, and is a graceful writer, of pure classical taste,
and a man of scholarly acquirements, and with all a
very able expounder of Biblical truth. n

Williamsport is a town of marked beauty, in the
midst of a rich, agricultural country, with salubrious
though mountainous climate, well watered, and highly
cultivated farms. The chief dependence of the place
however, is the lumber trade, which is conducte
extensively, giving a comfortable livelihood to many

ersons, and promoting industry. These mills were

uilt without regard to cost, contain all modern im-
vrovements, and are managed on a magnificent scale,
inyolving $8,000,000 in various fixtures. 2

. In 1806 Williamsport became a borough by legisla-
tive enactment, and in 1810, four years later, only
numbered in population some 350; but within the
past five years, ran up from 7,000 to 12,000, the present
population. The first school ever held ‘was opened
in 1796, the first Sunday School in 1820. There are
now 16 Sabbath Schools, with an attendance of 2,100
youths of both sexes. e i

That ancient and honorable fraternity the “Free
Masons,” the Independent order of Odd ellows, and
the Red Men, have lodges in good working order,
also the United American Mechanics, United Sons of
America and Junior Sons of America. There are
some 12 or 14 churches. the Presbyterian and Metho-
dist Episcopal being_ the strongest numerically,
of equal social position to any of the others. @dul-
berry st.
