Messrs. Editors of the Commercial:? The National

Government has made provision, by law of Congre-.-.
for the construction of a single line of railroad aero?the Rocky Mountains, with branches at each end
leading to etmry part of the Atlantic and Pacifi-
States. These branches may be regarded as local
affairs, constructed to accommodate different State
nnd interests; but the location of tho main trunk,
central line across tho Rocky Mountains. L a matter
which deeply concerns the citizens of the whole
Union, especially the citizens ofyour State.

A line drawn nearly straight through the ffmtro ol
the United States, across the continent from our
National Capital to San Francisco, passes through
the cities of Cincinnati. St. Louis, Jefferson City,
West Kansas, Lawrence, Topcka, Denver, Salt Lake
City,and a largo number of smaller cities and towns.
It passes through the richest agricultural and min-
eral portions of tho Union.

This is the line tho main trunk Central Pacific
Railroad should follow from the Atlantic to the Pa
cifie, with divergent branches at each end. By the
first of June next, the cars will be running over one
half or'tho route to Fort Riley, Kansas, or to within
476 miles of Denver, tho commercial metropolis oi
the Rocky Mountain gold region.

AtFort Riley the Pacific Railroad route, as estab
lishcd by Congress, instead of following the line a
above described, diverges from a direct western
course about one hundred miles to the northwest,
inakiug itnecessary, inorder to reach San Francisco,
to again turnabout one hundred and twenty five
miies to the south, thus making the main trunk line
pf the Pacific Railroad two hundred and twenty-five
miles longer than it need bo, avoiding the rich min-
eral region "of Colorado and Nevada, and burdening
every pound of freight and (very passenger between
the Atlantic and Pacific with tho unnecessary ex-
pense and delay of two hundred and twenty-five
miles of useless transportation, to say nothing of the
$12,000,000 thrown away in construction. In fact the
route aa ai present designated is manilestly unjust to
the people of the whole Union, except the extreme
northern tier of States and Canada.

The Grand Trunk Railroad of Canada can tap the
Pacific Road as at present located) at its extreme
northern angle, and thus make a straight route from
Montreal to Sail Francisco;: while the Pennsylvar.i
Central, Baltimore and Ohio, Virginia Central, and
al'J East and AYest roads south of them must make a
detour of some hundreds of miles to the North of the
centre of the Union, iu order to make a connection !
with a road leading to the main Trunk line to the \u25a0
Pacific. _

Let us then have the mam Trunk line located
through the centre, and give all roads, both North !
and South, an equal chance to tap it. It is not ton I
lato to make the change. ]

Congress located this circuitous route by the light j
of tho best attainable information at that time, UP J
dcrthe mistaken impression that the straight route. ;
which would secure tho valuable trade of Colorado, j
was impracticable by reason of impassable moan- ,
tains, which later information proves incorrect. A
great engineering obstacles have already been sur j
mounted by the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Com- I
pany. in the Alleganies, as can be found in thr |
straight line across the Rocky mountains. ;

The Philadelphia North American and Vnii'd <
States Gazette, in a recent article upon this subject,
pertinently remarks that "the mining works, so nu- ?
merous in California and Nevada, accustom the peo ;
pie of those regions to such enterprises, and there- j
fore no difficulty in undertaking the tunnelling the <
.Sierra Nevada, and, gigantic as itseems, we should \
not be surprised if the promise of completion in
year .should be fulfilled. AVeatof the Sierra, the
Galifomians have made great headway in building
the railroad, stimulated by the invaluable aid ex-
tended by tho National Government, so that we may
regard the completion of the road from the Pacific
ocean to the Nevada settlements as assured."

It would be an act of supreme folly to make the
road as at present located; to run i. through a wilder-
ness; avoid the rich and populous region of Color* 6
unnecessarily increase the length of the r -ad and
branches some five hundred miles, and discommode
the people of the whole Union, except, perhaps, the
citizens of Nonhcm tier of States of tho Union aud
the Canadas. I understand the Pacific Railroad L
for the accommodation of the people of the United j
States, and not for the exclusive benefit ol the extreme ?
Northern Statm and British America. Ido nor nr. ?
derstand that our Canadian neighbors c ntribnte j
anything towards building the road, and of course. :
do not see why theyshould be favored over and above
tho Central and Southern States of our glorious
Union!!!

In fairness then, to all sections, let us have the
main trunk line, from Fort Riley, Kansas, to San
Francisco, built on as near a straight line as possible.
Let us have feeders and branches from every part i:
the country; butthe Main Central Trunk Line muJ
bo made as straight and as nearly through the centerof the Union and continent as possible.

As 1 have already stated. Congress located the road
by the light of the best information attainable ai that
time, under the very prevalent mistaken idea that
the straight short route through the mineral regions
of Colorado wag impracticable, by reasmi of impass-
able mountains. 1 give no credit to th* statement i
often made that Congress was unduly influenced by I
Canadian and extreme Northern interests.

