CITY NEWS.

InK WESTKSX MARYLAND RAH,ROAD.?This sub-
ject was again before the Lily Council Inst evening,
and there was the same attendance of spectators
which has characterised the sessions ot the First
Branch of the Councils since the matter was first
brought before that body. A communication was re-
ceived from Robert Irvin, Esq., President of the West-
ern Maryland Railroad Co.. in response, he stated,
to a.generally expressed desire for information upon
some points which had not previously been touched.
A substantial extract is quoted from the communica.
tiou. He says:

TT r.ion Bridge. the present terminus of the road, is
in Carroll county, within one mile of the Frederick
county line; the road will pass thence through the
upper portion of the latter county, into Washington
county, and thence through the heart of that county
to iiagerstown. The citizens who reside along the pro-
posed route of the road have hecomcsnhseribers to the
stock of the Company, to the extent of about $160,1 X.O,
and we have assurances from all, that while they arc
themselves unable to build the road, without assist-
ance, they are willing, as soon as tho proposed aid
shall have been obtained from Washington county,
and the city of Baltimore, to increase their subscrip-
tion ifnecessary. Many of them propose to double
the subscription already made by them, and we have
al ao assurances from many of the business men of the
city of Baltimore, that a large additional subscription
can be had among those who are prepared to become
competitors for the new trade which will be opened
up by the completion of this enterprise. The
county Commissioners of Washington county agreed
tii become endorsers upon the .-ceond mortgage

; bonds of tho Company to the amount of $300,000. and
also to become subscribers to three thousand shares
of its capital stock, provided tho city of Baltimore
willsubscribe to four thousand shares. No subscrip-
tion has been had from tho Commissioner of either
Carroll or Frederick counties, but the citizens of these
counties, with some aid from Baltimore county, and
ihr oily of Baltimoro, have built Iho road to its
present termination, at Union Bridge, forty-seven
miles from the city of Baltimore; and the stook ledger
of the Company shows tho fact, that nearly all the
stock already subscribed is held infthose counties,
which is equally well-known to all connocted with

I the inception of the work, that nearly all the ecu
i/nrt'il bonds were those disposed of. The citizens of
Frederick county did not await the moment when the
road should reach the confines of their own county,
but have always actively aided it.

There is one mortgage upon the road of the Com
! pany of $600,000, upon which the interest has always
been promptly paid, and tmust bo excused when I
refer to this fact with pride, sincetho Western Mary
land Railroad, while unfinished and subject to all
ihe disadvantages of an unfinished road, has suc-
ceeded in complying with obligations which have
not always been so faithfully met by those who have
been large beneficiaries at your hands. There is a
mail floating debt not yet entirely liquidated, con-

tracted for engines and cars, and other necessary
equipments, amounting to about $15,(100. For any
further information I would respectfully bog leave
to refer yon to tho last annual report of the Compa-
ny, and also the report of toe surveys and es-
timates made bv tho engineer of the route
from Union Bridge to Ilagcrstown, together
with the profile and map attached. It is proper,
however, to prevent inisapprencnsior. as to
estimates, to call attention to the fact that the report
of the engineer was prepared about a year ago. and
upon the basis of the then ruling prices of labor and
material, which was very largely inadvance of pre.--
ent prices, now considerably declined. For instance,
in tho item of iron- a most important one?the esti-
mate was $l6O per ton. whilst at the present time it

??an be had for SBO, and I hat c been recently advised
by one of the most experienced iron masters of Penn-
sylvania, iha; a lurthrr large deduction was to lie
expected with confidence.

Subsequently, Dr. C. C. Koyscr, of the Fourteenth
ward, chairman of the Committee on Internal Im-
provements, to whom the ordinance authorizing a
subscription of $200,000 to rhe capital stock of this
road was recommitted, presented the following re-
port, signed by ail the members of the committee in
both Branches:

