Arrival of the City of New York

THE FENIAN CONSPIRACY.

NEW YORK, March 7.?The steamer City of New
York from Liverpool on the 21st via Queenstown on
22d. has arrived.

The U. S. ship of war Canandaigua arrived at
Queenstown on the 20th.

GREAT BRITAIN.

The suspension of the writ of habeas corpus in Ire-
land has been received with universal approbation
in England, and very general satisfaction in Ireland.
The first effect there was uneasiness, and produced
some depression, but the vigor shown by the govern-

ment soon restored confidence and had a favorable
effect.

The act as passed by Parliament, authorizes the
arrest and detention in custody until the Ist of March,
1867, any person suspected of conspiracy.

The chief object of the measure is believed to be
to enable the authorities to deal with the numerous
Fenian emissaries from America, who are represented
as scattered in all directions. The police are acting
vigorously and making a large number of arrests.
The military force in Ireland is also being strongly
reinforced from England.

It is reported that Sir Hugh Rose, commander in
Ireland, has demanded further instructions from the
Government.

Four sergeants of a regiment at Limerick have
been placed under arrest. Among the latest arrests

are General John H. Gleeson and his brother, of the
Federal army.

The police were fired on from a house inTippcrary
where it is supposed drillingwas in progress. One
officer was severely wounded. Some of the men were
arrested.

P. J. McDonnelly, the supposed Head Centre of
Dublin, has been arrested.

Order continued to be maintained in Ireland.
A bill has passed the House of Lords authorizing

the Irish Government to take possession of the tele-
graph lines ifnecessary.

FRANCE.
In the Legislatiff the draft of an ad-

dress. in response to tlffe speech from the throne, had
been introduced. Itexpresses satisfaction at the as-
surance that, the expedition to Mexico is to close.
The address then alludes to the "traditional sympa-
thies between Franco and the United States." and
says that "the latter ought not to take umbrage at
the presence of French troops in Mexico. To render
their recall dependent upon any other but our own
convenienee, would attack our rights and our honor,
which your Majesty guards with solicitude worthy of
France and the name of Napoleon."

La Palrie gives a report that Mr. Seward is about
to sent a conciliatory dispatch to France, intimating
the readiness of the United States to proclaim neu-
tralityin regard to Mexico, subject to certain Con-
ditions.

TITE CATTLE DISEASE.

The Secretary of the Treasury has issued a circular
to o.ustoms officers, and agents of the United States
inforeign countries, directing their attention to the
amendatory aet relating to the importation of foreign

cattle and hides, a copy of which is appended to the
circular, and says: "In accordance with its provis-
ions, I have determined to suspend its operations
inregard to importations from countries other than
those of Europe, as the cattle disease does not seem
to be prevalent elsewhere. Customs officers willtake
care that 110 neat oattje or hides of neat cattle, ar-
rivingdirectly or indirectly, from any part of Eu-
rope, are landd! on any pretext whatever, from and
after the first, day of May, 1866.

Customs officers willrequire that the consular cer-
tificates accompanying each invoice of neat cattle
and of the hides of neat cattle, excepting those from
Canada, and the other British North American
Provinces, shall state that the cattlo disease is not
and has not been recently prevalent in the country
from which the importation comes, and that he is
satisfied that such importation is frco from disease.
And until the Ist of May and in the absence of such
consular statement on any invoice arrivingafter that
date, report each case to this Department and await
its instructions.

Itwillbe seen that under this regulation the im-
cattle and hides from Canada aud the

other British North American Provinces is unre-
stricted, itbeing understood that the Provincial au-
thorities have adopted measures to prevent their in-
troduction from Europe.

MILITARYORDERS.
An order has been issued by Lieut. Gen. Grant as

follows:?Brig. Gen. P. George Cooke, U. S. A., hav-
ing been assigned to the command of the Department
of the Platte, is relieved from dutv as Superintend-
ent of the general recruiting service, and will turn
over the records thereof to Brevet Brig. Gen. D.
Buiterfield, colonel of the sth infantry, who is ap-
pointed superintendent inhis place.

