Governor Fletcher has signed the bill which re-
cently passed the Missouri Legislature, providing forthe consolidation and payment of the bonded debt ofthe btate. By the provisions of this bill all over-duo
interest is to be funded and incorpovoted with theprincipal in new bonds, and is to be resumed ou the
Ist of January, 186S. The bonded debt of Missouri,including unpaid interest, amounts to $30,000,0u0. 1:is estimated by the members of tbe committee by
whom the bill was reported, that under its operation
the entire State debt will be liquidated iti twenty
years.

The total circulation of the National Bank-: on Sat-
urday last amounted to $258,432,790. Tho Controller
of the Currency states that:

Reports arc every now and then being published of
the charter of certain new National Banks by the
Controller of the Currency, while the fact is, that noNational Banks have been authorized for several
months, but a number that were granted some six or
eight months ago have been delayed by various causes
from commencing business until the present time.
Quite a number of State banks which applied for
conversion and tiled their papers prior to the Ist of
July, 1865, have not yet received their final certificate
of authority, for the reason that their outstanding
Stato circulation is in excess of the amount allowed
by law for National Banks. The Controller only is-
sues tbe certificate for them to commence business
when their old circulation is reduced to 90 per cent,

of their capital.
The New York Time* says; tho exports of Cotton

from the port of New York during the week ending
March 6th, reached the unatlual quantity of 17.1' J
bales, valued at $3,678,371, or equal to about two
hundred and eleven dollars per bale. Included in
the exports were 12,039 bales, valued at $2,462,059, to
the single port of Liverpool. Thus fof in the current
Cotton year, commenced with September 1, 1865, the
exports of the staple from this port have been 281.287
bales, which represent a currency value of nearly
sixty-one and a half milliondollars. The receipts of
Cotton at the port, from all sources, since September
1,1865, have been 616,105 bales, worth about one hun-
dred twenty-nine milliondollars. The estima ted stock
on hand and on shipboard not cleared at this port is
about 250,030 bales, or equal to a currency \alue of
fifty-twoand three-quarter million dollars.

m the simplest way possible. The order to the sur-veyor was to follow and extend the line of Masonand Dixon four degrees west and then due north
The Panhandle, between the west line of Pennsyl-
vania and the Ohio river, was thus formed nud leftunder the jurisdiction of Virginia. It is a beautiful
and rich portion of tho State, forming four small
counties ?Marshall, Ohio, Brooke and Haxicovk.The city of Wheeling is the only large town iu thetract. Ibeareans composed of fine farming lands,
arable and grazing, and is occupied bv an active in-
telligent, and generally wealthy population. Aboutone hundred and seventy thousand acres of land arcimproved, and one hundred and twelve thousand un-
improved. Where the more modern style of fanning
is adopted, very large crops are raised. But some of
the people adhere to the plan of planting with the
same kind of crop as long as the land willbear any-
thing. Ilonce there are such instructive contrastsas this: one mau raising two hundred and twenty-
eight bushels of corn on two acres, and another rais-ing twenty bushels to the acre, the former being a
premium patch, and tho latter raised on a field on
which without ever being manured, corn bad been
raised for sixty years insuccession.The Panhandle subsists a largo number of sheep,
trom which the farmers derive excellent profits. Onthe two hundred and cigaty-ono thousand acres of
land, improved and unimproved, there are no lessthan one hundred and twelve thousand sheep. Thereare probab.y more now, for these are the statistics-ofthree year*ago In three counties of Ohio, Brooke,and Hancock, the fiheep are in the proportion of oneto every acre and a half of forming land. The priceof land in the several counties is iu iioDortinn tn tbl
number ofsheep kept in them. 10rtlou t0 tho

The city of Wheeling does not raise tho price of
farm land inOhio county, inwhich itis located anvhigher than it is in Brooke county, which has no
towns. It is in both proportioned to their number of
sheep. In Hancock county, withforty per cent, less
of sheep, tile price is twenty-live per cent, less; and
io Marshall county, with one-fourth as many sheep
the uriee of land is only one-half what it is in Ohio
and Brooke. Sheep, in all the Panhandle, appear to

