'OXI>ITTO\OFTIHKOS VTTHE SOUTH.
Notwithstanding the terribly gloomy prophe

cies/made at the beginning of the winter rela-
tive to the condition and prospects of fhe
freedmen, it is now evident that they are fast
ceasing to give the really discerning amongst
their friends any great uneasiness as P> their
lutnre. From all parts of the South, and es-
pecial ly from the Southern papers themselves,
Me get'good accounts of their industry, their
ability and determination to make a living for
themselves; and it is no wonder that with this
evident, it is getting to be deemed measurably
needless to treat them as the utterly helpless
beings it is the wish and the interest of some

to consider them.
We have taken the ground hitherto; that it

?was foolish to talk of sending the colored man
out of the country: of "colonizing liitu:" when
the fact was evident that in a new country like
this, there was more than enough of profitable
labor for all. And when we think of what the
freedman has accomplished in the past, as
almost the only laborer of the immense sec-

tion he has put into profitable cultivation, how
idle is it to talk of his being, for any length of
time, and once fairly started in his new career,
an incubus: n being unable to provide for
himself?

And how poor a compliment those who as-

sume to be his exclusive friends pay him,
when they propose to enact laws to hold him
up; to treat him as a miserable weight on the
community; he who by his educated capacity
for labor is really better able to provide for
himself than those who, educated to do noth-
ing, were his late masters. With even the
fraction of a chance in the past, his little
"patch" cultivated in the intervals of his regu-
lar labor, supplied him largely with the com-

forts of life: and what could be done more

destructive of his self reliance, his need of
self development, than to teach him that now
when his time is his own, when he is his own

man, that he must be kept in loading string-
by the Government, in the implied belief that
lie may be unable to provide for himself by

his own labor.
Ho have said that the accounts from the

South, generally, teach both Government and
people a better and wiser policy than all this:
:iud none is better able to see that this is so,
than the President himself. Better posted
than any in regard to the progress the l'reod-
man is making?because necessarily the centre
of all the reliable information that . ; current
on the subject?wiser, we say, than any one
else, we are glad to find the facts bearing him
out thoroughly in his declared policy, and wo

have no fears whatever, but that in no iong
time his views of the situation will be fair,

justified, making those ashamed who have so
eagerly assailed him as untrue to the frecdmen j
and to the country.

We have said that the information that
comes up from the Jsouth goes to show that
the Freedmau is fairly winning his way. From
numerous articles current on this subject and
to the same effect, we propose to quote a brief

passage from a most reliable journal?the
Savannah National Republican. It says:

"From many parts of the Southern conn-

"try. we are receiving the most encouraging
"accounts in regard to the actions of the
"Freedmen.

??In North and South Carolina and Alabama.
"then are sa 'nl to hate surpassed the Most san-
"gaine expectations ofthe friends offree labor,
"and agreeably disappointed those who larked

"confidence- in the si/stem and prophecied it
"would prove a signal failure. The officers
"of the Bureau in these States are besieged
"from morning to night by hundreds of them,

"anxious to make contracts, either with their
? ic,.^ .n.utoN. f.r for whom they have
?'taken a special llkiDg. Itmatters not whether
"the favorable turn of affairs is ;ittribut:iL;.

"to their having made the discovery that they
"must do something, to keep off' the -grim
"phantom of starvation, or whether they arc
"moved to it by the same incentives that
"operate upon the rest of mankind. Whether
"it comes from the promptings of an empty
"stomach or a heart in the right place, the
"fact remains the same, and speaks volumes
"ot good cheer to the hearts of our struggling,
"almost despondent people."

This is certainly emphatic in its character,
aud what is more, it is confirmed by all that
we see in our daily exchanges from the whole
region in tjuestiou; bOiiiGthing iar inori reli-
able?the editors of these journals being resi
dents there?than the casual observation and
gossip of the travelling correspondents of
radical papers north, whose determined and
evident purpose it has become to throw the
President in the wrong.

Then we say?after an exhibit so plain?-
what right have any to despond as to the fu-
ture of the colored race, and of the destiny of
the States where he is located? To be sure,
the latter are under many discouragements
now, as the direct consequences of the heed-
less conflict entered upon to overthrow the
Government; but with their submission ten-
dered, and their purposes !o accept the lot
that has come upon them evident, it cannot

be long before they will finally emerge from .
their present troubles, despite the obstacles so
persistently thrown in their way at Washing-
ton. Every friend of his country should de- i
sire this, and desiring it, there need be not. a
siugle fear lest it willnot be accomplished.

THE NOI'THEBN I'.VIK.
It is understood, we presume, generallv

thai preparations are now making in this citv
for holding a great FAIR, the purpose of which
is to relievo the suffering so general at the
South: and the impression, it seems, pre-

vails, that it is to be a one-sided affair alto-
gether; one, perhaps, that the Unionists of the
city may not participate, in without somehow
being considered as too much "sympat'ui/.er-
with the South!" This had not occurred to
us, certainly, in the conclusion we had come
to, that the war being over, it is our duty to
aid suffering humanity wherever it is most
afflicted. A rule taught by the Saviour of men,

.benevolence must be limned by human preju-
dice and uucharitableness. wc cannot believe
that in this instance true Christians and philan-
thropists will be regardless of it. aud thus j
studiously neglect suffering so great as we
know exists all over the defeated sectiou bv i
"passing it by on the other side."

A lady friend has called our attention to

this matter?a true Unionist by the way?and
one long eminent for her charitable labors,

\u25a0and makes the request that we shall do what
we can to set this matter right. But what she
herself has advanced is so much to the pur-
pose, that we shall take the liberty of repub-
lishing that portion of her note essential to the
good object sought. We quote:

"Iibink there is a mistake prevalent respecting
"the"Southern Fair.'' It is that the ladies otSonth-
"ero proclivities only, are interested in working for
"it. -The Union '.adier that I ha\e heard speak ol it,
"certainly manifest a sympathy for the sufferings of
"the South, as they would were it at the North.
"Christian love prompts its possessor to pity and re-
"lieve distress wherever found, and mora especially
"towards those who ate related more or less by con-
sanguinity..
"

I should be sorry to have the impression go abroad
"that this benevolent effort is sustained (or rather
"made; only by those whose opinions and convictions
"have been with the Southern part of our great

"National family. 'lhe true Unionist must and will
"rejoice inthe prosperity of every section of our be-
"ioyed country, and while they pray the prayer Christ
"taught his disciples, pour on the oil and tn the wine,
"until the whole nation be restored to soundness,
"peace and love.
