Signifitnni Declarations of the Froncli
< Mr. Seward Prmnling
Aiot-racaii Neutrality.

ACTION OF THE FRENCH CORPS LEOISLATIP.

In tho French Corps Legislatif on the 19th ult.
Count Walewski read from tho chair tho address in
response to tho.Emperor's speech, which contained
the following significant allusion to tho Mexican
question:

Sir**.?The Corps Legislatif is happy to.observe with
your Majesty the tendency, constantly jr.ore and
more general, to resolve foreign difßculties by paeiGc
?ucans. This tendency, strengthened as ii has been
