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The Senate was not insession to-day.
HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

This day was devoted to speech-making.
Mr. Orth of Indiana, said that now the war was

over, the work of statesmanship begins. The pillars
of liberty erected by our forefathers still stand, on
which is to be reared a superstructure dedicated to
freedom and human rights. The people willnot fal-
ter inthis work, however much may laltcr their rep-
resentatives. Sooner or later the States of the South
must be restored to the Union. "Make liasto slowly"
seems to be the appropriate motto, and the work
must bo of such a character that of it all may say "i:
is well done." The clamor against this Congress comes
from those whose hearts were not in this war, and
sent no cheer to the soldiers inthe hospitals, and who
repeatedly proclaimed that the South could notbc con-
quered, .and from the unrepentant rebels themselves.
Itbelongs alone to the representatives of the people
in Congress, to arrange for the reconstruction of the
seceding States. JIO said tho people demanded that
treason shall be made odious, and traitors punished.
Traitors should forever be disqualified from public
office.

Mr. Stevens, of Pa., apologized to the House for
the tameuess of HIS remarks. He said that at the
opening of the session he spoko of the condit ion ot
the country, which has been replied to by Mr. Ray-
mond and Mr. Finds. Owing to tho recess of Con-
gress he had been precluded from responding to those
gentlemen. The opportunity* however, now occur-
red, and ho proceeded to read the speech which IN
had prepared. lie reiterated tho position heretoforetaken, that the South had placed itself inthe position
of a belligerent?had mado war as a belligerent, and
AS such has been recognized not only by the United
HTATES but. by tho civilized world; and having beeneonquored by our arms, they became subject to tin-
conqueror in all things, except as may bo controlled
B y the law of nations, lie never held to the suicideof States, thongh be supposed it possible.

During the proceedings MR. Stevens pronounced theL2d of February speech of tho President a hoax.

tiavnge Figlit in a School.
Capt. Clifford, says a Marion (Ivy.) correspondent

of January 29th, formerly of tho 48th Kentucky
\ olunteers, but better known as the "Bloody 48th,"has for several months past been teacher of a very
large school two miles south of this place. Every-
thing was progressing finely until last Friday, be-
tween ihe hours of 3 and 4 o'clock P. M? when theprofessor noticed a disturbance, and on investigatingi!,tound it necessary to indict a punishment on someoneot his pupils; and while engaged in this, other
scholars interfered in behalf of the pupil, while theother part acted in behalf of tho professor, and ageneral fight ensued.

There were about sixty boys in school at the time,and they were about equally divided for and against
tne professor. Some half dozen boys managed to
get the professor in an adjoining roomand wereabout
to use the old fellow up, when about twenty of tho
boys, headed by the gallant Lieut. AVoodsides. for-
merly of the same regiment, came to his rescue. It
is to be lamented that the young ollicer, while lead-ing the boys to justice, received a mortal wound from
a pistol shot. This young officer, scarcely seventeenyears of ago, was at the storming of Fort Donelson,Miiloh, and the siege of Vicksburg, and was alwaysm the thickest of the fight, and never received ascratch, and had come home and was taking his last
course at college, when he was stricken down by the
heartless wrel !>.

Captain Clitiord received a severe wound from a
knife, and was also severely beaten with clubs, and
is at this time in a critical condition, but itis to behoped that he may recover, as be is a man highly es-teemed by every person who knows him. He served
tnree years inthe army, and acquitted himself on all
occasions with honor, and had come home, and whileengaged in his profession, was treated in this way by
the young men of the community, which is too badlor us to mention. He is a devoted Christain and anexcellent teacher, but he willnot attempt his pro-
fession any more at this place.

Scientific.
Excellent results are obtained in the economicaluse of coal by feeding the fire from below, and thusburning the fuel from the surface downward insteadot trom below upward, as usual. The air admittedis heated somewhat by the lower strata of fuel be-fore it comes in contact with the hot coals, whichassists ina very marked manner tho complete com-bustion oi the carbon. In a pudding furnace whichhad consumed 41 ewt. of fuel, only 20 lbs. of un-burned residue was found. The modifications neces-sary to carry out this improvement under boilers arolew and inexpensive, and the results so good that atthe Gartness Works, near Glasgow, the weekly re-turns show a saving of onc-lhird.Among the great tunnels of the world is that whichconnects Camagli with St. Alargherita on the roadbetween Genoa and Chiavari. It is 3,050 yards inlength, and is iust oompleted,
Dry silver in the inetalic state destroys ozone. Ar-senic docs the same, but as it also combines with dryoxygen, its separate action on ozono cannot be ex-actly distinguished.
One milliontons of coal is given as an annual pro-

duct of the Chinese mines. The consumption of coalin tho Celestial Empire is, therefore, one ton to every
406 persons.
Itrequires as many as 2,000 tons of coal to producea circular block of aniline twenty-four inches highby nine inches wide, but this is sufficient to dye 300miles of silk fabric.
Photography incolors has progressed so far that adoll dressed by the operator can be perfectly repro-

duced on the plates. A greater triumph is photo-
graphing a peacock's feather. Ithas been found thatnone but pure colors take well, those that are made bya mixture of two primary colors giving but one of theprimaries on toe plate. These photographs willnotstand full light long, as they turn brown, but may bopreserved in an album.

?The ice break last week in theDes Moines
has proved very disastrous.
