PARIS I VIAKRSAI.EXPOSITION.

?ln Missouri the planters are exhibiting
great fairness intheir labor contracts. The St. Louis
Republican says that in the counties of Howard and
Randolph, negro factory hands (men) are getting
from S2O to $25 per month and board; small boys and
girls (stemmers) are getting from $5 to $lO per month
and board; field hands (men) S2O to $25 per month
and board. Asa c. tho blacks aro well-
disposed, there is\oS poverty, the profits on
capital invested largely increased.

?Judge Mason gave an interesting opinion
inthe New York Supreme Court on Friday as to the
duties of hotel keepers. A guest at the Lafarge House
was robbed of a watch, his rings and scarf-pin, to-
gether with two hundred dollars in money, and on
sueing, the proprietor set up indefence that the rule
of the house (under the statute of tho State) required
valuables to be deposited in the safe of tho office.
The judge, however, charged that this did not apply
to a watch, or such jewelry as a man usually carried
about his person, nor to such amounts of money as
were usually carried in the pockets of travellers to
supply ordinary necessities.

?A mere accident lias just led to import-
ant discoveries in the ruins of the old manor house
of Cebastro. which stands in the gorge of Uces, be-
tween Trance and Aragon. The recent high winds
threw down part of the wallof the southern tower,
and exposed to view the entrance to sepulchral
vaults belonging to the period of Gothic denomina-
tion. Excavations were immediately commenced,
and have brought to light a great quantity of jewelry
of all kinds, as diadems, bracelets, rings and pins.
The diadems bear some resemblance to the crown
preserved in the Cluny Museum, and enable us to
form an accurate opinion as to the arts of the Visi-
goths.

?The Keese River (Cal.) Reveille says that
about three miles north of ions there is an isolated
mountain, some five hundred feet high, which is

called Agate Mountain. Its entire surface upon all
sides, from summit to base, is covered with agates
and concretions, and on digging into the soil they
are found like potatoes in a hill. The agates are
usually oral and sometimes globular in form, and
varying from one to four inches indiameter, and are
generally -beautifully banded and striped. In the
hands of a skillful lapidary, they could be fashioned
into pleasing ornaments.

The various concretions are found in great abund-
ance, and many of them are particularly beautiful.
In their sphericity they are sometimes found as per-
fect as a ball, though generally the spherical shape
is quite distorted. They are hollow and usually filled
with crystals. On breaking them open their interior
is often found to be irregularly hollow and lined

around with a layer of quartz crystals, forming what
is termed a geode?a "little crystal grotto." Some of
these hollow concretions contain a smaller conorc-
tion inside, which rattles when shaken in the hand.

Au American Saval Station if! Europe.
The latest English papers have comments upon

the negotiations reported to be in progress between
the United States and Greek Governments for the
sale of an island in the ASgean Archipelago to the
former as a commercial or naval depot. The Pail
Mall (razette remarks:

"The Americans have certainlr no ambition in the
East of Europe; but there is no quarter of the world
into which they arc not anxious to exlend their
trade: and there is no doubt that the shore* of the
Black Sea, and even of Asia Minor, present a widei
field for international trade than the commercial na-
vies of Europe have as yet exhausted. America, too,
there can be no doubt, is the ultimate consumer ot
many eastern products which are at present sent in
transit toBritish and French ports, and are thence re-
shipped to the United States. This circuitous process
cannot fail to suggest to American traders the ad-
vantage of shipping their goods direct from the
original places of export: but inorder to organize a
movement of this sort it has probably beon found
necessary for the Americans to have a depot of their
own inTurkish waters. What they require is simply
a safe 2nd accessible harbor, and a good roadstead.
Those who know the C'yelades and the Sporades are
aware that these requirements, common as they are
in our own islands, are not often to be found in the
Greek Acid pelage. ltickyJtlld iron-bound coasts are
more frequent there than oreeKS and inlets, ihere
are, however, exceptions to this rule, and no exeep

tion can be more conspicuous than the magnificent
harbor of Syra. That, indeed, is much too precioU?
to be ceded; but some other'somewhat less desirable
haven may no doubt be found. One thing is oerkiip,

THE FENIANS,
Arresl of Citizens at Toronto?Forces Sent

lo tlic Frontier.
NEW YORK, March 12. ?A special despatch from

Toronto, C. W., to the Herald , says:?The Feuian
excitement has somewhat sulsidpd here, but it still
rages on the frontier.

The Government has not relaxed its preparations
to receive the invaders everywhere.

The city is lullof volunteers, who are compelled to
wear their uniforms and side arms at all times, un-
der penalty of arrest. A number of regulars are
stated to be on their way from Quebec.

Allthe forts are being emptied. The troops daily
parade and drill, and the city looks like a place
besieged.

