WHAT FSEXOH B*AKI>YIS MADE OK IN'NEW YOAK.?An investigation into some of the illicitdistilling
operations which have been carried on very exten-

which printers use to ink their types. These rollers
are made of glue and molasses, and it appears that
when they are no longer fit for use they are taken
and boiled, to separate the glue from the saccharine
matter contained in them, and the latter substance,
by distillation, is.eonverted into an alcoholic liquor
from which brandy is made. To persons of delicate
taste this association of printers'rollers with the
popular liquid will not render the officinal brandy
more attraotive: but veteran bibber* will biardly be
deterred from indulgence by the nauseating rehec-

Two ,He S.illVxatc.l in a Burning Well.
Tbe vicinity of the village of Leslieville, on the

Kingston road, was the scene of intense excitement
yesterday morning, occasioned by tbe suffocation of
two human beings ina welland the narrow escape of
a third. It appears that a Mr. Brockwell, residing
intho locality, had a well 011 his land which had run
dry during the winter by the stopping of a spring in
the bottom of the well, which gusheu through rock.
As, therefore, there were but two or three feet of
water in the well, which was forty-two feet deep, a
man named Sears was hired to drill the rock, and
thus open the spring. Operations wero commenced
early yesterday morning, and Mr. Sears at once pro-
ceeded to drillthe rock.

Mr. Sears bad been working with 'the drillfor aconsiderable time, when, tho men not hearing fromhim, Air. Brockwell also went down, and as he also
did not show signs of moving, after a lapse of time,
a third man was let down, but had only been low-
ered a fewfeetwhen ha cried out, asking to be drawn
up. as he was suffocating. By this time the whole
inside of the well was a cloud of smoke, and therush-ing of water could be distinctly heard, while a strong
smell oi' gas prevailed around tho mouth of tho well.
Persons who were about it wero startled, and for a
moment could hardly make out the fearful state of
affairs. A candle was then sent for, to enable them
to seo into the well: but whilo they were striking amatch withina few feet of the well, the gas took tire,
and instantly the well was in flames. which spurted
out eight or ten feet into the air. Itcontinued to runitt this manner for about three hours, withoutany in-
termission.

The well was then covered with planks and ma-
nure to try and extinguish the flames, hut with noeffect. Finally a bag of salt was poured in, and tho
flames ceased. On inspection it was found that tho
well was nearly filled with water, although a few
hours before it was almost dry. Grappling irons were
procured and in a short time the bodies of tho two
men were recovered. The Court street steamer had
previously to this been sent iur, but the flames hadbeen extinguished when it arrived. During this timethe water and gas had been bursting from the well,
and the water bailed continuously all yesterday af-
ternoon. An inquest was held on the bodies, and averdict to the effect that they died from inhaling
poisonous gases, returned. Sears and Brockwell havewives and families to mourn their untimely end.?
