PORTLAND, March 13.?The steamer Hibernia has
arrived with dates to March 2nd.

The Hibernian ba3 two hundred and seventy-five
passengers and a full cargo.

The Owl says there willbo a change in the Cabinet
shortly by the retirement of Sir George Grey from
the Home Secretaryship.

In the House of Commons, on tho 26th ult., the
bill abolishing certain declarations required on quali-
fications for offices, was passed for the sixth time by a
vote of 17c to 55. The measure was always rejected
in the House of Lords.

The bill regulating the Government of Jamaica was
passed.

Fenian affairs are unchanged. Arrests still con-
tinue to bo made. The London Times says it is
understood that the Horse Guards have determined
upon strengthening their depot withbattalions of in-
fantry inIreland, and they wiilshortly be augmented
by the addition of several English and Indian depota,
now attached to battalions in England.

In the French Corps Legislatif, during tho debate
on tho first paragraph of tho address. Jules Favre
denounced the withdrawal of the Extradition Treaty
with England, and said he suspected the existence of
some political motive for tho step.

M. Roller, Minister of State, asserted that the
measure had no political significance. Notice had
been given to terminate the treaty because it had no
satisfactory result, but the French Government had
not relinquished the hope of concluding an effective
treaty.

M. Gamier Pages explained the amendment pro-
posed by the opposition against the temporal power

of tho Iloly See, after which tho debate was adjourned.
Marshall O'Donnell has reported a bill to the

Spanish Congress, fixing the effective force of the
Spanish army for the year at 85,000 men.

Rumors of Austria-Piussian disagreements rela-
tive to the Duchies continue prevalent. It was re-
ported that Prussia is about to send an Extraordi-
nary Envoy to confer with the Austrian Ministry,
and that Austria intended to send a similar message
to Berlin.
It is asserted that the Powers are unanimous in

favor of a.conference to consider the questions raised
by the abdication of Prince Conza. It is believed
that the conference willbe held at Paris and not at
Constantinople.

Murphy, was buried
under the ruins, and suffered most horrible torture
until dug out, appealing to bystanders to end his
misery by cutting his throat.

He may
recover, though his wound is fearful.

Samuel D. Frierson, Chancellor of the Fourth
Chancery Division, died suddenly at Pulaski, Ten-
nessee, at five o'clock this morning.

THE STATE OF COLORADO.

Senator Wilson to day moved a reconsideration of
the vote by which the Senate refused to pass to a
third reading the billfor the admission of the State
of Colorado into the Union. The friends of the
measure are confident of its passage when the ques-
tion eomes to be fairly understood. Some misrepre-
sentations of a character disparaging to Colorado
were brought before the Senate in printed slips, and
laid on the tables of members, and by memoranda
furnished for use in debate, for the correction of
which no time was allowed.

THE U. S. SUPREME COURT TEST OATH.
In the United States Supreme Court to-day Mr.

'Man* concluded his argument in the ex parte cases
of A. H. Garland and Robert H.Marr. lie contend-
ed that, the law requiring attorneys to swear and
subscribe to an oath that they have never engaged in
armed hostility to the United States, or given aid and
comfort to the enemy, was in the nature <fa bill of
pains and penalties, and not an oath of office in the
sense of the Constitution, but an exclusion from
office as attorneys of those who committed certain
acts during the late revolt. It was Congress setting
in judgment on this class of citizens.

An attorney is not an officer of tho Government,
hut the office is created by the rules governing the
courts. If this argument failed, he placed hisdefense
on the pardon and amnesty proclamation of the
President, and the effect of which was, according to
the highest legal authorities, to remove all liabili-
ties for offences committed, and to place the subject
of eleinoney in the position which ho formerly occu-
pied. In other words, an obliteration of the conse-
quences of Itis illegal acts.

Mr. Stansberry, of Ohio, spoke on tho opposite side.
Congress fixes tho number of the Judges of the Su-
preme Court, their salaries, and the place where they
shall sit. Provision is made for a clerk and marshal,
in fact all the machinery is regulated by statute.

