SKXITE. ?No business of very great interest was
transacted in the Senate yesterday. A resolution
offered by 31r. Morrill,appropriating $25,000 for the
relief of the destitute colored people of the District
of Columbia, elicited considerable discussion.

In this tho Committee of Claims say he did no
more than his duty as a citizen and a patriot, and
that the Government has never recognized a liability
for claims of this character, or considered a citizen to
be entitled to reward for doing a service which his
duty and loyalty compelled him to perform, llis
liabilities and risks arc tho same that pertain to
every one who loves his country and is loyal to her.
His place and situation demanded a sacrifice, and ho
performed the duty, and met his losses at the hands
of a lawless horde of rebels. The Committee add?-
"We commend his fidelity, but can never recognize
the liabilityof Government for his losses."

THE MONITOR MONAPNOCK.
Advices have been received that the monitor

Monadnoek was at Montevideo on the 25th January,
bound for Valparaiso, which port she is supposed to
have reached about tho last of February. This ves-
sel,the letterstates, has everywhere excited the won-
detyand admiration of all beholders, and given then;
a better idea of American skill than anything they
had previously seen.

THE FKNIAti MOVEMENT.
The Government does not seem to be apprehensive

that the F>uians will attempt an invasion of the
British Provinces, nor is the British Minister seri-
ously alarmed on the subject.

Nothing is known here to justify the belief that the
Fenians have as yet gone beyond holding meetings
and making coHeeti ons of money inaid of tbeircause.
Nothing of a belligerent character has been done thus
far, to authorize direct Governmental interference.

INSTRUCTIONS TO REVESLF OFFICERS.
The Commissioner of Internal Revenue has issued

a circular calling the attention of assessors, assistant
assessors, and of all other internal revenue' citUce/s,
to the a&liioicntly passed, declaring the tiipyuiing of :
certain parts of the internal revenue act, the third
section of which' inquires all persons making returns

to declare in such returns whether the rates and
amounts therein contained are stated according to
their values inlegal tender currency. If the rates
and amounts are stated in correct mmey. the asse--
sors receiving the returns must reduce their, to their
equivalent in currency at the time when and t£o
place where the returns are receivable.

THE MEXICAN QUESTION.
Friends of the Mexican Republic have printed and

are circulating a statement,of the aspect of the ques-
tion, and of the comparative fnancial condition of
the country under republican dud monarchical rule.
It shows the total foreign debt as recognized in 1862,
to be nearly $82,000,000, less than $.'10,000,000 of which
is due to French, nearly $9,500,000 to Spanish, and
the remainder tc English subjects. AVhile at! the ex-
penditures of the republic annually, as established
by Congress in 1861, amount to $11,000,000, those of
the so'called Empire are sard to be nearly $50,000,000.

Itis further asserted that m addition to the $150,-
000,000, the amount of the public k.a"s put out for
Maximilianin France and taken by French subjects,
and for which Louis Napoleon is morally responsi-
ble, there have bees expended from the public rev-
enues of France up to i.o end of the year 1865, in
this attempt to propagate monarchical institutions
on the American continent, $150,006,900 more.

?The Catholic World says that within th*
last fifty years no church has been so prosperous in
the United States as theirs: "About two thousand

churches and chapels have been built: an increase of
one thousand eight hundred clergymen?mostly from
abroad ?one hundred and sixty schools established
for the Catholic training of ten thousand boys and
thirty-three thousand girls.

Mr. Foote has contributed Tto the history of the

times, a work well worthy of general perusal. Few
men have possessed better opportunities of knowing
the motives which prompted the Rebellion, or are
better informed as to the manner in which the Gov-
ernment at Richmond was conducted during the war
just closed. The style of the volume on our table
evinces scholarship and good taste, while the state-
ment of facts, and tho deductions therefrom are sug-
gestive, disclosing, as they do, the shameless concep-
tions of the Confederate Government, and the mode
inwhich the masses wore duped by their unscrupu-
lous leaders. The Erlanger Loan, the atrocities of

We learned from a prominent stock-
holder, and a man who is about as well informed in
railroading matters as any inthe State, that accord- ,
ing to the present schedule of freights on the North
Carolina Road, freight put upon the road west of
Raleigh, at Greensboro'or High Point, for instance,
is charged precisely the same to Raleigh per hundred
or barrel that it is to Goldsboro', and if the same
fright is to he forwarded to \V ilmington, it goes
through without any additional charge.

For instance: a thousand pounds of freight shipped .
from Greensboro' to Raleigh is charged, oy SJ.oO
per hundred, making sls, but if it ip to go to Golds- ;
uoro' itis still $1.50, and what is still more astound-
ing, if it is to go to Wilmiugton it is shipped clear
through for the same. Now, we do not know that
this statement is correct; but it was so stated to us
by one who ought to know. The result of this very
unreasonable discrimination is, that thousands of
poundc of freight seeking transportation ?> Balti-
more and other Northern cities through Newbern.

"This no doubt answers the question so often asked

k?P"" l'!n ' reported a point resolution, appropriating
5.25.000t0r the relief of the destitute colored people
ot the District, to be expended under the direction ofthe C.imuHss,oners of the Freedmen's Bureau.Air. Morrill said that a largo numberof coloredpeople were now congregated in the vicinity of Wash-ington. in a state of poverty and destitution, and lit-erally breeding disease and death. The committeehad inquired into their condition, and had come tothe conclusion that, tins appropriation was necessary,not only lor the sake of humanitv. but as a sanitarvprecaution. He sent to the Secretary's desk andasked for the reading of the report of the Superin-
tendent ot Metropolitan J'oliec, in which a fearfulPicture is drawn of the distress and degradation nowprevailing among the colored population, particu-
larlyin the locality known as M urder Bay. The su-
perintendent expresses the opinion that' on the ap-
proach ot warm weather, destructive epidemics are
imminent.

Mr. Saulsbury offered an amendment apuropriatins
r S? . the relief of the destitute white people

of the District, to be appropriated under the direc-tion ot the Mayor of Vashineton.
Mr. Alorrillsaid no appeal had been made to theCommittee on behalf ol the poor white people of the

1 strict, and he thought tlie Senator was paying avery poor compliment to them to ask for such an ap-
propriation. Jhe poverty and helplessness of thesepoor colored people was well known. He wouldsuggest to the Senator to withdraw his amendment.Mr. Saulsbury said he had no doubt that therewere hundreds and thousands ot poor colored people
in the District, but he never walked Pennsylvaniaavenue that he was not solicited by poor little whitefurls and boys for alms. There were thousands ofwhites in the District to-day who were just as help-
lcss as the blacks. We were told when slavery wasabolished in this District that it was to be converted
into a 1 aradise, and a very graphic picture of thatParadise has lust been drawn by the Senator fromMaine <3lr. Morrill).
