disabled by wounds received or diseases contracted
in the line of duty as may posse-s the proper quaiiu-
cations.

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE AT TEE ARSENAL?ONE MAN
WOUNDED.

What isiise Sliagie of tin* Fartii?
Galignani's Me*scno<r, of Paris, in a recent article

on the subject, has the following : in 1862 we gave
an account of M. Von Gumpach's work on the True
Figure of the Earth, and wo will now mention a
pamphlet he has published, entitled Our.Weekly
Gossip, in which we find a series of polemical papers

addressed to those who have repudiated his doctiines
with moro or less reason or acrimony. Our author,
as we have irated on a former occasion, asserts thatthe form of theer-rth is not a compressed,but a pro-
late elij soid, or, inother words, that it_ has not the
figure oi an orange, but of a lemon. Now why, ac-
cording to Newton and the dominant school, has itthat of an orange? i irst, bedauso in measuring va-
rious ares of an earth s meridian it lias been foundthat the degrees are longer towards tho pole than
near the equator.

Secondly, because the seconds pendulum is longer
at the poles that at. the equator, its length being a.function of the force of gravity, and increasing with
it; and thirdly, because, m consequence of the earth's
diurnal rotation ils particles are actuated by a cen-trifugal forco which is zero at the equator. Now.none of these arguments are theoretically conclusive;
as to the first, because a prolate figure is infinitely
more favorable to an increase of length in a polar
degree f ban a compressed one, as any one may s*ce by
merely taking the trouble of using his compasses anddescribing on tho raioe equator, first, a com pres.-r d
ellipsoidal quadrant, then a circular one, and then a
prolate ellipsoidal o;;c. As to tho second argument,
because ii on the one hand it may be argued that
gravity Increases at the poles because ina compressed
ellipsoid the distance from tho earth's ccntro is
shorter; on the other hand it may be argued with
equal force that gravity increases at the poles of a
prolate ellipsoid, becauso of the greater quantity of
attract ive particles accumulated there.

And. lastly, as to the third argument, it may be re-
plied that ina rigid body like the earth the effect of
the centrifugal force must he zero, and that ifitwero
nor, the ear;h would by this time have become a? llat
JIM a pancake by constant rotation. The origin of the
idea of this action of the centrifugal force lies in the
purely gratuitous supposition that the earth was
once a lluid mass, an opinion in l'avor of which there
is not a shadow vfevidence; nay, wohave evidence tothe contrary, for all the seolkes that have fallen on
our earth, and which may, within the compass ofour
present knowledge at least, be considered abortive
planets, are solid. That there is "something rotten
in the state" of astronomy cannot be denied even on
t'- o showing of astronomers themselves, who arc con-
stantly complaining of something that docs not t. lly
with observation, and ro therefore -irongly incline
towards such innovators ;us M. Von Giuupach ard 51.Charles Emmanuel.

silver?arc. dispersed equally through tho whole
ledge. We have seen specimens of the rock.
It contains much more silver than any other we
havo ever seen, except some of the best specimens of

excellent :um extensive water power, which will be
made u.-e of incrushing the rock.

Tnrc ?HAD FISIIKRIF.S? The regular shad fishing
season in the Delaware willbogin next Monday. Thefish now offered in cur markets are taken in gillnets,
indeep water. The rgularseino fish'ng, as we have
said, willbegin next week. The season lasts until
the closing week ia May. From Burlington down to
Gloucester the business is, on the Delaware, pfßso-
cuted with activity and success. The fisheries at the
latter point are of value. The catch sometimes is
extremely la ge, and the work gives lucrative em-
ployment to a large number of men. Tho shad
and herring fishing season being finished, sturgeon
catching begins. These fish arc sent to New York.
The female is much more valuable than the male.
The roes arc there converted into a preparation large-
ly used by Germans, called "caviar," the original of
which is made on tho banks of the Volga, from a
Russian species of the same fish. Except that the
globules of the Russian article arc larger, there is
very littledifference between the gctibine article and
the imitation that comes from the Delaware and the
Uudson. The production of the stream first named,

from some reason not to be ascertained, is very ma-
terially the best. Thousands of sturgeon roes have
been thrown into the Delaware. They are n<-w worth,
on the bunks of tho stream, a dollar and a half each.
"When prepared in oil, converted into caviar, and
sealed intin cans, they bring from sixty to eighty cents
a pound.? Phil. N. Amer.

The London Economist has an article on the dura-

tion of the supply of coal in Great Britain, which is
worthy of attention. At present it is far from being
inexhansted, but it is in process of exhaustion, andiffrom year to year the consumption is augmented
at the present rate of increase, it willnot last onehundred yea re. The entire amount of coal remaining
in Great Britain, down to a depth of 4,ODD feet is es-timated to be 80,000,000,(100 tons. Tho annual con-sumption m ISdO was about 80,000.000 of tons. At
that rato the available coal would last one thousand
years. But tho consumption is steadily increasing at
tho rate of thrto and a-halfper cent, portinoitm. andwill,in18S0, be mi l 80.000.01H1 but 160,000,000; and ifit
continues thus to increase, it will have worked out
the whole 80,000,000,000 before the year 1960, and pro-
bably much earlier: for the calculation includes allthe coal down to 4,000 feet, and no coal mine has yet
been worked at a greater depth than 2,500 feet and
there is but little reason to believe that, mines can beworked at all, at such a depth as -i.OCO teet. ThoEennomiet observes:

