A Whole Family Murdergd.
PrruApeLPHIA, April 11.—A terrible crime was dis-
covered this evening in the lower section of the ¢
the massacre of a family of seven persons; Christopher
Deering, wife, niece and four children of . Deer-
ing, residing at the farm at Point House road and
Jones lane, It is supposed that the murder was com-
mitted on last Friday, by a German laborer on the
farm. The crime was discovered by finding the bo-
d of Deering and his wife in the barn. One of the
victiing was a baby only ten months old. Plunder
seems to have been the sole object. The horses and
cattle in the stable were found to be in a famishing
condition.

The Ledger, in its account of this terrible tragedy,
says that thebodies of Deering and his niece were dis-
covered in the barn, covered with hay, and the others
in the corn ecrib, covered similarly. Itis sup
that the murder was committed last Saturday, by
man and boy who had been hired by Mr. Deer
and had lived with the family for two m
The supposed murderers have disappeared. Dcering
and his niece were from home on Saturday morning,
and it issupposed that his wife and children were
murdered during his absence, and that he and his
niece were killed on their return. The bodies pre-
sented a horrible appearance, having been mutilated
with a knife and axe.

Only one of the family survives, a child aged
ten years, who is on a visit to distant relatives.—
Deering was a cattle dealer, thirty-cight years of
age. The niece, Miss Keating, was forty-five. The
four children ranged from fourteen months to eight
years. The residence is situated about a mile and 2
half below the navy yard. The tragie occurre
has produced guite a sensation in the city.

Mr. Consul—Accordingto a desire expressed in your
letter of the 13th instant, I have the honor to trans-
mit you a copy of a pamphlet on the Cattie Plague,
containing the regulations in force upon this subject
in Belgium. I also enclose a copy ot the law of Tth
February last, and of the Royal and Ministerial de-
crees, a8 well as the instructions with respect to these
new regulations. The cattle plague to which you
refer in your note, had not been observed in the Pro-
vince of Antwerp since the 2d of February, hut has
just broken out again. e 2

It appeared at the same timein three different par-
ishes, viz: Antwerp, Staman and Maxem. Inthetwo
first localities the disease wassuppressed bv the sacri-
fice of four animals.
