Tito ftliillf(liincicLaborer*.
The scaffolding for the purpose of covering the

court, is proceeding rapidly, the chief supports being
now completed, and the upper part inproccssof being
covered with light bamboos placed about two feet
apart. These act OH supports for the matting, which
is all double, having liningformed of the millet stalk.
Home of these sheets of matting are fitted on bamboo
frames, whivh are not intended to bo moved; while
others are so arranged that by halliards they can be
pulled open or shut like window blinds, thus enabling
the court to be covered or uncovered according to
temperature, rain, or other circumstances. The skill
and ingenuity which the men display is remarkable.
They move about on the top of this work, some forty
feet from the ground, with the agility of monkeys,
ar d run up and down the straight poles like squirrels,using only their hands and the soles of their l'eet. A
leg of mutton on the top of a greasy pole would stand
a poor chance of remaining long an object of compe-
tition amongst Pekin scaffold-constructors.

The framework is secured only by rope s : and twine,
and great economy is exercised in picking up andremoving the portions that are in excess, several
little boys going round in the evening before the menleave, and picking up all the scraps that have been
cut off and thrown down. The Chinese workmen dis-
play great expertress in throwing materials from one
to the other to a considerable height. I noticed this
to-day amongst the scaffold men. and it recalled to my
memory having seen one of the masons' laborerstaking a spade fullof mortar, and throw it spade and
all. to a man on the roof of a house, who caught it
without dislodging a particle of the mortar. The
paper-hangers, also, are very expert inthrowing up
sheets of paper, with one side covered with paste,
ready for being put on the wall. Their paper for
room purposes is very good, the "satin pattern" be-
ing ihr.t most commonly used. Paper of this kind is
not kepi inrolls, as with us, but in squares of about12 in. by 10 in. One man stands by the table and an-plies the paste, and then adroitly throws the sheet
up to another one, who fixes it on the wall.? Pchinand the Pekinese.

PigcoK-rij'ins 1" Unglaiul.
[From Wilkes' Spirit.]

London for furthering the breeding and flying ofcarrier pigeons. A sweepstake of sl2 each has been

Vrmcd to fly pigeons bred this year, from Semley todon, a distance of one hundred miles. The flying
\u25a0 e had on the 16th of August, and besides the

\u25a0-A Victoria medals are to be given to the ownersof ae first, second and third birds. There is also to
1)6 a sweepstakes from Salisbury to London (81 miles),
to come ofi a month before the Semley flv; and it wasannounced at the lan mooting of tile club that sev-eral members had put twenty pigeons each intrain-ing. to try to fly them from Antwerp, in Belgium, toLondon. This is a feat that has often been attempted
before, but never accomplished. The young birds te
compete for the sweepstakes have to' be produced
and marked inthe presence- of the club, at tho time
of entry, and several strung young ones were enteredand marked at the meeting.

A good deal of interest will be felt in the resultof these sweepstakes in this country as well as Eng-
land, and we have no doubt means will bo taken to
insure accuracy in tho timing. The flight of birds,
and their comparative'swiftness, is a subject not
much understood. We have seen it stated that a
good pigeon will make a long flight at the rate ofabove sixty miles an hour, and wo lately saw an es-timate made by ' 'Peregrine,'' an accomplished ama-
teur in the ancient sport of hawking, that his besthawks, in hot pursuit of old cock grouse on tho
Scotch moors, have gone at the rate of above a hun-dred miles an hour. But then it is to be remem-
bered that their flights, at most, were only a fewmiles, while in the Semley fly the young pigeons willhave to go 100 miles.

Follow My Lcafler.
A very singular occurrence is reported by (he Ara-rat Advert Key of November 7: We suppose it ispretty generally known and admitted that the ten-dency which all animals have to follow a leader isdeveloped in no species so much as the sheep; butwe believe that even in his pastoral country, the

strength of development which this instinct possesses
inthese animals is not generally known. One of the
most remarkable illustrations of this characteristicwhich we have ever heard of, occurred with a flockof sheep about a week ago, belonging to a squatter
on the Wiiumora. A large mob of about four thou-
sand was turned out of the sheds, after being shorn,
to be shepherded on the side of a creek where the
grass grew more abundantly than on the plains fur-ther back.