Of course a few of us knew, at the time the present ]
zig-zag route was located, that the straight. ?h<>.
route was cheapest and best for the whole country, j
This very* important fact, however, was not then -' i
well understood as at the present time.

Let us, then, bring it well before the people and !
Congress, for there arc a thousand reasons in favor of ;
the straight route and not one for the zig-zag.

I have already brought this mutter to the attention
of members of both Houses of Congress, and all sec m
disposed to have crooked paths made straight. Cer-
tainlythe matter should not be permitted to res.
untilthe correction is made.

A charter has been granted for a ship canal between

this city and Annapolis, Maryland, and is in thebands ol* capitalists who know no such word fail.
The proposed canal is only eighteen miles long, ;

and its construction completes an almost air line of i
canal and river navigation between this citv and I
Baltimore, Philadelphia and New York: whHi will j
confer incalculable advantages upon the coal and j
heavy coastwise freight interest generally.

The completion of this great inland of water com-
munication with the North and Northeast, which is
assured together with the existing first class railroads
running in the same direction, would seem to render
the projected additional air line railroad between
this city ami New York a superfluity.

INDIANFIGHT.

An Obstinate Conflict?Every Redskin
Slain.

The Humboldt Register, of January 20th, gives the
following account of a late fight with Indians:

One otthe best fight? yet recorded since the Indians
on our Northern border commenced hostilities was
that made near the confluence of Queen's river and
Fish creek, la3t week.

Tbc'lndians had become so daring and trouble-
some oflate that communication between Dun Glen
and Camp McDermit was unsafe. Tho Queen's river
region was dangerous. Captain G. D. Conrad deter-
mined on a raid against the marauders. All prepara-
tions made, tho command set out from Dun Glen on
the morning of the Bth, headed for Queen's river.
The entire command consisted, of fifty-sixpersons.

After extraordinary suffering from the cold, and a
long march of three dais, they at length arrived
upon the Indians, and immediately the light began
inall its fury, Ihe Indians had the advantage of the
ground. The field fought over was about two miles
square, and a largo portion of it was very much cut
up with gullies and ravines, and bore also a great
quantity of Spanish broom. Tho In lians could nothave selected a field better adapted to their style of
warfaro. The Indians discovered tho three columns
coming dashing down on them when about a mile
distant, and then they could bo distinctly seen pre-
paring for battle?dividing offinto squads of four and
six, nnd selecting their place 3 for combat where it
would be most difficult to manreuvre cavalry. Each
warrior had from fifty to seventy-five poisoned ar-
rows, giving each squad from two hundred and fifty
to three hundred and fifty shots. The moment before
the battle commenced, owing to the extreme cold, a
dense cloud of frost commenced (tying, so thick thata horseman could not bo distinctly seen over one
hundred yards.

This gave tho Indians a great advantage, a? iteom-
pelled the soldiers to fight at short range, so that thobow and arrow could be used, and it also increasedthe chances of escape for the Indians. Had the frost
commenced flying earlier, no doubt many of them
would have escaped. The plan of battle was such
that the right and left columns flanked the Indians
and soon surrounded them. They fought with des-
peration. In no instance did the warrior lay down
hi? arms tillhe laid down his life. They arranged
their arrows between their fingers in such a manner
that they could shoot them veryrapidly, and charged
with as much bravery as any soldiers in the world.
The excitement was intense. Soldiers, citizens and
the savages charging and yelling, each straining ail
his powers to destroy the other; the wild, ringing
war-whoop, the rapid firing of eighty disciplined
men, the thunder of cavalry charge, altogether cre-
ated a scene that beggars description.

The battle continued in full forco for two and ahalf hours, when the conflict was reduced to points,
at which several warriors had selected deep short
gullies, and were making what they know to be theirlast tight. * ?****

The battle, with the exception of a few straggling
shots, was over. Tho Indians had fought with a
heroism that astonished every one who had witnessed
it. They made no offer to surrender: uttered no sound
but yells of defiance, and continued to fire theirpoisoned arrows until they were so weak that they
could throw them but a few feel; and some of them
dying would shoot an arrow straight up into tho air,
inthe hope that (lie deadly missile would tali on the
hated and victorious foe.

Atthe dose of the battle thirty-five dead Indianslay on tho field, with their bows and quivers still
clutched in their hands. All of them were large
powerful men?a picked company of braves pre-
pared for battle. But five squaws wero in the band,
and they wero acting in t'oe capacity of a pack train.
Two of them were killed in battle by mistake, the
other three wero furnished with some provision?,
and left unmolested.

Scouting parties made the entire circuit of the
field, and found that no living thing had escaped, as
the snow was three inches deep, and there wero no
tracks leading from the camp.

On the Uninn sido set en were wounded.
Tho Indian camps were all destroyed, the wounded

all cared for, and the command marched for Fish
creek, wore water could be obtained, and camped,
the train having arrive i (here before them.