The .Joint Standing Committee on Internal Im-
provements, to whom was referred back tho ordi-
nance recommending a subscription of two hundred
thousand dollars to the capital stock of the WesternMaryland Railroad Company, have given thesubject
much consideration, and in view of all the surround-
ings and interest involved, are strengthened in the
opinion that the enterprise is one which eminently
demands the fostering care and financial support ofthe city to consummate the great object sought by
it? progenitors, for tho following reasons: The en-
terprise, in tho first place, is purely a Maryland en-
terprise. intended for the purpose ...f developing
?both the agricultural and mineral resources of tho
Sis to, which we respectfully submit arc the primary
interests, and require the immediate arid especial in-terposition both of the Municipal and State legisla-
tion. These interests cannot be too seduously pro-
tected and encouraged, when the reflection is in-
dulged that tne true and substantial wealth of any
State ran only bo augmented by r. thorough and
entire development of these fundamental agencies.
Those truths have long been entertained by tho most
distinguished political economists,and ao suscepti-
ble of an easy demonstration by comparing even the
present condition of the city of Baltimore with that
occupied by her before tho inauguration of the Bal-
timore and Ohio Railroad: and we further suggest
for the consideration of the Council that inso fur as
the agricultural and mineral productions cf the State
sre concerned, that thay are, yet comparatively in
their infancy.

The question then presents itself tor solution: llow
are the primitive deposits existing to an almost un-
sold extent within our borders, whilst our fertile soil

ielfls up golden Starved as a reward to honest hus-
bandry, to he attracted, by which 'he commercial
prosperity of the metropolis of our tifato willbe ex-
panded? This can only be accomplished by the e..n-
-traction of works of internal improvement, there-
by opening up avenues to those isolated localities.

In view, therefore, of these consideration;:, tho
Committee respectfully beg to teport back the orui
nance and recommend its passage,

Some time ago a paragraph went around the news-

papers concerning the dismissal of Captain John T.
Hill,of tho regular army, forthe murder of an ludinn
child in California. In the article the name of Gen.
Canby was used somewhat disparagingly, which
called forth the following letter from liini:

HEADQUARTERS DEP'T OF LOUISIANA, I
N;:\R ORLEANS, La? Feb. I*. 1860. ,

Ume Sir: I have jast received a copy of the Bt.
i.nuis Ucput'i'tcan, of the 7th inst., containing your
note of til: sth instaut, in reply to an article headed
"Can it be possible'.'" Such slanders have generally
their best correction in the characters of the persons
assailed; but as tliis affects the whole army, itis right
and proper that Ishould say that the statements are
false in fact, application and inference, i never
gave any such authority. I am convinced thai no
such acts were ever committed, or permitted by any
officer or soldier of any command ever exercised by
me. and I have no reason to believe tnat tiicy ever
took place iu any other&jommaud.

The onlyoperations against tiieIndians in which 1
was a -oeiatcd withGeneral, then Major S.blei, was
tne Navajo campaign of 1800-15!. In this campaign,
one of great length and severity, there was two exe-
cution,. In the t,ret ra-e an adult warrior, who, :n
company with others, had beer, pprn.itteu to camp
under a flag of truce, and to take back to the tribethe women and children who had been captured atew days previously, profiting by the knowledge he
liasf gamed, made his way into camp two nights af-terwards, and was detected in the act of stampeding
jiicanimals of the expedition. He was shot as a spy.
by my orders. Major Sibley, when detached fromthe main command, ordered the execution of a spy
under similar circumstance?. When he returned tho
act was reported, and was approved by me a,s tho
commander of the expedition.

After the skirmish at Laguna. Colorado, an Indian
woman, wounded, and her child, were found on thefield, from which the Indians had been driven. B dathe mother and child were brought into equip. The
mother was treated lorher wounds, but died during
the night,' and was decently interred *>n tho follow-
ing morning, Her child was carried a two days
march to Fort Defiance, and committed to the Nr.-vqjo women who were prisoners at mat. post. Attho canon of C'hoiii one of my officers, Captain Jlc-Lane, lost his own life in saving tho jives of some
women and children who had taken refuge in athicket, from which the warriors had just iioti, andf_-om which up to the moment of their flight, they
had been tiringupon his men.

At a later period Captain Wingnte found upon the
field, ir on which he had driven the Indians, a child
that had been abandoned by it? mother. This childwas carried to Fort Fauntleroy, and turned over to
the women who wero prisoners at that. post. The
Indian women of the plains and Rocky Mountains
are generally dressed, mounted and aimed as the
men, and frequently tako part In their combats, and,
as a consequence, are sometimes killed or woundedin action: but this charge, as against the army, or
individuals of the army, is as infamous as it is false.Rit limany thanks for your prompt denial of this
slander.