An order has also been issued by the President ofthe United States as follows:
Ist. The present MilitaryDepartment of the Mis-souri willbe divided into two parts, one to bo called

the Department of Missouri, to bo commanded by
Major General John Pope, headquarters at Fort
Leavenworth, Kansas. The other to be called the
Department of the Platte, to be commanded byBrigadier General P.St. George Cooke. U.S.A.,
headquarters Omaha, Nebraska. Major General W.T. Sherman, commanding the Division of the Mis-
sissippi, willdesignate the limits of the new depart-
ments, and report the same to the Adjutant General
of the Army.

NROM MEXICO.
Official news from El Paso, the scat of the National

Government of Mexico, has been received inthis city
up to the 10th of February. President Juarez and
his cabinet had heard satisfactory news from the in-
terior. The dissatisfaction of the people against the
French rule wasgrowing every day. ThemoTcmcnts
of General Ferraja's brigade were thought to render
necessary the evacuation of the city of Chihuahuaby the French.

THE ANDKRSOXVILLE VICTIMS.
Quartermaster General Meigs has issued a pam-

phlet entitled "the murtyra who for our cou-ntry trove
up their lives in the prison pons in Andereonville,
Get.," containing the names of those whose remains
are in the cemetery near that place.

REIMBURSEMENT OK. PENNSYLVANIA.
The bill introduced by Representative Stevens to-day to reimburse Pennsylvania for the payment of

monioe advanced by the State under promise of re-
payment. appropriates $900,600.

TERM OF OFFICE ?PRESIDENT JUAREZ.
A few days ago the House of Representatives passed

a resolution calling upon the President to communi-
cate, ifin his opinion not inconsistent with the public
interest, any correspondence or other information in
the possession of the Government in regard to the
term of office of President Benito Juarez, of the Ro-
pablic of Mexico, as to the period when under the
Constitution a popular election in that country shall
take place, when free from foreign invasion, and as
to any vote of confidence and extraordinary powers
given to President Juarez by the Congress of the Mex-
ican Republic. The President, through Secretary
Seward, informs the House that it would not be ex-
pedient to publish the information called for.

TAXATIONOF INCOMES.

The bill before the Senate reported with an amend-
ment from the Finance Committee to-day. provides,
among other tilings, for the taxation of income from
United States property held, by foreigners. With re-
ference to its necessity. Commissioner Rollins, in a
noto to linn. John Sherman, of that committee,
says as follows:?"lncome acquired under the pro-
tection of our laws, should pay its appropriate dis-
tributive share for that protection. Whether the per-
sons to whom it accrues are citizens or alien?, resi-
dents or non-residents, it is, practicable to derivo
that share from stockholders in those well recog-
nized and established companies and corporations.
Whether or not it is practicable to secure when de-
rivedfrom other sources, has always been a doubtfulquestion.
It is understood that England deducts her tax fromthe interest she pays upon her securities as well tothe foreigners as to citizens.

PENSIONS.
The bill reported to-da.v by Mr. Perham, chairmanof the Committee on Invalid Pensions, supplementary

to the several acts granting pensions, increases the
pensions of those wholiave lost one hand or one font,or where the same has been totally and permanently
disabled in the militaryor naval service to sls per
month.

It provides that any pledge, mortgage sales, assign-
ment or transfer of a pension shall he void, and that
any persons acting us attorneys shall take and sub-
scribe an oath that they have no interest in said pen-
sion, and that persons taking the said oath falsely
shall be guilty of perjury. That any person who
shall present or cause to be presented any power of
attorney or other paper bearing 11 date subsequent to
that on which it was actually signed, shall be pun-
ished by fine or imprisonment, or both. It repeals
the provisions of the law withholding pensions from
pensioners in Government employ, that any officer
who shall have died or been disabled after the date
of his commission or before being mustered, such offi-
cer or person entitled to a pension shall receive a
pension corresponding to the rank as determined by
such commission. That officers absent on sick leave,
and enlisted men absent on siek furlough, shall bo
regarded iu-the administration of the pension laws
the same as n they were 111 the field hospital.

That the period of service of any person in tho
1military service shall be construed to extend to the
time of the disbanding of the organization to which
s.icli pemoti PoP.i;wu l, ~r i.n'il bis actual discharge.
That enlisted men, employed as tarriers, saUuTeV.,,
teamsters, wagoners, artificers, hospital stewards
and alt other enlisted men, however employed in the
service shall be regarded in the administration of tho
pension laws as non-commissioned officersor privates.