RUSH OP EMIGRATION FROM GERMANY.?A letter
from Frankfort-on-thc-Main states: The emigration
to your country continues unabated. In 1865 there
went via Hambure 37.659 passengers, and embarked
in ninety-four sailing v essels and thirty steamers; in
1861 there left only 19,767, on thirty ships. The num-
ber of those who left Europe via Bremen had reached
already, in November last, over 42,000. From the
little town of llorrenberg, in Wurtembufg, which
numbers only 2,119 inhabitants, left during the last
year 57 persons, taking with them, in hard cash, over
20,000 guilders. There is not the least doubt that She
emigration from Europe during 186b will reach at
least 300,(XI persons.

General Thomas's Opinion.
Gcneneral Thomas, who commands in Tennessee,

out of which State he so gloriously drove the last
rebel invading force, has given testimony before the
Reconstruction Committee. Inhis opinion the troops
ought not yet to be withdrawn?he has now six thou-
sand men inthe State; the habeas corpus ought not
yet to be restored; the operations of the Freedmen's
Bureau ought to be continued?in its present form it
works so well, ha says, that ina year the whites and
the freeduien will bo living peaceably together; and
6nal!y, the Tennessee Congressional delegation, all
of whom can take the test oath, ought to be admitted
at once, in order to encourage other districts and
States to elect men to Congress who can take the
oath, and as an acknowledgment of the good sense of
the Tennessee people.

The soldiers shouid bo retained inTennesseo.be
says, because the laws are not yet faithfully or vigi-
lantly executed there: there is much bitter feeling
between Union men and secessionists, which has not
yet had time to die out. For the same reason, we
suppose, because the laws are not rigidly enforced by
their oivje administrators, he thinks the habeas cor-
pus should ha withheld for some time longer. As
for the Freedmcn s Bureau, Gen. Thomas does not
appoar to think it requires amendment. He said :

"The condition of the freedmen in Tennessee is
very favorable at this time: a very great improve-
ment has taken place in their condition, and if tho
affairs of the Freed Sen's Bureau can be administered
for auojdrer yoar in the way they have been for tho
last six months, mutual confidence would be restored
between whites and biauuo, and I am very much in
hope that the lreedmen could then bei?ft ;c tho oro-
tection of tho civilauthorities of the State."

It appears to us that this is a sensible view of the
whole question of reconstruction; and, as the Presi-
dent has, on his part, withheld tho habeas corpus,
continued martial law, the needed troops
in the Southern States, wc hope Congress will doits
share by admitting at once all the southern members
whe can take the oath.? AT. Y. Post.

THE SOUTHERN ROADS.

Reopening or the Jforrolk autl Petersburg
Railroad.

(Richmond Correspondence of the N. Y. Herald.)

RICHMOND. February 18, 1866.
Excursionary Trips by .the Governor, Stale Legisla-

ture. and Petersburg and Norfolk Common Councils?
Incidents of the Trip?Past, Present and Prospective
Condition of the Road, do.
Another and substantial and altogether one of t'ue

most pleasing evidences of progressive reconstruction
succeeding the sad havoc of war has just shown itself
in the completion of the Norfolk and Petersburg
Railroad. This road was opened yesterday and the
first through train rim from here to Norfolk. To
properly inaugurate the opening and give becoming
and dignified eclat to the occasion (ieneral Mahone,
President of the road, invited Governor Pierpont and
the members of the State Legislature to make the
excursionary trip over the road. The invitations
were accepted, and tho party left this city at half
past threo P. M. yesterday, proceeding by rail to
Petersburg.