Forces are being marched towards tho frontier as
fast as they arrive, and are organized and equipped.
The magazines and arsenals are guarded night and
day by picked men.

Numbers of men, believing there was no danger of
a Fenian invasion, refused to turn out, and were
hand-cuffed and marched offto the barracks. Some
few, who were alarmed, fled to the interior, while
another small detachment left for tho States.

General orders have been issued from the Governor
General's office placing the whole volunteer forco
under martial law, and making Lieutenant General
Michel commander.

The Governor General says he relics with confi-
dence on tho loyal spirit of the Canadians, and that
ifnecessary, the entire population of the Province
would come forward to resist invasion.

There aro ten companies at Windsor,six at Sarnia.
ten at Preston, ore regiment and one company of
artillery at Stanstead, and about six hundred men
and artillery at Broekville. The balance of tho

troops are held in reserve at Toronto, Ilamiiton
London, Kiugst on, Montreal and Quebec.

A largo force has collected for the defence of Ot-
tawa.

Volunteers are pouring in from all the interior
towns. Much enthusiasm is manifested, ondrceruit-

ing is going on rapidly. Men arc coming in from
the country and volunteering here. The troops were
paraded and marched to church yesterday.

In the Catholic church Bishop Lynch's letter was
read, and some of the priests called on the Catholics
for the sake of the peace of the city, net 'o walk on
St. Patrick's day.

Parliament willmeet on the second week inApril.
The Fenian Military Excitement in

Canada.

NEW YORK, March 13.? 1t is said hero that it has
been reliably ascertained that the military excite-
ment going on in Canada is the result of direct spe-
cial commands from the Court of Great Britain, for
the purpose of diverting the Fenian Brotherhood
from Ireland as the grand objective, and to precipi-
tate the union of the Provinces, with Prince Alfred
on an American throne. The agents of England aro
now here with gold to carry out. this plan, but they
have been foiled by tlio detective system of the Fe-
nian Brotherhood, which ramifies society in this
country even to the stables of Sir Edwin Bruce, at
Washington, and the Governor General of Canada.
Further particulars of these astounding develop
mcnts will be given to the public. The bearer of
these despatches from the Queen of England, and
who carried the orders above referred to, is a Fenian,
and is now in New York.

The Juariste, numbering two or three hundred,
had taken tho city of Tlaxcala, making prisoners of
the garrison, inslufiing General Ormachca. An Aus-
trian force of five hundred arrived, after the retreat
of the enemy.

Six deserters from the Imperial army had been
shot at Tampico.

NEW YORK, March 13. ?A few days since a well

dressed man procured a nurse to attend the acoouch-
ment of a young woman, and after the child was
born ho threw it into the fire, drew a pistol and
threatened to shoot tho nurse if she disclosed the
affair. The nurse was then placed in a carriage and
driven in acircuitous route home, where she has been
so illas not to be able to communicate to her Priest
tilla day or so since. The Priest lias laid the case

before the police.

Mr. Saulsbnry said there was one thing that wouldafford him much pleasure if ho could vote for the

admission of Colorado. 4V hen the question of negro
suffrage was submitted to the people, it appears that4,192 voted against and only 476 lunatics were in
favor "f it. They were keeping out eleven States ofthe Union now vainlyknocking at their doors. Where
is the Union? lie should prefer when the question
of admission of Colorado came up, to vote for admit-
ting her into a Union infact.

Mr. Grimes opposed tho hill.Mr. Hendricks said that he would not oppose the
admission of a proposed State, even it she did grant
negro suffrage, but he could not give his vote to ad-mit two Senators here representing a population of
20.0&U to have equal voieo with the two Senators from
Indiana, representing 1,300,'K>0 people. The Con-
vention had not been gotten up by the people but bya party.

Mr. Lane, of Kansas, said the objections of the
Senator from Indiana were precisely similar to thoseurged against the admission of Kansas by Butler of
South Carolina, and Mason of Virginia, and whichobjections were ably answered by the Senators fromMassachusetts, and the Senator from Maine, (Mr.
F'essenden). The convention which framed tho Con-
stitution of Kansas was a party convention, and tho
Constitution was ratified by less than 5,000 voters.
California had not been admitted under an enabling
act. Florida was not admitted under an enabling
act, but was forced in by the slave power to over-
balance the admission of lowa. Colorado has aslarge a white population withinher borders to-day
as Florida.

Mr. Waue said that although a member of thoCommittee on Territories which bad reported thisbill, he had been opposed to itat the time, and would
have to vote against it.

MILITARYAND NAVALASYLUM.

GOODS INBOND.

Mr. Morrill, from the Committee on Ways and
Means, reported back the bill to extend the time for
the withdrawal of goods from bonded warehouses,
and recommended aconcurrence in t he Senate amend-
ment, which was greed to.