Itwas the act of Congress which gave counsellors
the right to appear at this bar. The oath alluded to
in the Constitution has nothing to do with Congress,
hut the law of Congress requires them to he sworn.
If a man is excluded from practice at this bar by
reason of crime, the pardon of the President could
not restore him. He referred to the argument that
the oath is unconstitutional, that the law is car post
facto, and that it deprives the p r.-cn affected of the
right of trial, and to summon witnesses in his defense.
This was likemaking up various medicines in the
form of a bolus, so that if one did not another would
cure. The arguments were thus presented in order
that they might operate by virtue of the combina-
tion. The oath was complete in itself and referred
to all attorneys. Air.Stansberry argued at length in
support of the constitutionality of the law. lion.
Reverdy Johnson made an argument before the
Court inbehalf of the petitioners.

THE COMPTROLLER OF THE TREASURY.

As the controversy between (be Secretary of the
Treasury and the Comptroller, with regard tofinan-
cial matters, attracts much attention, it may he of
interest to learn that the law provides that the
Comptroller "shall be appointed by the President,
on the recommendation of the Secretary of the
Treasury, by and withthe advice and consent of the
Senate, ana shall hold his appointmentforfiveyears,
unless sooner removed by the President, upon reasons
to he communicated to the Senate."

FISHERY EXPOSITION.
A communication was sent to the Senate to-day by

the President relative to ihe proposed exposition of
fishery land water culture, to be held at Arcachen,
near Bordeaux, in France, in July next. It em-
braces correspondence between our minister at Paris
and the Secretary of State and citizens of France.

This exhibition, though mainly a private enter-
prise, receives a subsidy from the Empire, and willbe
controlled by_ Government; officers. Mr. Bigelow is
instructed to inquire, iu view of tho magnitude of our
whale, cod, oyster and other fisheries, arid the extent
and capabilities for fish distribution for our cfluvial
system, what action our Government proposes to
take for its representation of the United States inthat
exposition, lie announces that the scientific society
of Arcfshen willdefray the cost of transport through
France of ail American articles.

Mr. Bigelow, in a note to Professor Carle, promises
that "nothing shall be warned on my part to secure
such a representation from the Lnitcd Status as is
due from a country adapted by nature to profit more
largely perhaps than any other, in the development
of the sciences of fishery and water culture." The
communication was referred to the Committee on
Foreign Relations. A similar one was also transmit-
ted to the House.

MOST DIABOLICALOUTRAGE.

Rubber)' at I'nris, lull.,and Probable Mur-
der of Three Children? IThe Murderer
Arrested?biiiignntiaii ttU'i Exeileiucnt
In the Neighborhood.

iFrom the Madison Courier of the 9th ]
We havo justreceived information from Mr.Koruff,

oi Bruning's dry goods store, (whoße informant is
Mr. E. F. Hainincl, a perfectly reliable gentleman.)

of ODe of the most fiendish, dark and damning deeds
ithas ever been our duty to record. The facts, as
related to us tiiis morning by Mr. Iloruff, arc sub-
stantially as follows;

A short time since a Mr. Todd, residing on BearOreck, hull a mile northwest of Paris, Jennings
county, Indiana, eighteen miles from this eitv, soldhis little farm for $350. On Wednesday last. 7thinstant, at the hour ot two o'clock in the afternoon,
Mr. and Mrs. Todd, having occasion to go out intothe field to- a short time, left the childien in the
house together. There were th-ee of the children-aged, respectively, two,four arid six years.

The parents of course suspected no danger, and alltheir money, &e., was left in the house. In half anhour, however, they returned, and were horror-stricken to find all three of the children stretchedupon the floor as if in a dying condition, and welter-
ing intueir blood! Immediately giving the alarm totheir nearest neighbors, it spread until the people ofthe entire vicinity were out, in arms, on foot andhorseback, scouring the country in search of the hell
deserving author of the horrible crime. The suppo-
sition is that the primary object of the fiend inhuman
shape was robbery, but after taking the money andsuch other valuables as he wanted, he feared perhaps
that the eldest child might be a witness against him,
and, therefore, deliberately knocked all three inthehead, Mr. Hammond stopped at the house of mourn-
ing after the occurrence. He says he found the
children in a horribly mangled condition, and the
attendant physician had given itas his opinion that
neither of them could recover. Our heart aches at
the thought of a human beingso totally depraved anddevilish that he could deliberately murder, in coldblood, threo poor, little, helpless, innocent children.
We cannot possibly imagine a punishment on earth
sufficiently severe to be inflicted oh the perpetrator
of so revolting a deed of blood.