"The check to the consumption of coal, tho re-tardation i.e. inour progress towards ultimate andabsolute exhaustion ?can only come front increase of
price, and the moment that it does eotno the decline
ot our relative manufacturing pre-eminence has ho
gun. \V e shall avoid the extinction of our coal inthe short period of a century; but we shall do so only
by using less now?and using less now tno c.ns pro-ducing less iron, exporting less calico and woolens,
employing less shipping, stti porting a scantier popu-
lation, ccasing our progreet, receding from our rela-
tive position. We may, it ir 4rue, make our coal last
a thousand years instead ol' a hundred, and reducethe inevitable increase in its price to a very incon-siderable rate; but ire ran do eo only bv becoming eta-
tionary; and to become stationary implies lotting
othir nation? pass us in the race, oxportinj? our
whole annual increase of population, growing rela-tively, if not positively, poorer and feebler.Of the 136 millions of tons now annually raisedthrougnout tho world. Great Britain prodpcosSO mil-lions and tho Unitcd States ouly 20. But this is only
because we have had the first start, and because ourpopulation is far denser, and because our iron andcoal lie conveniently for each other and conveniently
for carriage. As soon as America is densely peopled
to America must both our iron and our coal suprem-
acy?and ail involved therein?be transferred; for theUnited States ure ithese respects iinmeasurably rich-
erthan even Great Britain. Their coal fields are esti-
mated at 196,000 square mi!es*in extent, while ours
are only 5,400. But. this is not til. Their coal is often
better in qualityand incomparably more accessible
than ours, especially in the Ohio Valley. In sine
places the cost at the pit'e mouth even now is 2s. per
ton inAmerica, against lis. in l'Jngland.

a trip upon the Colorado, old Cancy, and otherof the most important sections of the State, we de-rive the most satisfactory information respecting
the prospects for the coming crop. 'J he planters arc
almost universally possessed of far higher hopes and
far brighter prospects than eould possibly have been
anticipated at the outset of the year. Nearly all the
cotton plantations in the sections vi.-ited by* our

friend are in cultivation, most of them with a fair
supply of labor, some with more than ever before cm-
ployed upon them, whilo some were still short of
them. In general, planting operations were fullyas
far advanced as usual at this time oi year, and tho
proportion of cotton to other crops, though greater

than has been customary heretofore, was yet not
such as to threaten a scarcity of grain.
"innearly every instance the planters spoke very

favorably of the disposition and conduct of the ne-
groes so far. The hands are generally divided into
squads, each under a black foreman, and a propor-
tionate extent of ground is assigned to each squad.
The foremen exercise a strong control over their
squads, and the hands themselves are rapidly learn-
ing, from the instinct of self-interest, the necessity
of making every laborer do his duty. The portion
of the crops assigned to tho hands varies from one-
quarter to one-third, and in some instances one-half
is allowed them."

EXTRAORDINARY BIRD,?We find ina foreign jour-
nal a statement of Dr. Livingstone's discoveries in
natural history, made up from the pages of his latest
work on Africa. One of the most curious novelties
is that of an extraordinary bird, called tho "Honey
Guide." Whenever this bird catches sight of a mail
it endeavors to attract his attention by flying from
tree to tree, looking back each tiuie it alights to seeif ii be followed, its invariable object being for someunknown reason, to lure him to a hive of bees and a
store of honey. Another peculiar bird is the Buffalo
Watcher. As they lie inthe tall grass, these animals
might be approached quite unperceived, were it not
that this bird, which is seated on the animal, by flap-
ping its wings and M-reaming gives tho signal ofalarm. A considerable difference is observed be-
tween Africa and Asiatic elephants. Of tho latter,only the males have tusks, and this is not invariably:
while in the former they are found both inmales and
females.

The African male elephant, moreover, is distin-
guished by the convex shape of his forehead and the
enormous size of his ears, resembling those found
upon Roman coins. Another very remarkable pe-
culiarity is, that in the part of the jawcorrespond-
ing with F cc in which tho wisdom tooth ap-
pears in n , thero is a succession of new teeth, each
of which a. it comes no pushes "tho others aiong,
:nd out at the front end of the jaws, thus keeping
the molars sound by renewal till tho animal attains
a very great age." Locality, it appears, very much
affects the character of tho tusks; those of animals
from marshy districts being tho largest, and those
fruui dry districts tho densest and heaviest. In the
great marshes on tho shire, near the Ruo, there isono
called the Elephant Marsh, in which a vast number
of these animals arc found; eight hundred wero
counted in one herd. But elephants must soon dis-
appear from flic country, as 30,000 are said to bo an-
nually kilicdfor t he sake of their tusks.

SCHOOL BENCHES AND DESKS.-?The attention of
Berlin pedagogues ha. lately been directed to a sub-
ject of considerable importance to the well being of
the rising generation. Dr. Harrow, who is the origi-
nator of the movement in question, has been tor
many years the director of an orthopoedic institution
at Bonn, and has given it as tho result of his expe-
rience that a very large proportion of the cases of de-formity among young persons arise from the im-proper construction of school benches and tables.
Such a staiement from such an authority certainly
deserve* vi-ryscriou? consideration. As the propor-
tion belweeni ind and odj is very variable, long-
legged dunces and short-legged geniuses necessarily