While depasturing around or near a very large hole
inthe river bed. from which all the water had evap-orated, one of the flock, urged by some unaccounta-ble impulse, jumped into it, another followed, and
another, tilltho whole flock rushed to the spot; and
notwithstanding every exertion on the part of the
shepherd, they pressed en masse into the large basin
till it was literally tilled with a moving mass otanimal life. The pressing of the flock behind ren-
dered escape impossible, until the hole was literally
filled to its level with the struggling sheep. When
the mania died out?for during its continuance theshepherd had not the slightest control over the
flock?they were driven from the place, but it was
found that no less than eight hundred and twenty-
five were smothered, or otherwise killed by thepressure. This accident seems the more unaccounta-
ble. as we are inlormel that there was neither water
nor grass inthe hole to tempt the rush.

Strange Customs.

The following is a curious account of the habits and
customs of some ofthe tribes in the interior of Africa,
as we find it inthe new volume of travels by David
and Charles Livingstone, just issued in London.
Speaking of the women in Morambala. the narra-
tive says:

"These damsels looked with considerable disgust
?n the 'men in bags,' as the trowsered whites were
called. Even tho less fastidious matrons quieted
their children by threatening to fetch the white man
to bite them. In their eyes, Dr. Livingstone, busy
with the wet and ary bulb thermometers, was an ob-
ject of pity, 'playing with toys like a little boy;' but
when they beheld the travellers[spreadingbutter, 'raw
butter,' on their bread, their disgust was beyond ex-
pression. They only use butter after melting it, toannoint their heads and bodies.

"The most wonderful of ornaments, if such itmay
be called, is the nelele or upper-lip ring of the women.
The middle of the upper lip for the ring is pierced
close to tho septum ofthe nose, and a small pin in-
serted to prevent the puncture closing up. After it
has healed the pin is taken out and a larger one ispressed into its place, and to on successively for
weeks, and months, and years. The process of in-
creasing the size ofthe lip goes on tiiI its capacity
becomes so great that a ring of two inches in diame-
ter can be introduced with ease.

"Allthe highland women wear the pelele, and itis
common on the upper and lower shire. The poorer
classed make them of hollow or ol* solid bamboo, butthe wealthier of ivory or tin. The tinpelele is often
made in the form of a small dish. The ivory one is
not unlike a napkin ring. No woman ever appears
in public without the pelele, except in times ofmourning for the deiyl. It is frightfully ugly to seethe upper lip projecting two inches beyond the tip of
the nose. When an old wearer of a hollow bamboo
ring smiles, by the action of the muscles of the cheeks
the ring and the lip outsido of it are dragged back
nnd thrown above the eyebrowa. The noso is seen
through the middle of the ring, and the exposed
teeth show how carefully they have been chipped tolook line those of a cat or crocodile.

1 ho pelele of an old lady, Chikanda Kadze, a
chiettainess. about twenty miles north of Moram-bala, hung down below her chin, with, of course, a
piece ot the upper lip around its border. Tho labial
letters cannot be properly pronounced, but the underlip has to do its best for them again: t tho upper teethand gum. Tell them it makes them ugly; tnev hadbetter throw it away; they reply, 'Kodi! Really! it
is the fashion 1 How this hideous fashion originated
is an enigma. Can thick lips ever have been thought
beautiful, and thi9 mode ot artificial enlargement re-
sorted to in consequence?

The constant twiddling of the pelele with the
tongue by the younger women suggested the irrever-ent idea that it might have been invented to give

safe employment to that little member. 'Why dothe women wear these th'ings?" wo inquired ofthe
old chief, Chinsune. Evidently surprised at such astupid question, he replied: 'For beauty, to be sure I
a>len have beards and whiskers; women have none;
and what kind of a creature would a woman be with-
out whiskers and without a pelele ? She would have
a mouth Tike a mau, and no beard; ha! ha! ha!'?
Atterward, on the we found men wearingthe pelele as well as women."

PIG WITHOUT FOOD SEVKNTEKN DAYS.?In dis-
charging the brig M. Shepard yesterday, at this port,
the laborers were surprised to find a small pig stowed
away in the hold among the bales of goods. He
could hardly stand up, but managed to squeal faint-