That if any person in the military or naval service
shall have died, leaving a widow and minor child
op children under sixteen years of age, and said
widow shall%ba,udon the care of such child or child-
ren, then the pension shs!! he withheld from the
said widow and be paid for the support cf the said
minor child or children.

THIS GREAT PRAIRIE STORM,

Its Terrors Near Fort Waits worth? -Letter
from One the Soldiers.

fFrom the St. Paul Pioneer, Feb. 28.]

We are indebted to Capt. Fisk for the following

copy of a letter from his brother, who is a member of

Company A, Second Cavalry, and who was one of the
party of soldiers who were out in the recent terrible

storm on the prairie, where Capri Field and tiiitee
others are supposed to have perished:

FORT WADSWORTH, D. T., Feb. 16.1866.
DEAR BROTHER:? About a week ago our company

got orders tea march immediately for Sauk Centre,
Minn., and Report for duty. On the l?th inst.. Lieut.
Brielv, with a detachment of the company, left hero
for Abercrombie, and on the lbth Capt. Fieia, with
the balance of us. started. When within about ten
miles of the Twin Lake station, which is some thirty-
five miles front this post, we were caught in a terrible
storm?just such a .-torm, 1 apprehend, as you expe-

rienced while traveling in thi.- vicinityin the winter
of 'SB, and from your description of which, remem-
bered from long ago, I feel that I profited, and rer-
baps saved my life, in this instance. The blowing
snow was three-quarters in our face, and fairly dark-
ened the day; while the whizzing currents of air which
swept it o'er that bleak plain were so tempered with
frost that itcut like keen or rather wire-edged knives
on any exposed surface of the human kind.

We soon lost our road, and a general feeling of
alarm and despondency crept over tho men; but I
did not long hesitate as to what I should do, and so
by wheeling my horse to the reverse quarter of the
wind I knew it would bring me to some one of the
numerous timbered coolies or ravines of the Coteau
de Prairie, which was about fifteen miles distant.

Twelve of us got inabout dark, and soon after four
more, who were badly frozen and chilled.

We got a fire kindled and managed to keep alive
through the long, dreary night. It was dreary, be-
cause while we felt comparatively secure ourselves,

we apprehended more intense suffering and perhaps
death to our comrades, who were yet wandering
about on the plains. Three of our number had frozen
their feet badly and required care.

Our teams and thirteen men withthem staid out on
the prarie? all night about two miles from us. Early
next morning one man came in anil reported one
man dead and others badly frozen. The theromom-
eter stood all night at thirty degrees below zero, and
as it was attended with tho very worst storm of this
most unprecedented winter, you can form some idea
of the danger which surrounded us. Neither Indians
nor rebels would have been any comparative terror to
the raids of Old Boreas of that night. What made our
situation more extremely critical was the fact that
our clothes, becoming dampened or wet at the com-
mencement of the storm, froze stiff about us.

! We worked all the next day getting in cur poor
boys and learns. It was painful to see our brave
comrades frozen and chilled so that they could
scarcely stir or speak.

God only knows how we managed to live through
the second night. But yesterday morn dawned, and
we put all our badly frozen into one six mule team,

mounted our horses and made on for Fort Wads-
worth .

The Lieutenant and I rode in, a. distance of fifteen
miles, aqgl through deep snow, in one hour and a
quarter. Captain Davy, who is ever prompt and on
hand inemergencies, at once got out three teams,

lots of buffalo robes, blankets, Ac., and started to
meet and bring in tho sufferers# Now we are ail
right, so far as can be. Frozen men inthe hospital,
and the rest of us incomfortable quarters.

But while we congratulate ourselves, as we now do,
there is a gloom and a sadness lingering, in contem-
plating the probable fate cf our beloved and gallant
Capt. Field, who, with three of the boys, left us
about half an hour before the storm prevailed and
pushed ; I.head for the station. Wo fear he did not
get through, but may have perished with his men,
for the chances are against them.