At six P. M. the excursionists were fairly on their
way on the newly opened road. A new engine and
now passenger cars, handsomely fitted up, comprised
the train. Slowly the train started on, leaving the
Cockade City. There was much of interest here to
be seen. Many of the excursionists had spent long
and anxious months inthis vicinity; but their sojourn
was behind earthworks and under the almost cease-
less fire of bullets and fiercest shelling. Except the
immediate line of the road the external conformation
of the ground has not been much changed. Tho
ponderous earthworks, a diminutive mountain range
in appearance, abattis, chcvaux de frise and stock-
ades are there still, and so are the bare and desolate
camp ruins and burned dwellings and rusty muskets,
and those saddest and most memorable mementoes of
all?soldier's graves. Sight of this old battle field,
the most illustrious of all of the battle fields of the
war, brought up many reminiscences and recitals of
marches, charges, ambushing, intrenching and hand-
to-hand conflicts. At length we left behind us the
scenes of Grant's brilliant victories, and where was
dealt the death blow to the revolution. The road is
in excellent condition. At speed of the wind we
passed villages and hamlets, and thundered over
bridges and through pino forests. Tho Dismal
Swamp, which wo passed, elicited, of course, its
proper share of notice. Only threo stoppages were
niado, and these for wood and water. Tho distance
of eighty miles was made ina littleover three hours,
and it seemed much less time than this, the party
were in such enjoyable tunc, and such pains being
taken to make the journey pleasant.

Arrived at Norfolk, Mayor Tabb and members of
the Common Council and the oflicers at that end of
the road, headed by Ilenry Fink, Superintendent;
Col. Xhos.Corprew, Treasurer, and Col. V. !>. Grover,
agent at Norfolk, met tho party and welcomed them.
Mayor Tabb made the welcomingspecch.to which Gov.
Pierpont appropriately responded. A comfortable
supper awaited the party at the restaurant of Mr. E.
S. Pepper. Speeches and sentiment ensued, and it
was late when tho company rose and were escorted
to tho Atlantic Hotel, where rooms had been pro-
vided for them.

At ten o'clock this morning, through the invitation Iof Mr. H. V. Tomkins, agent of the new Baltimore
line of steamers, tho party took a sail down to Fort-
ress Monroe and vicinity, on the elegant ami fastsailing steamer James T. Brady, Captain Landis.
To those who had never been here before there was,
of course, absorbing interest in noting as were point-
ed out to them Craney Island, the old mooring place
of the Merrimac. the stretch of earthworks encircling
Sewall's Point, the scene of the sinking by the Merri-
mac oi the United States frigades Congress and Cum-
berland, off Newport News, and lasfl, but not least,
the fort itself, within whose gray, grim walls still lin-
gers Jeff. Davis, the once head and hope of the con-
federacy. On the steamer a sumptuous collation was
provided. liero were more outbursts of oratory,
agreeably mingled with tho exhilarating flow of
champagne and baser fluids?altogether a jovialyet
dignified feast of reason and liow of soul. Speaker
Baldwin, Judge Camden, of Harrison county: Colonel
Gray, of Rockingham county: Mr. llansbrough, of
Stafford county; Senator Robinson, of Norfork. and
others did the speaking. 1 was happy to notice here,
as on tho evening previous?and I mention tho fact
as an emphatic refutation of tho calumnious state-
ment touching the loyalty of the people of Virginia
?that a vein of sterling patriotism and devotion to
the Union pervaded Ihc speeches. All enjoyed the
saiiand the repast immensely, and on retouching the
wharf and waving thanks and adieu, to Mr. Tomp-
kins and Captain Landis, started for the railroad
depot, and at one P. M? were on the return trip home.Tho excursionists arrived here at half-past seven P.M., safe, sound and well pleased. The only delay ingoing and returning was on the Richmond and Peters-burg Railroad, a slow, tedious and one horse coneern.

The Norfolk and Petersburg Railroad, as will beremembered, was running eight years before the war.
Over a quarter ofthe road, which had beer, destroyed
by our armies, has had to be entirely rebuilt, and tho
track of nearly as much more to be widened to secure
uniformity of gauge. Through connections with the
Southside, Virginiaand Tennessee and East Tennes-see and Georgia railroads, this road willconnect with
Memphis. From Norfolk north itwill connect with
the Baltimore new line of steamers. Viewed in thelight of its connection there is not a more important
railroad through tho whole region of the vast South.Passenger trains will not commence running regular-
ly until tho lflth inst. Meantime there are to bemore excursion trains. To-morrow one for the bene-
fit of the 1 etersburg Common Council: the next daytor tho Common Council of Norfolk,and tho day aftera grand free ride to everybody.