The amendment extends the time from April 1,
1866. The bill now stands as having passed both
Houses.

CIVIL RIGHTS,
Mr. Wilson, (Rep.,) of lowa, from the Judiciary

Committee, reported back the bill to secure civil
rights to persons in the several States, and tofurnish
the means of theit vindication, withamendments. Mr.

VV. said that the amendments struck out the general
character of civil rights, and proceeded to define
those rights.

The bill, as amended, provides that all persons
born in the United States, and not subject to any
foreign power, excluding Indians not taxed, are
hereby declared to be citizens of the United States;
and such citizens of every race and color, without re-gard to any previous condition of slavery or involun-
tary servitude, except as punishment for crime
whereof the party shall have been duly convicted,
shall havo the same right to make and enforce
contracts; to sue, be parties and give evidence;
to inherit, purchase, lease, sell ana convey real
and personal property, and to full and equal
benefit of all laws and proceedings for the se-
curity of person and property, and to full and
equal benefit of all laws and proceedings for
the security of person and property, as is enjoyed
by white citizens, and ?shall be subject to like pun-

ishment, pains and penalties, and to none other, any
law, statute, ordinance, regulation, or custom, to the
contrary notwithstanding. The penal section of the
bill is retained, providing that apy person who shall
deprive any one of the. rights named inthis bill shall
be fined one thousand dollars aad imprisoned not less
than one year. An additional section is added to the
bill providing for a final appeal in any case arising
to the Supreme Court of the United States. Nothing
contained in this act shall be so construed as to affect
the laws of any State concerning the right of suffrage.

ARRIVALOF A LIVERPOOL STEAMS inP.? The .-team-

ship Somerset, o! tho Baltimore and Liverpool line,
which left Quecnstown on the 25th ofFebruary, an-
chored off Swann Point cn Monday niglit, and
reached this port yesterday morniug, at an early-
hour. Captain Raffle reports fine weather until oft'
tho Banks of Newfoundland, after which a series of
severe gales were experienced. The ship is in ex-
cellent condition, the machinery especially being in
perfect order, no stoppage having been necessary du-
ring the entire voyage. The Somerset brings a full
eaTgo consigned as below, besides 127 passengers for
Baltimore, the West and New York. As the steamer
was nearly loaded at Liverpool, only 47 passengers
were taken at Queenstown, although 50i) coulu have
been secured, if room sufficient could have been af-
forded, the emigration at present from Ireland to the
United States being very large. Upon the arrival in
port, the officers of the Hibernian Society, and theRev. James Dolan, visited the ship, affording useful
information and advice to the emigrants. The pas-
sengers from Liverpool wcro mostly English, many
of them miners, seeking employment in the coal
fields of Western Maryland. The steamship Wor-
cester, of the same lino, is now loading and willsail
on Saturday next, 17th instant, with a full cargo and
a number of passengers. A large portion of the cargo
of the Somerset, it is understood, is already engaged,
and shewill leave for Liverpool on the 4!.h of next
month.

JHK PARIS EXHIBITION.
The House then took up, as in Committee of the

Whole, a joint resolution reported by Mr. Banks,
fromi the Committee on Foreign Affairs, to provide
for the expenses attending the exhibition of the pro-
ducts of tho industry of the United States, at the
Exposition at Paris, in 1857.

Mr. Banks, of Mass., urged the passage of the res-
olution. lie said that every nation of tho earth had
made an appropriation for this object. It was uo-
ccssary that the Govern 111ent should take part inthis, or else the individual citizen would have norights or privileges in tho grand exhibition which
would cover a spot of thirty-six acres in the south ol
Paris. Idie accemance of the invitation of the Em-
peror 01 France by this Government made itincum-bent to make an appropriation.

Thirty thousand square feet, had been ret aside for
this country in tho exhibition room, which was eighth
on the lint of nations already a.-signed places. Nearly
every State in the I nion had applied for a portion ofthe s: ace allotted to exhibit its industry. 110 de-
clared that the exhibition would be the grandest and
mast systematic of am ever held in the world, and
it would give the American nation a prestige en-joyed by no other. In the ten classifications we could
exhibit all of our material wealth as well as the de-
velopment of the political and social characteristicsand other elements of the civilization of our people.Mr. B. continued at length in an earnest and effect-ive strain to speak for an hour, of the results of in-
vention in our army and navy which would he ex-hibited at this exhibition. Ho understood that
our naval authorities would invite all of the batte-
ries of Europe to fire upon our silent and unresisting
iron-clads, it they would give us but a tingle shot at
one of their vessels in return. [Applause.]

The Committee rose and reported that they recom-mend the passage of the Fortification bill. and hadcome to 110 conclusion on the joint resolution rela-ting to tho Paris Exposition. Without action by theHouse on these bills,