The Madison Courier of Saturday evening gives
the following additional particulars:
FURTHER PARTICULARS?ARREST OF THE MURDERER.

We yesterday gave an account of a robbery at
Paris, in which an attempt was made to murder three
little children. Lam evening, after our paper had
gone to press, Mr. L. W. Hudson, who lives near
Paris, called and gave us some additional particulars.
The father of the children is Mr. William Todd.
The youngest child has died from the injuries it re-
ceived, but the other two will probably recover.
Late on the evening of the murder, the oldest child
recovered sufficiently to be able to tell the name of
the author of the terrible act. who was immediately
sought out and arrested. His name is Wash. Sage,
and during the winter he had worked for Mr. Todd.
The children on the day of the tragedy came in from
their play while the parents were out in the field, and
found the scoundrel ransacking the premises.

lie immediately seized a liihle lying near, with
which he knocked the smallest child in the head. He
then grasped a smoothing iron, and either with it or
a pistol which he hold in his hand, ho heat all three
of thein until he supposed they were dead, and then
left withhis booty for his home, three-quarters of a
mile distant, where ho wad arrested. Upon being
taken into custody he made a full confession. In
searching for the money he found two pocket books
?one small one, and a larger one filled withpapers,
lie took the last, but left the first, although it con-
tained the money. The prisoner had a preliminary
trial on Thursda3\ at Paris, before Squire Jones, and
"vT.as recognized to court, lie is now in jailat Ver-
non. where Mr. Hudson saw him yesterday.

We learn from various parties that Sage has always
been a suspicious character and generally considered
a had man. lie is a married man, ab ftut thirty years

old, and a son of John Sago, formerly of this county.
Lie was a terror to the neighborhood when living
here, and was believed to be the one who attempted
to killWiley White some time ago, though nO posi-
tive evidence could be round against him. At an
other time ho and another desperado named McCart-
ney were arrested by officers Meßeland and Littie-
john for barn-burning or destroying hay-stacks.
McCartney wtus convicted and sent to the peniten-
tiary, but Sage escaped (though believed to be
guilty; by having witnesses to swear falsely. We
trust he willget his deserts now.

t'lisliioiiahle Innovations in l'nri*.
A species of entertainment intended as a substitute

for the ordinary bails is creeping into fashion in
Paris. IT consists of a sort of promenade concert, an
assembly of well-dressed ladies and gentlemen, who
are supposed to find sufficient amusement in meeting
one another and listening, if they think proper, to
the strains of Strau.s's band. An innovation intro-
duced last year by Princess iilettemiek is also to be
repeated this year by the Countess Walewski. The
ladies are reouired to appear inmasks and dominoes,
the gentlemen being undisguised, merely wearingthe
Venetian mantle over their ordinary dress. The con-
sequence, and indeed the object, of this arrangement
is to afford increased freedom of intercourse.

CRINOLINE GOING OUT.
If Paris is still destined to give the law in matters

of female attire, says tho Pall Mall Gazette , tho days
of crinoline are numbered. The doubting Parisienne
is gradually abandoning that much abused institu-tion. ror morning dresses the iron cage is still used
as a necessary adjunct to the looped up skirl, which
itserves to keep high and dry out of the mud. But
in the evening itis the fashion to wear a long trailing
dress, called a queue a la comete. What is lost in
breadth is more than compensated in length, and it
is doubtful whether, as far as general convenience is
ooncerned, this ohange is for the bettor.