Allhere'think ita miracle that any of us ever got
back. Old voyagcurs employed about this post, say

that they never before witnessed or experienced a
worse storm in this whole Northwestern country. I
froze nothing but my face slightly, coming inyester-
day; but you may bo assured that no amount would
induce me to pass thfough the same again. During
three nights and days I got only five hours' sleep.
We left here about two o'clock a.m., andgot nothing
to eat untilnext day at noon, when we procured a
cup of coffee and a slice of frozen bread, which dearth
of food, I am sure, did not help any of us from freez-
ing. But in all this experience, I remember your ad-
vice of years ago, "sleep little, if at all; exercise con-
tinually, ifnecessary, to keep up circulation, and to

never allow myself to get despondent." Have not
time to give details, but believe me gratefully,

ants, kc.

# COTTON FRAUDS.
On motion of Mr. Davis the resolution providing

for an inquiry into alleged cases of fraud on tho part
of cotton agents, was taken up.

Mr. Davis offered a substitute, providing that a
special committee of five be appointed to inquire
into the alleged frauds, 'he chairman of the commit-
tee to be selected from the opposition.

On motion of Mr. Sherman the hill to declare the
meaning of certain parts of the Internal Revenue
.act, approved June 30,18(34, was taken up and passed.
It is made obligatory on all persons making ineomo
returns, to state the aiuount of the same in legal-
tender currency, and where returns are stated incoin,
the assessors shall reduce the same to its equivalent
inlegal-tender currency.

BASIS OF REPRESENTATION.
The jointresolution fixing the basis of representa-

tion was then taken up, upon which Mr. tSumner, of
Mass., was entitled to the floor.

Mr. Sumner said ho continued tho debate with un-feigned reluctance, and he hoped not to trespass
much upon tho paticnco of the Senate. The ques-
tion now before them opened up tho whole field of
reconstruction, and ho proposed to consider briefly
the means. Treason must bo mado odious, and to do
this, first, those who struck against the Government
must be denied participation for the present at least
inthe partnership, and those who upheld it must be
admitted into the partnership. With these two sim-
ple rules reconstruction was easy. This was all thathe should say at present on the question of recon-
struction. In discussing this question he would en-
deavor to avoid all personalities, and thought tho
moment too solemn to indulge in this.
jfigThis proposition was the most important beforethem perhaps, excepting the abolition ofslavery, it
was the most monstrous attempt against the libertiesof tho people ever made, was pregnant with ruin anddisgrace to tho country. Chatham had arraigned theBritish Parliament for injustice towards a hundred
thousand people in a distant island. He arraigned
them for injustice to four million of our own people
at home, to whom we woro allied by eternal ties ofgratitude. These men were our benefactors, 200,000 ofthem bore arms and saved the republic. In the very
heart of the rebellion a filial throb beat from them.
The very name and honor of the republic is pledged
to them to secure their rights, and Congress is about
to redeem this inviolable pledge by another compro-
mise with huntßn life. This amendment is as bad asbad can bo. Adopt it. and you willput millions of
fellow-citizens under tho ban of excommunication,
you will repeat tho declaration that they have nolights which white men are bound to respect.

It is the paragon and masterpiece of ingratitude.
The freedmen ask for bread, and you give them a
stone. You thrust them back unprotected into theden of their former masters. Adopt this amend-
ment, and you willfix a stigma on the very name of
the Republic; you willcover it with infamy.

Mr. S. continued at length in his denunciation ofthe proposed amendment, itwould mnkc tho Con-
stitution slap the Declaration of Independence in
the face, if he used plain language, itwas becausethis enormity required it. He read from the Boston
Recorder % which he said taught religion at uncourt-ed firesides, and was the most venerable and holy of
the religious sheets of .New England, an article
against the amendment. Mr. S. then resumed his
argument, and contended against representation
without taxation, and adduced early writers of the
Republic in support of his position.

ftlr. Sumner argued most earnestly in favor of the
resolutions introduced by him, and the right of Con-gress to pass them.