A USEFUL HIST TO BOUBEKEEFEBS AND OTHERS,?
An article in a late number of an English magazine
on the subject of the fracture of polished glass sup-

faces, says:
"It is a fact known to the philosophical instrumentmakers, that ifa metal wire be drawn through a glass

tube, a few hours afterward the tube will burst into
fragments. The annealed glass tubes used for the
water guages of steam boilers are sometimes destroyed
inthis way, after the act of forcing a piece of cotton
waste through them witha wire, for the purpose of
cleaning the bore. This willnot happen ifa piece ofsoft wood is employed. The late Andrew Bois in-
formed me that on one occasion, lute in the evening,
he lightly pushed a piece of cotton wool through anumber of barometer tubes with a piece of cane, forthe purpose of clearing out ary particles of dust.The next morning he found most of the tubes brokenup into small fragments, the hard siliceous coating of
the cane proving as destructive as he had previously
known the wire to be."

In these times, when glass lamp chimneys are in
such wide use, it is of no littleimportance that this
tact should bo made known. Thousands of persons
who have been in the habit of using wires, tableforks, and a variety of metallic articles inthe washing
ot these chimneys will, in the above stated lact, findthe reason of tbeir chimneys snapping to pieoes on
tne lamp.

ADAMSEXPRESS COMPANY.
Mr. Morgan presented tho petition of Adams Ex-press Company, asking for the renowal of certain

legal tender notes destroyed by fire. Referred to theCommittee on Claims.
BELIEF.

The House joint resolution for the relief of the
sufferers by the lato explosion at tho arsenal in theDistrict of Columbia, appropriating therefore $2,500,was reported by Mr. Morrill,from the Committee onthe District of Columbia, and wss by unanimousconsent read three times and passed.

NAVYDEPARTMENT.
Mr. Grimes, from the Committee on Naval Affairs,reported favorably the bill to establish a Bureau ofHydrography in tho Navy Department.

RECONSTRUCTION*.
Mr. Davis offered a resolution instructing the Com-

mittee on Reconstruction to take the testimony ofthe Senators and Representatives from tho late rebelStates, aud such reasonable number of persons asthey may indicate, on the condition of affairs in said
States. Laid over, objections being made.

MILITARYPEACE ESTABLISHMENT.The special order being the bill to increase and fix
the militarypeace establishment of the United States,
was then taken up.

Mr. McDougall offered an amendment, striking out
the provision for eight regiments of colored troops,
lie said he did not pretend to he gifted by God as thoSenator from Ohio (Mr. Wade) nor to be chained to
the throne of the Almighty, but the people of his
country were able to take care of themselves, and
did not want the assistance of an infirm race. The
profession of arms was an honorable one, and in his
opinion should not be conceded to those so low in the
scale of humanity. He demanded the yeas and nays
on his amendment.

The call for the yeas and nays was not sustained,,
and the amendment was di-agreed to.

Mr. Grimes offered an amendment- providing that
officers of the colored troops should be selected indis-
criminately from all the officers of the army.

Mr. Harris said he was opposed to this amendment,
as it would force officers who did not wish to com-
mand colored troops to leave the service.

Mr. Grimes said that was his object. If thero were
any officers receiving the pay of the Government, wliowere unwilling to command its colored soldiers, they
ought to leavo the service; they were not lit to stay
in it.

The amendment was then agreed to.
Mr. Sherman offered an amendment as an addi-

tional section, that for the purpose of increasing a
knowledge of militaryscience among the youths of
the country, the President may, upon the application
of an established college having one hundred and
fiftystudents, detail an officer of the army to give in \
structions in military tactics, the number of officersso detailed at anyone time not to exceed twenty.

Mr. Grimes offered an amendment that the officerso detailed shall act as professor in any such institu-
tion.

The amendment as amended was agreed to.
Mr. Wilson offered an amendment as an additional

section, fixing the rate of mileage to officers travel-
ing upon public duty at ten cents per mile, which was
agreed to.

Mr. Hendricks offered an amendment, that selec-
tions for vacancies in the ten regiments of the in-
fantry arm, shall be made from among officers of the
Veteran Reserve Corps, and advocated its adoption
as due to men who, though wounded and maimed in
the service of the Government, were yet able to do
.more service.

Mr. Fesscndcn said tho Veteran Reserve Corp? had
been organized for a temporary service, and so long
as they were useful to the Government, it was very
well to keep up the organization. The facts are, that
a large number of wounded officers never entered
into this Corps, and many of those who are in it, re-
covered long since from their wounds, and for two
years had light service and full pay, and they now
come forward and ask to be regarded as a favorite
branch. In his opinion a more impudent and selasn
claim was never advanced. A number of instances
had come to his knowledge where officers had entered
into this Corps, and without seeing any service had
been rapidly promoted.