Mr.Doolittle said, when our fathers placed a clause
inthe Constitution providing the basis of enumera-
tion, they expected that slavery would soon cease!
In this they were greatly disappointed, but now, as
slavery has gone down in blood and revolution,
caused by tho action of its own friends, a new ques-
tion arises as to whether it is necessary to change tho
oasis. Borne say the South is guilty of a crime, and
not that as a consequence of her rebellion against the
Government, slavery is overthrown; they ask shall
she reap the benefits of her crime,

He (Mr.D.) thought that this apprehension was
without foundation, that tho South would not
have an increased representation. Tho mortali-
ty there in the last four years had been fearful- in
18i30 tho male inhabitants over 21 years of age were
about 1,600,1X10, and be thought it a reasonable esti-
mate to say that one-third of them had perished. Of
the black population, high officers of our army had
calculated that about one-fourth had perished. Gov-
ernor Aiken, of South Carolina, whose moans of in-
I'uttaation all willacknowledge to be great, says that
over one million have perished. Randall Hunt, of
New Orleans, concurs in this estimate. It is not
that they have all perished in battle, but whereverthe armies have gone the olantauons were destroyed,
the able bodied men and women fled, and the oid
and the children were left to perish. Disease has
also rayed among them from the Potomac to tho Rio
Grauda.

Mr. President:?We of the North can have no idea
of the desolation caused in the Fouth by the civil
war. The Senator from Kentucky had estimated
that tho amount of property destroyed was $1,000,-
000,(WO. He did not know much about the South per-
sonally. In March last, with come friends, he had
made a visit to Hilton Head, aud from thence to tho
harbor of Charleston, and sailed up the harbor nearly
a mile from dock to dock, before they could make a
landing, as they were all rotten. The city was to
htm like the city of the dead, and it was then for the
first time that he had a realizing sense of the desola-
tion and ruin brought on tho South by the war. But
the question of property was not relative to the sub-
ject under consideration. He only wished to prove
that the apprehensions ofincreased representation in
the South, on account of the abolition of slaver;'
were unfounded, unless great emigration irom Europe
or the North should take place.

Mr.D. then advocated the amendment introduced
by him, making voters the basis of representation.

On motion of Mr. .Johnion, the rcsolntion was then
postponed untilto-morrow.

COLORADO.
Mr. Ramsey moved to take up the billfor the ad-

mission of Colorado into the Union.
Mr-fcumnar and several other Senators objected.
Mr. Ramsey said he thought ?t was due to the Sen-

ators elect who had been waiting here some time to
take it up.

Mr. Poineroy said no Territory bad ever before
been compelled to wait so long, after complying withthe provision®.

Mr. Wilson said it was no use to take itup now, asthere would be much discussion on it.
Mr. Trumbull hoped the motion of the Senator

from Minnesota would be sustained.
Pending the discussion, Mr. Wilson moved that

the Senate go into Executive session, which was not
agreed to.

The motion of Mr. Ramsey was then put and agreed
to, when the bill was read.

On motion of Mr. Ramsey, the bill was then post-
poned until Monday next, and made the special order
fur one o'clock.

The Senate at 5 o'clock adjourned.

Mr. I rands Thomas, of Maryland, offered the fol-
lowing, which was agreed to:

~Mr-K el'ey, (H C p.) of Pennsylvania, snokc against
the pill, regarding it as the legitimate offspring of the
expiring Reciprocity treaty He objected to tintfeature which gave tho President the great power ofsuspending the bill, or any portion of it. at his dis-
cretion. The old Reciprocity treaty was tho result
ot those Southern men who desired to enfeeble andimpoverish the North by such legislation. The pres-
ent bill struck down the great leading interests ol thecountry?the salt, the fishing, the lumber nud the
great coal interests. Mr. K. animadverted at length
against the discrimination against the Pennsylvania.
Maryland and M est Virginia coal interests, and de-clared that it also injured the future of Virginia,
Missouri and Georgia, and other Southern States.
Under the old .Reciprocity treaty, Nova Scotia coalwas imported so that some of the companies declaredone hundred and seventy-five per cent, dividend,while but one coal company in the United States de-
clared a dividend.
t

(Rep.) of Michigan, declared that thobilldiscriminated against American lumber interestsand desired it amended in that regard.
Mr. Wentworth, (Rep.) of Illinois, opposed the billon several grounds among which were its discr'nid-nation against all of the American interests and thepower of the President to suspend the hill or any

portion of it at any time as he saw fit. He (Mr. W.)
had inquired of his constituents out West, and they
had informed him that Canada could give t heni noth-
ing under this bill that the West <iid not already pos-sess. lie hoped the bill would be recommitted.
Let the present treaty expire?Congress would bo insession?and wo could see then how to legislate. Heopposed a special tariff for Canada.Mr. Spalding, (Rep.) of Ohio, objected to this pro-
pnsed legislation, lie voted in the iast Congress withthe chairman ot the Committee on Vays and Meansto repeal the reciprocity treaty, nnd he was surmisedthat the gentleman (Mr. Morrill) should bring in abill to continue that treaty before it had actually ex-pired.