A communication had been sent to him, and hesupposed to the other Senators, from the officers of
this corps, in which thev styled themselves tho "Old
Guard," in imitation of Napoleon's Old Guara. it
had always been his impression that the "Old Guard"
was composed of hearty vigorous men, who did tho
hardest fighting and led forlorn hopes, and uot of
those who did comparatively no service and received
the beat pay. Ho was willingfpi tucue oifleexs to be
placed on tho same footing as their wounded com-
rades who had never belonged to the corps, but not
to give them any advantage.

Air.TTL'eC!} rea '-i fr°nl letters of Generals Meade.
Sherman and Thomas that it was much better and
cheapor to provide for the Veteran Reserve corps by
pensions, and explainod that the opinion of these
Generals iuduenced the MilitaryCommittee instrik-
ing out the provision intho criminal MU relating to
that corps.

Mr. Hendricks modified his amendment so that
the officers of the regiment? shall be selected from
among tho officers of the army who have been
wounded in or discharged from the service by reason
of wounds, and who may be capable of performing
the duties. He wished these men to he definitely
provided for, and not be compelled to depend upon
tho uncertainty of being appointed to civil offices,
which had been suggested by some Senators as the
proper way of providing for them.

The amendment was 1101 agreed to.
Air. Wade offered an amendment that two of tho

regiments of cavalry shall be composed of colored
troops. He had understood that tho colored troops
had performed very efficient cavalry service.

Mr. Wilson could see no objection to the amend-
ment. It would be a matter of economy to the Gov-
ernment, as the desertions on the frontier would bo
far less frequent.

The amendment was agreed to.
Anumber of other amendments were offered andagreed to, when tho bill was read three times and

passed by yeas and naj's as follows:

So the billwas passed.
The bill,withthe addition of the amendments no-

ted above as having passed, is substantially as fol-
lows:
It fixes the peace establishment as follows: Five

regiments of artillery, twelve of cavalry, fifty of in-
fantry, cadets, Ate. The five regiments of artillery
arc now organized, but the organization of the first,
second, third and iourth shall belike that of the fifth
?the adjutant?, quartermasters, and commissaries,
hereafter t<> be extra first lieutenants. To the six
cavalry regiments existing there shall be six more
added, two of which shall be composed of colored
troops, the first and second lieutenants, and two-
thirds of the higher officers, to be selected from the
officors and soldiers of the volunteer force, and the
other third from the regular army. Four companies
of each regiment may be drilled as infantry at the
discretion of the President. The fifty regiments of
infantry are thus made up: Ten regiments now or-
ganized of ten companies each; the remaining nine,
each with three battalions of eight regiments, are
made twenty-seven, by adding t wo companies to each
battalion; five additional regiments of ten companies:
and eight regiments of colored troops, to be officered
by officers of colored troops who have distinguished
themselves in tho field.

It requires tho distribution of officers among the
States in proportion to the troop? furnished during
the war. Each regiment shall have one colonel, onelieutenant colonel, major, one regimental commis-
sary, one adjutant, one regimental quartermaster,
ten captains, ten first and ten second lieutenants, one
sergeant major, one quartermaster sergeant, one hos-
nital steward, one commissary sergeant, two princi-
pal musicians. Each company, one captain, one first
and one second lieutenant, one first sergeant, four
sergeant?, eight corporals, two musicians, one wag-
oner, and fifty privates.

It provides an ordnance sergeant and hospital stew-
ard for each militarypost, and authorizes tho Presi-
dent to appoint, a superintendent of national ceme-teries, established or to be established, with the rank
aDd pay of ordnance sergeant to be selected from
non-commissioned officers. Enlistments shall bo for
five years.

Itprovides one lieutenant'general, five major, and
ten brigadier generals.

The adjutant generals shall have the rank and pay
of brigadier: two assistants, colonels of cavalry; four
assistants, lieutenant colonels; and thirteen assistants,-
majors. Pour inspectors and eight assistants shall
have respectively the rank and pay of colonels and
lieutenant colonels of cavalry.