Mr. Phelps, of Md., called attention to the fact thatunder the operation of the reciprocity treaty now ex-piring. the great bituminous coal interests of Penn-sylvania, Maryland, Virginia and West Virginia, hadlanguished, while on tho other iiand, the coal inter-est of tho British Provinces had flourished, some of
the companies paying dividends as high as one hun-dred and seven tv-five percent. Ifthis state of thingdwas not cheeked, tho prostration of tho Americancoal interests would continue.

What had these people (of the British Provinces)
done to entitle them to our sympathy? Certainly
nothing to justify us in striking down, in their favor,
that great and growing interest of a large section of
our country. Mr. Phelps concluded by expressing
his concurrence in the proposed amendment to strike
out every provision in the bill relating to tho coaltrade, leaving that interest as regulated by the actoflßol.

Mr.Hogan, (Dem.) of Mo., favored tho bill, andurged incidental protection and not a prohibitory
tariff.

Mr. Morrill, of Vt., said that he saw that tho
ilouso was opposed to the pending bill, and he was
anxious for a vote.

After further debate Mr. Blaine, of Me., moved asa test to strike out the enacting clause; which was
lost?yeas 53. nays 63.

The Committee then rose without a vote.
THE RECONSTRUCTION COMMITTEE.

Tho Reconstruction Committee again rcoorted tothe House to-day a vast amount of evidence rela-
ting to the states of Texas, Florida, and Louisiana.It is of the same tenor as that heretofore offered by
tho Committee relating to other .Southern States; andthat is, that tho people of these States are too dis-loyal to be permitted representation in Congress
Lieutenant Miller, commanding in SouthwesternTexas, statos that just after the close of the war Ihepeople wero well disposed towards the Government,
hut latterly they have becoino more independent
and outspoken, and show their bitterness towardsthe Government and hostility to the officers and so! -

diers, which hostility was breaking out into acts of
violence.

In response to a question as to what has produced
the change, tho witness replied that the conduct of
the Government, the facilities with which pardon?
were granted, tho general disposition of the Admin-
istration to be lenient, and the fact that these peo-
ple had strong friends in the Norfh produced thochange. They desired to get into political power
again. He regards the Freedmen's Bureau as an ab-
solute necessity.

General Stanley testified that the freedmen nre
abused inTexas, and that the Gerui:u> element inthat State is loyal. He said he did not believe therewere ten loyal persons in Texas, lie did not think
there would beany outbreak, hut incase of a Foreign
war the people would side with our enemies. Men
of prominence inTexas had expressed that opinion.
. Hon. John Covode, of Pa., testifies that the poli-

ticians and women in Louisiana are very hitter
against the Government. Many planters had left the
country, believing that thev could never live there
for tear the L nited States Government would deal
heavily with participants in the rebellion. "When
Gov. Wells, of La., returned from Washington, the
rebel clement appeared to be greatly encouraged by
the intelligence which he had brought. He (Gov.
Wells,) telated to them that the President was a
Southern man and a democrat, and that he would be
a bulwark between Northern abolitionism and the
South. This statement was made by Wells in aspeech and greatly discouraged the loyal element.
Mr. Covode says he'urged the immediate removal of
Wells to the President, declaring that he had be-
trayed his tru"t. Ho alo recomincnded the con-
tinuance of military goyeft.iuent in the Southern
States. Mr. C. says the freedmen aro working well,
but some of them have lost confidence in their for-
mer masters.

The evidence in regard to Florida is of tho same
nature though multiplied at greater length.