The pudge advocate general to rank as brigadier,
the assistant to rank as colonel of cavalry.

The number of military storekeepers is to be six-
teen, with rank and pay of captains of cavalry.

The quartermaster's department shall have one
genera], three chief assistants, four assistants, eightdeputies, and sixtoen quartermasters, grading asabove, and in addition forty-eight more quarter-
masters, ranking as captains.
.The commissary general shall have two assistants
ranking as colonels, two as lieutenant colonels, oight
(?olP'niss&ries as majors, and sixteen as captains.?
Surgeons, seveiuy-tive, majors: assistants, one hun-
dred and fifty,first lieutenants for three years, then
captains.

Ihe paymaster general is given two assistants, twodeputies, sixty paymasters.
The chiet engineer shall have six colonels, twelve

lieutenant colonels, twenty-six majors, thirty cap-
tains, twenty-six first, and ten second lieutenants.

Tne President is authorized to employ in the terri-
tories a force of 1,000 mounted Indians to act a? cav-
alry scouts, and receive the same pay, to be employed
only when required.

Mr. Trumbull, from the Committoc on the Judi-
diciary, to whom was referred the civil rights bill,
with the House amendments, reported that the com-
mittee hail agreed to the House amendmonts, and
asked the immediate consideration of the bill, for
the purpose of concurring therein. Laid over.On motion of Mr. Grimes, the Senate went into
executive session, and at its conclusion, adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
COURT OF CLAIMS.

Mr. Wilson, of lowa, from tho Committee on the
Judiciary, reported Senate bill to amei d tho act es-tablishing the Court of Claims, which was passed
without debate.

Mr. Spalding, of Ohio, lose to a personal explana-
tion, and said that he found that the Globe reported
the gentleman from Pennsylvania, (Jlr. Stevens), as
stating that a resolution introduced by him (Mr
Spalding) relating to the taxation of United States
notes on deposit, as being rank repudiation andnothing else, lie desired to say that there wasnothing farther from his intention than to injure thecredit of the Government, which he regarded as theapple of his eye. He introduced the resolution to
remedy what was looked upon in Ohio as a defect inthe Internal Kevenue law of last CongressMr. Stevens, of Penn., said that at the 'time hemade, that remark he did not exactly understandthe purpose or tne gentleman's resolution. He hadno desire to impute to him any motives looking torepudiation.

HABEAS CORPUS.
The House then resumed as the unfinished busi-

ness of the morning hour of yesterday House bill toamend an act entitled an act relating to habeas cor-
pus. and judicial proceedings in certain cases, ap-proved March 3,1863. Itprovides that any search,
seizure, arrest, or imprisonment, made during the
rebellion, by any officer orperson under, or by virtue
of any order, written or verbal, general or special,
issued by any military officer of the United States,
holding the command of any department, district, or
place inwhich said seizure may have been made ?

shall be held to come up within the provision of the
act to which this is an amendment.

The production of the written order or telegraphic
dispatch for an arrest, with proof of their authenti-
city, shall be sufficie.it for evidence. The remaining
sections of the bill provide for the removal of all
cases where United States officers are sued for arrest
and imprisonment, from the State Courts to the
United States Circuit Court for trial. After debate,
the bill was recommitted to the Judiciary Com-
mittee.

PROTECTION OF FISHERMEN.
Mr.Pike, (Hep.) of Maine, asked, but failed to ob-tain leave, to introduce a preamble and resolution,

setting forth that tho Governor of the British Pro-vinces had issued proclamations warning off our
fishermen, and declaring that as such proclamationsare unreasonable; therefore.Resolved, That the Secretary of the Navy bo re-quested to send a sufficient naval force to tho neutralgrounds to protect our fishermen, as provided by theact of 1793.