THE SUBSCRIPTION TO THE WESTERN MARYLAND

RAILROAD.? In the First Branch of the City Council
last evening, the ordinance authorizing, on the part
of the city, a subscription of $200,000 to the capital
stock of tho Western Maryland railroad, was passed,
as willbe seen by refercnco to the proceedings of that
body,

the money shall not be payable until the commis-sioners of Washington county, Md . shaii have sub-
scribed for three thousand shares of said capital
stock, and that the money arising irom the subscrip-
tion by the city shall beexpendedin the construction
of the Western Maryland railroad from its present
terminus at ,; nion Bridge, to the tine of division be-
tween the counties of Frederick and Washington.
It further provides that the subscription shall he paid
incity stock at par, in such installments and at such
times as the same shall be called for by the l'resident
and Directors of the railroad, provided they shall not
have power to call for more than $15,000 in any one
month, or ingreater proportion than are called lor
from individual stockholders, and as each call shall be
made upon the Mayor, he shall irmediately notify
such call to the Commissioner of Finance, who shall,
withinone week after such notification, issue cer-
tificates of stock to tho railway company for the
amount of such call, bearing interest at the rate of ii
per cent, redeemable in July, 181K). That the cityof
Baltimore shall be entitled, upon payment of the first
installment of the stock, to all the rights hud
privileges of a stock holder in said company, and
the stock shall be voted in all meetings of the
stockholders of said company by directors selected
by the City Council, provided that the said city
shall not be in arrears in the payment of any install-
ments as the same is caiicd for by the said company.
That this subscription, together withthe subscription
of Washington county, shall be applied to tho con-
struction of the said road from liagerstown and
Union Bridge, simultaneously and reciprocally, in
fair proportions: that is to say, the work from lia-
gerstown and from Union Bridge shall bo com-
menced at the same time, and shall progress equally
and ratably each in the direction of the other, it be-
ing the meaning and intention of this ordinance that
for every hve thousand dollars expended under this
subscription, the sum of five thousand dollars shall
be expended on the road oommencing at liagers-
town and progressing eastwardly until said road
shall bo completed, and that the application of the
money hereby subscribed shall be subject to |he con-
ditions contained in this section, and shall be applied
as hereby provided, subject that the superv'j ;lon 0fthe Mayor, Register and Comptroller of tho olty;fur-
thermore, this subscription to the' stock of said com-
pany uluiii not be binding on the city, unless the loca-
tion of said roal shall be approved by the said offi-
cers. That the said company shall bind themselves,
by a written agreement, to establish within one year
thereafter, west of Jones'fails, inthis city, the passen-
ger and produce depot of said road.

THE MARKETS.? Tho several retail markets inthe
city aisplaycd their usual supply of produce yester-
day, but with prices littlechanged from those quoted
last week. The meat market, with the exception of
a slight reduction in the price of pork, has been at a
stand still for some months past. There was no no-
ticeable change in the price of vegetables. Poultry
has advanced $ little, selling at from 28 to 30 cents
per pound, an advance of from 2 to 3 cents over that
demanded la3t week. But little game is offered at
present. Black-head ducks were held at from 75
cents to $1 per pair; jT'.l'.r.c chickens commanded the
same price. Considerable activity was maniiesicd in
the fish market, the supply on hand yesterday being
sornewW limited, and buyers rather brisk, caused
file prices to be rather firm, and insome instances an
advance wa3 demanded from that asked last week.
Shad sold from SI to $2.50 per pair; herrings 60 cents
per dozen, an advance of 10 cents. Other fish sold
about the same as last quoted.

SELECTION OF A CHURCH LOT,? The male members
of the First German Reformed Church held a meet-
ing on Tuesday evening, for the purpose of selecting
a suitable lot for the building of a new church edifice,
to he used by the congregation of the above church.
Four lots were presented, one of which wus on 17.
Calvert street, near Read, the other three in the
eastern section of tho city. After a lengthy discus-
sion, the lot on Calvert street was decided upon,
upon which a handsome church and parsonage is to

be erected, the church to bo calied the First German
Reformed Churoh. It is also designed to select
another site upon which to erect a church inthe west-

ern section of the city. The proceeds of the sale of
tho church on Second street are to be equally divided
between the two.

DESECRATING THE SABBATH.? The habit of dese-
orating the Sabbath by the pitching of cents, has bo-
come of late such a nuisance inthe eastern section of
the eity, that the police of the eastern district have
adopted stringent measures for tho abatement of the
nuisanoe by the arresting of all parties found so en-
gaged. Two or three were arrested on Monday and
arraigned before Justice Whalen, charged with vio-
lating the city ordinance relating to this pernicious
practice, who were each subjected to tho payment of
a fine. Yesterday four others, John Dodd, Lewis
Pfaff, James Webb and James Tear, were taken into
custody on the same cbarge, and arraigned by officer
Taylor before Justice Whalen, who fined theni $1
each and costs, upon payment of which they were re -

leased.