? Tho Committee of Transportation recommended
for the adoption of tho Board the following resolu-
tion, which was unanimously adopted:

Resolved, That tho charge on hay and straw, asmarie by the general freight tariff of the Company,
which took effect on the Ist October, 1861, be modi-hod, so as to permit hay and straw, when loaded onheavy goods, to bo charged at their actual weightonly at fourth class rates, instead of double actualweight, as now: Provided, that the contents of thecar shall all ho from one consignor to one consigned,
and the car shall pay. wiih the hay or straw, and thoheavy goods, at their proper classification, not lessthan tho rated {capacity of the car. at fourthrates/
It was stated that this action in regard to the tarifftor hay and straw would furnish material facilitiesand advantages to farmers and others upon the line

of the road, and increase thesupplics of these articleslor consumption in Baltimore.
Che same Committee also reported a resolution re-ducing tho rate on tho transportation of coal from

Cumberland and Piedmont to Baltimore 73 cts per
ton. and from Newbury, Fairmmir ami Clarksburgone dollar per ton: also a corresponding reduction ofway rates for coal upon tho Road and branches,?all
of which to take eflcet on the I'Jth inst.Ju connection vgith this subject, the PresidentStated, that whilst a general decline had taken placein ihe prices of the necessaries of life, and it wasreasonable to anticipate that the expenses of the
tloau would be, at no distant day, materially reduced,
inconnection with the cost of labor and of materials,
yet, up to this time, no deductions had been made inthe rates of labor, and tho reduction recommendedinthe tariff would leave a figure?namely $3 per tonfrom Cumberland to the Locust Point wharves,which, with the present actual large expenses of theH". lpftAiy* remunerative.

ilioi resident stated, that, whilst it was satisfactory
to note tbat the business in coal thus far for the cur-
rent year has been largely in exoesi of the quantitytransported during the corresponding period of the
preceding year, yet, that in view of tiic great, advan-
tages to tne community, iu aiding the manufacturing
and other interests,andpromotingsatisfaetory resultswiththe steamship and oilier enterprises, which would

. PARIS EXPOSITION.
On option, the House resolved itself into Commit-

tee oi the Whole, and resumed, as the unfinishedbusiness, thojoint resolution reported from the Com-mittee on roreign Affairs, by Mr. Banks, to provide
for the expenses attending the exhibition of the pro-
ducts of the industry of the United States, at Expo-
sition m Pans, 1867.Mr. \V ahburne, of Illinois, addressed the Houseat length in opposition to the joint resolution, which
he claimed appropriated four hundred thousand dol-lars lor the purpose. He proceeded to show that for
the exhibitions previously held inParis and London,
the Government had never appropriated a cent. liehad visited the Paris exhibition of 1853 at hi" ownexpense, as a Commissioner from the State ofilli-
nois._ That State diii not come down to him to pay
niin?nor did it come begging to Congress for money.

lie declared that with an impoverished Treasury
and the people groanihg under taxation, this was notime to appropriate money to allow inventions and
gim-cracks to be exhibited at this great Exposition.
He sent a letter to the clerk's desk from the Secreta-ry of! the Nay. showing that the nival vessels would
be all engaged for 1866, and that they were unfitted
lor purposes of transporting freight. He says thatthe cost of changing a war vessel to carry freight as
pro posed inthe pending resolution would bo very
great, and recommends the chartering of vessels asbeing the cheapest. Ho thinks that the cost of suchvessel or vessels would be about throe hundred thou-
sand dollars, and intimates that tho naval service
should have not to do with tho transportation
lor the Paris Exposition. Mr. W, said ho was op-posed to being represented in this exhibition, forduring the late war every nation in Europe but onehad scorned and spit uron us, and no one had ex-hibited more indecent haste to give tho red handedrebels of this country belligerent rights than thissame Emperor of France.

He was astonished to bear the gentleman 'from
Massachusetts (Mr. Banks) declare that Napoleon
wanted a war with this country. Be would say thatho could have it in the smallest space of lime. AMr.W. proceeded to endorse the tribute that Mr. Bankspaid yesterday to Farragut, Foote and Grant. The
latter had led us through the wilderness of civil war
and might yet lead us through a civil victory as
glorious and as great. The gentleman had alluded
to the proposed exhibition of a baggage wagon inthis coming Exposition,that had followed McClellan,
Rosecraus and Sherman in their campaigns, andhoped to ride in itwith his bill through this House.Instead of sending that baggage wagon t > Paris, he
would send it to the hall of the Montezuma?, with
American soldiers to follow it. He concluded with a
renewed protest against the passage of this resolution.