It is true that those two last mea. ur - are not. yet

before this body, but f heir lobby members have been
here, an i they are only expectantly waiting to pass
this bill, which is the entering wedge, if successful,
to appropriations, which in myjudgment arc at this
timeinjudicious and unwise, and which willmaterial-
ly paid to the load already borne bv our overburden-
ed, but patient tax-payers.

On January 20,1865, it
appears by the Register's statement that the bonded
debt of the city was $20,161,681.45, against which the
city held securities to the am<rnt of' $7.501,627.31b
These figures left a balance of $12,660.054.60 of debt
over and above stocks on hand and sinking fund. On
January 15, 1866, as we learn from the Mayor's mes-
sage, the total stock and guaranteed debt of the city
was $21,531,903.82.

It may bo supposed that the large increase of debt
thus indicated, can be relieved >-i its terrors, and tho
minds of our unsuspecting tax-payers calmed, by
thus stating an account in such manner as to show
the value of all the interests of the city, other than
those enumerated in the Register's statement jv,-)

By comparing these two tables together itwill be

that the water lebt has increased SIOO,OOO, the
almshouse debt $300,000, thedefence and bounty loan
$491,036.87, while the credits claimed against this in-
crease are only statements of the cost of property
for which part of this debt was created and the pro-
ceeds of the sale of certain assets of tho city which
were really us available to the credit of the city
when unsold as sold.

Tho apparent diminution of the debt of tho city in
the face of a really increased debt, is due simply to

the fact that the city has sold some of its most valu-
able property to pay oil* its debt. Although appa
rently more out of debt than in 1865, it is evident
that wo are really poorer than we were in that year,
and some 56,000.00 poorer than it was in 1861, when
its debt was only sls,ol3,fiPO.tftH-sinee it had in that
year nearly all the property which it has since either
owned or sold. This being the state of the ease, ai d
money inwhich the obligations due to us are payabU
having greatly depreciated, and prices having greatly
enhanced, the question is, whether the bounces of
the city standing in this condition, wo shall engage
the city in further liabilities at present? I ask, gen-
tlemen of the Council, are we prepared to encountera further debt under tho series of laws passed by thelast. Legislature of about $2,000,000?

For myself Iemphatically say no. Has not the
rebellion already thrown so heavy a burden of taxa-
tion upon our people hy reason of the cost of the
war, that we should hesitate to increase it? We'nll
know that if we increase taxes, we diminish the
operations of capital, and thereby deny employment
to the mechanic and laboring man, tho same tiun
it is a well known fact that if wo put an additional
cent upon the taxes, for every cent thus put on. the
rent is increased one dollar per month. I nder the.-'
circumstances, why, I ask, can we not wait untii
the return of more settled financial times, betore we
engage the city anew, insuch rash undertakings.

I do not speak with any projudico against '.ao
Western Maryland Railroad, but it seems to me that
ifits extension willresult in the great and
large dividends, tho Mayor and tho lriends of the
road predict and expect, wo can safely leave this
great enterprise to the euse olprivate capital.

{Such an opportunity as is here presented in the
sanguine expectations .of the Mayor, certainly will
not be neglected by capitalists, tf mat road can fulfil,
the promises ot its friend. - It is a qifcstion of doubt-
ful expediency with se, Mr. President, whether it is
wise for the city, holding as she doe* an interest of
SB,)Q,OCy. inthe B. & 0. K.' R?, to begin to build aparallel line to that road, and so denreciato our ownproperty, before rve determine to sell, or have soldout our mtcreu iu that property, it would seem to
ine to be ten part of wisdom, to take our capital fromthe one business, by selling out our interest in that,
oeiorc we undertook to build up with, our own cai i~tal a rival business.

found in the rich valley of the Cumberland, becauseof it< running through a portion of the most popu-
lous and fertile sections or that c uuty, and laying
tributary a largo portion ofadjacent country.

I would ask Mr. I'r sident, in answer to Mr. drove,
one of the delegates from Washington county to this
Branch, why ir is that so large a number of the rich