Mr. Chanler, of N. Y., favored the resolution, and
contended that this country should ho represented iuthis great international enterprise.

Mr. Grinnell, of lowa, advocated retrenchment andreform, but would favor the bill in a modi tied form.
Ho endorsed, he would say inpassing, all that the
gentleman from Illinois (Mr.Washburne) had said
in admiration of Gen. Grant.

The President also called attention to the fact thattho rate on gas coal would be reduced one dollar per
ton, and as the city of Baltimore would be furnishedwith gas coal quite as cheap, or more economically,
than any city upon the seaboard, the Gas Company
would doubtless be thus enabled to reduco the price
of this article to the consumer.
It would also he noted that ihe rate per ton per

He trusted that he would be the leader of tho
American people in time ot peace as ho had been
their leader In time of war. If General Grant was

and triumphant, although v.e had come out of a warsuch as no nation had ever witnessed. Let us send
our artisans, our farmers, our painters, and our scien-

there as proud in peace as we have in war.

Mr. Woodbridge, of Vt., said let us pass this bill
and give dignity to this enterprise. His own Statewould send one hundred sheep to this Exhibition,
while the American plow and tho shovel, as in pre-
vious exhibitions in Europe, would bear off' the
palm. Let the democracy of this country bo placed
in attrition with the aristocracy of Europe, and nocrowned head would dare trample on the rights ofthe American people. Let them see this, anu warwould not come.

How a nasi Freezes to Death.
M. Pouehet lately read an interesting paper on this

subject before the French Academy of Sciences. The
author's inferences arc as follows :

1. That the phenomenon produced by cold s a con-
traction of the capillary vessels to such an extent
that a globule of blood can not enter; these vessels,thoreforo, remain completely empty.

2. The second phenomenon is an alteration of the
blood globules which amounts to their complete dis-
organization.

3. Every animal completely frozen is absolutely
dead, and no power can reanimate it,.

4. When only a part is frozen, that part is de-stroyed by gangrene.
5. If the part frozen is not extensive, and only afew disorganized blood globules pass into circulation,

the animal may recover.
6. But if, on the contrary, the frozen partis of con-siderable extent, then the mass of aitered globule?

brought into the circulation when the part is thawedrapidly kills the animal.
7. lor this reason a half-frozen animal may live along time it maintained in the condition, since thealtered globules do not get. into the circulation-butit expires rapidly as soon as the frozen part isthawed.
8. In all cases of congelation, death is duo to the

alteration of the blood globules, than more to any
effect on the nervous system.

y. It results from these facts that the less rapidly afrozen part is thawed, the more slowly the altereil
globule? find their way into the circulation, and the
greater the chances of therecovery of the animal.

If the willwork for wages, we have nohesitancy in saying that cotton can be produced at
less expense than heretofore under the old system of
slavery, and ifhe does-not, his place will be supplied,
as it has been already inmany localities, with white
labor.?

.A QUESTION OF CITIZENSHIP.?An important de-
cision has been recently made by the Secretary mr
foreign Affairs of the United States of Colombia,
inreference to the question of citizenship. The case
was that of Senor N. Merino, who, though a son ofa Spaniard, was born within the territory of the re-
public, and resided there during a Part of his minor-
ity. It was claimed that although lie afterwards left
the country he was nevertheless a bona Jide citizen.Hut Secretary Perez says: "By international law,
which has been expressly declared to bo part of the
legislation of the republic, and to which all nations
must conform, birth of itself is not sufficient to en-
dow an individual withcitizenship, whatever may be
the provisions of civil law in relation thereto, but
the consent of the individual is also necessary," the
child during his minority inheriting th,e nationality
of his father. This is in contradiction to Mr. Sew-
ard's ruling in the case of Senor Victor Plise, who
was bora in Panama of Italian parents, and emigra-
ting to this country during his minority, became an
American citizen under tho naturalization laws, andthen returned to his former home. Our Secretary ofState held that by taking up a.permanent residenceinthe land of his nativity he nad of his own accord
